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F enton 
resigns 
suddenly

The atmosphere was somber 
when Mayor Ted Hcnscheid called 
the special open meeting to order 
Monday night at City Hall. The 
council had just finished a closed 
executive session and no one was 
smiling. Henscheid immediately 
asked for a motion to accept the 
resignation of City Administrator 
Joe Fenton. Council member Fran 
Voth made the motion and the vote 
to accept was unanimous.

Fenton's resignation includes the 
following concessions:

-Resignation is effective 
immediately.

-The City will render a favorable 
reference letter and continue 
favorable references regarding 
Fenton.

-Fenton will receive 30 days' 
severance pay plus two weeks' 
accrued vacation pay.

-The City will reimburse Fenton 
$249.00 for personal equipment 
which was lost or damaged by city 
employees.

No one would comment on the 
reasons leading up to the action. 
Henscheid would only say that the 
reasons and discussion were locked 
up in executive session. "The 
resignation was tendered and 
accepted for reasons of public 
pressure," he said.

The council briefly discussed the 
idea about moving a city employee 
in Fenton's position but did not act 
because the employees hadn’t been 
consulted. The council agreed to 
leave the administrator's position 
unfilled for the time being.

Fenton was hired on Sept. 24, 
1984 arid was being paid $28,000 
annually when he resigned.

EDITORIAL QUESTION: It
seems fair to ask, since Muenster is 
now left without an experienced 
city administrator when several 
important items are waiting for 
action, what pressure did we, the 
public, apply to cause it?

The Enterprise is looking for 
answers for the next story.

One other item was discussed 
shortly by the council when 
Southtown resident Jon LeBrasseur 
asked why no curbing action had 
started on his street in preparation 
for paving.

Fenton replied that no action was 
taken on his directions while he had 
been gone to Fireman's School at 
Texas A&M. The interlocal work 
agreement with Cooke County had 
not been made and everyone was 
too busy during Fenton's absence.

LeBrasseur said he understood 
but reminded the council that the 
30-day time limit is past at which 
time the city was supposed to 
initiate curbing uncurbed sections 
of street.

Muenster questions ambulance changes

County employees
pay raises

Cooke County's 147 employees 

will receive raises totaling about 
$150,000 for fiscal 1993.

County commissioners this week 
agreed to implement about half the 
proposals of a salary study 
conducted last year plus give an 
across-the-board 3 percent raise to 
all employees.

The county plans to pay for the 
raises with a proposed 3-pcrcent tax 
increase and with reserve funds, 
said County C om m issioner 
Kenneth Alexander. The county 
was able to gain some 
unanticipated revenue by housing 
out-of-counly prisoners and from a 
settlement on an ambulance that 
was destroyed by fire, money 
which could go toward the raises, 
he said.

The raises will range from less 
than $50 per month to about $150 
per month, based on the salary 
study recommendations, Alexander 
said. Those on the lower end of the 
salary increase will be county road 
hands which the study indicated 
that the county was funding 
adequately. "Some of the positions

approved
were renamed or reclassified in the 
study, placing (hem at a higher 
salary level, but we decided to 
retain those positions as they had 
been originally named," he said. 
Commissioners also agreed to 
remove a 10-year cap from $10 per 
month longevity pay for county 
employees.

Before commissioners voted to 
implement the salary increases, the 
proposed $6.6 million county 
budget for fiscal 1993 was $9,000 
above the present budget. 
Commissioners could approve the 
new budget its early as mid-August, 
depending on whether the county 
receives the certified tax roll on 
which the tax rate can be 
calculated.

County employees received no 
raise last year after commissioners 
said they needed more time to study 
the ramifications of a study 
completed in June 1991. The 
$20,000 study, conducted upon 
recommendation of a county salary 
grievance committee, concluded 
that at least half of Cooke County 
government employees are paid 
less than their counterparts 
elsewhere in North Texas.

A com plex form ula for 

reimbursing medical services for 
Medicare and Medicaid may be 
standing in the way of lowering 
fees for transporting patients from 
Muenster to Gainesville on a 
roundtrip basis.

Muenster Memorial Hospital 
Administrator Jack Endres and 
former adm inistrator Herman 
Carroll told county commissioners 
this week that they felt roundtrip 
fees to transfer their patients to 
G ainesville and back were 
excessive and requested that they 
be lowered.

