Saturday’s state-wide elec-
tion on poll tax repeal involves
much more than just saving
$150 in the process of qual-
ifying for a right to vote, It
also involves much more than
just extending that right to
a lot of folks who failed to
qualify before, The most im-
portant issue is the danger
that Texas politics will be
cheapened when the vote is
cheapened,

Advocates of repeal are cor-
rect in claiming that the pre-
sent poll tax law prevents
many people from going to
the polls. But in fairness they
should also admit that the
poll tax law discourages un.-
scrupulous politicians from
buying and delivering large
blocs of irresponsible votes at
the polls,

Governor John Connally,
while encouraging repeal, has
charged that bloc voting is the
principal motive of some pol-
iticians who are working for
repeal. He sees possibilities of
unworthy leaders becoming
important and influential men
because they will be able to
get strong support from peons
and black trash and white
trash — people who don’t
know or care what is going
on but will follow obediently
for a pack of promises,

It is not an accident that
Texas elections generally have
been more honest than those
of states with cheap and lax
voting requirements, The rea-
son i1s that Texas has offered
less opportunity to the poli-
tical crooks. In realizing that,
we should wunderstand also
that we invite the same evil
if we adopt more cheapness
and laxness in our elections,

Increasing numbers of peo-
ple are beécoming concerned
over the drift of nation and
state toward \\velfare statism.
Socialism has advanced far in
the past few decades, Our
people have been lulled so
many years by liberalism’s
something-for-nothing schemes
that we have turned over a
great part of our responsibil-
ity and our freedom to gov-
ernment.

Common sense tells us it
1s high time to reverse that
trend and return to the good
old American virtues of thrift,
honesty, hard work and self
reliance, Common sense also
tells us that the trend can
only be accelerated, certainly
not reversed, by turning over
greater political power to de-
magogues whose principal aim
1s to advance themselves by
leading more people to 'tthe
public trough,

We have heard much about
the injustice of requiring peo-
ple to pay for their right to
vote, Special emphasis has
been placed on the claim that
thousands do not vote because
‘they cannot afford to, That
claim does not stand up. The
fact is that thousands just are
not interested, They could
easily manage to spare $1.75
if they cherished their right
as citizens to have a part in
government, But they don’t
care. They'd rather spend the
money on something else, In
plain words, they don’t vote
because they don’t deserve to
vote,

That is the element of our
population which is to be
franchised by repeal of the
poll tax, Does anyone actual-
ly believe that their votes will
improve our state’s politics?

Or does anyone seriously
believe that such disinterest-
ed and incompetent people
will pay even 25 cents to qual-
ify for a vote? You know the
answer. Unscrupulous politi-
cal bosses would pay for
thousands of them, And in the
process they’d buy many more
Tregistrations — for occupants
of vacant lots, vacant houses
and tombstones, Do we want
to encourage such shenani-
gans in Texas?

Another consideration: Peo-
ple of Texas really can’t ex-
pect to save money by voting
out the poll tax, Revenue
therefrom goes into the state
treasury. Eliminating it will
not eliminate the need for it,
The money will be collected
somehow, In the end we’'ll pay
as much as before, The only
result i1s that Texas politics
will have been cheapened,

Repeal enthusiasts like to
belittle that matter of reven-
ue, pointing out that it act-
ually pays less than one per
cent of the state’s school ex-
pense. And that’s a fact. But
that very same fact also in-
dicates how very little of our
total tax load consists of poll
‘tax payment, Can anyone sin-

The seventh anniversary
of the momentarily successful
Hungarian Revolt of 1956 was
signalized in the US by the
sale of 1.2 million bushels of
corn, reportedly worth just
under two million dollars, to
the slavemasters of the Red
Kadar regime,

This gesture of business-as-
usual with the Communist
double-crossers whose tanks
crushed out the lives of the
patriots and the hopes of
freedom thirteen days later,
and after withdrawal of So-
viet troops had been prom-
ised, gives us no more to
cheer about than the off-
again, on-again bargain sale
wheat deal with the Kremlin,

Had the US responded,
however unofficial, in 1956, to
the Hungarians’ plea for help
in the very course we had
been urging upon them, such
_commerce would long have
been a routine, honorable and
mutually profitable transac-
tion between free and sover-
eign powers, Instead, it in-
itiates the new US policy of
trading with the enemy,

The wheat deal, announced
by President Kennedy at his
October 9 news conference,
involved about four million
tons at the world price, an
estimated $250 million, and
was contingent on its delivery
and use in the USSR and
Eastern Europe only, and on
its shipment in American
vessels “when available”

There have since been re-
ports, however, that a quan-
tity of this vast reservoir of
sustenance would go to Cas-

tro, and the whole deal, tem-
porarily held up because the
Reds won’t pay our higher
ocean freight rates, must a-
wait a maneuver by the US
Maritime Commission that
will declare US vessels “un-
available” unless they accept
this cargo at reduced rates.

