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Recommended reading for
everybody in the nation, es­
pecially those in a position to 
do som ething about it, is this 
w eek’s editorial by David 
Law rence in US News and 
W orld Report. E ntitled  “U n­
doing a F raud”, it suggests 
th a t our present Congress re ­
subm it the controversial Four­
teen th  A m endm ent to State 
legislatures and let them  de­
cide w hether it shall actually 
be accepted as the law of the 
land.

“W hen this is done,” he says, 
“a blem ish and disgrace in 
.American constitutional his­
tory  w ill be removed. We will 
then  be able to present to the 
w orld the image of a G overn­
m ent th a t does not condone 
fraud  bu t even a fte r nearly 
one hundred years is w illing 
to  atone for its sin.”

The Fourteenth  A m endm ent
as the basis for the famous 
Suprem e Court integration 
order in 1954, is the corner­
stone upon which much of our 
cu rren t racial trouble is built. 
But. says Lawrence, it is not 
a valid law  of the land be­
cause it was not properly ra t­
ified.

The editorial presents an 
explanation  by an em inent 
law yer, E verett C. McKeage 
of San Francisco, who,, as a 
form er Superior Court judge, 
is well qualified to offer an 
opinion.

He bases his decision on 
evidence contained in “15 
U nited States S tatu tes at 
L arge”, which is accepted as 
a  reference by all federal and 
sta te  courts.

He calls attention  to the
questionable validity of ra ti­
fications m ade by “carpetbag” 
governm ents of the Southern 
states, which w ere not p roper­
ly elected and hence w ere not 
qualified to officially rep re­
sent those states. He also 
m entions the elem ent of 
coercion tha t applied in some 
of the ratifications, w hen 
states w ere required to ratify  
as a condition to readm ission 
in the Union. That requ ire­
m ent w as unlaw ful and void, 
he declares, because the 
Suprem e Court had ruled tha t 
Southern states w ere never 
out of the union. Hence ra ti­
fications m ade on th a t con­
dition w ere unlawful.

But even if such question­
able ratification procedure is 
accepted as lawful, he says, 
the  am endm ent still is not 
valid, because it w as not a- 
dopted by a sufficient num ­
b e r of states. A t th a t time 
there  w ere 37 states in the 
Union, including the 11 South­
ern  states. T hree-fourths of 
th a t num ber is 27.75, hence 
28 ratifications w ere required.

On Ju ly  20, 1868, Secretary 
of S tate Sew ard reported to 
the Congress th a t 23 states 
had previously ratified  and 
six Southern states, by the ir 
new ly established govern­
m ents, had also ratified, m ak­
ing a total of 29. However, 
his report also included a 
most im portant sta tem ent ex­
plaining th a t Ohio and New 
Jersey  had w ithdraw n their 
previous approval, and point­
ing out tha t if the w ithdraw als 
w ere valid the am endm ent 
w as not adopted. On the basis 
of tha t report the Congress, 
by  jo int resolution, declared 
th a t the Fourteen th  A m end­
m ent had become a part of 
the Constitution.

To defend tha t act of Con­
gress it has been contended 
th a t Ohio and New Jersey 
w ithdrew  approval after the 
other states had ratified, 
hence the requirem ents for 
adoption w ere m et before 
th °y  reversed the ir decision. 
B ut the report by Secretary 
Sew ard listed dates indicating 
th a t such was not the case. 
His record showed th a t three 
states. Florida, Louisiana and 
A labam a gave the ir coerced 
ratifications long after Ohio 
and New Jersey had w ith ­
draw n theirs. H<mce it is a 
m atte r of record th a t the 
Fourteenth  A m endm ent was 
fraudulen tly  adopted.

That is the status of the
F o u r te e n th  A m endm ent, the 
arthority  behind a decision 
whi^h is causing so much 
trouble. The requirem ent for 
its adoption was not m et at 
th °  time, and it has not been 
m °t uo to this day. It does 
not belong in our Constitution. 
It. can be stricken from the 
Constitution at any tim e by a 
sim nle m ajority  vote of both 
hous°s of Congress reversing 
the invalid resolution passed 
in 1868.

By right it should be, be­
cause, actually, it is a phony. 
And then, as David Law rence

W ith oil and gas production 
w orth  about $28.5 m illion a 
year, Cooke County citizens 
have a financial stake in the 
w orldw ide dem and for energy 
and the complex economic and 
political problem s involving 
the petroleum  industry, ac­
cording to statistics compiled 
this w eek by Texas Mid-Con­
tinent Oil & Gas Association.

