
You can bei your bottom
dollar that our senior senator, 
Ralph Yarborough, will be on 
the socialistic side any time 
congress has a controversy over 
public or private ownership of 
some utility or facility. So, as 
should be expected, he’s going 
all out in support of the fili­
bustering small group that is 
now attempting to block the 
administration proposal to let 
American Telephone and Tele­
graph develop the Telstar com­
munications system.

In his latest newsletter he 
lists his many objections to 
handing over the satellite to a 
“private, monopoly-dominated 
corporate set up”. The big rea­
son seems to be that taxpayers 
paid for Telstar, so the peoole 
deserve to own it. Another ob­
jection is that a satellite com­
mutations system is world wide 
and involves foreign policy 
decisions that cannot be dele­
gated to a private corporation. 
Also that our foreign policy 
must be run for the benefit of 
all Americans, not for the pro­
fit of a corporation.

One point in his objection 
might be regarded as a sort of 
compromise. He’s for allowing 
private companies to lease 
space on the satellite on a com­
petitive basis.

Behind ii all is Yarborough's
apparent conviction that gov­
ernment can do things better 
than individuals or private 
corporations . . . and also that 
the public is better off when 
wealth of any kind is controlled 
by bureaucrats rather than pri­
vate citizens.

But he seems to overlook 
some very obvious facts. First 
of all, his claim that tax money 
developed it doesn’t quite 
harmonize with reports that 
came out at the time of launch­
ing. AT&T was given credit 
as a co-sponsor with the gov­
ernment and was conceded to 
have furnished much of the 
money and technical knowledge 
that went into it. Rightfully, 
then, it isn’t completely gov­
ernment owned.

As regards the problem of 
foreign policy involved in in­
ternational use of the satellite, 
it’s hard to understand why 
that should be any more dif­
ficult than international busi­
ness in other lines. Private 
owners have at least as good a 
record in that respect as gov­
ernment bureaucrats have.

The really important factor,
however, is the principle con­
cerning the proper function of 
government. Traditionally our 
government’s job was to protect 
the rights and welfare and 
safety of its people. It was sup­
posed to keep its hands off any 
kind of business that people 
were able to do for themselves. 
That policy has been changed 
radically during the past few 
decades but the cold facts in­
dicate that the nation’s econ­
omy has been severely hurt by 
the change.

That’s the reason behind 
proposals of the Liberty Amend­
ment, whose sponsors claim 
that all personal income tax 
could be eliminated if the fed­
eral government would dis­
continue all its business. They 
use the government’s own fig­
ures to show that losses every 
year in government owned busi­
ness is equal to the total of all 
personal income tax. Cases are 
listed by the thousands. Their 
losses have to be made up by 
tax money.

That’s the kind of deal Yar­
borough wants for Telstar. He 
claims it would be a big money 
maker for “the people”, but 
ignores the record that govern­
ment business doesn’t pay, it 
costs.

Experience has shown that 
it should be turned over to 
private industry, especially a 
company with the record of 
AT&T. That way there’s a 
chance for the government to 
get a fat return from taxes on 
the company’s earnings. The 
other way the government 
would lose; at least that can be 
reasonably assumed from the 
record on other operations.

It's amazing how people smart 
enough to get to Washington 
can persist in such crack pot 
ideas when they have so many 
facts before them. They keep 
harping on the public’s right to 
own things when they must 
know that the ownership is a 
liability instead of an asset. As 
citizens you and I have a share 
in all that public property, but 
what good does it do us when 
we have to dig up tax money 
every year to continue the 
ownership? The amount of tax 
isn’t a trifle, either. Roughly 
it’s what we pay in income tax.

Yarborough and his socialistic 
cohorts should be told the 
story of the Russian and Amer­
ican observing industry in their 
countries. The Russian proudly 
explained that a factory be­
longed to the people. The few 
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Joe Bengfort, 65 
Dies Suddenly 
Of Heart Attack

Joe Henry Bengfort, 65, a 
resident of the Lindsay com­
munity almost all of his life, 
died suddenly early Tuesday 
apparently from a heart attack. 
He had been afflicted with 
heart trouble for about three 
years.

