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’62 Report Shows 
Progress Made in 
Elm-Red District

Only a few more days re­
main for thousands of people 
in Texas to qualify themselves 
as first class citizens for this 
year. Thursday of next week 
is the deadline for paying poll 
taxes. It’s the last chance to be­
come eligible for a vote, the 
only means by which we can 
exercise the sacred right of 
participating in our govern­
ment.

It’s easy to understand why 
payments have been going 
slow. This is a political off- 
year. There will be no races 
for national, state and county 
offices — unless a special elec­
tion should become necessary 
because of the death or resig­
nation of someone now in office.

However, there will be other 
voting opportunities. Cities and 
school districts will have their 
regular elections and there is 
always the chance that some 
special issue will come up for 
the public to decide. People 
will find as always that the 
$1.75 spent to qualify as citi­
zens is a good investment.

In case some are thinking
that the poll tax is no longer 
needed, since a majority vote 
opposed it in the amendment 
on last year’s election ballot, 
it’s high time for them to be­
come aware of their mistake. 
The poll tax is still very def­
initely with us and will re­
main here until the state legis­
lators choose to follow the re­
commendation in ' last year’s 
vote. It’s still the law that a 
person must have a poll tax 
receipt or exemption in order 
to vote.

Until that time comes it is 
still proper also to regard poll 
tax payment as a matter of 
personal pride. As originally set 
up it was, and still is, a per­
sonal tax. It represents a per­
sonal obligation of every citi­
zen toward the support of his 
state government. We all owe 
it, regardless of our intention 
to qualify as voters. Failure to 
pay it is shirking a civic duty.

The only bad feature about
the poll tax law is its name, 
which derives from the penalty 
for its violation. That is, for­
feiture of voting right for the 
next year. The name has led 
many to believe that the tax 
is a price on a person’s voting 
right. Had the nature of the 
tax and the fairness of its pen­
alty been more generally un­
derstood it probably would not 
have been voted down in the 
amendment.

Admitting that the law is 
doomed, let’s at least acknow­
ledge its merit as long as it is 
on the books. Let’s meet our 
obligation to the state by pay­
ing our personal assessment to­
ward its support. And in the 
bargain let’s retain our right 
to a vote in its government.

The law of diminishing re­
turns has long bothered people 
who considered raising prices 
on their goods and services. 
There’s always the problein of 
the point at which public re­
sistance becomes so great, that 
total revenue drops in spite of 
higher prices. A well known 
example is the upswing in pop­
ularity of compact cars follow­
ing increased prices of cars and 
fuel. Lots of people resolved to 
spend less than they did before.

Now there’s the question of 
whether the same reaction will 
follow the increase of postal 
rates. Some editors have com­
mented on a growing trend to 
deliver statements and checks 
in persons. Apparently some 
people have decided that the 
convenient deliveries can be 
made more cheaply afoot. And 
there’s also a question of reduc­
tion in volume of greeting 
cards and third class mail. Will 
the greetings lose some of their 
popularity? Will some junk 
mail be discontinued? Those 
factors will have a bearing on 
whether the higher rates will 
actually bring more money to 
the Post • Office Department.

President Kennedy in his
proposed tax reduction pro­
gram admits he Is banking on 
economic law to work the other 
way. He’s confident that the 
law of increasing returns will 
fake hold when people are per­
mitted to pay less tax. The dif­
ference will mean' an increase 
in their net incomes, more 
money to spend in regular 
trade channels, hence a boom­
ing economy with a gratifying 
total tax revenue in spite of the 
lower tax rate.

There can be no doTTbt that 
the law will apply to some ex­
tent. The only question is how 
much. Will increases be suffi­
cient to offset the reduction of 
$10 million tax on the present 
level of national income?

All of us are hoping that will
work,* but we can’t overlook 
the opinions of economists who 
think the gap to be overcome

Firemen Answer 
3 Calls in 2 Days

Muenster Volunteer Fire De­
partment made two runs with­
in about an hour Monday af­
ternoon to extinguish grass fires 
at Billy Nieball’s home and at 
the Humble Station.

Tuesday night shortly after 
9 o’clock the firemen raced up 
North Main Street where a 
grass fire was spreading near 
the city water tank location 
and, whipped by a strong 
north wind, could have caused 
serious trouble to residences. It 
is believed to have started from 
glowing embers blown from an 
earlier trash fire at the Lester 
Harris home.

Beginning of a new year is 
traditionally the time to take 
stock and see what has been 
accomplished during the year 
just passed.

