
An idea lhal deserves lo be
spread far and wide, though 
we have to admit regretfully 
that it has little chance of be­
coming popular, is a recent 
labor union's agreement to have 
its wage scale reduced. The 
Memphis local of AFL-CIO meat 
cutters union decided to accept 
a 15 cents per hour cut in wages 
rather than force the closing 
of Memphis Packing Co. as an 
unprofitable operation.

Here’s a rare case of labor 
statesmanship. Or just good 
sound judgment. The important 
thing is that it makes sense to 
self respecting men who know 
it is smarter to bring home a 
smaller pay check than no 
check at all.

This little group sees the
light when so many of the big 
labor moguls, and politicians 
who keep seeking their favor, 
continue to clamor for higher 
pay. Actually this little group 
is showing the way to a solu­
tion of our most urgent econo­
mic problem.

The first requirement for 
holding a job is to produce 
competitively. The truth of that 
statement may not be immedi­
ately apparent when we see 
some people stay on the job in 
spite of doing less than their 
fair share of work. Neverthe­
less the rule applies in general. 
The law of economics holds 
true over the long pull and a 
firm has to meet other prices 
or fold up. That, in the end, 
determines whether employees 
continue on their jobs.

Nowadays no one needs lo 
ask what competition is doing to 
American workers. £tore shelves 
loaded with foreign made 
goods present abundant proof 
that foreign firms are under­
selling ours. Related to all those 
things is the sad story of A- 
merican businesses that went 
broke and American workers 
who lost jobs. It is a well know 
fact that most of the difference 
in prices of foreign and do­
mestic goods is caused by the 
difference in wages.

Furthermore, signs now are 
that conditions will get worse 
instead of better. With protec­
tive tarrif trimmed down more 
than ever, American firms are 
at an even greater disadvantage 
in world market competition. 
More companies will have to 
quit. More workers will be 
idled. Our present administra­
tion anticipates that very pro­
blem and has plans for or­
ganizing a new federal bureau 
to help train and locate the 
workers frozen out by foreign 
competition.

That provision in itself seems 
like an absurd way to meet 
the difficulty. With the funda­
mental problem still un-solved 
what’s to prevent a re-trained 
and re-located worker from 
meeting the same fate in his 
new line? This method has the 
markings of economic quackery, 
of treating symptoms instead of 
causes.

Regardless of how the egg
heads scramble their theories 
they cannot get away from the 
basic fact that the only way 
to continue American business 
and American jobs is to meet 
competition. And since protec­
tive tariffs are being hacked 
away the cost of production 
becomes more important than 
ever. That can be trimmed 
down in two ways, by higher 
efficiency and cheaper labor, 
both of Which apparently are 
needed in order to bring unit 
costs down to a competitive 
level.

It’s hard to shake off a con­
viction that American labor in 
general faces the same problem 
as workers at the Memphis 
meat plant. Their employers are 
in serious trouble and need the 
cooperation of workers in cut­
ting production costs.

No doubt this is the rankest 
heresy to those who are bank­
ing on New Frontier promises 
of ever increasing pay and ever 
higher prosperity.

It is completely out of harm­
ony with the new legislative 
brain storm which calls for 
higher postal rates and higher 
pay to government workers, 
which can result only in a 
general trend to force wages 
still higher all over the coun­
try.

The powers of the Potomac, 
as well as all labor and busi­
ness leaders need to get back 
to the basic fact that prosperity 
depends on production and not 
on money . . .  to realize that 
we must have a high standard 
of employment rather than a 
high standard of pay to assure 
a high standard of living.

As we face the possibility of 
millions of American workers 
pricing themselves out of the 
market, isn’t it time to think 
of getting more competitive by 
starting to work on a gradual 
reduction of wages?

Thai solution presents diffi­
culties, of course. After years

Shotgun Blasts 
Cause Big Damage 
To Phone Cables
The past few weeks have been 

rough ones for the new tele­
phone cables installed by the 
Muenster Telephone Corpora­
tion. Alvin Fuhrman, manager 
of the corporation, disclosed 
this week that the cables have 
been damaged in more than a 
dozen places by shotgun blasts 
which obviously were aimed 
at doves.

The gunfire can cause dam­
age in several ways. By shatter­
ing the protective cover it ex­
poses the paper insulation to 
moisture after which the lines 
short out. Sometimes a pellet 
lodges between wires and 
causes a short. Sometimes wires 
are broken.

In any event the result is that 
customers are deprived of ser­
vice and the line crew has the 
expense of finding and repair­
ing the damage.

Fuhrman is convinced that 
the trouble is caused by hunters 
who shoot at sitting birds. 
Hence he appeals to their 
sportsmanship . . .  to wait un­
til birds take off before shoot­
ing.

J. C. Romines, game warden 
of Cooke and Denton counties, 
says the damage also indicates 
that some hunters have been 
shooting from the road, a viola­
tion of the law and subject to 
fine. He advises hunters to 
stop that violation thereby a- 
voiding possible trouble for 
themselves as well as the phone 
company. He also suggests that 
less damage will be done if 
hunters will shoot only at birds 
on the wing.

