In case you
did not know, it's your country's
fault that Khrushchey had to

increase the price of meat 30| .,

per cent and the price of butter
25 per cent . . . because U. S.
“harbors plans for a surprise
rocket nuclear attack on the
USSR.” The implication is that
Russia cannot prevent deteri-
oration of its living standard
because it has to give too much
attention to national defense.

That's the Soviet way of
justifying its own failure to the
masses who are affected by the
new belt-tightening decree. We
have a feeling, however, that
lots of Russian people are ig-
noring the excuse and recalling
recent ravings about misman-
agement of the red farm pro-
gram. Also that many of them
will wonder why their superior
system cannot keep pace with
our food production while it
keeps pace in the alleged arms
race.

In terms of actual living con-
ditions this means that an a-
verage steel industry laborer
over there works 3 hours and
45 minutes for a pound of
ground beef or 3 hours and 31
minutes for a pound of butter.
An American steel worker can
earn the pound of ground beef
in 8 minutes and the pound
of butter in 12 minutes.

Facts like that, of course,
are not allowed to reach the
red masses. And any such re-
port that does get through is
emphatically branded as a cap-
italistic lie. We can imagine
what kind of fuss the Russian
people would raise if they knew
how much they are being ex-
ploited. Still, it doesn’'t seem
too much to hope that the
message is getting through to
them, little by little, and that
eventually the mass misery
and mass resentment will ex-
plode, blasting the whole ugly
red system completely out of
existence.

Reports from other parts of
the red world tell a similar
story. Red China is in serious
trouble. Industry is falling to
pieces as panicky communist
bosses are driving workers to
the farms in an effort to avoid
a famine. Cuba too, faces a ser-
ious food shortage. In fact, the
only red countries not facing
hunger are those which received
handouts from this country.

Exercising only moderate op-
timism, it is possible for one
to get the idea that we free
people are definitely on the
way to winning this cold war.
That is, assuming that we have
the good judgment to follow
through on our economic ad-
vantages. We have every rea-
son to believe that the red em-
pire will fall apart if allowed
to pursue its basic blunders long
enough, especially if we will
adopt an aggressive method of
informing its masses that their
own leaders and not the West-
ern countries, are their own
worst enemies.

It's a poor leader who does
not exploit his foe's weakness.
A football coach tells his team
to hit the weak spot in the
line or to go to the air against
a poor passing defense. Every
baseball pitcher is told to pitch
to the batter’'s weakness. Na-
tions, too, it seems, ought to
be using that strategy. When
they fail to do so we are in-
clined to wonder whether they
really want to win.

The record of the past fifteen
years does not indicate that we
want to win. On the contrary,
we have helped the red con-
quest more than we retarded
it. Every communist gain, in

Completion Date

On Phone Project
Set for March 2

For the next eight months
steady progress should be ap-
parent on the project of ex-
panding and improving the
Muenster telephone system.

After the inevitable delay in
meeting requirements of a fed-
erally financed undertaking, all
phases of the job now seem
to be in motion, according to
Alvin Fuhrman, manager of
Muenster Telephone Corpora-
tion.

The project includes conver-
sion to automatic service, con-
struction of exchange buildings
at Muenster, Myra and Forest-
burg, installation of new ex-
change equipment in each, ex-
tension of service to new areas
and rebuilding are replacing
lines.

All work must meet the rigid
requirements of Rural Elec-
trification Administration,
which is loaning the local con-
cern about a half million dol-
lars to finance the job.

According to the present time
table the date for cut-over to
automatic service through the
completed facilities is March 2,
1963.

Actual work now going on
1s construction of lines, which
has been under way since early
April and is expected to end in
December. The contract calls
for 2,074 new poles, 93,798 feet
of cable and 1,287,264 feet of
new line. Most of the work
1S new construction, however
there are some areas in which
recently installed lines come up
to REA specifications. When
finished the system will con-
sist of a durable metallic cir-
cuit serving Muenster, Myra
and Forestburg.

Other work under way is con-
struction of inside equipment
for the exchanges. Contracts
for them were approved in Feb-
ruary.

Still to be started are the
three buildings, plans for which
are due to be approved about
June 25 and to be contracted
soon thereafter. Construction 1is
scheduled to begin in July at
Myra and Forestburg and early
at Muenster. Com-
pletion is estimated at late Sep-
tember for the smaller ex-
changes and early November
for the ™Muenster exchange.
Equipment is due to be wait-
iIng when the buildings are
finished and installation will
follow promptly.

All installations and line con-
nections along with new direc-
tories should be ready by March

“CENSORSHIP THROUGH
TAXATION"
The hometown editors of

this country don’'t favor “cen-
sorship through taxation”.

