Over twenty years ago, the Congress of the
United States passed the Railway Labor Act.
It was hailed by union leaders as a model
for the settlement of labor disputes.

LEADERS of the Brotherhood of
Locomotive Epgi Brotherhood
of Locomotive Firemen and Enginemen,
Order of Railway Conductors, and the
Brotherhood of Railroad Trainmen on the
Missouri Pacific Railroad have refused to
avail themselves of the peaceful means
provided by this Act for settling their dis-
putes. They iritist that they be the sole
umpire of their own disputes over the
meaning of contracts.

There is no Need for Strikes

The new contest will extend
for ten months. One of the major
objectives of the contest is to raise
egg production by good poultry
breeding, feeding and manage.
ment.

Last Thursday was the entry
deadline, County Agent B.T. Haws
said and no more enteries will be
accepted. Competition is limited
to poultry producers who own angd
manage 100 or more hens of not
more than two breeds or varieties.
Each contestant must submit re-
cords each month. The county
agent sends reports to the Ex.
tension service at Texas A&M
where monthly state summaries
are made.

Prizes range from $100 for first
place to $10 for each of the eighth
to fifteenth places.
