As if most of us did not have
sufficient reason of our own to
be aware of the income tax sea.
son we are, as usual, getting our
quota of reminders in printed and

radio comment,
and serious,

Worthy of special notice along
that line was Westbrook Pegler's
column one day last week. He
points out with his customary
emphasis that the $600 allowance
per year for a dependent is ab-
surd, especially when that depen-
dent happens to be an aged father
or mother. Of course most par.
ents can vouch that a teen ager's
upkeep is considerably more ex-
pensive, but, like Pegler, let’s talk
about the old folks because we
have a few convenient govern.
ment figures for comparsion in
their case.

both humorous

For instance, relief payments in
New York City are $125 per month,
or $1500 a year. And President
Truman favors a pension of $100
a month to everyvbody over 65. If
that's what it takes to support a
dependent, why are we allowed
only $50 a month per dependent
on our income tax exemptions?
There's a sad inconsistency.

Or, to carry the comparison a
little farther . . . If, as the Pres-
ident thinks, a person over 65
needs $100 a month, how can
anyone expect younger people to
get along on even that much, Old
people usually are settled and
have simple needs. But younger
people have to buy homes and
furniture, send kids to school and
meet dozens of other expenses
that oldsters never worry about.
In other words, that puny $600 is
a pitifully inadequate deduction.

We realize of course that run.
ning a government takes money
and that the treasury ‘would
be in a bad fix indeed if every de-
pendent in the country were, al.
lowed $1000 a year exemption.
Uncle Sam’s income tax take
would dwindle to a mere dribble
and the welfare state enthusiasts
would have nothing at all to sup-
port their socialistic schemes.

But then we come to another
question. Is it really necessary for
the government to carry on |its
vast program of social benefic-
ence?

After President Truman’s State
of the Union message last week
the deluge of comment included
a question we can well afford to
ponder. Is the president’s method
the best way of promoting nat-
ional welfare? His jdea seems to
be that of taxing heavily to pro-
vide a good fat public purse out
of which the big hearted govern.
ment will distribute generously to
any and all in need of help. The
other plan, incidentally the one
on which this country rose to
greatness before welfare state ad.
vocates thought up their social.
istic brainstorms, is to relieve
average citizens of some of their
tax burden and give them more
opportunity to provide their own
welfare. .

Fundamentally there are two
things wrong with the welfare
state idea which is only a sugar
coated synonym for socialism. The
first is that it is inefficient.
There's too ‘'much leakage in the
journey of money from the tax.
payer through the maze of federal
bureaucracy and finally back to
the beneficiary: It costs, and
plenty.to run those offices and
pay those salaries. Besides, too
much of the money goes to unde-
serving people.

The next fault is best express.
ed by the old statement that it's
wrong to rob Peter to pav Paul
Besides being obvipusly unfair, it's
unwise. After a while Peter gets
tired of it and says “why keep
trving when the benefit of my ex-
tra efforts is given to a loafer?”
Paul on the other hand says “why
strain myself as long as that suc-
ker has to divvy with me?”

The more welfare our govern.
ment offers the more of that at-
titude we will have. In the end
we'll have a one level society of
peonle with one common purpose,
contributing as little as possible
to the public grab bag but de-
manding as much as possible from
it. We'll have a society of des-
titutes . . . because socialism in
the end does not raise the lower
level but only forces down the
upper level, that is, as long as the
individuals are free to work or
loaf as they please.

There is a way to have social-
ism without complete destitution,
but do we want that? When in-
itiative has been destroyed the
only way to get things done is to
force people to do them. History
has proved and common sense
should tell us that continued so-
cialism can end no other way. So,

He points out that
America will some day be a hun-
gry nation unless steps are taken
soon to conserve land and increase
its productivity.

The speech however contains
more than dire predictions.

pays off in actual cash. The farm.
er who keeps his topsoill and im-
proves it makes more profit and
preserves more value for coming
generations.

“Reports were current several
months ago that Ford might en-
counter competition in the low-price
eightcylinder car field. The manu-
facturer considering such a devel-
opment, however, apparently has
decided against it.

“The temptation to enter compe-
tition for this market is strong. Ford
derives considerable sales appeal
from ability to offer an eight as well
as a six in the low cost bracket. Buy-
ers are attracted by the additional
smoothness and power performance
afforded by the extra cylinders.

“Principal reason why rivals have
steered clear of eight-cylinder power
plants is cost. Ford has been able to
hold expenses down by manufactur-
ing economies not often duplicated
by others.

“In pioneering the low-price V-8,
the Dearborn producer had to strike
at the heart of the cost problem
The company was the first to evolve
a method of making an integral
V-block and crankcase casting.

“The Ford Company is noted for
excellence of manufacturing tech-
nique. Part of the reputation is
based on willingness of the manage-

ment to spend money on work- |

saving equipment. The Rouge plant
foundry, for example, is a model of
efficiency. Air-conditioning elimi-
nates some of the disagreeableness
common to most foundries, while
conveyor systems and automatic
machines obviate much of the usual
back-breaking—and inefficient—hand
work.

“With the use of advanced pro-
duction methods the company has
been able to hold expenses within
reasonable limits. This is true even
though use of the larger engine
means two more cylinders—with
more pistons, rings, ‘con’ rods,
sparkplugs, etc.—for each car pro-
duced.

“The Ford production technique
involves a high degree of precision.
Vendors regard the company as a
‘tough customer’ because of the ri-
gidity of inspection standards. Sup-
pliers know they must comply
closely with specified requirements
or face heavy rejection.

“From present indications, it may
be a long time before competitors
can challenge Ford in the low-priced
eight-cylinder field.”

enough to provide food, clothing
and shelter for our families?

When the Sixteenth Amendment
was being debated on the floor of
the Senate, one senator sald he
was against it because the tax
might someday amount to as
much as three or five percent of
an individual’s income. His col-
leagues laughed at him for being
unduly apprehensive and pointed
out among other things that it

/
would be impossible for Federal
Government to spend that much
money. It's too bad this senator
isn't around today so he could
know that his worst apprehens-
ijons on the amount of the tax
were more than justified. Also
some of those who laughed at his
fears should be around to see our
Federal Government spending
more. in a month than they thou-
ght it would ever be possible for
it to spend in a year.

What's the answer? The answer
is to pass another amendment to
the Constitution, putting a top
limit of 259% or 30% or certainly
not more than 40% on the am-
ount of taxes which can be laid

on incomes under the Sixteenth
Amendment.
Personally, I'm very much in

favor of a graduated scale of in-
come tax with a top limit of 25%
on both individuals and corpora-
tions.

CLAYTON, N.M. — Bill Wetsel
says he's the world’s fattest man,
and there’'s plenty of weight be-
hind his argument. His belt—if he
wore one—would be longer than
most men are tall.
