
Have you paid your poll tax?
If you haven’t, now is the time to 
do it. Or, if you can’t possibly do 
it right now, at least do some­
thing to keep yourself reminded 
until you actually get it done.

If you happen to be a second 
rate citizen who doesn’t give a 
hoot about the caliber of men we 
put in office or about the merits 
of issues to be decided, just skip 
over the next few paragraphs. The 
remarks here are intended only 
for persons who are interested in 
exercising their rights and dut­
ies as American citizens. Con be­
lieves this column will have been 
worth while if it helps just one 
person remember to qualify him­
self for a vote in this year’s elec­
tions.

Remembering is especially im-
portant this year. Besides the pos­
sibility of voting on special issues 
of some kind or another we know 
for sure that, we are going to vote 
on countv, district and state of­
ficials. What’s more the indica­
tions are that at least a few races 
will be hot and close, and the fel­
low who doesn’t get set to have 
his sav on election day may hate 
himself later.

So don’t give yourself a chance 
to forget. Do something special 
to make yourself remember. Wear 
a string around vour finger. Carry 
a rock in your pocket or a potato 
in your purse. And remember too 
that the deadline is January 31.

Your status as a voter or non
voter is reason a plenty for paying 
your poll tax. Your right as an 
American citizen to have a voice 
in your nation’s government is a 
precious one. But let’s keep in 
mind also that this involves a 
dutv ns well as a right. A right to 
participate in government must 
be accompanied by a correspond­
ing dutv to do a good job of it. 
Every citizen has a moral obli­
gation to vote, and vote conscien­
tiously.

While on the subject of obliga­
tion. let’s remember another little 
angle deservine of attention. Poll 
tax. as originally intended and as 
it actually annlies now, Is a per­
sonal tax. the citizen’s personal 
debt to the state. The man who 
fails to pay it. even though he 
claims to have no interest in 
aualifying for his right to vote is 
shirking a very definite moral ob­
ligation. The debt is as real as 
any other and its payment is as 
^necessary as any other.

One of the most serious mes­
sages ever presented to the people 
of this community was contained 
in the four speeches by O.F. Arm­
strong here last week. Backing 
bis remarks with impregnable 
logic, Armstrong asserted that 
saving and rebuilding the soil we 
have left is both an economic nec­
essity and a sacred duty.

We Americans, lavishly enjoy­
ing the bountiful resources laid 
before us, have permitted a sad 
condition to develop. We have 
robbed the soil of its productive 
minerals by taking o ff one crop 
after another but returning noth­
ing. We have exposed our soil to 
the elements by stripping it of 
protective vegetation. We have 
relentlessly pursued a two way 
plan of land destruction.

And what is the result? Land 
that once produced abundantly 
is deserted because no one can 
make a living on it. Here in Tex­
as 1? million acres of once pro- 
ductive land will never be farmed 
again. And the loss continues at 
an appalling rate. Engineers esti­
mate that the Mississippi river at 
flood stage carries away the 
equivalent of a 40 acre farm every 
minute. The nation as a whole is 
still losing an average of two 
million acres a year. Such a loss 
considered in the light of increas­
ing demands of our growing pop­
ulation presents a problem more 
alarming than international com­
plications or atomic control.

The effects are apparent in our 
own county, our own community. 
Crops have dwindled in the past 
half century. Acres upon acres 
have been completely stripped by 
erosion.

Another alarming fact in this
connection is that conditions get 
worse faster while neglect con­
tinues. As pointed out by Arm­
strong, erosion accelerates. When 
land is first exposed a thin layer 
of topsoil is washed away by hea­
vy rain. With that gone the ab­
sorbing capacity of the land is 
reduced. At the next heavy rain 
less will soak in and more will 
run away carrying an even larger 
volume of soil with it. In places 
that process has continued until 
the original deposit of porous vir­
gin soil capable of absorbing more 
than 12 inches an hour is worn 
down to a thin hard crust capable 
of absorbing less than 1 inch per 
hour.

