
Back in 1932 millions of Am­
ericans were tremendously re­
lieved when Herbert Hoover was 
relieved of the presidency. Even 
today there are fo g g y . minded 
people who insist they will nev­
er dessert the Democratic ticket 
because they remember what 
they choose to call the “ Hoover 
depression.”

And now that the nation has 
had a fair sized dose of New 
Deal and Queer Deal govern­
ment there are millions wishing 
Hoover were back in the White 
House. His recommendations of 
a year ago indicate that^under 
his direction the country would 
be following a more efficient ad­
ministrative system and his re­
commendation of last week in­
dicates a way by which this 
country could enjoy better har­
mony and greater prestige in its 
dealings, with the rest of the 
world.

The famous Hoover report, a
few points of which are getting 
reluctant attention from the ad­
ministration, reveals that the 
number of federal hired hands 
has increased from 570,000 to 
2.100,000 since the beginning of 
the new deal. Granting that gov­
ernment naturally grows more 
complex and requires more help, 
it is hard to imagine why the 
number o f federal employes 
should have increased fourfold. 
Furthermore, allowing again for 
the debts incurred by depression 
and war, it is hard to under­
stand why annual expenditures 
should jump from $3.6 billion to 
over $42 billion. . .almost a 
twelve-fold increase.

As regards foreign policy, the
former president’s proposal to 
reorganize the U N without Rus­
sia and her puppets is the best 
suggestion since the organiza­
tion of the U N five years ago. 
Because of the U N we are in 
the ridiculous predicament of 
sitting by helpless while Russia 
gobbles up half the world. By 
the rules any objection to the 
red conquest must go through 
the U N. Once it gets there Russia 
exercises her veto- power to 
squelch it in a hurry. So it is 
that his country, the most po­
werful on earth and the recog­
nized leader of all peoples seek­
ing to preserve human rights, is 
in the absurd position of being 
outfoxed at every turn by the 
godless scoundrels of Moscow.

What this adds up to is that
our domestic and foreign affairs 
are in a sorry mess. Of course 
President Truman doesn’t seem 
to share that opinion. Only a 
few weeks ago, on the fifth an­
niversary of his succession to 
the president’s office, he boast­
fully observed that the country 
is in good condition, and he was 
not shy about claiming credit 
for it. His attitude, incidentally, 
was very different from that of 
the humble man who took up 
his job saying that with the help 
of Almighty God he hoped to 
succeed. This time he did not 
bother to share the credit with 
God.

Regardless of Truman's smug
satisfaction over the excellence 
of his administration, the fact 
remains that we have little to 
crow about when we’re tottering 
on the brink of socialism, when 
racial and class hatreds are ex­
ploited for political gain, when 
citizens are bearing the heavi­
est tax burden of history, when 
the government cannot balance 

. its budget on a fourth of the 
total national income, when 
communists are winning the 
global cold war and even worm 
their ^vay into high places of our 
government.

It is true, as Truman boasts,
that our country today is en­
joying a higher standard of liv ­
ing than at any time in history. 
But it might be equally true that 
we are having prosperity in spite 
of the administration rather than 
because of it. After all prosper­
ity comes from people who pro­
duce, and the governemnt has 
been very influential in main­
taining a sp ir it^ f discord be­
tween labor anil fapltal, the two 
elements of production.

To our simple way of thinking 
the administration should have 
found a way to establish more 
industrial harmony, i n s u r i n g  
steady incomes for workers, 
steady business for factories and 
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Both Schools Get 
State Man’s OK in 
Affiliation Check

Both Muenster schools receiv­
ed cheering news Wednesday on 
their affiliation status. After an 
official visit to both places G.D. 
McKay, deputy investigator on 
the accrediting staff of the state 
department of education, said 
that his report would recommend 
both schools for an accredited 
rating.

As regards Sacrfed Heart High 
School he will recommend' that 
the present accredited rating be 
continued. As regards Muenster 
High School he will recommend 
admission to the roll of accredit­
ed Texas schools.

Letters of confirmation to that 
effect can be expected from the 
state department of education in 
about two weeks, he said.

He also explained that recom­
mendations of this kind in the 
past have almost always result­
ed in official recognition by the 
state department of education. 
The final decision w ill be made 
by an accrediting committee 
named by the state department. 
It is expected to meet in June.

