The best news we have had
from England in years was that
of last week revealing the re-
turn of Churchill and Conserva-
tives to power in His Majesty’s

government. It makes us feel
very much like a man whose
mooching son finally mustered
enough spunk to try supporting
himself.

Apparently the people of that
once powerful, proud and self-
reliant nation have had their fill
of socialism. They went to the
polls with a clear knowledge of
the issues. And they chose Chur-
chill’s platform of attempting a
comeback through honorable,
dignified sacrifice and hard
work, rather than Attlee’s plat-
form of more promises for free
handouts and continued national

deterioration. They’ve discovered |

at long last that the socialistic
land of milk and honey cannot
long endure after the cows have
been milked dry and the bee-
hives have been robbed.

It's unfortunate that noble
England had to learn the hard
way. Common sense and history
told them even before they start-
ed that socialism divides poverty
rather than wealth. But they
made the same mistake that oth-
er victim peoples have made.
They reached too far in their
quest for something for nothing
and finally discovered there was
nothing left to reach for.

There is something tragically
misleading about the concept of
community ownership which is
the core of socialism. Too many
individuals are suckers for the
notion that they are enriched
when the community or nation to
which they belong takes over
private property. After the
change they discover that their
personal status has not improv-
ed a bit. And invariably they
discover also that the waste and
inefficiency in the bureaucratic
management of “their” property
leaves them actually worse off
than before. After all it’s the
production of a plant or mine, not
the ownership of it, that bene-
fits the people.

That point is illustrated very
clearly in the story of two in-
dividual engineers. The Russian
proudly stated that an automo-
bile factory belonged to the
workers. The cars it made, he ad-
mitted, belonged to the red ruling
cligue and their favorites. The
American engineer said that the
factory belongs to a private in-
dividual but the cars belong to
“us workers.”

That's England’s tragic predic-
ament today. The workers share
in the ownership, if that’s anv
comfort to them. but they can’t
afford to share in the products
of industry. Thev own so much
but have so little. As a matter
of fact, thev are paupers. Excent
for the billions of dollars of
American aid the country would
have folded long ago.

The hope that Churchill will
be able to reverse the witiful
trend is what makes the change
so welcome over here. At last
there’s a possibilitv that the Am-
erican taxpaver will be relieved
of the burden of supporting his
English cousin.

Equally pleasing is the pros-
pect of a bit of good influence
on American politics. The decis-
ion of British voters can very
well serve as a warning to stop
our socialistic tendencies before
thev get us into the same kind
of mess. They've tried and found
it wanting. We can profit by
their experience and return to
common sense standards before
the return gets that tough.

Another thought %o ponder
over: If Britain with all our help
fizzled on socialism, how can we
ever hope to get along with it?
Who is there to help us if we
get into that fix?

Piping Hot Water

'Launders Cottons

'Most Efficiently

Plenty of hot water is essent-
ial for most efficient laundering
of cottons, says Margaret Furry,
textile scientist of the U. S.
Department of Agriculture. The
temperature of the washing wa-
ter has much to do how fast and
thoroughly soil is removed from
cotton fabric. This holds true
whether the washing is done by
hand or machine, whether the
water is hard or soft, and what-
ever soap or detergent is used.

Miss Furry advises “piping
hot” water for bed linens, tow-
els, men’s shorts and other

white cotton clothes. For hand
washing, have the water as hot
as the hands can bear; for mac-
hine washing have it even hot-
ter.

The only exceptions to the
rule of hot water for cottons are
fragile fabrics like fine lace or

sheers, and delicate colors which
may be damaged by heat. How- |
ever, cautions Miss Furry, stains
should be removed before cloth- |
es go into the hot wash because |
heat sets some stains. {

In tests of laundering soiled |
samples of cotton, Miss Furry |
tried more than 50 soaps and |
synthetic detergents in both!
hard and soft water. She found
that more soil was removed in

More Than 907 of Employes Accept

since then, terms equal to or better than
he Board recommendations have. been
weepted by about 1,200,000 railroad em-
sloyes—more than 907 of the total of all
vorkers. They are represented by 20 of
the 23 standard railroad unions.

Less Than 107 Refuse

3ut three unions—with about 130,000
men, or less than 107 of the total—have
refused to accept, even after months of
negotiations. These three unions are the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers,
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Iiremen
and Enginemen, and the Order of Railway
Conductors. These are three of the so-
called “‘operating” unions. Already the
highest paid men in the industry, their
leaders demand still further advantages
over other workers.

In all, there are about 270,000 operating
employes. But not all of them, by al}?{
means, are represented by BLE, BLF&E,
or ORC. As a matter of fact, less than
half—132,000 to be exact—are in these
three unions. More than half—about
140,000 —are in other unions, principally
the Brotherhood of Railroad Trainmen.
What makes the whole situation so
to understand is that these 140,000 op-
erating employes are working under wages
and rules which the leaders of the other
130,000 say they cannot agree to.

What Do the Railroads Offer?

They offer these three unions the same
settlement which was contained in a Mem-
orandum of Agreement signed at the White
House on December 21, 1950, by four
brotherhoods and the railroads. Later
these brotherhoods sought to repudiate
this agreement. But on May 25, 1951, the
Brotherhood of Railroad Trainmen signed

a complete agreement carrying out the

principles of the Memorandum Agreement
of December 21. They have been working
under this agreement since May 25.

What About Wages?

Under the terms of the agreement, yard
engineers, firemen and conductors would
now be receiving a wage increase of $.34
an hour ($2.72 a day) and road engineers,
firemen and conductors would now be re-
ceiving an increase of 19}4 cents an hour
($1.56 per day). Large sums of retroactive
pay haye already accrued and if the agree-
ment is carried out, will be paid promptly.

What About “Cost of Living” Increases?

