Columnist George Sokolsky,
who richly deserves nation wide
acclaim as an outstanding cham-
pion of the American way of
life and a long time foe of com-
munism, takes occasion in a re-
cent article to castigate some of
the Johnnys come lately in our
country’s belated awakening to
the threats of communism.

He singles out an amendment
passed by the American Feder-
ation of Radio Artists to the
effect that no one can be a mem-
ber if after Dec. 31,1945, he has
been a member of the commu-
nist party or a communist front
or has assisted in promoting the
work of the communist party.

Sokolsky want to know, and
so do a lot of others, why Dec.
31, 1945, should be designated as
a “date of virtue.” Why was it
all right for a person to be a
red or pink prior to that date
but not after? No wonder he re-
fers to the AFRA amendment
as “an historic stupidity.”

Most likely the reason behind
it is an attempt to absolve the
dupes who fell for the commu-
nist line without knowing what
they were doing. Ever so many
intellectual four flushers, who
appraised themselves as wise
people, spent quite a number of
years openly espousing the so-
called social reforms of commu-
nism without realizing that they
were only participants in the
red campaign of agitation. In
their simple mindedness and
pitefully materialistic view-
points they did not stop to con-
sider how communism can be
reconciled with basic concepts
of Christianity or Americanism.

So they were suckers. And the
AFRA apparently decides now
that the line was clearly drawn
by Dec. 31, 1945. A person can
be excused for being a commu-
nist before that date but not
after. What piffle!

According to Sokolsky's way
of thinking, it isn’t that simple.
He knew what communism was
back in 1917. And everybody
since that date has had ample
opportunity to learn about its
objectives and methods. The
world knew ‘about the massacres,
confiscations and purges in Rus-
sia. Churchmen constantly
warned ‘that communism vio-
lates the laws of God and out-
rages the dignity of man. The
committee on un-American ac-
tivities frequently exposed it as
subversive. There was plenty of
opportunity for everyone to
know the score from the very
beginning. To take up commu-
nism a person had to be either
vicious or dumb.

This isn't intended to imply
that every person mixed with
the red menace was a criminal
or complete ignoramus. Some
who joined can be more chari-
tably described as moral illiter-
ates who just did not know
that they were lending their ef-
forts to the work “of the devil
This well intentioned but super-
ficial thinking told them that
communism offered a solution
for some existing evils, so they
were for it.

Unfortunately the existence of
shabby conditions in our way of
life also contributed much to
communist expansion. Ever so
many victims of social and eco-
nomic injustice were eager to
listen to the promises of rabble
rousers. They were for the
system which proposed to take
from the haves and give to the
have nots. Only they did not
know that the vicious cure they
hoped for was worse than the

disease. They believed that
Americanism has failed the
people whereas they should

have known that people were
failing Americanism.

Considering shallow thinking
and deplorable conditions, it is
reasonable to excuse some
people for getting on the wrong
track. But no one can be ex-
cused for remaining there. Any-
one who continued membership
in the organization after dis-
covering its methods and aims
is guilty of a crime against God
and mankind, whether the date
is before or after Dec. 31, 1945.

Sokolsky is right. The AFRA
is ridiculous when it attempts
to use a date in separating
traitors from loyal citizens. The

On January 19th the Benjam-
in Franklin Society cdhferred
its 1951 Gold Medal on Captain
Eddie Rickenbacker. In making
the presentation, Brig. Gen.
George L. Bliss stated it was
given for “outstanding Ameri-
canism — a quality Captain
Rickenbacker has revealed over
the years in service to the na-

tion in both wars and in the
present defense effort.”
Benjamin Franklin, in whose

name the Society was founded,

was a great American. How
America could use his ability,
wisdom and leadership today!

The man who was accepting the
Gold Medal, himself, possesses
a great many of Franklin’s vir-
tues. His entire career proves
that he possesses the qualities of
leadership and is imbued with
the same principles and ideals
which actuated Benjamin Frank-
lin. T wonder that one of our
political parties has not pounced
on him as the Moses to lead
this nation out of the wilderness
in which it is lost today.

Would that space permitted
reproducing here the entire Ric-
kenbacker speech of acceptance!
At best, only a few of its high-
lights can be recounted.

Captain  Rickerbacker de-
seribed communism as ‘“an un-

Christian dogma originated by
so-called Americans who came
here to destroy us.” He added
that he could not understand

how these people could “enjoy
the citizenship we offer, capital-
ize on our opportunities and
then deliberately turn around
and stab this land, its laws and
liberties in the back.”

The Eastern Air Lines Presi-
dent warned: “the moral lax-
ness that has encouraged and
supported widespread graft and
corruption throughout our gov-
ernmental structure is a far
more dangerous enemy than
communism because it comes
from the inside.” He called for
“spiritual” as well as military
rearmament to provide the lead-
ership the world so sorely
needs.”

The Ace
closed his

of World War 1
address with an ap-
peal to Americans to pray for
strength and guidance. From
here to the end of this article it
is Captain Eddie speaking:

“One of the greatest privileges
we have today is the freedom to

vote as we see fit. Shall we
abuse it, or shall we put forth
every effort to see that our
friends, families and fellow
workers understand and exer-
cise their rights?

“I wonder what Benjamin

Franklin and other founders of
our country would say if they

Many sincere people regard the
Bible as the sole authority for
Christian belief.

And they reject the teachings of
the age-old Catholic Church be-
cause these teachings and forms of
Catholic worship are not men-
tioned by name in Holy Scripture.

“Where,” some will ask, “does
the Bible say anything about the
Mass or purgatory? And how
about confession to a priest, pray-
ing to Mary, and those seven
Sacraments you Catholics talk
about?

The Sacraments were in posses-
sion of the Church and in daily
use before a single line of the new
Testament was written. People
were being received into the
Church by Baptism long before
there was a New Testament. They
were receiving Confirmation, were
being married according to Christ’s
teaching, and praying over and
anointing the dangerously sick.

Christ definitely d7d establish
His Church. He d7d deputize His
Apostles, and their successors, to
continue His teaching. He did
promise that His Church would
endure forever, and could not fall
into error. But He never did say:
“All My teachings shall be in
a book. Read and believe noth-
ing else.”
