When a farmer makes 30
bushels of wheat per acre and
sells it at $1.80 a bushel he really
isn’t doing badly. That's the kind
of harvest which, under normal

circumstances enables him to
make .a comfortable addition to
his bank account. But if he has
to sell for $1.80 and another fel-
low gets to sell at $2.08 he has
every right to feel that he has
still been gypped out of a good
portion of his rightful income,

Well, that's been the situation
all over North Texas lately. The
government support price, which
should have been available to
every farmer if to a single one,
was $2.08, but the open market
was down to $1.80. The catch,
however, is that government
storage facilities were all filled
and dealers had to quit accepting
the grain on the government loan
basis. Some early harvesters were
lucky enough to get the $2.08
guarantee on their wheat. Others
had to take what they could get
or risk storing the stuff them-
selves in the hope of finding
storage space for the government
loan or a better market later.

In short, the unlucky farmers
were discriminated against be-
cause of the failure of some peo-
ple in official circles to handle
their jobs properly. This column
will not presume to say how the
affair should have been handled.
But it does think nevertheless
that some supposedly high
powered, and maybe high
handed, bureaucrats have done
a first class job of pushing “a
group of helpless farmers around.
Every one who had anything to
do with this bungling ought to
be unceremoniously kicked out.

In this connection there are a
few things we ordinary people
would like to know. Why didn't
those fellows anticipate the vol-
ume of wheat to expect and ar-
range for storage in advance?
There's no excuse for not know-
ing, considering the advance
knowledge the agriculture de-
partment usually has on the crop
situation. Undér these circum-
stances there’s no good reason
why they should have failed to
provide more storage space in
this locality and even arrange
transportation to haul the grain
elsewhere if that were necessary.
And there certainly is no reason
why much of the storage space
should still be occupied by old
wheat. Why wasn’'t that moved
before the harvest started?

There are plenty of reasons to
oppose the government's subsidy
program on principle. The red
tape official interference, ad-
ministrative cost and the subsidy
payments run into big money,
which has to be raised by big
taxes. In the end, how much does
the average farmer gain over his
part of the total tax burden?

But that has nothing to do
with this affair. The point here
is that the government claims
to offer a subsidy but fails to
malke it available to all. That isn’t
right, and the simple fact is
that the government owes a com-
pensating amount to every farmer
who was deprived of his right to
store wheat under the loan ar-
rangement.

In lots of cases that amounts
to a sizeable figure. A 28 cent
loss on a 30 bushel yield amounts
to $8.40 an acre. That's $840 on a
100 acre crop, $420 on 50 acres
...a big percentage of the
farmer’s margin of profit.

Let’s hope the farmers will not
accept this fizzle as a closed deal.
Every one who got caught ought
to save his grain tickets and
.hound the government for an
adjustment. Every one is entitled
to the difference between the
price he got and the support
price.

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Harvest Nears End
Storage Scarcity
Causes Headaches -

Combine work is practically
finished and threshing is off to
a good start in the best harvest
season in the community’s his-
tory. Only about 10 per cent of
the local crop is being handled
by threshers this year.

While crops are outstanding,
however, farmers are concerned
with the toughest disposal prob-
lem they have ever had. All want
to store their wheat on the gov-
ernment loan program which in-
sures a price of $2.08, but they
are not finding available storage
space. Some are storing tempo-
rarily on their farms hoping to
find government storage space
later and take advantage of the
high loan figure. Others are stuck
with the alternative of selling on
the open market at $1.80 a bushel.

Most of the wheat handled
here has gone into government
storage. Arthur Felderhoff sent
over 40,000 bushels to Denton
and Sherman and could have sent
considerably more if more trucks
had been available to move it
Lately he has had six trucks
sweating out the line at Sherman.
Frequently that line consisted of
Pulte, August Dietz, Mrs. H. L.
Zoda and Mrs. Joe Bauer.

Swimming Pool
Less Extras Could
Be Supported Here

How about a . swimming pool
for Muenster? Dr. T. S. Myrick
brought up the subject Tuesday
night at the local Lions meeting,
claiming that the chances of
operating it on a self supporting
basis are very good but admitting
also that the biggest problem is
the initial cost. :

Myrick said there is no need
to have separate showers, dres-
sing rooms and suit rental ser-
vice. The pool’s patrons can
change clothes at home, furnish-
ing their own swim suits as most
people do anyway. That would
eliminate the need of extra help.
The only essential he said is a
shower and foot bath to meet
sanitary standards and one at-
tendant to see that regulations
are followed and collect charges.
Equipment to filter and chlori-
nate the water would eliminate
the need of frequent expensive
changes of water.

The suggested location is the
half block area on which the No.
1 city well is situated. Because
of the natural slope there exca-
vation for the pool would be
comparatively inexpensive. Total
cost of the pool is estimated at
near $5,000.

Another suggestion was to de-
velop the surrounding area as
a park site and use drainage from
the pool to water grass, shrubs
and flowers. All could be figured
in as a city prdject which has
an excellent chance of paying its
own way while providing a badly
needed recreational facility.

Take More Salt to
Avoid Heat Cramps

If your work is such that it
causes excessive perspiration, add
a pinch of erdinary table salt {o
each drink of water you take to
help prevent heat cramps. This
is advised by Dr. Geo. W, Cox,
State Health Officer, to prevent
a possible increase in the number
of .heat wvictims as the Texas
thermometer hits 95 degrees and
above.