The cost for a roundtrip from 
Muenster to Gainesville and back is 
$395, said Cooke County 
Emergency M edical Service 
Director Bobby Harbin. Harbin said 
the CCEMS rates are tied to 
obtaining the most reimbursement

from Medicare. The CCEMS 
transported patients roundtrip from 
Muenster twice within the last year.

Carroll said the hospital only 
gets a set amount from Medicare or 
Medicaid and must absorb costs 
above the reimbursements. "By the 
time we pay ambulance service, 
then test outside the hospital, it's 
just a losing proposition," he said.

Commissioners requested that 
Carroll and Endres obtain a legal 
opinion on whether some rates can 
be lowered, but made no promises 
that anything would be changed. 
The county already subsidizes the 
ambulance service by almost 
$300,000 and doesn't want to 
chance losing any more revenue 
through lower fees or by losing 
Medicare reimbursements.

"It's not that we're not 
sym pathetic, Herman," said 
Commissioner Danny Knight.

Race Across America 
passes through Muenster

Back in the summer of 1990, 32- 

year-old Bob Forney of Denver, 
Colorado rode his bicycle from 
California to Georgia in eight days, 
11 hours and 26 minutes. In the 
summer of 1991, Forney finished 
the same route five hours and 18 
minutes slower than his clocked 
time in 1990.

Why would anyone want to 
endure the intense summer heat and 
race such a long distance in a short 
period of time?

A monetary prize of $18,660 and 
the right to be called the champion 
of Race Across America (RAAM) 
is enough incentive for some 
cyclists.

RAAM, which is celebrating its 
10th anniversary this year, is 
America's version of the Tour de 
France. The bicycle race, which 
covers 2,901 miles, is known as one 
of the most challenging solo human 
endeavors known to the individual 
man.

Forney won this event in both 
1990 and 1991. This year, he looks 
for the hat trick in the men's 
division of Race Across America.

Forney is one of approximately

50 cyclists, each with a crew of 6 to 
15 people, who are partaking in this 
endeavor. RAAM is an ongoing 
race, meaning that there are no 
formal "timeouts." A RAAM 
cyclist will ride 22 hours per 24- 
hour period. Also, between 100 and 
150 percent of body weight will be 
consumed during RAAM - or about 
4 to 5 gallons a day per cyclist. The
100.000 calories expended in 
RAAM represents 1,000 bananas, 
400 plates of spaghetti, 435 Power 
Bars, 304 Snickers candy bars or
2.000 homemade chocolate chip 
cookies.

On Wednesday afternoon, Dave 
Kces, 37, of Auburn, California, 
and his crew passed throughpa:
Muenster on U.S. Ilighway 82. Just 
beyond the halfway point of 
Shamrock, Texas, Kces is in fourth 
place, closing in on third place.

Kces and his crew revealed a 
sense of confidence that this would 
be his year to win the race since he 
has improved his performance in 
each of his previous years. In 1991, 
Kces Finished in fourth place.

The 1992 Race Across America 
began on July 23 at the Holiday Inn

Explanation of changes in store for MHS students

Muenster High School is in the 
process of finalizing plans for the 
1992-93 school year and several 
changes will be in store for the new 
year. Student registration for 
grades 7-12 will be Thursday, Aug. 
13, from 9 to 11 a.m. and 1 to 3 
p.m.; the first day of classes will be 
Aug. 17.

The public was invited to attend 
theM ISD Discipline Management 
Review Meeting on June 18, but at­
tendance was low. At this meeting, 
those present recommended few 
changes in the district’s discipline 
procedures. The dress and 
grooming codes will not change 
substantially; shorts are allowed 
for K-6 students only just as in 
1991-92. However, one change that 
will affect students and parents is 
that shorts, skirts and skorts must

extend to a point halfway between 
the bend of the knee and midthigh. 
Hopefully, this change will allow 
students and parents more choices 
in purchasing school clothing and 
will be more reasonable for taller 
students.

Also, the M1SD School B o ard  
approved a revised grading policy 
for grades 7-12. Muenster High 
School will no longer require that 
six weeks tests be given and c o u n ­
ted a third of the six weeks average. 
Instead, a test and major g rad es  
willcount for two thirds of the final 
six weeks average, while m in o r 
grades will be weighed one third. 
Minor grades include h o m e w o rk  
assignments, quizzes and sh o rt 
assignments. Major grades consis t 
of unit tests, projects, re sea rch  
assignments and any other a s s ig n ­
ment designated in advance. To

give each teacher as much latitude 
as possible, yet still make students 
and parents knowledgeable of 
grading procedures, teachers will 
give students an estimate ot the 
number of major grades each six 
weeks and specify what assignmen­
ts will be considered “ m ajor.”