Nor does it sit well with
the taxpayers that US buyers
must pay $2.34 a bushel for
the wheat the Russians buy
at $1.79 — especially when
the difference represents a
gift to the Communists of the
tax money spent on subsidy.

And here again, as iIn O0b-
liging the Reds with the test
ban they were so anxious to
hamstring. us with, we have
asked nothing in return for
our concessions — not even
free access to West Berlin.

Most shocking® of all, how-
ever, is this colossal aid al-
ready given the enemy; and
still more Soviet bloc deals
may be expected to follow—
in corn, other grains and cot-
ton. Much has been made of
the contention that such items
are non-strategic, but so long
as arsenals contain non-nuc-
lear weapons, cotton is a sin-
ew of war,

And old-timers will remem-
ber a slogan of two world
conflagrations that tightened
millions of belts, It went
something like this: “Food
Will Win the War”

Before a distinguished cap-
and-gown meeting of the
National Academy of Sciences
in Washington’s Constitution
Hall, the two-time Nobel
Prize winner blasted the $40
billion US moon project as
“a pitiful demonstration”

“Something i1s wrong with
our system of wvalues,” he
said, “when we plan to spend
billions of dollars for nation-
al prestige.,” He would spend
the money, he declared, on
finding out things about the
human body.

We agree with his evalua-
tion of moon shots, but we
wouldn’'t wshift the expendi-
ture from lunacy to physiol-
ogy—or anything else. We
just wouldn’t spend 1it, We
would apply this sum, as it
became available, to chipping
off our astronomic obliga-
tions. This, we think, would
do more for national prestige
— and national survival, too.

It will be a sad day for all
Americans, of all Americans,
of all colors and creeds, if
when Congress yields to a con-
trived hysteria and ruthless
political pressure to vote into
law the misbegotten delusion
known as the Civil Rights
Act of 1963.

Our ablest Constitutional
lawyers, including such lumin-
aries as Loyd Wright of Los
Angeles and John C, Satterfield

whom it must serve, whom it
must hire and fire, It would
void contracts, notably those
between employers and unions
and destroy the union senior-
ity system, It would tell par-
ents what schools their chil-
dren must attend.

Farmers, who may have
considered the Act does not
mean them, will find the Civil
Rights G-men directing who
shall be their tenants, drive
their tractors, dust their cot-
ton, strip their tobacco, har-
vest their grain, milk their
cows — and to whom they
may lease or sell their farms,

If Congress passes the Act,
it will be destroying rights
— even including that of trial
by jury, It will not be grant-
ing rights to any citizens,
since it will place the racial
and religious minorities to
whom it is ostensibly dedi-
cated under the same despot-
ism that all must endure,
There is no millennium, There
iIs only madness and lust for
power,

on the same earth as the Rus-
sians and the Chinese, Our
farmers have weather problems
too, but they are producers
and behind them are process-
ing and distribution industries
the like of which the world
has never before seen. No na-
tion, where the property and
lives of its citizens are at the
mercy of government, can
ever enjoy the  American
standard of living,

OMINOUS

Washington, we read, is
“calm” in the face of the recent
Russian muscle-flexing on the
autobahn into Berlin, But the
tireless Russians will probe
further, to learn just where
the breaking point of our
patience is — 1if there is any
breaking point,

Which makes us wonder,
Official Washington 1s calm
at the revelation that news of
a 500 kiloton atomic blast in
the Antarctic, set off after
acreement of the Treaty of
Moscow, was withheld from
the Senate pending ratifica-
tion; calm over Cuba, South
Viet Nam, Tito; calm over the
wheat deal that robs US tax-
payers of their subsidy invest-
ment, that either rescues the
Kremlin mobsters from their
hungry slaves or stockpiles
food for their war of exter-
mination — of us,

We Wonder, Is the Wash-
ington Administration calm?

Or is it tranquilized —
against terror?