“We have pulled together 
some figures from the most 
au thorita tive sources so re ­
sidents of Coke County can 
see how local pocketbooks 
are affected by some of the 
issues which involve our in­
dustry ,” said J. Clyde Tom­
linson, Association president. 
“Issues of cu rren t concern in­
clude the proposals to cut per. 
centage depletion rates, ex ten ­
sion of federal controls over 
prices at which Texas pro­
ducers sell the ir gas, and de­
velopm ent of laws and produc­
tion m ethods th a t w ill help 
Texas compete w ith  other 
states and nations for m ar­
kets.”
The latest year for which U.S. 

B ureau of Mines figures are 
available (1961) shows Cooke 
County producing more than  
9.5 million barrels of crude 
oil, valued at about $28.3 m il­
lion; and 1.7 billion cubic feet 
of na tu ral gas, w ith  a value 
of $210,000. Cooke ranks 35th 
among Texas counties in value 
of oil and gas proudetion. In 
1961 there w ere 3,308 produc­
ing w ells in the county, ac­
cording to the Texas R ail­
road Commission. The W alnut 
Bend Field is classified by the 
Oil & Gas Journal as one of 
the nation’s “giant” fields, 
w ith  an estim ated u ltim ate 
recovery in excess of 100 m il­
lion barrels since discovery.

A lthough its first field was 
discovered 37 years ago, Cooke 
County is the scene for the 
industry ’s continued search 
for oil and gas. Some 267 wells 
w ere drilled there last year, 
w ith  45 being w ildcat explor- 
ratory  wells, according to the 
Oil & Gas Journal. The Asso­
ciation estim ated th a t more 
than  $6 m illion w as spent on 
drilling in the county this 
past year and th a t some $2.6 
m illion of this w ent for dry 
holes. Close to $146,000 was 
spent last year on geophysical 
crews using seismic devices 
to probe the underground 
form ations of Cooke County 
for possible drilling locations.

Leasing adds m any thous­
ands of dollars to the county’s 
economy. Tabulations by the 
In ternational Oil Scouts As­
sociation show m ajor com­
panies in 1961 w ere paying 
ren tals on about 36,000 unde­
veloped acres.

Royalty paym ents to Cooke 
County farm ers, ranchers and 
other landow ners are running 
at more than  $3.5 million an­
nually, the Association cal­
culated.

Cooke County producers and 
royalty  owners also m ake a 
sizeable contribution to the 
support of state  governm ent, 
w ith production tax  paym ents

MPH Limit
Begins Aug. 23 on 
Most State Roads

More than tw o-thirds of the 
Texas highway system w ill 
come under the new 70-miles- 
per-hour daytim e m axim um  
speed for passenger cars which 
becomes effective August 23, 
the Texas Highway Commis­
sion revealed today.

U nder the speed control 
law passed by the Legislature 
this spring, all highways not 
zoned down by the Commission 
will autom atically go to the 
new 70-mph speed August 23. 
This means th a t some 41,500 
miles of the state-m aintained 
Highway system  will b e 
allowed to come under the 
higher m axim um  speed.

The Commission today pass­
ed a M inute O rder which 
zoned some 18,640 miles of the 
highw ay system at a m axim um  
of 60 miles per hour daytim e 
and 55 miles per hour at 
night for passenger cars, effec­
tive August 23. These high­
ways will be restricted to the 
lower speed lim it because en­
gineering studies indicate 
they are inadequate to accom­
m odate a 70-miles-per-hour 
maximum.

The Commission’s action fol­
lowed a series of engineering 
traffic s t u d i e s  conducted 
throughout the state by the 
Highway D epartm ent’s 2 5 
highw ay districts.