He was found in his pickup 
truck beside the road near his 
farm about four miles north 
of Lindsay. It is believed that 
he was stricken while driving 
and lost control of the machine. 
Charles Stoffels, a son-in-law 
living on the farm, found him 
apparently dead as he was driv­
ing toward Lindsay. Sent to 
Gainesville Hospital by am­
bulance, Bengfort was pro­
nounced dead on arrival short­
ly after 7:30.

Joe Bengfort was one of the 
civic and religious leaders of 
Lindsay. He was a director of 
the Cooke County Electric Co­
operative, the last of the orig­
inal board elected in 1939. He 
was also an alderman on the 
Lindsay city council, a member 
of the Knights of Columbus 
and St. Peter’s Society and the 
St. Peter’s church committee.

Funeral service was held at 
9 a.m. Thursday with Father 
John Walbe as celebrant and 
Father Damian Wewers of Fort 
Worth and Father Aloys Fuhr- 
mann of Subiaco, Ark. as as­
sistants of the requiem mass. 
Burial was in the Lindsay 
cemetery under direction of 
Geo. J. Carroll and Son Funeral 
Home. Bearers were A1 Beng­
fort, Hugo Bengfort, John 
Zimmerer, J o e  Sandmann, 
Michael Neu and Joe Hermes.

Rosary service for him was 
held in the Carroll chapel Tues­
day night at 8:15 and Wednes­
day night at 8 and 8:30.

Joe Bengfort was bom at 
Festina, Iowa, on January 12, 
1897. He came to Lindsay with 
his family when two years old 
and lived there since then.

On June 1, 1920 he was 
married to Miss Elizabeth Her­
mes at Lindsay and the couple 
settled on the farm near which 
he died. Five years ago they re­
tired and built a home in Lind­
say.

Survivors are his wife; six 
daughters, Mrs. Norbert Zim­
merer, Mrs. Pete Stoffels, Mrs. 
Charles Stoffels and Miss Doro­
thy Bengfort, all of Lindsay, 
Sister Josephine Elise of Schul- 
enburg and Mrs. Tony Hess of 
Muenster; two sons, Leonard 
and Wilford of Lindsay; one 
brother, John of Lindsay; and 
16 grandchildren.

County College 
Adopts Budget for 
Scholastic Year

A budget estimated at $245,- 
950 for the 1962-63 school year

The estimate is based on ex­
pected receipts as follows. 
State fund 103,950; Tuition 50,- 
000; Local maintenance tax 
80,000; Mary J. Cox Estate 
scholarships 12,000.

Expenses are estimated as 
follows. Administration 21,000; 
General expense 7,900; Instruc­
tion 128,085.60; Activities 11,- 
200; Extension and public ser­
vice 1,000; Library 6,000; oper­
ation and maintenance 31,720. 
The total of those expenses is 
206,905.60 leaving 39,044.40 as a 
reserve for improvements and 
contingencies.

Comparing with last year’s 
amended budget, the new one 
shows no change in receipts, but 
changes are anticipated in 
methods of spending. The es­
timate shows that total expected 
expense will be 20,893.70 great­
er than last year, hence the re­
serve for improvement and 
.contingencies will be that much 
less than last year.

The greater expense results 
principally from the increase of 
19,215 in the instruction bud­
get. Other expense items, some 
lower and some higher than be­
fore, total about the same as 
last year.

In the generation since, our 
incomes have more t h a n  
doubled. So has our crime.

Giving to charities has trip­
led. So has the breeding of il­
legitimate children.

We boast that factory work­
ers make upwards of $3 an 
hour, but in that 60 minutes 
the nation commits 300 serious 
felonies.

We spend $50,000,000 a year 
on pep pills to be alert by 
day — and an equal amount 
on sleeping pills to be numb 
at night.

More young people go to 
church than ever before, says a 
dispatch — but 10- to 17-year- 
olds commit 62 per cent of all 
auto thefts, 55 per cent of the 
burglaries and 30 per cent of 
the rapes.

Why such conduct, which 
stuns the sensibilities of the 
conscionable?

Basically, we think, it is the 
lure ;of abundance and the 
passion for ease. Material opul­
ence is no sin; to acquire it 
by a corrupt cunning is.