Looking over the records 
shows that landowners in the 
Muenster-Saint Jo  area coop­
erating with' the Upper Elm- 
Red Soil Conservation District 
took some good steps toward 
their objectives of improving 
and protecting their land.

In 1962 the number of dis­
trict cooperators in this area 
reached 631 farms and ranches.

These district cooperators 
planted some 5000 acres of al­
falfa, clover, peas, and vetch 
for soil improvement and pro­
tection.

Fairly good progress on ter­
racing cropland was made last 
year in spite of continued wet 
weather which hampered con­
struction of some terraces. A 
total of 94,600 feet of broad 
base channel type terraces 
were built to outlet onto es­
tablished grassed waterways or 
onto pasture grasses to prevent 
erosion.

On pastures and rangelands 
of this area an estimated 18,- 
000 acres of grass were properly 
grazed to leave approximately 
one half of the year’s growth 
of grass on the land to sej*ve as 
a protective mulch to prevent 
erosion, increase water intake 
of the soil and maintain the 
stand of desirable grasses.

Fourteen ponds for livestock 
water were built last year. 
Over 1450 acres of brush was 
cleared so that pasture 'grasses 
can be planted and native 
grasses can spread. A total of 
1134 acres of cropland which 
was too steep or too eroded to 
be farmed was planted to 
adequate grasses for pasture. 
And over 400 acres were seeded 
to native grasses.

Progress was made also in 
this portion of the district on 
its upstream flood prevention 
program. Twenty-two new res­
ervoirs were completed last 
year on the Clear Creek wa­
tershed, along with ten sedi­
ment control structures.

Thirteen new structures got 
under way last year on the 
Elm Fork Watershed and are 
completed or near completion. 
This brings the number of 
structures of Elm Fork to 34.

All in all, it was a good year 
for conservation accomplish­
ments and many landowners 
took big steps toward their 
goal of using each acre within 
its capabilities and treating each 
acre according to its needs for 
protection and improvement.

Siren to Replace
Steam Whistle
For Fire Alarms

An electrically operated si­
ren will soon replace the old 
steam whistle as Muenster’s 
fire alarm. The city council 
Monday night placed its order 
for the unit, which will be 
driven by a 7M»HP motor. It 
will be mounted on the frame­
work of the water tower.

Change to the new alarm is 
prompted partly by the diffi­
culty of hearing the whistle on 
windy days and partly by the 
reduction of insurance rate al­
lowed for its use. Approved by 
the state insurance board, the 
siren is entittled to a lower key 
rate. Its cost of about $750 will 
be offset by insurance savings 
to property owners in less than 
five years.

The siren will be controlled 
from thb city hall, and reports 
of fires will be reported to the 
city hall, except at night when 
phoned in alarms will be di­
rected to the homes of fire­
men. First one arriving at the 
city hall for fire equipment will 
sound the siren.

Change to automatic phones 
will bring another change in the 
alarm system. The emergency 
fire number, when called will 
alert the homes of several fire­
men.

Installation of automatic 
equipment in the Muenster 
telephone exchange has been in 
progress since Tuesday. Alvin 
Fuhrman, manager and co­
owner, said that the work 
started the same day that con­
struction was finished in the 
equipment room of the new 
building. Work on other parts 
of the building still is not 
finished.

Harold Roberts of Fort Worth 
will be in charge of the instal­
lation. He is a representative 
of the Stromberg Carlson Di­
vision of General Dynamics, 
which has the contract for man­
ufacture and installation of the 
automatic equipment. He and 
his family are making their 
home in a trailer house at the 
old public school location. Af­
ter installation he is expected 
to remain a while to check 
the equipment through its first 
weeks of operation.

The telephone system’s new 
buildings at Myra and Forest- 
burg are also ready for equip­
ment, and installation will be­
gin as soon as possible. Present 
schedule calls for all the work 
to be finished in May.

Meanwhile a good deal of 
outside work still remains to 
be done. Line work in the city 
is far from finished and cable 
connections must be brought 
to the new building. Rural 
changes and line construction 
are mostly finished, including 
elimination of the present sys­
tem’s last magneto phone on 
December 31.

Fenced-in Dogs 
Don't Need License

Dogs that are on a leash or 
fenced in are not required to 
have a city license. That point 
was clarified Monday night in 
a decision by the city council.

Councilmen agreed that a 
pet under the complete control 
of its owner is not subject to 
the city law.

However they did point out 
that the purpose of the law is 
to guard against rabies and 
also to have a means of holding 
owners responsible in case of 
damage or injury by dogs.