Tigers Lose 14-6 
To Era as Jinx 
Hangs over Kicks

A blocked kick recovered 
over the goal line followed by a 
completed pass for extra points 
was the margin of Era’s win 
over Sacred Heart here last 
Thursday. The Tigers went 
down for a 14-6 count in spite 
of leading 151 to 118 in total 
yardage and 8 to 7 in first 
downs.

Actually the big difference in 
the outcome of kicking plays 
was a big factor in the game. 
As a result the Tigers were 
backed up in their own end of 
the field most of the time.

The jinx started on the open­
ing kickoff. The ball hit a 
front line Tiger and Era won 
the scramble for the fumble on 
Sacred Heart’s 39. After a few 
kick exchanges the Tigers 
fumbled and recovered on a 
kicking attempt and the result 
was as good as a blocked punt 
for Era. Next a third down 
kick was blocked but the Tigers 
covered it and made good on 
the next try. And then the kick 
near the goal line which was 
blocked and recovered for a 
TD by Don Hutcherson.

Just before a long, Hornet 
kick had backed the Tigers 
against their 2. Three plays 
reached the 12 but the next 
series ended in the blocked 
kick and score. A pass to Huds­
peth added two points after 
the TD.

Following kickoff the Tigers 
had more of the same hard 
luck. Failure to get off a kick 
lost 20 yards and set up the 
Hornets on Sacred Heart’s 24.

However Pat Klement’s pass 
interception on the next play 
provided the spark to get the 
Tigers going and nine plays 
produced 76 yards and the 
Tigers’ only touchdown.

Dennis Hess accounted for 
most of the yardage. One romp 
was good for 20, another for 37 
and the score.

A f t e r  intermission Era 
promptly put on its only sus­
tained drive. It included four 
completed passes which made 
up 38 yards of the 60 yard push 
The scoring play was a 5 yard 
sprint around left end by 
Danny Sluder.

The rest of the game was 
mostly a standoff, Sacred Heart 
making 4 first downs and Era, 
2, but neither got close. Re­
covering a fumble gave the 
Tigers a chance on the 31 but 
an interception spoiled the 
threat. Near the end the Tigers 
took fire and gained 45 yards 
on three plays and fumbled on 
Era’s 35.

Though often jinxed during 
the game the Tigers marked up 
about their best record ever 
in passing. They completed 8 
of 10 tries for 73 yards.

For the year the measure 
now stands at 35.02, well above 
the ten year average and topped 
in the current decade only by 
the 51.80 in 1957, which was 
the wettest year ever recorded 
in the community.

They 
haven’t had time to finish 
cleaning land and sowing grain 
since the heavy rainfall early 
in the month. Now the soil is 
about as wet as before. How­
ever, early birds are getting a 
break. Grain that is planted has 
a fine start with good prospects 
of providing lush winter graz­
ing.

Traffic Control 
Signals Installed 
At 2 Intersections

Two more traffic signals were 
installed Wednesday in the City 
Council’s effort to make driv­
ing more safe and orderly in 
Muenster.

Regulation stop and go sig­
nals are now in operation at the 
intersections of Main and Sixth 
and Highway 82 and Hickory.

Along with the signal located 
for several years at the inter­
section of Highway 82 and 
Main, the new ones are on 24 
hour duty. From 6 a.m. to 11 p.m. 
they give the conventional red, 
amber and green signals indi­
cating the time for stop, cau­
tion and go. From 11 p.m to 
6 a.m. they operate as a 
blinker warning system.

From 11 to 6 all three are 
set to flash the orange (caution) 
s i g n a l  on the principal 
thoroughfare and the red (stop) 
signal on the other street. As 
pointed out by City Manager 
Steve Moster, this means that 
traffic approaching the orange 
blinker should slow down to a 
cautious speed and make sure 
the way is clear before going 
through the intersection. And 
traffic approaching the red 
blinker should come to a full 
stop and be sure of a safe pas­
sage before going on.

At the two highway inter­
sections amber blinkers face the 
highway and red blinkers face 
Main and Hickory. At the other 
signal amber faces Main and 
red faces Sixth.

In our $5.4 billion (this year) 
search for knowledge, perhaps 
we should make a little greater 
effort to find out whether our 
costly space race may be with 
two little men who weren’t 
there!

At the very height of his 

power in Europe, Adolph Hitler 
ruled eighty million people.

Remember these facts when 
soneone next tells you that the 
communists in the United States
are a small, ineffective and al­

most ludicrous group who pose 
no real problems for the future 
security of the nation. They 
are, in truth, intelligent, dedi­
cated foes — organized to the 
hilt, completely ruthless, and 
sworn to the destruction of all 
freedom, all decency and all 
legal principles within our bor­
ders. Our government, through 
the Attorney General’s office, 
has published a list of Commun­
ist Frnot Organizations. All you 
have to do is consult that list. 
The key to success against the 
tactics of the communists lies 
in education and action. People 
that are uninformed can easily 
be misinformed. It is essential 
that we know what the com­
munist conspiracy consists of. 
how powerful it is and what it 
is up to. Armed with this know­
ledge we should be able to fight 
it effectively — for freedom’s 
sake.