Here 1s the story:

Some time ago the Internal
Revenue Service ‘laid down a
rule which says that a business
cannot deduct, as a business ex-
pense, money spent to influence
legislation, even though the leg-
1slation 1n question directly and
seriously affects it. This fiat has

been applied to numbers of
businesses — notably the elec-
tric utilities which, as a life-and
death matter, oppose the gov-
erment ownership and legisa-
tion advancing it.

Pending in Congress is legis-
lation known as the Boggs bill,
which would revoke the IRS
ruling, and permit business to
present its side of controversies
through advertising and other-
wise without paying a heavy tax
penalty for that privilege.

A short time ago The Amer-
ican Press, a magazine serving
the hometown papers of Amer-
ica, polled editors on a number
of current legislative issues. One
question asked whether or not
they favored the Boggs bill. The
“Yes"” response was 69 per cent,
as against 28 per cent saying

INg no opinion,

Free speech and free expres-
sion of opinion, within the
limits of established laws cov-
ering such matters as libel and
misrepresentation, have always
been considered basic rights in
this country. But they approach
the point of meaninglessness if
a man or an organization has
to pay through the nose in
taxes 1n order to exercise them,
The Internal Revenue Service
ruling may be legal, but it
scoffs at simple justice. The
Boggs bill would correct injus-
tice.

WHAT ENGINEERS?
Just how many engineers are
being turned out by Russian
Schools?
Americans have heard warn-
ings for several years that the
Soviet Union 1is turning out
engineers in far greater num-
bers than this country.
U. S. scientists just back from
the Soviet Union have found
ouf, though, that Russian state-
ments about how many “engi-
neers”’ they are developing are
no more reliable than some of
their others claims. After look-
ing into the Russian school sys-
tem, they reported that what
the Soviets call “engineers” are
the equivalent of U. S. bachelor
of science graduates — not true
engineers by any international
standards.
They also were intrigued by
the discovery that many of these
“engineers” chose that partic-
ular field because it was non-
political and non-controversial.
It afforded less threat of a trip
to Siberia for political blunders.
— Dallas Times Herald.

BUREA UCRATIC

The uproar over the ‘“Liberal
Papers”, advocating surrender
to the Reds on every front, is
justified, not so much by their
content as by the fact that they
were sponsored by 35 members

of Congress. That they are

credit and repudiate reput ible
anti-Communist groups in the
United States were entitled
“Anti-Red Dispute Grips. 1lli-
noisans — Intensive Right- \Vmg
Efforts Arouse Controversy”
(May 5, 1961) and “Right-Win
Officers Worrying Pentagon™
(June 17, 1961).

The Washmgton Post has also
helped in the Communist-insti-
gated move to discredit anti-
Communist groups in the United
States. Articles which appeared
in this disreputable newspaper
were also submitted to the Sen-
ate Committee as evidence of
this. One such article which
was called by Edward Hunter
an exemplification of the red
anti-anti-Communist drive ap-
peared in the July 16, 1961 is-
sue. It was entitled, “American
Right Embraces A Curious Mix-
ture,” by Edward T. Folliard.

Muenster Couple
In Germany Find
Many Interests

“Living in Germany 1S an
experience I will never {for-
get” says Mrs. C. C. Blanton
(Eva Muller) who is in that
country with her soldier hus-
band, stationed at Bamberg.
Among interesting excerpts
from a recent letter are the fol-
lowing:
“We are living on the local
economy until government
quarters are available so we
have first hand information on
how the Germans here live and
and their customs, We have be-
come experts at building coal
fires for cooking and heating.
Our apartment is one of the
nicer ones but I feel I am liv-
ing in the Early American era
washing dishes in a dish
pan, building fires . . . no
laundry facilities.

“As for food: we buy almost
everything from the commis-
sary. Milk, eggs, butter come
from Denmark; most of the
fruits from Italy, and vegetables
from Germany. Frozen foods
down to TV dinners are avail-
able so actually it 1s like a
supermarket in the states.

“For clothes we must go to
Nurenberg, Frankfurt or some
other large PX. It is almost like
buying from Sears as everyone
1s dressed alike as we all buy
from the same store. The Ger-
mans have beautiful clothes but

under size 14 is hard to find.
“We went to Konnersruth to
see Theresa Neuman during
Lent but she was ill and would
see no one, Konnersruth is on
the border so we had to have
clearance and escort to go.
“Last month we went to

Pisa, Rome, Isle of Capri, Nap-
les and Pompeii. Vatican City
was the highlight, a dream
come true. The Italians are as
friendly as Texans and always
anxious to help in any way. We
have also seen Austria, Swit-
zerland and France.”