State School Man
More encouragement on pros-* 

pects for affiliating the Muenster 
public school was received Mon­
day and Tuesdav when Frank Hu­
bert of the Foundation School 
Program division of the State 
Auditor’s office was here to ad­
vise with the local faculty and 
board on requirements and pro­
cedures in getting the school a f­
filiated.

In general the school has a fine 
record of progress up to now, he 
said, and the few slight deviations 
from recommended methods can 
be changed in plenty of time to 
remove what small handicaps now 
exist.

In another respect, he said, the 
school is wrell above the minimum 
standard prescribed for accredited 
rating. The teaching staff here 
is larger than required for the en­
rollment and the program follow­
ed in the vocational subjects o f­
fers more than minimum require­
ments. ,

Considering physical handicaps 
and the small enrollment, Hu­
bert said, Muenster is doing an 
excellent job. At the rate it is go- 
ing it will be an outstanding 
school when it begins using the 
facilities of the new building and 
adds more students.

Assuming all requirements are 
met, there is still a possibility 
that the accredited rating will 
not be received this year. That is 
because of difficulties attending 
the changes in the state depart­
ment of education.

Final Judgment will be passed 
by a board of accreditation which 
meets during the summer, and 
their judgment is based on data 
secured by field men. Up to now 
the state department, in its per­
iod of transition, has no men in 
the field securing the necessary 
data. The general opinion how- 
ever is thnt schools seeking ac­
credited rating will be the first 
visited if the field men are ap­
pointed in time. In that event 
some other schools now accred­
ited may get by this year with­
out their usual check up.

Stop Erosion and 
Depletion of Soil, 
Armstrong Urges

The alarming state of soil de­
pletion and loss in this country 
was emphatically explained here 
last week when OF. Armstrong, 
southwest represenative of the 
Friends of the Land society spoke 
before four groups on Wednesday 
and Thursday.
Wednesday night Armstrong ad­

dressed members of the adult vo- 
cational agriculture class. The 
next day he .spoke to a joint as- 
semblv of the two local high 
schools, to the annual FMA gen­
eral meeting and to the Commun­
ity Council monthlv meeting.

Explaining that, soil conserva­
tion and Improvement is every­
body’s business, he stated that 
business men as well as farmers 
are faced with an obligation to 
halt our waste of land and restore 
a .̂ much of its productivity as 
possible. Unless farms continue

Rev. Anthony Schroeder was in 
Fort Worth Saturday to attend 
the requiem mass for Very Rev. 
Aemilian Schmitt who died last 
Wednesday night after being 
troubled with a heart ailment for 
several vears. He was 57 years 
old and had been pastor of Saint 
Mary’s church since 1928.

Father Schmitt was well known 
in Muenster and had visited here 
on numerous occasions.

FM A  Plant Makes 
More Cheese But 
Less Money in ’49

The Farmers Marketing Assoc­
iation in 1949 made more cheese 
but less money than in 1948. mem­
bers of the organization learned 
at their annual general meeting 
on Thursday, Jan. 12.

According to a report given by 
Manager Rudy Heilman, the plant 
increased its production of cheese 
from 1,502,000 to 1.682,000 pounds 
but decreased its total cash re­
ceipts from $1,011,000 to $910,000. 
The drop is explained principally 
by a drastic drop in the price of 
cheese.

Nevertheless the plant continu­
ed its custom of dividing a hand­
some dividend on the basis of 
each member’s volume of busi­
ness. Total dividends of $70,000 
were issued on the following bas­
is: 2 cents per pound on poultry,
3 cents per dozen on eggs and 11.6 
cents per pound of butter fat.

Three men were recognized and 
awarded prizes as top producers 
of the year. Albert Knabe led in 
milk production with slightly ov­
er 9,000 pounds butter-fat. John 
Knabe ran a close second with 
just under 9,000 pounds. Joe W. 
Fleitman with 70,000 dozen led 
the egg producers. Fleitman was 
also third in milk production.