Mr. McKay arrived here Tues- 
d a y and checked parochial 
school records and exhibits that 
afternoon. Wednesday morning 
he checked at the public school.

Visiting the new school build­
ing McKay said that it is one 
of the finest rural schools in the 
state. He was especially com­
plimentary to the residents of 
the district for their community 
pride and far sightedness in pro­
viding an institution of out­
standing beauty and complete­
ness of facilities.

W A SH IN G T O N
NEW SLETTER

By ED GOSSETT

WASHINGTON, D. C. April 29, 
—During this week I have had 
many telegrams and letters ask­
ing me to help do something to 
prevent the threatened railroad 
strike which is now scheduled 
to occur on May 10. The strike 
is being threatened by the bro­
therhood of Firemen and En- 
ginemen. They are demanding 
that a second fireman be plac­
ed on Diesel locomotives. Most 
locomotives now are Diesels and 
burn oil. About all the fireman 
on such an engine does is to 
turn a few spigots and simply 
ride. On fast passenger trains 
the fireman can, and often does, 
draw a month’s pay for about 
ten hours riding time. Time is 
calculated according to the num­
ber of miles driven and not the 
number of hours actually work­
ed. A second fireman on these 
locomotives would simply be go­
ing along for the ride. This 
would be featherbedding at its 
worst.

The Taft-Hartley Act does not 
apply to rai^oad labor. Rail­
road labor is subject only to the 
so-called Railway Labor Act. 
Congress has no way to settle 
this threatened strike. It is^now 
an administrative problem. Ev­
en the President may lack au­
thority to settle it. However, if 
this brotherhood does go thro­
ugh with its strike it w ill like­
ly result in Congress passing 
another bill to compel compul­
sory arbitration in cases where 
the public interest is seriously 
involved.

A special congressional com­
mittee has been investigating 
lobbying. The committee has 
concerned itself primarily with 
persons required to register un­
der the Lobbying Act, i.e., those 
receiving pay from industry, in­
dividuals, or organizations to 
advocate the passage or the de­
feat of legislation. Lobbying is 
the most overpaid of all profes- 
sions. There are many lobbyists 
in Washington who get $10,000 
a year or more. Most of these 
are not worth 15c insofar as 
service to their employers go.

The most effective lobbyists, 
and those who put the most 
pressure upon the Congress, are 
the bureaus of the government 
itself, federal employees, and 
newspaper columnists and com­
mentators. These people are not 
usually regarded as lobbyists. 
The public seldom takes note 
of their activities in matters of 
legislation. Still these people 
have far more to do with pass­
ing and defeating laws than 
do all of the registered, paid 
lobbyists.

Speaking of lobbying, a great

imagination to visualize l.OflO,- 
000 robust young farmers strung 
out across the land, all plowing 
away at their acre. The line 
would, in fact, be 41,667 miles 
long and would reach just about 
twice around the globe at the 
Equator.

A Billion Is Big
I ’d been out of college sever­

al years when we Americans 
first began to hear vague talk 
in terms of “billions.” To have 
to wrap my plowing farmers a- 
round and around the globe 
enough times to represent $1,- 
000.000,000 in expended energy 
was much too much. I had to 
find some other measuring de­
vice. Of course, our arithmetic 
had taught that a billion was 
(awesomely) a thousand m il­
lion! But it required a number 
of years for me to get any real 
understanding of the meaning 
of $1,000,000,000.

A “ billion” still whistles off 
my tongue accompanied by awe. 
And just as I ’m getting used to 
tlje idea of using the term, I ’ve 
been obliged to go back, to my 
arithmetic book looking for a- 
nother word. I haven’t found

mention of it in my arithmetic. 
It’s to be found only in the high­
er mathematics and it isn’t ex­
plained in down-to-earth terms. 
However, I’ve got to tackle it. 
The word is—“ trillion.”

Diving Into A Trillion
A trillion is, we know, a thou­

sand billion; and a billion is a 
thousand million; and a million 
is a thousand thousand; and a 
thousand is a thousand times 
one of those long-ago extinct 
things I used to get for plowing 
an acre of land in Oklahoma. 
But a man with a plow is much 
too small a denominator in this 
problem.