The White House Agreement includes an
“escalator’’ clause under which wages will
be geared to changes in the Government’s
cost-of-living index. Two such increases
— Apriland July, 1951 —have already been
paid to the 907 of railroad employes cov=-
ered by signed agreements.

What About the 40-Hour Week?

The White House Agreement calls for the .

establishment of the 40-hour week in prin-
ciple, for employes in yard service. The
employes can have it any time after Jan-
uary 1, 1952, provided the manpower sit-
uation is such that the railroads can get
enough men to perform the work with
reasonable regularity at straight time
rates. If the parties do not agree on the
uestion of availability of manpower, the
ite House Agreement provides arbitra-

What Else Do the Union
Leaders Demand?

The continued quibbling of the leaders of
the three unions has to do principally with

rules changes, which have already been
agreed to by the Brotherhood of Railro-d
Trainmen. Of these, the principal one
seems to be that having to do with so-
called “‘interdivisional service’’—runs
which take in two or more seniority dis-
tricts.

The union leaders would bar progress
and efficiency in the industry, and better
service to the public, by maintaining a
situation where they can arbitrarily stop
a railroad from establishing such inter-
divisional runs. The carriers propose that
if a railroad wishes to set up an inter-
divisional run, the railroad and the unions
should try to agree on such run and the
conditions which should surround its es-
tablishment, and if the railroad and the
unions can’t agree, the matter will be sub-
mitted to arbitration.

But the three union leaders still refuse.

Rules Can Be Arbitrated

The railroads have not only offered these
three unions the same rules agreed to by
the BR'T and covered by the White House
Agreement, but have even agreed to sub
mit such rules to arbitration.

The Industry Pattern Is Fixed

With the pattern so firmly established in
the railroad industry, it seems fair to sué-
gest that the leaders of BLE, BLF&E,
and ORC stop their quibbling and take
action to make the railroad labor picture
100% complete. Certainly today’s eco-
nomic and international situation calls for
a united front. And certainly no good rea-
son has been advanced why these three
unions should be preferred over all other
railroad employes.

Keeps Chrome Trim

Austin, Texas—A University of
Texas professor’s discovery is
expected to keep chrome trim on
autos and home furnishings de-
spite growing defense produc-
tion.

Dr. Norman Hackerman, chem-
istry professor, has developed a
new chromium, plating technique
which by-passes the use of
nickel, in critically short supply
because of the defense effort.

In present processes, nickel
must first be plated on steel to
give chromium a “foothold”
when it is added. The Hackerman
process allows chromium to
plate directly on steel.

Plenty of chromium probably
will be available for trim on
manufactured articles of the
near future, Dr. Hackerman said.

More Scrap Needed
By Steel Industry

College Station — Steel and
more steel is needed by indus-
tries of the nation engaged in
building weapons for defense, as
well as items for ecivilian use.
Steel mills can increase their out-
put if greater supplies of scrap
iron is made available to them.
New steel is approximately half
scrap and half pig iron and re-
ports from ‘the steel industry
point out that supplies of scrap
iron now on hand at the mills
are dangerously low.

During the next month, farm-
ers are urged to collect and sell
all scrap that cannot be used on

the farm. According to B. F.
Vance, chairman of the Texas
Agricultural Mobilization Com-

mittee, farm scrap is the special
demand since it includes some
of the heavier scrap iron and
steel now needed by the mills.

Vance suggests that farmers
check the farm for such scrap as
worn-out plow points and shares,

cultivator shovels and sweeps,
horsedrawn equipment which |
has been replaced by tractors, un-
useable wire and cables, old
storage batteries and other items
that no longer are used on the
farm.

Farm machinery or equipment
that can be repaired should not
be scrapped, Vance says nor
should metal that can be used
for making repairs on other im-
plements or equipment. Farm-
ers are urged not only to make
the best possible use of all ma-
chines and tools now on hand,
but to conserve all essential ma-
terials,

Discarded equipment wunless
collected and sold for scrap us-
ually rusts away and no one de-

rives any benefit from it. Per-
iodic cleanup campaigns cover-
ing the entire farm also help

to keep the farm tidy and more
beautiful, says Vance. And farm-
ers should remember that scrap
is also needed to make the new
steel that is used in making
more and better farm equipment
and machinery.

Cattle Grubs Are
Profit Grabbers

Cattle grubs are profit grab-
bers, when livestock producers
fail to control them. The dam-
age caused by these pests is
charged back to the producer in
the form of lower prices for
beef animals and lower milk pro-
duction from the dairy cows.

According to James A. Deer,
associate Extension Entomolo-
gist of Texas A. & M. College,
the annual loss to livestock pro-
ducers from cattle grub dam-
age amounts to about $65 mil-
lion. Most of it could be added to
the national farm income if cat-

tle producers would control
grubs.

Deer recommends the use of
a power sprayer—with a pres-

sure of 200 to 400 pounds. Low-
er pressures decrease the effec-
tiveness of the treatment, he
says. Animals should be spray-
ed while“being held in a chute
and the spray nozzle should be
held no further than four inches
from the backs of the animals.
It is best, he adds, to use a full
gallon of spray on each animal

and from 10 to 15 seconds are
required for making a thorough
application.

The spray material should con-

sist of 7% pounds of 5 per cent
rotenone dust for each 100 gal-
lons of water .Mix it thoroughly
and this is often a rather dif-
ficult job because the fine ro-
tenone dust is hard to wet. This
mixture, says Deer, is the cheap-
est and most effective treatment
for controlling cattle grubs.

The first application should be
made about 3 weeks after the
first grubs begin to show up in
the backs of animals. Treat-
ment should be repeated at three
week intervals for as long as
needed. Grubs . normally begin
making their appearance about
this time of the year; how-
ever, this will vary with dif-