Laborers, mechanics, farmers
and white collar workers whose
work causes them to sweat pro-
fusely, are in danger of having
their body salt content become
deficient with resulting heat
cramps or heat fag. Salt is a
prominent constituent of sweat;
the body may lose as high as 40
to 50 grams of salt during hot
days.

In industry, a method of pre-
venting heat cramps is to take a
tablet of pure salt or a mixture
of salt and '‘dextrose with each
drink of water. Workmen whose
duties require muscular exer-
tion should be especially careful
to add ‘more than the usual
amount of salt to what they eat
and drink.

Salt deficiency may be pre-
vented by taking salt in various
ways. Where: prepared tablets are
not available, table salt may be
added to each drink of water.
Milk is a source of salt and will
help to make up for the deficiency
caused by sweating,’ Alcoholic

| drinks should be avoided.

Heat cramp is characterized by
pains (cramps) in the abdominal
region, headache, and in severe
causes by nausea and vomiting.
The body temperature remains
about normal, likewise the pulse
rate. Body salt losses occur with-
out the knowledge of the indi-
vidual until there is a deficiency;
then the abdominal muscles be-
gin to cramp.

When hired help is scarce, the
farmer takes on more of the work
load.

Farm machinery is the bhig
killer, Careless handling of
equipment causes many mishaps
but even a careful operator may
be hurt if he is running broken
or worn machines. A good main-
tenance program for machinery
could do much to keep down farm
tragedies.

Another common cause of in-
juries is farm animals. Some ac-
cidents with animals are un-
avoidable, Still, many result from
impatience on the farmers part
or an underestimation of the
animal’s dangerous traits. An ill-
tempered bull not properly con-
fined can easily kill or maim the
farmer, worker, or member of
the family.

Fires are a greater hazard on
the farm than in the city. They
cause 3,500 of the 15,000 farm
deaths each year—-—-not counting
the millions lost in valudble food, i
domestic animals, clothing, build-
ings and equipment. These fires
occur at the rate of 300 per day
and most can be traced to de-
fective heating units, flammable

MUENSTER, TEXAS
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Insects Take Heavy
Toll on Texas Stock
And Pouliry Profit

The battle between man and
the insect kingdom goes on con-
tinuously. Whenever sanitation
and control programs become in-
effective, the bugs take advantage
of the situation and rapidly in-
crease in numbers with a cor-
responding increase in damages
done. The annual toll taken by
external parasites from the pro-
ducers in Texas of livestock and
poultry amounts tc millions of
dollars. Right now the extra dol-
lars are needed to help keep
production on the black side of
the ledger.

The entomologists of the Texas
A & M College System have re-
leased a publication, C-324, “A
Guide for Controlling External
Parasites of Livestock and Poul-
try in Texas”, and it is available
at the office of all county agri-
cultural agents.

The entomologists point out
that external parasites are pre-
sent the year round and that
lower production of meat, milk
and eggs reswlt when the bugs
are not controlled, In addition,
diseases are spread and infested
livestock” and poultry go down
in condition because of the loss
in energy and from annoyance.
Organic insecticidés, they say,
will control the major external
parasites and there is little ex-
cuse for allowing them to exist.

Included in the guide are
formulas, mixing instructions and
methods of application for a
great number of insecticides along
with an even longer list of the
parasites that do the most dam-
age. The information is given in
a condensed form and is based
on experiments conducted by the
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station, the Bureaus of Ento-
mology and Plant Quarantine
and Animal Industry of the
United States Department of
Agriculture.

Fisher Herd Leads
May DHIA Record

Paul Fisher’s cows topped pro-
duction . among DHIA herds in
May becoming the champions for
the second consecutive month, ac-
cording to a report for the month
released Tuesday.

A summary for May shows 26
herds in the asscciation tested.
There were 685 cows in milk
with 193 of that number pro-
ducing 40 pounds of butterfat or
over. Average pounds of butter-
fat per cow was 29.6 and aveage
pounds of milk per cow was 750.
During May, Fisher’s. 20 cows
averaged 980 pounds of milk and
42 pounds of butterfat. Twelve
were in the 40 or over bracket
with one reaching T1.

Other high herds, in the order
named, were those of Henry
Frasher, Richard Frasher, Peter
Prescher and Raymond Porter,
Muenster DHIA members had
54 cows including Fisher’s in the
40 or over group, as follows:
Alfred Bayer, five 40 to 60; C.
A. Fisher, four, 40 to 53; Joe
Fisher, three, 41 to 50; J. W, Fleit-
man, eight, 40 to 58; John Knabe;
eight, 41 te 75; Ben Sicking, one,
40; Martin Bayer, six, 40 to 48;
Paul Fetsch, seven, 41 to 53.
John Knabe had the second
high individual producer with 75
pounds of B.F. nosed out only
by a 76 pound producer owned
by Richard Frasher. The third
high producer with 74 pounds
belongs to H. F. Schneiderjan.

averaging from 40 to 60; Peter

ON MILITARY PLAY

The Armed Forces diverted
$22,000,000 of defense funds to
set up recreation centers in
Hawaii, spokesmen for the Gen-
eral Accounting Office reported
at a recent meeting of a House
Appropriations sub-committee.