The semester test will still count 
one fourth of the final semester 
average - equally weighted with 
each of the three six weeks 
averages. These changes, which 
were approved by the faculty and 
recommended by the ad­
ministration, are designed to in­
crease the number of instructional 
days by reducing required tests at 
the end of each six weeks. Teachers 
will no longer be forced to stop in 
the middle of a unit to give a six 
weeks test - instead, tests will occur 
as needed based on class progress. 
Also, three-week progress reports

Finally, MHS will no longer of­
fer remedial courses such as Pre- 
Algebra, Intro to Biology, Intro to 
Physical Science and Correlated 
Language Arts. MISD had decided 
last April to do away with such 
classes and instead require all 
students to take the more difficult 
regular courses Algebra I, Biology, 
Physical Science and English 1. The

should be more meaningful to 
students and parents because they 
should represent a better prediction 
of the final six-weeks average. Un­
der the old system, a major project 
or test usually occurred the sixth 
week of the grading period and 
combined with the heavily- 
weighted six weeks test, could 
drastically alter a student’s final 
average. Now, reports should more 
accurately predict students’ final 
averages.

district will offer students special 
“ Content Mastery” courses in 
English and Math/Scicnce for local 
credit. These courses, which do not 
count toward state graduation 
requirements, will be taught by 
MHS English, Math and Science 
teachers and will be designed to 
help students with difficult 
material in the “ regular” class. 
Students will be placed in these 
classes based on TAAS results, 
achievement test results, past 
academic performance, or teacher 
and parent referral. Although this 
change was originally approved 
locally by the MISD School Board, 
the Texas Education Agency has 
since mandated similar procedures 
statewide.

How wasteful is our federal 
government? Citizens Against 
Government Waste estimate that 
Washington will waste $170 billion 
this year on programs that are 
poorly managed, have failed or 
outlived their usefulness.

Sen. Bentsen supports 
Super Collider program

Sometimes the sharpest scalpel, 
the most sophisticated medicine 
and the most dedicated, skilled 
surgeon aren’t enough to cure can­
cer. But scientists at the Supercon­
ducting Super Collider Laboratory 
are developing a technique that 
could revolutionize cancer treat­
ment.

By bombarding cancerous tissue 
deep inside the bodies of patients 
with high-speed protons generated 
by the world’s largest atom 
smasher, doctors are able to target 
cancers not reachable by surgery, 
conventional radiation or 
chemotherapy treatments. The 
fast-moving protons can better 
pinpoint and penetrate cancerous 
tissue than slower, existing 
radiation treatment, and with 
fewer sideeffects.

The SSC and UT Southwestern 
Medical Center are constructing a 
cancer treatment facility adjacent 
to the planned 54-mile un­
derground SSC laboratory based in 
Waxahachie. This center, which 
will be operational by 1996, should 
outshine existing treatment 
facilities because of the SSC’s 
faster proton accelerator 
capabilities.

Developing procedures to attack 
cancer is only one of a host of ways 
that the SSC will allow us to use 
science to improve our lives. Since 
the Super Collider is still in the 
development phase, there is no way 
to anticipate the precise benefits 
that will come from it, but we do
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know the anticipated
breakthroughs in our understan­
ding of the nature of energy and 
matter hold enormous potential.

The House of Representatives 
voted to kill the SSC last month. 
The fate of the program now lies in 
the Senate.

In this time of runaway deficits, 
there’s no question that deep and 
serious cuts need to be made in the 
federal budget. But as the most im­
portant basic research project in 
the world today, the SSC would be 
the wrong place to cut. It’s not just 
another government program, it is 
a longterm investment that will pay 
dividends in technological leader­
ship and job opportunities for 
decades to come.

S e v e ra l m o n th s  ago 

superintendents in all public school 
districts in the Slate received a 
letter written by the Governor, 
Lieutenant Governor and the 
Speaker of the House. The letter 
advised administrators on the status 
of school finance in Texas. 
Superintendents were told to expect 
less money than promised for 1992- 
93 and in the next biennium no 
increase in school funding even 
though legislators approved in 
previous legislation substantial 
increases statewide to "insure 
equitable and improved education." 
The fact that the three most 
important politicians in our state 
are telling us that the slate won’t 
live up to its promises borders on 
intentionally failing to meet their 
commitments - the state is not 
living up to its part of the bargain. 
It's interesting to note, at this point, 
that while the state preaches 
improved, reformed, and changed 
education as an absolute must and 
that it (education) should be a 
number one priority - they speak 
political rhetoric and out of both 
sides of the mouth because the 
funding they're supposed to supply 
to the equation is never quite 
enough. Funny, how the most 
important thing to the future of

Texas is really not that important 
when it comes to politicians 
actually putting the money on the 
table.