A large percentage o f 
Texas’ vast Farm  to M arket 
Road System  will come under 
the 70-mph m axim um , al­
though some of these roads 
(and some of the older prim ­
ary routes) will be restricted  
to the low er 60-mph m axi­
mum w here conditions w ar­
rant.

necessary election, form  of ballot, 
proclam ation, and publication.
BE IT  RESOLVED BY TH E LEG­

ISLA TU R E OF TH E STATE OF
TEXAS:
Section 1. T hat Sections 51-a and 

61-b-l of A rticle III of the C onstitu­
tion of the S ta te  of Texas be am end­
ed, and  the sam e a re  hereby am ended, 
so th a t the sam e shall herea fte r 
consist of one Section to  be known 
as Section 51-a of A rticle  I II , which 
shall read as follows:

"Section 51-a. The L egislature 
shall have the power, by General 
Laws, to provide, subject to lim ita ­
tions und restric tions herein  con­
tained. and such o ther lim itations, 
restric tions and regu lations as may 
by the L eg isla tu re  be deemed ex- 
jxxlient. fo r assistance to, and fo r 
the paym ent of assistance to :

" (1 ) Needy aged persons who are 
actual bona fide citizens of Texas, 
and who a re  over the age of sixty- 
five (65) years: provided th a t  no
such assistance shall be paid to  any 
inm ate of any state-supported  in ­
s titu tio n . while such inm ate ; pro­
vided th a t the L egislature shall p re­
scribe the residence requirem ents fo r 
elig ibility ; provided th a t the m axi­
mum am ount paid ou t of s ta te  funds 
to any individual recip ien t shall not 
exceed the am ount th a t  Is m atch- 
able out of federal funds; nnd pro­
vided fu rth e r, th a t the to ta l am ount 
of such assistance paym ents ou t of 
s ta te  funds on behalf of such re­
cipients shall not exceed the am ount 
th a t is m atchable ou t of federal 
funds.

" (2 ) Needy individuals, w ho are 
citizens of the U nited S ta tes, who 
shall have passed th e ir  eighteenth  
( l8 th )  b irthday  bu t have no t passed 
th e ir s ix ty -fifth  (65th) b irthday , 
who arc to ta lly  and perm anen tly  d is­
abled by reason of a  m ental o r physi­
cal handicap o r n com bination of phy­
sical and m ental handicaps and not 
feasible fo r vocational rehab ilita tion ; 
provided th a t  the L eg isla tu re  shall 
X>rcscril>e the residence requirem ents 
fo r elig ib ility ; provided fu rth e r, 
th a t no individual shall receive as­
sistance under th is p rogram  fo r the 
perm anently  nnd to ta lly  disabled 
d u rin g  any period w hen ho Is receiv­
ing  Old Age A ssistance, Aid to  the 
Needy Blind, o r  Aid to  D ependent 
Children, n o r while he Is residing 
perm anen tly  In any  com pletely sta te- 
supported in s titu tio n : provided th a t 
the m axim um  am ount paid o u t of 
s ta te  funds to  an y  Individual re ­
cip ien t shall no t exceed th e  am ount 
th a t  is m atchable o u t of federal 
funds; nnd provided fu rth e r, th a t  
the to tal am ount of such assistance 
paym ents ou t of s ta te  funds on be­
half of such recip ien ts shall n o t ex­
ceed tho am ount th a t  Is m atchable 
ou t of federal funds.

" (3 ) Needy blind persons w ho are 
actual bona fide citizens o f Texas, 
nnd nro over tho age of tw enty-one 
(21) years; provided th a t  no such

assistance shall be paid to any  in ­
m ate of any  state-supported  in s titu ­
tion, while such inm ate; provided 
th a t  the L egislature shall prescribe 
the residence requirem ents fo r elig i­
b ility ; provided th a t  tho m axim um  
am ount paid ou t of s ta te  funds to 
any  individual recip ient shall not 
exceed the am ount th a t is m atchable 
ou t of federal funds; and provided 
fu rth e r, th a t  the to ta l am ount of 
such assistance paym ents out of s ta te  
funds on behalf of such recipients 
shall not exceed the am ount th a t is 
m atchable out of federal funds.

" (4 ) Needy children who a rc  actual 
bona fide citizens of Texas, and 
a re  under the ago of sixteen (16) 
y e a rs ; provided th a t the L egislature 
shall prescribe the residence require­
m ents fo r e lig ib ility ; provided tha t 
tho m axim um  am ount paid o u t c f  
s ta te  funds to any individual recipi­
en t shall no t exceed th e  am ount th a t 
is m atchable o u t of federal funds: 
and provided fu rth e r, th a t the to tal 
am ount of such assistance paym ents 
ou t of s ta te  funds on behalf c f such 
recipients shall not exceed the 
am ount th a t is m atchable ou t of 
federal funds.