To want, and to work, for the 
material blessings of this life 
is (admirable; but, once ac­
quired, to give them priority 
over the spirit and soul is to 
poison the fibers of morality.

IN READING and deploring 
these scandalous improprieties, 
one realizes, too, the sad ex­
amples of a government which 
penalizes sacrifice, discourages 
thrift, rewards indolence and 
operates increasingly on the 
Freudian theory that the in­
dividual has no real respons- 
iblity — he is just the helpless 
victim of a society whom the 
government must protect, ex­
cuse and support.

That government taxes the 
most successful 90 cents out 
of each dollar earned, then re­
commends that loafers be given 
up to $40 a week six months of 
the year for not working.

When the successful die, 
nearly half of what they have 
accumulated after a life of hard 
work — and which legitimately 
belongs to their loved ones — 
is taken by a government which 
has no moral right to it. Is this 
economic justice — or is it 
theft?

By law, this government per­
mits unions to conspire in a 
strike that can drive an in­
dustry’s back to the wall — but, 
by law, if that industry con­
spires against the union it is 
prosecuted in court. Such in­
justice by law breeds immorality 
outside the law.

Boys drafted into the Army 
are put on bread and water if 
they disobey orders; union car­
penters making $6 an hour at a 
strategic missile base sit down 
and strike and are rewarded 
with $6.35.

AN OCCASIONAL ray of 
human light encourages. Bill 
Thompson and Bryon Ford. 
West Texas fertilizer dealers, 
will sell everything they have 
so that 50 farmers will get back 
$60,000 lost in the Estes deals. 
And at this writing nobody 
has jumped out of a window 
in a market plunge that has 
dropped the value of securities 
$100,000,000,000 since January.

But it’s time for us all to 
pull a Book down from its 
dusty shelf. As a nation we 
have become like the man in 
Christ’s parable whose barn 
was full and who ate, drank 
and made merry.

We should re-read some 
basics: “Thou shalt not steal. . 
thou shalt not covet thy neigh­
bor’s goods . . .  go to the ant, 
thou sluggard, consider her 
wavs and be wise.”

That is the Holy Bible, not 
Freud.

That must be America, if it 
climbs to the heights and leaves 
on the parchments of history a 
story of noble aspirations.

A JUNGLE OF CHAOS
During two federal adminis­

trations — one Democratic and 
the other Republican — a com­
mission was appointed and 
headed by former President 
Herbert Hoover to bring back 
some semblance of sanity to the 
business of Government.

In the past 30 years, govern­
ment has exploded, to use a 
term often employed in the in­
dustrial world to illustrate en­
ormous a n d  undisciplined 
growth. The Commission found 
its work a nightmare. They 
found themselves operating in 
a jungle of regimented chaos.

There are thousands of ex­
amples of their findings which 
make fantastic reading. There 
was one department of govern­
ment which went into the com­
mercial market of Washington, 
D.C., to buy just 40 office chairs. 
Somehow, through duplication 
of effort and duplication of 
paper work, they wound up 
with not only the 40 chairs they 
needed, but with 1,055 other 
chairs for which they had no 
possible use.

There was another depart­
ment which had about $20 mil­
lion worth of spare parts for 
machinery on the market as 
surplus. The parts were being 
offered at a mere fraction of 
their value. The Hoover Com­
mission found the same depart­
ment had orders in at that very 
moment for $20 million more 
of exactly the same kind of 
machinery parts they were sell­
ing as surplus.

The Post Office Department

was buying concrete pillars to 
hold up mail boxes. They 
bought from the lowest bidder, 
a firm on the East coast, at a 
price of about $3 per pillar. 
Then they were shipping the 
pillars out to the West coast 
at a transportation cost of about 
$14 per pillar. They could have 
bought concrete pillars on the 
West coast for West coast use 
at about $4 each.

The Hoover Commission goes 
on and on with such facts as 
seem almost unbelievable but 
which are true and which are 
costing the American taxpayer 
right through the pocketbook.

A hundred years ago, the 
French philosopher Alexis de 
Tocqueville, one of the most 
brilliant analysts of the Amer­
ican scene ever to visit our 
shores, had this to say about 
the United States: “Their de­
mocracy will last until those in 
power learn that they can per­
petuate themselves through 
taxation.”