Since pets can become in­
fected by rabies also when kept 
at home, it is advisable to 
vaccinate them regardless of 
whether they are licensed.

The law as now interpreted 
is that all dogs on the 
loose must be vaccinated and 
licensed. For those at home 
license is not required but 
vaccination is recommended.

Electricity from 
Atomic Energy 
Shows Increase

Production of electric power 
through the use of atomic en-1 
ergy as a fuel is getting closer 1 
all the time, according to W. W. 
Lynch, president of Edison 
Electric Institute and president 
of Texas Power & Light Com­
pany, in a speech in New York 
before the New York Society 
of Security Analysts.

Eight nuclear power plants 
with a combined capacity of 
730,000 kilowatts now are be­
ing operated by investor-owned 
electric power companies, he 
pointed out, adding that six ad­
ditional nuclear powered gen­
erating stations, with capacity 
■totaling 600,000 kilowatts are 
scheduled for operation by 1965, 
and another four, with a com­
bined capacity of about 2,200,000 
kilowatts are in the planning 
or contract negotiation stage.

“All together, the investor- 
owned companies’ atomic pow­
er program now totals about 
3% million killowatts, the larg­
est and most comprehensive 
such program anywhere in the 
world,” Lynch said. “Some 125 
electric companies are involved 
in probing the heart of the atom, 
involving anticipated expendi­
tures of about one billion dol­
lars.”

In reviewing the electric in­
dustry’s program, Lynch stated 
that the nation’s total electrical 
output, including industrial self 
generation and net imports, 
was estimated at 947.3 billion 
kilowatt-hours in 1962, an in­
crease of 7.2 percent over 1961. 
He estimated another 7 per­
cent increase in 1963.

“The investor-owned com­
panies spent about $3.2 billion 
for expansion of facilities in
1962, ” he said, "and they plan 
to spend about $3.5 billion in
1963. This brought their total 
investment in plant and equip­
ment to $51 billion in 1962, 
which is expected 'to reaah 
more than $54 billion by the 
end of 1963.”

He estimated that by 1980 
the investor-owned electric 
utility companies will have a 
total capability of some 493 mil­
lion kilowatts or more 'than Vh 
times the 1960 total.

He called atention to the 
trend toward use of higher 
voltage for transmission of 
electric energy, especially in 
tying together the systems of 
groups of companies to fac­
ilitate interchange and trans­
mission of power over long 
distances.

Concerning power grids, he 
said that nearly all major elec­
tric power companies, provid­
ing 97 percent of the nation’s 
electric energy requirements, 
are members of one of six prin­
cipal inter-connected groups.

“New transmission lines are 
planned for many areas under 
the electric companies’ pro­
gram,” Lynch said. “We are 
well on the way to accomplish­
ing $8 billion transmission line 
program which will add 100,- 
000 miles of backbone trans­
mission by 1970.”

FHA Loans in ’62 
Are Highest in 
Agency’s History

Farmers home Administra­
tion lending in 1962 reached 
the highest level for any 12- 
month period in the agency’s 
history, Secretary of Agricul­
ture Orville L. Freeman an­
nounced.

An estimated $754 million in 
loans were made by FHA dur­
ing the year — 50 percent more 
than in 1961 and 120 percent 
more than in 1960.

About 214.000 farm and other 
rural families used credit from 
Farmers Home Administration 
during 1962. This was a 17 per­
cent increase over the number 
of borrowers in 1961, and 24 

.percent above 1960.
Three FHA programs showed 

substantial increases in dollars 
loaned during the year. Loans 
to farmers for purchase, de­
velopment or enlargement of 
family sized farms increased 
135 percent. The amount of 
credit extended for construction 
and improvement of rural 
homes and other buildings more 
than doubled. And loans to in­
dividuals and small towns and 
other groups to build on-farm 
and rural community water 
systems and finance other wa­
ter development and conserva­
tion measures rose about 90 per­
cent.

The increased volume of loans 
was a result of 1961 legislation 
which increased the amount of 
loans funds and broadened the 
scope of the agency’s activities.

Of the $754 million loaned by 
Farmers Home Administration 
1962 calendar year, about $273 
million went to 74,000 farmers 
to buy equipment, livestock, 
fertilizer, pesticides, feed, trac­
tor fuel, and other supplies for 
farm and home.

Farm Ownership loans a- 
mounting to approximately $223 
million were made to 14,380 
farm families to buy, develop, 
or enlarge their farms, and to 
refinance debts. Among these 
borrowers were tenants and 
young farmers needing capital 
to start farming on an efficient 
basis. Private lenders advanced 
$207 million of these funds un­
der the FHA’s insured loan pro­
gram.