In the election of directors A l­
bert Henscheid, A1 Fleitman and 
Henry Wiesman were all retain­
ed for another term. Other mem­
bers of the board are J.B. Klement, 
president, and J.W. Hess, Joe Vog­
el and John Knabe.

At Pennsylvania U.

Frederick William Huff, Eng­
lish teacher at Muenster High 
School received word this week of 
his appointment as assistant pro­
fessor of French at the University 
of Pennsylvania, Philadelphia, Pa.

Rheumatic Fever is 
Number One Killer 
O f School Children
AUSTIN. TEXAS—Rheumatic fev­

er causes more deaths than any 
other disease in children of school 
age, declared Dr. Geo. W. ' Cox, 
State Health Officer. The first a t­
tack usually occurs in children at 
the age when they are in the first 
or second grade and recurrences 
are most common up to the age 
when children are leaving high 
school. The insidious onset of so 
many cases during the school year 
suggests that teachers and others 
in daily contacj. with school child­
ren should be aware of early signs 
and symptoms which may mean 
acute rheumatic fever.

Dr. Cox said. “ There should be 
more and improved examinations 
of school children by physicians

with time enough for the nurse 
or teacher and parents to plan 
with the physician for any need­
ed medical attention.

“School absence due to illness 
or vague disorders, if investigat. 
ed. may disclose early cases of 
rheumatic fever. Teachers need to 
be more alert to visible signs and 
symptoms suggestive of substand­
ard health. Among these signs and 
symptoms which should bring 
children to the attention of teach­
er or narent are: Failure to gain 
weight; pallor; poor appetite; fat­
igue; frequent colds and sore 
throats; scarlet fever or any 
known streptococcal infection; un­
explained nosebleeds; unexplainr 
ed fever; pain in arms, legs and 
joints; unusual restlessness; his­
tory of previous rheumatic fever; 
behavior changes; decreasing a- 
chievements in school by a child 
who has previously done well.

“Children reported by the teach­
er as showing evidence of sub­
standard health should be medi­
cally reviewed by the physician 
and needed medical care arranged 
for such children as soon as possi­
ble.”

NEW SLETTER

Washington, D.C., Friday Jan­
uary 13, 1950.—While the day on 
which this is written is consider­
ed by some to be unlucky, I have 
never gone in for superstitions. 
1 recall a day some years ago on 
which I was driving in Vernon. 
Two big black cats ran across the 
road in front of me. On that par- 
ticular day, the Supreme Court 
of Texas decided one of my big­
gest lawsuits in my favor and on 
the following day 1 was elected 
District Attorney of the 46th Ju­
dicial District.

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notwithstanding other provisions 
of the law. (1) It permits a farm­
er to plant up to 70% of his aver­
age cotton and war crop acreage 
for the years 1946-47 and 1948; or, 
(2) 50% of such acreage in any 
one of those years, or, (3), 40% 
of his cultivated acreage. While 
this will not take care of all of 
the inequities, it will be very 
helpful in most instances and will 
relieve some of the distress of 
thousands of farmers in our sec­
tion of the country. We will do 
our best to get this amendment 
uo for action in the House within 
a week. We hope and expect to 
get it passed by the House of Re- 
presentatives. After that, it will 
go to the Senate. Time is terribly 
important in this matter and it is 
hoped the Senate will act prompt­
ly and favorably. An entirely new 
cotton acreage allotment bill will 
soon be written for 1951 and sub- 
seouent vears.

This morning. T went with Sen­
ators Connally and Johnson, and 
most of the members of the 
House of Representatives to the 
offices of Secretary of the Air 
Forces. Mr. Stuart Symington. Mr. 
Symington had invited us to w it­
ness his presentation of the Air 
Force medal to Mr. Amon G. Car­
ter. the owner and editor of the 
Fort Worth Star-Telegram. Tri­
bute was paid to Mr. Carter as a 
long-time booster for the cause of 
aviation.
In 1936, we were net exporters of 