So: If you were to drive from 
New York to Los Angeles and 
then turn right around and re­
turn to New York, you could 
perform th e  feat 166,000,000 
times before you would have 
driven a trillion miles. We think 
of a second as something fleet­
ing, so sh o rtfra gm en t of time 
it doesn’t show on the face of 
most clocks. Yet, since a date 
so far removed as 500 B.C., only 
about one-tenth of a trillion 
seconds have ticked off In that 
recorded time.

A Dangerous Trillion
The new postage machine in 

our mailing department at Har­
ding stamps 1,000 envelopes per 
hour. If we never gave the mac­
hine a rest, we’d have to run it 
on a 24-hour shift for 114,155 
years (not days!) to stamp a 
trillion envelopes. If a century 
ago, the value of all the person­
al property, the assessed value 
of mineral, water and timber 
resources a n d  manufactured 
goods, plus the savings and 
bank accounts of all the people 
in the United States had been 
converted to dollars, it would 
have totalled only % of 1 per­
cent of a trillion.

And, lastly, if all this seems 
silly, perhaps it is. But maybe 
it isn’t. I ’ve taken this flight 
with astronomical figures be­
cause, as a +ax paying citizen 
watching growth of the federal 
government, I ’ve found that the 
need has arrived for understand­
ing what a trillion is. Our na­
tional debt has risen to $256,- 
000,000,000 and is increasing rap­
idly. It is referred to, correctly, 
as the “ quarter trillion dollar” 
debt. All of us need to recognize 
the full significance of such an 
incredibly large indebtedness. It 
is gravely dangerous. Millions of 
people must expend years of un­
rewarded hard work to pay it. In 
fact 1,000,000 people, earning $50 
a week would have to work 100 
years and turn over their total 
income to liquidate it if the 
government were, tomorrow, to 
end forever its deficit spending.

What You Pay For 
Government

In the long run it is the aver­
a g e  working citizen who pays 
by hidden and other taxes. I 
have made up a little table 
showing the number of days 
which this kind of citizen must 
work on the average to pay tax­
es:
Obligations from former

w ars ................11 days’ work
Defense and cold war

.........  24 days’ work
State and local expendit­

ures .........  12 days’ work
State and local expendit

ures .........  14 days’ work
Total thus far .... 61 days’ work
But beyond this the seriously 

proposed further spending now 
in process w ill take another 20 
days’ work from Mr. and Mrs. 
Average W. Citizen.

Taking out holidays, Sundays, 
and average vacations, there are 
about 235 working days in the 
year. Therefore, this total of 61 
days’ work a year for taxes is 
about one week out of every 
month.

deal of it is, of course, legiti­
mate. It is quite all right for the 
departments of government and 
officials of government to get 
acquainted with Members of 
Congress, and vice versa. In to - : 
day’s mail I have a letter from 
the Under Secretary of State, 
Mr. James E. Webb, inviting me 
to a smoker to meet and mingle 
with a number of Assistant Sec­
retaries of State. At such m eet-1 
ings one finds out how a num­
ber of these people think about 
matters of foreign policy .

I am getting a great deal of 
mail complaining of the Post­
master General’s order reducing 
mail service to the residents of 
our cities. Postmaster General 
Donaldson, as an economy move,- 
.has ordered that hereafter city 
dwellers in residential areas are 
to get their mail only once per 
day. A number of people have 
been loudly protesting this act­
ion. Rural patrons get only one 
mail delivery a day; I fail to see 
where this is going to work 
hardship or injustice upon those 
of us who happen to live in cit­
ies. We scream for economy and 
efficieny in government, and 
then we scream when we get it. 
Most of us are for economy only 
when it doesn’t affect us im­
mediately o r personally. W e 
want tax increases, if any, made 
on the other fellow, and tax re­
ductions, if any, given to us. 
Perhaps we need a revival of 
civic righteousness in all of 
these matters.

Democracy Applies 
In Administration 
Of Soil Districts

Soil Conservation Districts are 
democracy at the grass roots. 
That is why so many Texans 
are becoming more and more in­
terested in them.

In these days of increasing 
governmental regulations, it is 
important for everyone—farmers, 
ranchers, and businessmen—to 
understand what Districts are, 
who runs them, and what they 
do. It is easy to confuse them 
with one of the other of the a- 
gencies of the Department of 
Agriculture.