A few weeks after receiving the 
letter mentioned above, another 
was sent out, this time, by the 
Lieutenant Governor and he 
mentioned that original projections 
had been somewhat off and there 
would be more money than 
originally projected. - What is the 
status of educational finance? Who 
knows? One tiling is very obvious, 
that being very little or no 
leadership in Austin. Those that 
congregate there, for the most part, 
are not willing to or capable of 
making the tough decisions that 
must be made to right the system 
and it can be done. It is very 
difficult to explain exactly what is 
happening - perceptions by the 
electorate are not entirely accurate 
particularly in light of this district's 
current projections for next year (I 
refer to last week's article) although 
we're looking at a reduced rate 
most districts in the state are 
looking at sizable increases and the 
good Lord only knows what kind of 
system will come out of Austin 
next year. One thing you can be

The ghosts o f billions, 
past and future

On June 8, 1992, Governor 
Richards, Lt. Governor Bullock and 
Speaker Lewis wrote to school 
administrators to tell them there 
will be "no new state money" to 
cover "the additional $3 billion 
required to meet the increased 
funding levels established by 
Senate Bill 351 for the 1993-94 and 
1994-95 school years" and "you 
can expect per pupil state aid to 
remain, at best, constant."

On June 19, the education 
community held a press conference 
and came out swinging. You’re 
reneging on your promise, giving 
up without a fight, hurting children, 
they said.

Oh no, said the big three, you've 
got it wrong. The problem lies not 
with us, but with the state's 
economy, the taxpayers, and school 
boards and administrators. We 
three would keep the promise if 
only the economy were stronger, If 
the taxpayers would support new 
state money for education, and if 
local school officials would stop 
wasting all the new state money 
they've already gotten and show us 
some results. Bullock told reporters 
state aid has nearly doubled in the 
past decade, and Lewis proclaimed 
to the press that taxpayers are 
demanding to know, "Where have 
all the billions gone?"

Then, on July 2, Bullock released 
an editorial headed " 'No New 
Money' is Undue Alarm." It said 
the state will give school districts 
"a minimum of $650 million ... 
perhaps as much as $1 billion" in 
"new state aid" next biennium. 
Therefore, the editorial continues, 
"there is no room for any person or 
group" to say the state "has gone 
back on its commitment to 
excellence and equity."

Had something changed? Had 
educators overreacted to the June 8 
le tte r?  N ot rea lly . But 
unfortunately, that's what a lot of 
folks seem to think. Truth is, 
Bullock was simply filling in some 
blanks in the earlier letter. He 
wasn't adding one thin dime to the 
pot. He was talking about money 
that was already there. Money that 
was assumed, but not mentioned, in 
the June 8 letter. Money that still 
leaves us $3 billion short of the 
promise of SB 351.

So how does all this fit together, 
and what does it mean for public 
education?

The reality about where all the 
past billions have gone is that 
when you adjust for student 
population growth, inflation, and 
new state mandates, real state aid is 
about the same or less than it was a 
decade ago. After adjusting for 
growth and inflation alone (the

costs of new mandates are not as 
well known), we found an average 
annual increase of less than 1% a 
year from 1983-84 through 1992- 
93. (We’ll be happy to share our 
math with anyone who asks.)

As for getting results, if the real 
increase is less than \%  per year, 
and if we assume there is some 
meaningful relationship between 
money and results, we really 
shouldn't expect to find any results 
traceable to state aid increases.

Perhaps we should be grateful 
the state has been keeping up with 
inflation. And we would be, if our 
public schools were funded at a 
competitive level. But they're not. 
Texas is in the bottom quarter of all 
states in per student funding.

We should also note that the 
increases for this year and next year 
are substantially better than for 
most of the other years included in 
our analysis. In fact, state aid 
increased more than 5% above and 
beyond growth and inflation this 
year, and will again next year. And 
next biennium, fully funded, would 
have given us four good years in a 
row.