"T he L egislature shall have the 
au tho rity  to accept from  tho Govern­
m ent of the U nited S ta tes such f i­
nancial aid for such assistance ns. 
such G overnm ent m ay o ffe r not in­
consisten t w ith the restric tions here­
in set fo rth ; provided, however, th a t 
the am ount of such assistance out of 
s ta te  funds to  each person assisted 
shall never exceed th e  am ount match- 
a b le 'o u t  of federal funds; and pro­
vided fu rth e r, th a t  the to ta l am ount 
of money to l»e exi>ended per year 
out of s ta te  funds for such assistance 
shall never exceed S ixty Million Dol­
la rs ($60,000,000).

"T he L egislature . may enact ap ­
p ro p ria te  laws to m ake lists of th o  
recipients of aid hereunder availab le  
fo r insj>eetion, under such lim ita­
tions anil restric tions as may be 
deemed ap p ro p ria te  by the Legisla­
tu re ."

Sec. 2. T he foregoing C onstitu tion­
al A m endm ent sh a ll be subm itted  to  
a  vote of the qualified electors of 
th is  s ta te  a t  an  election to  be held 
on th e  f ir s t  S atu rday  a f te r  the f irs t 
Monday in November. 1963. a t  which 
election all ballots shall have prin ted  
thereon the follow ing:

These proposals seem to us 
flagrant violations of the Con-

stitution. They cannot be ju st­
ified under the 14th A m end­
ment, as the Suprem e Court 
itself ruled alm ost a century 
ago. N either can they be ju s t­
ified under any reasonable 
construction of the commerce 
clause. The bill is m otivated 
in large part by politics. It is 
the im m ediate product of a 
sense of panic in the W hite 
House.

If the proposals become 
law, the fantastic problem s of 
enforcem ent would have to 
be faced. E ither the law  would 
be enforced sporadically or it 
would be enforced universally. 
If the former, we would suffer 
t h e  iniquitous hit-or-m iss 
prosecutions of prohibition 
days; the result would be na­
tionwide hypocrisy and n a­
tionwide contem pt for law. If 
the la tter, a hundred thousand 
federal agents exam ining into 
the most in tim ate sales and 
em ploym ent practices of a 
million business enterprises, 
scarcely would suffice to do 
the job; and the result would 
be a degree of regim entation 
and harassm ent tha t would 
am ount to despotic rule.

This is the showdown. On 
the outcome of this fight rests 
the survival of a free country.

We have often wondered 

w here this craven appetite of 
labor unions will ultim ately 
bring this country. The most 
outstanding of recent labor 
contracts was tha t of the 
unions and the steel industry. 
Labor contends tha t giving 
employees of the steel indus­
try  13 weeks of vacation every 
five years will necessitate 
employing more people, thus 
giving more employment.

The b itte r com plaint of the AFL-CIO News tha t the aver­

age Am erican w orker cannot afford the average house ranks 
as the “pot-calling-the-kettle-black” statem ent of the year.

T hat’s because it is the monopolistic power of the build­
ing trades unions affiliated w ith the AFL-CIO itself tha t has 
driven the cost of housing skyw ard through repeated un ­
w arran ted  wage hikes.

In the past 10 years alone wage rates in the construction 
industry  advanced more than  50 per cent. And the unions 
cannot pass the buck to the cost of m aterials because it rose 
but 13 per cent in the same period.

A quick look at the wages and fringe benefits paid con­
struction w orkers in the New York City area rem oves any 
lingering doubt as to who has pu t houses out of the reach of 
the average worker. P lum bers get $6.30 an hour; sheetm etal 
workers, $5.86; carpenters, $5.60; glaziers, $5.28 and common 
laborers, $4.64 an hour

You would th ink  th a t the unions would be satisfied w ith 
those lush, out-of-this-w orld rates bu t they are not. They are 
in the process of ham m ering out increases of from  92 to 97 
cents an hour in the ir negotiations for new contracts.

Thus it is th a t the AFL-CIO can find the answ er to the 
high cost of housing right in its own house.

Offers Bulletin 
On Stain Removal

Sum m er heat poses a real 
problem  w hen it comes to 
keeping garm ents fresh and 
attractive. Perspiration  stains 
do sometimes occur, even 
w hen you have taken  the usual 
protective m easures.

Quick action can do much 
to insure stain rem oval, re ­
minds Bernice Thurm an, home 
dem onstration agent. For this 
reason, check garm ents as you 
rem ove them, analyze and 
trea t any stains prom ptly — 
or, if professional care is 
needed — take them  to a dry 
cleaner.