Now think back to most of 
the political campaigns which 
you have witnessed in your 
lifetime. What has been the 
predominate theme? Promises 
of what the candidate would 
do for you if you elected him. 
And whose money does any 
political office holder have to 
do all these things for you? 
Why your money, of course — 
through taxes!

Gross Income Up 
Net Income Down 
On Nation's Farms

Farmers, like other business­
men. in recent years have in­
creased their gross sales but 
have received less net income, 
reports C. H. Bates, extension 
farm management specialist.

The nation’s farmers have in­
creased gross sales since 1945 
by 46 percent but their net in­
come has declined more than 
9 percent, Bates adds. Gross in­
come in 1945 was $25.7 billion 
and production expenses were 
$12.9 billion. Net income equaled 
$12.8 billion. By 1960. gross in­
come was up to $37.9 billion 
but expenses had jumped to 
$26.3 billion, leaving a net of 
onlv $11.6 bi’lion.

Farmers have sought to im­
prove their situation, says Bates 
bv shifting the inputs or “mix” 
of production resources. Th^v 
have substituted machinery for 
labor. In 1940, U. S. farmers 
spent $1.75 in machinery and 
buildings for each dollar spent 
on hired help. By 1960, they 
were spending $2.77 on these 
items for each dollar spent for 
hired labor.

Another effort to boost ef­
ficiency is reflected in the a- 
mounts spent for fertilizer and 
lime. By 1960, U. S. farmers 
were spending 4.8 times more 
for these items than was spent 
in 1940. This means a great in­
crease in quantity since prices 
for fertilizer and lime have in­
creased only. 50 percent.

Although comparable figures 
are not available on farmer 
expenditures for pesticides and 
herbicides, the trend has been 
sharply upward, says the spec­
ialist. These inputs have tended 
to keep down the cost of food 
to consumers, he adds.

The question is often raised, 
points out Bates, why do farm 
units continue to increase in 
size? A major factor behind 
the pressure for larger units is 
the use of machinery and the 
narrower margin received on 
products marketed, explains the 
specialist. Today’s farmer must 
invest three to four times as 
much capital in fixed assets 
as was needed in 1940 to ob­
tain net returns on a compar­
able level and the price-cost 
squeeze is continuing, he adds.

What does it take to produce 

high yields of good quality 
pecans each year? This ques­
tion as well as others are often 
asked of Soil Conservation 
personnel in the upper Elm- 
Red Soil Conservation District.

Science — and experience — 
have shown that no one prac­
tice assure success. Pecans are 
quite different from annual 
crops. An annual will grow, 
fruit, and die within a year. A 
pecan tree produces foliage, then 
follows a complicated process 
until it develops mature nuts 
and stores reserve foods for fu­
ture use.

Conditions present in a given 
year may effect the growth 
and production for the next 3 
or more years. For example, a 
good but not excessive crop of 
pecans one year can completely 
exhaust a tree’s stored food 
supply. The result: No nuts for 
the next 2 or 3 years.

What the tree can and will 
do depends greatly on adequate 
moisture and nutrient in the 
soil. The tree then needs an 
abundance of healthy leaves to 
convert this moisture and plant 
food into a form which the 
tree can use.

A study of 167 pecan orch­
ards in Alabama showed the fol­
lowing results:

1. The 13 highest yielding 
orchards received 1080 lbs. of 
fertilizer per acre; the 21 lowest 
received 54 lbs. per acre.

2. Among the highest yielding 
orchards, 100% had legumes, 
70% had cattle grazing.

3. A high percentage had 
deep, well drained soil.

Fertilizer seems to be the 
main factor presenting a good 
crop of pecans each year. A 
soil test is recommended. If lime 
is used or the soil is high in 
lime, it is necessary to use some 
Zinc to prevent Rosette.

Where a legume is used in 
the winter at least 200 pounds 
of 0-20-20 per acre in fall is 
recommended followed by 40- 
40-40 in spring. Where no 
legume is used apply 1000 
pounds of 8-8-8 (any complete 
fertilizer will work. Be sure 
to apply at least 80-80-80 per 
acre per year). Apply one half 
in February and one half in 
April. For young trees apply 
2 pounds of 8-8-8 per tree for 
each year of age.