Rural Housing loans totaling 
•approximately $179 million 
went to 19,000 borrowers to 
build or improve houses and 
service buildings on farms and 
in rural communities. Water 
development and soil conserva­
tion loans totaling about $15 
million went to 840 individuals 
and 107 'associations serving ap­
proximately 6,450 people. Wa­
tershed loans amounted to $3 
million.

Emergency loans amounting 
to an estimated $61 million 
were made to 21,400 farmers 
to assist in maintaining normal 
farming operations following 
disasters, such as drought, 
floods, and storms.

Repayment by FHA borrow­
ers during 1962 totaled $382 
million in principal and inter­
est. This compares with re­
payments of $327 million last 
year. About 24,000 borrowers 
repaid their loans in full during 
fiscal 1962.

Facts About ; 
Social Security

Gus Jones, social security 
district manager in Sherman, 
Texas, offered a few tips to­
day on how to get your first 
social security check when it 
is due.

If you are nearing retirement, 
Jones suggests that you get in 
touch with your social security 
office, and take some proof of 
your age with you. Have a 
member of his staff examine 
whatever proof you may have 
to see if it will be acceptable 
when you do retire.

Should you need better evi­
dence of ycur date of birth, 
you will be given information 
to help you get that additional 
evidence.

If you are within three 
months of retirement age, the 
social security office can take 
your application for benefits 
now. Go to your social security 
office and take with you proof 
of your age and your social 
security card, of course.

Jones said that even though 
you are still working and are 
65 years old, you can apply at 
any time. Many people think 
that you have to retire com­
pletely to get any benefits. 
This is not true, Jones said.

Jones reminded that the 
Sherman Social Security Dis­
trict Office is now located at 
315 W. Mulberry, north of the 
municipal building, in Sher­
man. He said, too, that people 
in Gainesville may see Noel 
Wall, Field Representative, in 
the basement of the Federal 
Building each Tuesday and 
Thursday from 9:30 a.m. until 
noon.

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as a budget item and that it 
be reduced by one per cent 
per year, in addition to pay­
ment of interest. The Budget 
could not be considered in bal­
ance unless this provision was 
included. The only exception to 
this annual reduction, under 
the Purcell bill, would be in 
time of national emergency.

The other bill introduced 
by Congressman Purcell, H. R. 
1010, provides an extra tax 
exemption for parents of men­
tally retarded children. Purcell 
said the bill provides that par­
ents of a mentally retarded child 
would be entitled to an addi­
tional $600 exemption on their 
income tax each year.

Both measures have been 
referred to the Committee on 
Ways and Means for action. 
Purcell said he introduced sim­
ilar bills on both subjects last 
year, but that they were intro­
duced tco late to receive ade­
quate consideration. “I am hope­
ful,” said Purcell, “that both 
of these bills will receive fav­
orable consideration during the 
88th Congress.”

New Building 
Ready Soon for 
Texoma Savings

Jerry L. Talley, President of 
the Texoma Savings and Loan 
Association of Sherman, Texas 
announced today that the unique 
structure designed by Raymond 
Thomas, is ready for occupancy 
as the home office of the As­
sociation. Dedication is sched­
uled early in February.

The building has attracted 
considerable attention in the 
building industries.

For example: To de­
fine certain work areas, Archi­
tect Raymond Thomas makes 
use of sweeping curved walls 
and irregular shaping.

Facts About 
Social Security

Gus Jones, District Manager 
of the Sherman Social Security 
Office, 'today issued an import­
ant reminder for farmers in 
this area. Those who did not file 
an estimate by January 15 must 
file their tax returns and pay 
■their taxes on or before Febru­
ary 15. Those who did file an 
estimate by January 15 have 
until April 16 to file their re­
turns. Many farmers must pay 
social security taxes and get 
social security credit even 
though they owe no income 
tax, Jones pointed out. Gener­
ally, a farmer whose net earn­
ings were at least $400 must 
pay social security taxes. Like­
wise, many farmers whose gross 
earnings were $600 or more may 
pay social security tax and get 
social security credit for 'the 
year even though their net 
earnings were less than $400 
or they had a loss.

Farmers who employed work­
ers during 1962 must also re­
port these wages by January 
31. All employees who were 
paid as much as $150 in 1962 
or who worked for 20 or more 
days on a -time basis during 
the year must have their wages 
reported.