crudg oil and crude oil products 
to the amount of 200.000 barrels 
per day. That means we exported 
200 000 barrels more than we Im­
ported. Although we still produce 
a great deal more crude oil than 
we need fo r. home consumption, 
the trade balance has changed 
and today we are net Importers of 
crude oil and its products by more 
than 300.000 barrels per day. This 
importation is done by major Am- 
erican oil companies. The State 
of Tovfls alone lost more than 
S30.000.000 In 1949 In State tax 
receipts, because Texas had to re­
duce oil production. Now. we are 
told that Imports of crude oil is 
to continue to go up and soon a 
million barrels per day will be 
coming in from foreign sources. On 
Monday of this week. I will in­
troduce a hill to increase taxes on 
Imported crude oil to around $1.00 
per barrel. This will bring in a- 
round $300,000,000 per year in tax­
es for the federal government 
and will perhaps afford the small, 
oil producers, oil field labor, and 
Texas in general some protect­
ion  from the cheap labor, non- 
conservation, foreign oil produc­
ing areas.

While speaking of foreign com­
petition, a New York Congressman 
this week made an impasssioned 
speech, saying that some 200 on­
ion growers in this District were 
being run out of business through 
the importation of onions, grown

in Hungary by communist slave 
labor. On the radio this morning 
I heard a New England broadcas­
ter complaining that New Eng­
land fishermen were being des­
troyed through the importation of 
fish, primarily from Nova Scotia. 
He said the Canadian fishermen 
worked for 50 cents per hour, 
whereas the New Englanders were 
paid $1.50 per hour, and the Can­
adian fish in the Glocester mar­
kets were ruining the New Eng­
land fishermen.' Then, in today’s 
mail. I got a letter from the Sfu- 
gard Ranch in San Juan, Texas, 
saying their toipato market had 
been ruined by the importation of 
duty-free cheap tomatoes from 
Mexico. Another letter from the 
West Virginia Glass workers, say­
ing their jobs are imperiled by 
cheap foreign production. Thus, it 
goes. Where to strike a fair bal­
ance between high protection, 
and no protection for American 
workers and industry is a serious 
problem, and is going to become 
an even more serious one. Per­
haps in this, as in some other 
matters, we should take a middle 
course.

Bank Officials At 
Ease After Big 
Bet Is Called O ff

BATON ROUGE. La.—The Louis­
iana National Bank persuaded two 
men to call o ff a $2,000,000,000 bet, 
although the payoff wasn’t due 
for 483 years.

The bet was made 17 years ago 
by R.E. Collens. now In business in 
Fairfield, 111., and John Stotler, a 
Baton Rouge businessman. They 
each posted $5, at interest, with 
officials of the bank.

The bet was whether the state 
capitol, then being completed, 
would last 500 years. Collen and 
Stotler agreed that at the end of 
500 years the bank would pay to 
the winner’s heirs, the $10 deposi­
ted, plus all interest.

Serious Trouble 
May Result From 
Neglected Cavities

If you’re neglecting your teeth

It’s the abscess, a tiny but pow­
erful villain both to your teeth 
and to your general health.

It’s a particularly unkind v il­
lain. Frequently you never know 
he’s there. You feel no pain. But 
then you may awaken some morn­
ing and find your cheek swelled 
up like a balloon.

Maybe you do something about 
It. Maybe you don’t and the 
swelling goes away. That’s fine, 
you think. No more trouble. But 
you’re only kidding yourself. The 
abscess Is still there, tucked away 
under the tooth, dealing out trou­
ble to your other bodily organs 
through the bloodstream.

Abscess come to the teeth when 
the pulp dies and begins to de­
compose. usually because of neg­
lected dental decay. There are 
other causes, but decay is the big 
item in most cases.

This is especially true with the 
periapical kind of abscess, which 
forms at the apex, or extreme 
root end, of the tooth. Another is 
on the side of the tooth root. Like 
the other type, it may' be caused 
by decay but also it frequently 
is the result of one of the diseases 
of the gums and supporting tis­
sues, pyorrhea or gingivitis.