Under Texas law, Soil Conser­
vation Districts were organized 
by vote of the local landowning 
farmers and ranchers. They are 
run by their Supervisors, who 
must be local, resident land­
owning farmers and ranches

elected to office by their neigh­
bors. With no powers of taxa­
tion nor eminent domain, the Su­
pervisors’ responsibility is to 
coordinate all efforts, public and 
private, to the soil conservation 
task. This coordinated effort is 
first developed on a District­
wide basis by the local people 
themselves.

In every one of Texas’ now 
156 Districts, covering nearly 90 
percent of the State, there are 
Programs and Plans of Work, 
developed and written by the 
home folks. They serve as a 
guide to each District’s opera­
tion.

With its Program and Plan of 
Work as a basis for action, the 
District's Board of Supervisors 
is ready to go to work. As a rule, 
all State and Federal agricul- 
ural agencies pledge their co­
operation to the Supervisors. The 
Extension Service and the De­
partment of Vocation Agricul­
ture have a big educational job. 
PMA payments help landowners 
pay part of the costs of soil con­
servation. The technicians of the 
U.S. Soil Conservation Service, 
cooperating with the Supervisors, 
make detailed farm and ranch 
conservation plans with the loc­
al operators on farms and ranch­
es as directed by the District Su­
pervisors.

These farm and ranch conser­
vation plans are the key to what 
many call the New Agriculture. 
They are developed with the 
owner to suit his operating needs 
as well as those of the land. 
When all the planning is over, 
the results are put on paper) 
with a map, and all details are 
then agreed to by the owner and 
the Board of Supervisors.

Operating in accordance with 
these plans, farmers and ranch­
ers are discovering that it pays 
to treat the land according to 
its needs and use it according 
to its capabilities. Production 
per acre rises and unit produc­
tion costs are lower. Owners 
find, too, that crops are higher 
in quality.

These are things that consum­
ers in general and all business­
men can understand.

Over 30,000 Were 
Killed Last Year 
In Home Accidents

COLLEGE STATION — Home 
accidents took 30,500 lives in 
the nation last year and1 falls 
are listed as “public enemy no. 1” 
so far as the home is concerned 
for they led the home accident 
list. Too many home injuries, 
says Mrs. Bernice Claytor, ex­
tension home management spec­
ialist of Texas A&M College, are 
caused by faulty steps and stairs 
and she offers these suggestions 
for improving the situation.

She says it is dangerous ec­
onomy to build steep stairways 
to save space, especially if they 
are frequently used. The treads 
of steps should be deep enough 
to hold the weight of the foot 
securely, and the risers just 
high enough for comfortable 
stepping. She says treads 10 
inches deep, with a one-inch 
overhang and with risers seven 
and one-half inches high are 
best, but tread eight and one- 
half inches deep with risers nine 
inches high are also satisfactory. 
If space is a problem, she says 
it may be better to use a pull­
down ladder from the attic 
store room rather than to build 
extremely steep stairs. Don’t 
forget, she adds, that at least 
seven feet of space should be 
left between the stairs and the 
ceiling.

Stair steps need to be uniform. 
Off-measurement steps break 
the even stride and may cause 
a fall. Spiral staircases are a 
hazard because treads‘ are tap­
ered to the turn and two straight 
runs of stairs set at right angles 
with a square landing between 
are safer.

the protection of a handrail, low 
enough for children. Steep stair­
ways need handrails' on both 
sides. Good clear lighting for 
stairs, doorsteps and porch steps 
is a necessity. Cellar steps too 
often .are poorly lighted, Mrs. 
Claytor says, and she suggests 
painting them white. It is a 
good safety meafure to keep a 
flashlinght handy for use when 
climbing such stairways, she 
adds.

Mrs. Claytor points out that 
wax should be omitted or used 
very sparingly on stairs. Loose 
scatter rugs should not be used 
at the top or bottom of a stair­
way. Carpeting is desirable for 
the stairs but should be fasten­
ed securely on each step and 
kept in good repair to prevent 
slips and falls. Loose boards or 
nails in steps and stairs have 
caused many falls and certainly, 
she adds, steps and stairs are no 
place to store toys, boxes, trash, l 
brooms, mops and the many I 
other articles that seem to find 1 
a place there.

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Get Shoes That Fit 
Feet, Medics Advise

(This article was prepared by 
the State Medical Association of 
Texas.)