The reality about all the future 
billions promised in SB 351 is that 
they are not going to be there 
unless the education community 
somehow manages to change the 
course our state leaders are now 
steering. Educators may also be 
able to help change taxpayer 
attitudes. As for blaming the 
economy, we would simply note 
that the official projects are about 
the same now as they were when 
SB 351 was passed.

The slate's own numbers indicate 
that SB 351 will cost the state at 
least $3.78 billion more next 
biennium than was appropriated for 
this biennium. We can also 
calculate from the state’s own 
numbers that it will take $1 billion 
just to keep per pupil state aid 
constant, at the 1992-93 level.

But how do those numbers jibe 
with what our state leaders said in 
the June 8 letter and July 2 
editorial? First of all, the key to 
making the numbers and words fit 
together is that "no new state 
money" really means "no new state 
money from new state taxes." 
There is, in fact, new state money 
in the state's projections, but it's 
only from economic growth, and 
the amounts assume public 
education will continue to get its 
current 38% share of available state 
funds.

The $3 billion in the letter is the 
deficiency after taking into account 
the $650 million cited in the 
editorial as the minimum 
anticipated increase. Read "no new 
state money" to mean "...beyond 
the $650 million we expect from 
economic growth."

As to how "you can expect per 
pupil state aid to remain, at best, 
constant," at a cost of $1 billion 
with "no new state money," simply 
read "at best" to mean "if economic 
growth provides $1 billion for 
public education" - as Bullock said 
it might, at best, in his editorial.

Now let's take a final look at the 
$3.78 billion needed to keep the 
promise of SB 351. Student 
population growth, as we've said, 
will take $1 billion. Inflation, we 
calculate, will take another $980 
million. That leaves $1.8 billion for 
real progress toward equity and 
excellence.

If we get only $650 million, we 
not only forego the promise of 
progress, we fall behind growth and 
inflation by $1.33 billion. And if 
we get only SI billion, we cover 
growth, but not inflation. So we're 
still headed downhill. Is this really 
what the people tire telling the 
governor they want for their kids?

EC is not unmindful or

some revamping of our existing 
system of taxation. Without 
leadership this is not apt to happen, 
consequently we sit out in the 
trenches exposed to an old 
philosophy that says you never 
shoot any higher than you aim. If 
we aim at maintaining the status 
quo then that's what we'll get. I'm 
concerned that we're being lulled 
into the lukewarm pot and by the 
time we discover the heat is being 
turned up we will be in boiling 
water up to our necks. There is 
always a great deal of apprehension 
associated with change and when 
we begin to talk about restructuring 
our tax system we become almost 
paranoid. There is always the 
concern that we could end up worse 
off than we are now, so let's keep 
"this foul smelling beast" at least 
we know what we've got. I'm firmly 
convinced that the property 
taxpayer in this state needs to storm 
the gates in Austin and insist on an 
equitable system. If we don't the 
legislators will continue to shoulder 
that taxpayer with more and more 
of the burden and while we get 
upset, outraged, and incensed 
locally that cry never quite reaches 
our "heroes" in Austin and the 
status quo remains. We muffle our 
concern because once again what 
we could get could be worse than 
what we have. Please keep in mind 
the water - it is getting hotter and 
hotter while we contemplate a 
worse condition. After talking to 
many school superintendents, 
businessmen, landowners, etc., it's 
apparent that our entire economic 
system is buckling under the 
properly tax load. People don't

want to own property because they 
can't afford the taxes, businessmen 
are concerned about what dial does 
to their daily efforts, we are at a 
lime when good decisions must be 
made because they will directly 
affect t)ur ability to maintain our 
standard of living and our ability to 
deliver a quality education to our 
kids.

Politicians are frustrated because 
they know there is not enough 
money in the property tax base to 
equ itab ly  fund education. 
Inevitably they continue to take the 
easy way out, underhanded in many 
ways, by passing legislation that 
raises the property tax that puts a 
disproportionate share of the 
burden on the property owner. That 
in itself is bad enough but the state 
knows, in many instances, that it 
will not live up to its part of the 
bargain. The hidden deception lies 
in statements like "the stale will 
generate more money that also goes 
into the fund" actually the state 
doesn’t generate the amount of 
money they say they will and the 
school districts end up having to 
make up for that amount too.

I believe it’s time for the 
taxpayer to demand accountability
from those that represent us in 
Austin. We certainly have some 
very capable people in Austin but 
those that aren't should be replaced. 
Solutions to our financial dilemma 
must be found.