Perspiration  stains norm ally 
are acid and usually w ill wash 
out of w ashable fabric bu t 
sometimes the color of the 
fabric is changed. If so, dam ­
pen the stain w ith w ater and 
hold it over the fum es from 
an open bottle of ammonia. 
This may restore the color. 
Old stains may be alkaline. 
If so, sponge w ith vinegar.

Perspiration  odors may be 
rem oved by sponging the 
sta in  w ith  w arm  w ater to 
which a few drops of vinegar 
have been added. T h e n  
sprinkle w ith  powdered pepsin, 
work well into stain, and let 
stand 1 to 2 hours, keeping the 
spot moist. F inally, brush 
powder off and rinse well.

For a stubborn stain, 
sponge w ith  hydrogen per­
oxide or a m ixture of 1 te a ­
spoon sodium perborate to 1 
pint peroxide. Rinse w ith w a­
ter.

Clothing,” a bulletin  w ritten  
by extension clothing spec­
ialists, gives practical sugges­
tions for analyzing and tre a t­
ing stains.

Elm-Red Soil Conservation 
District to plan w aterw ays and 
others grass plantings tha t 
will be done next spring, say 
local soil technicians.

Experience has proven tha t 
there is no substitu te for an 
early, well prepared seed bed 
for grass. Decision on location 
of w aterw ays and grass p lan t­
ing should be made now, the 
land rough plowed, and left 
bare of other crops w hen fall 
sowing tim e arrives.

Ponds staked by SCS per- 
sonnell have been built re­
cently on the Jim  Christian 
place and at G lenn Bewley’s 
near Rosston.

Jun io r H udspeth has com­
pleted construction of 19,000 
feet of channel type terraces 
on the place he operates near 
Era. These terraces em pty on­
to Berm uda grass w aterw ays 
tha t w ere planted  for out­
lets in 1962, They w ere m arked 
off in the fall, a good seed­
bed was prepared through the 
w in ter m onths and sodding 
took place in February. One 
and a half growing seasons 
la te r they have a dense tu rf 
to prevent erosion from  te r­
race water.

Over 2500 w atershed dams 
have been bu ilt under all 
w atershed program s admin- 
isted by the Soil Conservation 
Service. The earth  fill con­
tained by these structures is 
198 million cubic yards, equiv­
alent to tw o-thirds of the 
volume of earth  excavated 
for the Panam a Canal.

In Politics Urged 
At FB Institute

The im portance of individual 
participation in politics re ­
ceived special em phasis in the 
15th annual Texas Farm  
Bureau Institu te  held in Dal­
las Ju ly  30 to August 2.

The train ing school was 
organized around the general 
them e “Pow er in the People” 
and consisted of eight courses: 
Farm  B ureau H istory and 
Philosophy, Young People’s 
Program , Inform ation P ro ­
grams, Economic Services and 
Commodity Activities, Policies 
and Action, Selling Farm  
Bureau, Recognizing and U n­
derstanding A gricultural P ro ­
blems, and Program m ing for 
Action. S tate FB staff person­
nel and three guest instructors 
conducted the classes.

K eynoter of the institute 
was W. C. W edemeyer, TFB 
director of reasearch and ed­
ucation. Teaching the class on 
U nderstanding A gricultural 
Problem s, he said, “If you kill 
Am erican governm ent you are 
out of the freedom  business. 
Our constitution is based on 
belief in God and our govern­
m ent can go only as far as its 
constitution perm its. Its func­
tion is to protect, not to pro­
vide.” He also pointed out tha t 
freedom implies the right of 
running one’s own business, 
to m ake a profit or go broke. 
We can’t have freedom and 
security at the same time. 
“Supply and dem and is God’s 
law, and it will work. M arket 
price is the valve tha t regu­
lates the economy. If we don’t 
allow the laws of natu re  to 
regulate us, governm ent will 
do it”. W edem eyer concluded 
his ta lk  by saying tha t the 
country’s greatest need is to 
apply the teachings of the 
Bible in the home.

Two general sessions dealt 
w ith political action on local 
and state levels. O ther events 
of the institu te included vesper 
service, a safety program , in­
form al sessions w ith TFB de­
partm ent heads, a recreation 
party and a banqoet.

Tibbetts, T urner Almon and 
Mr. and Mrs. Burney Almon 
of Gainesville, and Rita Fisher 
of M uenster. Total attendance 
was about 300 person from 70 
counties.