For Safer Winter Driving, 
Take a Tip From The Pros
F L IN T , Mich. —  Winter driving can be safe, enjoyable and more 
economical if you will follow the same basic rules used by a group of 
the nation’s top drivers —  Buick Motor Division’s team of profes­
sional test drivers.
These expert drivers, operating at the General Motors Proving 
Grounds test track, Milford, Mich., have been driving day and night, 
summer and winter, for more than 33 years without a lost time acci­
dent.

Snow and rain: “Both cause wet highways and wet 
highways arc a hazard. Even more important, 
though, visibility is cut down by cither element, 
and this is the factor that determines your safe

Icc on highway: "It depends on the traction yon are 
getting." says McManama. "If we’re not getting 
traction, we get off the road."

Safe speeds: "A good rule of thumb in rain or snow 
is cut your speed 10 to 15 mph below the ‘Safe 
speed," says McManama.

Clean, clear windows: "If your car stays outdoors 
at night, a cardboard or newspaper over the wind­
shield (let the wiper blade hold it in place) will 
prevent your windows from frosting. In driving, an 
open vent will prevent your windows from steam­
ing. Every window, plus the outside rear view mir­
ror. should be clear."

Getting out of a skid: "If you’re driving properly, 
you won’t get into a skid," points out the Buick 
supervisor. “But if you do. DONT touch the brakes. 
You have to steer yourself out of it, and you can 
do this only by keeping some traction.”

Warming up your engine: “You should idle the en­
gine a couple minutes to circulate the oil. Don't 
race the engine during this warm-up. When you 
start, do it at a reasonable speed. In the new Buicks, 
watch the green light on the temperature indicator. 
When this goes off. your engine is warm, and you 
can also turn your heater on."

Drive a clean car: “Winter darkness is more difficult 
to drive by than summer darkness. You don’t have 
the light penetration. A car that becomes covered 
with salt and road dirt is difficult to be seen by an 
oncoming driver, particularly against a dull gray 
winter background. Keep your car clean for your 
own safety, as well as the car’s protection.”

McManama sums up safe winter driving in two words —  "Be 
conservative.”
“If you think 55 mph might be safe on a wet road, then cut your 
speed to 40. If  there’s any question about being able to stay on an icy 
road, then pull off the road.
“If winter drivers will just remember that they can’t operate the way 
they do in summer, their motoring will be much safer, and more 
enjoyable, in spite of the weather," McManama says.

Bank Cooperates 
In State Program 
On Screwworms

Muenster State Bank is coop­
erating with Cooke County An­
imal Health Committee and 
Southwest Animal Health Re­
search Foundation in the 
“$-0-$” campaign.

Local stockmen and cooperat­
ing agricultural and livestock 
organizations are staging an all- 
out drive to raise needed emer­
gency funds to assure, contin­
uance of the effective program 
•to eradicate the screwworm in 
Texas and the Southwest this 
year. Over the state, $1 million 
more must be invested by pro­
ducers to meet the required 
SWAHRF producer fund goal 
of $3 million or the project 
may be abandoned March 31.

“The thriving livestock in­
dustry is a key factor in the 
economy of our area,” declares 
J. M. Weinzapfel, president of 
Muenster State Bank, “and 
eradication of the costly screw- 
worm will mean more money 
in the pockets of our farmers 
and ranchmen.”

Weinzapfel pointed out that 
damage inflicted by the screw- 
worm costs livestock producers 
over Texas an estimated $100,- 
000,000 per year. “Investing in 
the screwworm program,” he 
said, “can turn that loss into a 
profit.”

As a convenience to produc­
ers, contributions to ' the 
SWAHRF drive may be made 
at the bank. All checks, made 
payable to Southwest Animal 
Health Research Foundation, 
will be turned over to the local 
committee and applied on the 
county’s quota in the fund­
raising campaign.

Waterworks Group 
Hears Program on 
Stream Pollution

State regulations on stream 
pollution was the program sub­
ject when the North Texas 
Waterworks and Sanitation As­
sociation held its monthly meet­
ing here on January 9. Sixty 
five attended the dinner and 
program in the public school 
lunch room.

The group was told that 
the attitude of the State Health 
Department now is to avoid 
stream contamination before it 
happens. A city must have a 
Health Department permit be­
fore it can dump its sewage 
effluent, the purified off-flow 
after treatment, into public 
streams. And it must test reg­
ularly to see that the effluent 
meets the required standard of 
sanitation.

The old method of dumping 
anything in a stream and ex­
pecting the Health Department 
to be on constant alert no longer 
applies. Now it’s the city’s re­
sponsibility to keep pollution 
out of the stream.