Both types can be intensely 
painful. That’s when you get the 
swell In your jaw and you feel 
like someone had landed a hay­
maker against the side of your 
face. But lacking these symptoms, 
abscesses can be detected by X- 
ray examination.

Fortunately, an abscess doesn’t 
always mean you’D lose the 
tooth, though this frequently is 
the case. The offending villain can 
be removed through a minor sug- 
ical operation and the tooth sav­
ed by proner treatment.

Much depends, however, on how 
soon you quit kidding yourself 
about the care of your teeth. The 
villain mav be there already, do­
ing his dirty work; —American 
Dental Society Bulletin.

Armstrong - -
to provide the basic support, he 
said, there will be a decline in 
schools, churches and business.

He also stated that at the pre­
sent rate of soil loss and popula­
tion gain this country is rapidly 
approaching the point at which 
it will no longer be able to feed 
itself.

He complimented the commun­
ity however in being far. ahead of 
the average farm area in con­
servation work. Based on obser­
vations made during a drive thro­
ugh the community, he said that 
Muenster is on the right track. 
At the same time he deplored 
that some of the local projects 
were late. Erosion has already 
left its scars.

Armstrong expressed the opin­
ion that when the earth was 
created it contained all the es­
sentials to sustain life for all 
time . . .  if properly used. Land 
will last indefinitely if Its ele­
ments are replaced as they are 
used by crops, and if protected 
against erosion. Otherwise it 
gradually deteriorates or disap­
pears until it is no longer worth 
working.

Unless w’e of this generation 
correct our faults now. he said, 
w’e will be guiltv of the hunger 
of coming generations. In addit­
ion. manv will also be guilty of 
their own future economic dis­
tress. because neglected land Is 
headed for the time when It will 
no loneer produce a decent living.

Bv wav of contrast Armstrong 
cited ens^s to prove that conser­
vation and rebuilding methods 
not only preserve nroductivity for 
♦ he future but nav off Immediate, 
lv. Tn one case after another far­
mers have raised their income 
more thaq enough to pay for their 
improvement, expense, 
one case after another farmers 
have raised their Income more 
than enough to pav for their im­
provement expense.

The speaker also explained that 
wasteful soil practices o f the past 
are responsible for much of the 
present water shortage. There 
was a time, he said, when soil 
was deep and porous and soaked 
up practically all rain as It fell. 
Surplus water settled gradually 
through the soli until it found its 
wav to water sands or broke out 
In springs to form brooks. But now 
most of the water gushes away 
as soon as it falls and much less 
of It settles down to the water 
sand level.

velops. Water sands that once 
yielded a plentiful supply of clear 
water are running dry. Why? Be­
cause the water which was once 
caught by a porous soil and grad­
ually trickled down to water sands 
or escaped from springs to feed 
a clear constantly flowing brook 
are now permitted to rush away 
in torrents of destruction.

Volumes can be said and writ­
ten on this subject and the Fri­
ends of the Land Society, which 
Armstrong represents, has under­
taken the gigantic task of wak­
ing America to the alarming per­
il that lies ahead. Without a 
doybt t.he handwriting is on the 
wall and it must be read soon if 
the nation is to survive.

Everything the speaker said
was packed with common sense, 
and indirectlv it stands as a ser­
ious indictment of some of our 
federal government’s current pol­
icies. For one thing we have lav­
ish farm production subsidies 
which encourage farmers to get 
all thev can out of the soil. Then 
the products, spuds for instance, 
are wasted by millions of tons. 
The man who thinks must real­
ize that every wasted spud repre­
sents a little bit of wasted land 
. . . because the potato took some­
thing out of the land.

How much more sensible it 
would be to help the farmer in 
another wav. Subsidize his efforts 
at soil conservation and soil im­
provement. Encourage people to 
save and increase productivity, 
not squander it. Replace the lush 
cover crop that once provided a 
porous soil capable of holding 
moisture. Hold water at its sour­
ce where it can do some good be­
sides eliminating the present 
damage of erosion and flood. Who 
knows, it might be a lot less ex-