Since many a good foot has 
been made ugly and trouble­
some by years of badly fitting 
shoes, how are^you to know, es­
pecially with children, when the 
shoes do fit?

There are seven ordinary met­
hods of measurement and obser­
vations which your doctor sug­
gests you follow:

1. Both feet should be measur­
ed while junior is standing. Pull 
out his socks so his big toe can 
stretch out to give the full mea­
sure of length. Since his feet 
may not be exactly the same 
size, the shoe should fit the lar­
ger foot. \ S

2. The ball of the foot is the 
widest part, just behind the toe 
joints. It should fit into the wid­
est part of the shoe.

3. The correct' length will al­
low one-half to three-quarters of 
an inch additional space from/ 
the big toe to the end of the 
shoe. The correct width w ill a l­
low the leather to be humped 
slightly between the fingers; that 
is. you can piYich the leather to­
gether a bit while his foot is in 
the shoe.

4. The youngster should walk 
around the store on tip toes to 
check comfort. The shoes should 
not press or hurt, nor pinch at 
heels or toes, nor slip at the 
heels.

5. Don’t take the shoe size from 
the old shoe. Have the feet mea­
sured each tim e'new shoes are 
bought.

6. Never buy shoes unless jun­
ior or sister is along to try them
on.

7. Don’t rush. It takes time to 
be sure the shoes fit. Hasty judg­
ment will require more time in 
the long run, so make a few ex­
tra minutes count for much at 
the time of the purchase of the 
shoes.

What about the X-ray mac­
hines for deciding the fit of 
shoes? ,

A recent editorial in the Jour­
nal of the American Medical 
Association reported that the 
X-ray fluoroscope machine used

in many shoe stores simply can­
not be really safe in the hands 
of those untrained to its use and 
relatively ignorant of its dan­
gers. The report advises fitting 
with the ordinary methods of 
measurement and observation. 
The seven points followed care­
fully should make the use of 
the flourescope entirely unnec- 
sary.

School Lunchrooms 
Get 5300 Pounds 
Of Surplus Turkey

Cooke county lunchrooms have 
received 5,300 pounds of govern­
ment surplus frozen turkey. The 
shipment, received in Gaines­
ville for distribution, amounts to 
about two pounds of turkey for 
each student in the participating 
schools, estimates County School 
Superintendent H. H. Moss.

Cost of the birds to the'schools 
is only about $1.35 per 100 
pounds Moss added, which is 
the freight charge from Wichita 
Falls, distribution point for sur­
plus foods sent to this area. The 
turkeys came from storage in 
California, and were the thir­
teenth shipment of federal gov­
ernment surplus foodstuffs re­
ceived by Cooke county schools 
this year.

The Muenster luhchroom has 
been allotted 1,100 pounds, the 
second largest allotment in the 
c o u n t y .

Flying Saucers
Those amazing “ flying sau­

cers” which have been observed 
during the last two years or so 
have been variously described as 
figments of excited imagina­
tions, as an ominous new Russ­
ian weapon, and as space ships 
carrying observers from another 
planet which may be centuries 
ahead of the earth scientifically. 
However, according to a fascin­
ating article in U. S. News & 
World Report, the saucers are 
none of these. They exist, they 
are manned by living pilots; 
and they are a revolutionary 
United States development in 
aircraft.

U.S. News’ has gathered and 
briefed nonsecret data from re­
sponsible sources—including a 
group of scientists who were able 
to track a saucer for several 
minutes with advanced measur­
ing instruments. And here is 
what it believes to be the true 
story.

The first successful saucer was 
built in 1942 and made more 
than 100 test flights. Current ad­
vanced models are circular, 105 
feet in diameter; and about ten 
feet thick. They have no pro­
truding surfaces of any kind. 
They are powered by jet engines 
using* a secret fuel. The power 
is exerted through a series of 
jet nozzles around the saucer’s 
rim.

Their performance, according 
to the magazine, is next to un- 
helieveahle. They can stand 
still in the air, like a heliconter, 
and rise almost vertically. Their 
cruising speed may be as high 
as 600 miles an hour. Due to the 
helicopter feature, they do not 
need conventional airfields for 
landing or take-off—a v e r y  
small --space is adenuate. Con­
trol is achieved by tilting the jet 
nozzles to desired angles, and 
by turning certain nozzlesoff 
and on. Maximum forward speed 
is attained by turning the nozzl­
es to the rear, and applying full 
power.