As I've said many times more 
money is not going to solve our 
problems but enough money is 
needed in each school district to 
fully educate a child. Muenster ISD 
continues to meet that challenge.

his aid this week in a field off Farm- 
to-Market Road 2071 just south of 
Gainesville.

Kenneth Ritchie was pronoun­
ced dead at the scene by Justice of 
the Peace Bill Freeman. Sheriff’s 
deputy Steven Hall, 40, was treated 
for a broken shoulder at 
Gainesville Memorial Hospital and 
is in good condition.

Ritchie had mowed the same 
piece of ground near Elm Creek in 
preparation for baling since he was 
18, said Larry Denison, Cooke 
County Sheriff’s Department in­
vestigator. “ He was mowing next 
to the creek bed, but the recent 
floods and grass growing up, he 
couldn’t tell where the creek drop­
ped off,” Denison said.

As he was mowing along the em­
bankment of the Elm Fork of the 
Trinity River which borders the 
field on the west, the left wheels slid 
off the embankment. The tractor 
overturned, falling some 12 feet to 
the creekbed below and pinning 
Ritchie underneath, Denison said. 
Ritchie was dead at the scene.

Hall was first on the scene about 
10 a.m. after the sheriff’s depar­
tment was notified, said Cooke 
County Sheriff John Aston. “ He 
was going to check on the condition

of the victim, when he stepped 
through some grass,” Aston said. 
Hall apparently fell into the creek- 
bed on the side of his head and lan­
ded on his shoulder, Aston said.

Danny Hoedebeck, Ritchie’s 
employer, found the body and 
notified emergency agencies. 
Hoedebeck told authorities he had 
last seen Ritchie less than an hour 
before and was working in a field 
across the road around the time of 
the accident. He saw some equip­
ment standing idle where Ritchie 
was supposed to be working, so he 
went to check on the man.

Denison said Ritchie’s mother, 
who was not identified, was also 
transported to Gainesville 
Memorial Hospital. She apparen­
tly suffered a slight stroke when 
told about her son’s death, 
Denison said.

Calling private property owners’ 
water rights essential to the 
economy and security of Texas, 
Senator Steve Carriker recently 
announced that he is preparing a 
bill for the next session of the 
Legislature that will repeal the 
authority of the Texas Water 
Commission to limit the right of 
capture and called for a Legislative 
solution to the Edwards Aquifer 
dispute.

Carriker’s bill would repeal 
section 28.011 of the Texas Water 
Code which gives the Water 
Commission broad authority over 
the pumping of all types of 
underground water anywhere in the 
state. "This provision of the code 
has never been applied by the 
Water Commission and the current 
commissioners assure me that they 
do not desire this kind of sweeping 
authority," Senator Carriker told a 
gathering of news media with 
Commissioners John Hall and 
Peggy Gamer present.

"While I applaud the efforts of 
the Commission to address a 
critical problem of potential 
overuse in the Edwards Aquifer, we 
must reach a long-term legislative 
solution in the Edwards which sets 
no damaging precedents for the 
state’s other aquifers," the Senator 
went on to say. He said that the 
repeal of section 28.011 was the 
first step in that process.

Senator Carriker went on to 
praise the Water Commission for 
taking the initiative to address the 
Edwards Aquifer problem and 
avoid federal intervention, and for 
their refusal to invoke section 
28.011. "If the Commission had 
used 28.011, then every Texas 
property owners' water rights 
would be in question," he told the 
group.

Water Commissioners John Hall 
and Peggy Gamer were in Wichita 
Falls July 21 where Senator 
Carriker had arranged visits with 
municipal and county officials from 
North Texas interested in various 
areas of Commission regulation 
such as solid waste, hazardous 
waste and surface and underground 
water.

ungrateful that the state’s record on 
the distribution of state aid has 
improved very substantially over 
the past decade. We thank our 
friends in all three branches of 
g o v e rn m en t fo r  th e se  
improvements in equity. But the 
playing field is still not level. Our 
friends in other associations and in 
wealthy districts have taken the 
position that it is the state's 
responsibility to complete the 
leveling process with state funds. 
We agree.

The state has done just about all 
the leveling it feasibly can do 
without distribution schemes. The 
only way to get to equity and 
excellence without substantially 
more state money is to impose 
some form of massive recapture 
and outrageous property tax rates. 
State officials have been frantically 
looking for other options for nearly 
a decade now, and nobody has 
come even close.