U.S. News emphasizes that 
this is not a Buck Rogers concent. 
The principles on which the 
saucers are allegedly built are 
known, are sound, and are ac­
cepted by the top aeronautical 
engineers.

Who, then, is building and op­

erating the saucers? The maga­
zine thinks it most likely that 
the Navy—in spite of this Ser­
vice’s denials—is the agency. The 
Navy has been given twice as 
large a guided-missile research 
budget as the Air Force and no 
public accounting is made of 
how the money Is spent. And 
these saucers could be flown 
from any combat ship, not just 
the carriers.

The possible significance of 
the saucers is tremendous. U.S. 
News sums it up in these words: 
“ In war, the combination of hel­
icopter and fast jet plane will 
easily outfly any present types 
of military aircraft. In peace­
time, the safety o f a nearly 
crash-proof aircraft may be ex­
pected to revolutionize civil air 
transport. It all points to a big 
advance in the science of fly ­
ing.”

Is Worth Thousands 
Later This Summer

AUSTIN. TEXAS, —  “ Go in and 
out the window” is a line from 
a children’s game which thou­
sands of little youngsters have 
played for years. It may be used 
to describe something else, too, 
for FLIES like to go in and out 
windows. Dr. Geo. W. Cox., State 
Health 'Officer renorts that fly 
infestation will be heavy this 
year. So, now is the time to kill 
those early flies. . .before they 
have a chance to produce thou­
sands more during the summer.

These pests love to buzz a- 
round in uncovered garbage 
nails, stables, old privies, and in 
homes around uncovered food. 
Do you have a metal garbage 
pail with a tight-fitting lid? Are 
screens on your windows and 
doors in good repair? Waste 
should be removed from stables 
often, for horse manure is one 
of the chief breeding places of 
flies. Children can help to keep 
flies out of the house by keeping 
screen doors closed, and swatt­
ing the flies that enter the house.

LIFE AND DEATH
A  law has been proposed in 

Congress which would “soviet- 
ize”  this country, and every 
business and every individual 
within it. It is known as the 
Spence Act — H.R. 2756. It 
would give the government, 
through the President, the po­
wer to take over the economic 
system of the nation if/  in his 
sole opinion, materials or facil­
ities were in short supply, if 
prices were too high, or if some 
other situation affected the na­
tional security, the foreign pol­
icy, or our economic growth.

Here, in part, is what the 
President could do if the bill 
became law, as described by 
John T. Flynn in his book “The 
Road Ahead.”

1. He could decide how much 
steel, lumber, or anything else 
could be produced. Industry 
would be compelled to meet 
whatever production budget he 
laid down.

2. He could, if he decided 
they were necessary, build go­
vernment plants and factories to 
produce commodities of any 
kind.

3. He could establish priori- 
i ties for materials, on either vol­
untary or a compulsory basis. 
Mr. Flynn observes, “Here is 
the power of life and death over 
every industrial enterprise in 
the land.”

4. He could regulate all ex­
ports and imports.

5. He could establish maxi­
mum prices on any materials 
and facilities.

6. Finally, he could lay down 
any rules he deemed necessary 
to make the Act operative.

These rules woujd have the 
power of law. And, to cap the 
climax, he could “make such in­
spection of the books, records 
and other writings, premises or 
property of any person and 
make such investigations and 
conduct such hearings as may 
be necessary to appropriate to 
the enforcement or administra­
tion of this act.” Of this prb- 
vision, Mr. Flynn says: “Here 
is-the power of seizure and 
search upon. a hitherto unima­
ginable scale.”
It may seem unbelievable that 

a “dictatorship bill”  could ever 
become the law of this land. It 
is frightening to think that 
such a bill should even be ser­
iously proposed irr a free coun­
try. It would give the President 
the same powers that Hitler and 
Mussolini had, and that Stalin 
has. And whether one agrees or 
disagrees with the view of any 
individual President is entirely

irrelevant. The principle is what 
counts..

Many years ago a great Amer­
ican said: “Eternal vigilance is 
the price of liberty.” That is 
truer today than ever. And 
this incredible measure—^which