It's not because the legislature 
can't add 1 + 1, as suggested in a 
recent Ben Sargent cartoon. It's 
because nobody, not even the 
legislature, can make 1 + 1=4.

“ I really think we’ve done it the 
right way in that we did it before 
any come in ,” Boto said. “ We 
have heard that Denton County is 
more strictly enforcing its ordinan­
ce, and that might create pressure 
for those businsses to migrate into 
other areas,” he said. Cooke 
County shares its southern border 
with Denton County.

Cooke County’s order is based 
on similar ordinaces adopted in 
Denton and Harris counties, Boto 
said. Both ordinances have 
withstood court tests for con­
stitutionality, a major factor in 
using them as models for Cooke 
County’s regulations, Boto said.

The order restricts the operation 
of sexually-oriented businesses to 
within 1,000 feet of a church or 
place of religious worship, child 
care facility, park, residential area, 
school or other business of the 
same type. Commissioners are ex­
pected to appoint a five-member 
board composed of county residen­
ts who will hear any requests for 
exemptions to the location 
limitation.

In addition, a $500 annual fee 
will be charged to obtain a license 
to operate a sexually-oriented 
business. That business will also be 
subject to inspection by the county 
environmental officer or the 
sheriff’s department.

Some video stores and other 
businesses in the county presently 
rent or sell some movies which por­
tray some of the sexually explicit 
material as defined in the ordinan­
ce, Boto said. “ The key in this 
case will be whether the material 
constitutes the principal business as 
stated in the order,” Boto said. He 
said he doesn’t know of any 
business in Cooke County that 
has that type of material as its 
principal business. If any business 
is brought to the county’s atten­
tion, then it would be reviewed on a 
case by case basis, he said.

Ann Scivally of Gainesville, one 
of a group of people present at the 
commissioners’ meeting who sup­
ported the county’s efforts in draf­
ting the order, said she felt the or­
dinance would go a long way in 
protecting the county and its 
children from being exposed to 
sexually explicit material. “ We’ve 
watched other counties suffer, and 
we just didn’t want it to happen 
here,” shesaid.

JAM to adopt Russian parish...
Catholics in Russia struggle 
to reclaim, rebuild churches

The faith of many Christians in 
Russia has been sustained through 
numerous decades of a Godless 
government. In many places, a 
church has not existed as a place of 
worship in over 70 years. This did 
not quell the people's love of God 
and now that there is again an 
opportunity to worship openly, they 
are struggling to reclaim and 
rebuild their churches.

It is a long ordeal to get the 
churches relumed to the people as 
several government agencies must 
be contacted. Also to have a priest 
assigned takes months. First, a 
committee of 20 people must gel 
registered. This can take weeks or 
months. After the group is 
registered, they can then apply for a 
priest.

Churches in Russia have been 
used to store grain and chemicals; 
turned into shops, warehouses or 
tractor repair buildings, etc. Many 
have been boarded up and 
abandoned. These centuries-old

structures are covered with layers 
of grime and dust. In many, the 
floors and roofs have deteriorated 
and rodents have made homes in 
the former places of worship.

One Russian citizen said of the 
churches being abandoned and left 
in ruins, "We have suffered a 
tremendous loss, but we can use 
our hands to rebuild everything. We 
need our churches to have a 
memorial for our children and 
grandchildren."

Another person conceded that 
what was needed to repair the 
church in their parish was far 
beyond the town's abilities and that 
they would need some support from 
other sources. Muenster's youth 
group, JAM, has become interested 
in helping their Catholic brothers 
and sisters in Russia and are 
currently corresponding with the 
M ost R everend  T adeusz 
Kondrusiewicz of Moscow, Russia. 
It is the group’s hope to adopt a 
Russian parish in order to carry on 
a longterm project of assistance.

Infection Control Regulations Take Effect - Beginning July 6, 

physicians’ offices will be subjected to stringent new regulations 
designed to protect their employees from infection with the 
human immunodeficiency virus and hepatitis B virus. The new 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration standards on 
bloodborne pathogens were outlined in an article in the July issue 
of Texas Medicine, the official news magazine of the Texas 
Medical Association. Infection control efforts required by the 
OSHA standards include making hepatitis B vaccinations' 
available to employees, implementing new procedures for han­
dling contaminated needles and other sharp objects, and making 
sure employees who might come into contact with contaminated 
blood use personal protective equipment, such as gloves, gowns, 
face shields, mouthpieces and others. Physicians found in 
violation of these standards could face fines of several thousands 
of dollars.

older; and under 12 years old, must 
be accompanied by a licensed 
hunter 17 years old or older. The 
program is reciprocal with all other 
states and Canadian provinces. The 
minimum 10-hour course, which 
must be scheduled over a minimum 
of two days focuses primarily on 
hunting safety, responsibility, 
ethics, game laws and a number of 
other topics. The course costs $5. 
Certification is not required to 
purchase a license, but the person 
must carry certification while 
hunting.

Sign up now 
for boater 
safety courses

The Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department's boater education 
section is getting 15-20 phone calls 
a day, some who are responding to 
departm ent public service 
announcements on television and 
others who have recently been 
issued citations for boating safety 
violations.

However, most of the callers are 
new boat owners who need to learn 
safety laws, including requirements 
for personal flotation devices, fire 
extinguishers, and other important 
regulations.

Many boaters are still unaware 
that, in addition to the benefit of 
increased safety for themselves and 
their passengers, boater education 
classes also may qualify them for a 
10-percent insurance discount, 
depending on their insurance 
company.

The course takes 6-12 hours, 
depending on the instructor, with a 
minimum of 6 hours to meet state 
certification. All classes are held on 
evenings or weekends.

Boaters should call class 
instructors directly to make 
reservations for any of the 
statewide summer classes. For 
additional information, call the 
TPWD boater education hotline at 
1-800-253-4536 or (512) 389- 
4372.

Individuals who take the hunter 
education course and are under 18 
will receive a postcard to enter a 
drawing for an all-expense-paid 
quail hunting trip for themselves 
and a parent or guardian.

long before some of the merchants, 
some local and others from far and 
near, began to take notice of the 
money being spent by Mr. and Mrs. 
Medders, and some began to cater 
to their needs and wishes, and soon, 
credit was extended from many 
sides.

Quite a number of merchants, 
both local and otherwise, remember 
the sham well, some ruefully, some 
with a grin, most took it with a 
grain of salt, but some will tell you 
they have a belter education than 
they had before the arrival of the 
Medders.

Ticks on cattle, particularly 
the last couple of years, have 
been so thick in calves’ ears 
that they have caused ear 
“cupping,” says Don Mock, 
Extension livestock entomol­
ogist at Kansas State Uni­
versity.

Samples taken from calves 
indicated the problem was 
probably caused by lone 
star ticks.
The Gulf Coast tick causes, 

“gotch ear,” a permanently 
thickened, brokenlooking, 
droopy ear.

The spinose ear tick, also 
can cause ear problems. It 
attaches deep in the ear 
canal on cattle, horses, deer 
and sometimes dogs or peo­
ple.
For any of the ear tick 

species, the treatm ent for 
ticks is the same.

Many of the “puffer dust­
ing” squeeze bottles of insec­
ticidal dust and pressurized 
ready-to-spray cans labeled 
for wound treatment contain 
Co-Ral or lindane. Most are 
also labeled for ear tick 
treatm ent. Before using, 
check out the label.
Any of the following treat­

ments will clean out existing 
infestations and provide 

several weeks of protection 
against reinfestation:
Taktic—Mix 1/2 cup of Tak- 

tic (12.5 percent amitraz in 6 
gallons of water.)

Within 6 hours of mixing, 
spray into and around ears 
with low pressure spray 
(don’t use Taktic on horses).

Perm ectrin II—Mix 2 
ounces of Permectrin II (10

percent permethrin) per 2 
gallons of water. Apply in 
the same fashion as Taktic. 
Permectrin—Mix an ounce of 
Permectrin 25 percent WP 
(permethrin) per 2 gallons of 
water. Apply in the same 
fashion. If you suspect lone 
s ta r ticks on your cattle, 
check the neck, brisket, 
belly, flanks, legs, shoulders 
and withers for ticks. Both 
lone star and American dog 
ticks have been abundant in 
wooded or brushy 
pastures. Both can infest 
the whole body of animals. 
To control body infestations, 
use whole body sprays of 
Taktic or Permectrin mixed 
in proportions stated above. 
You may also want to con­
sider sprays using CoRal, 
malathion and several per­
methrin labels other than 
Permectrin. There are also 
pour-ons of 1 percent perme­
thrin  (DeLice, Expar and 
Hard Hitter). In all cases, 
apply according to label.
