Folks attending Sacred Heart
Church have been reminded that
next Sunday is the day for the
annual renewal of the pledge of
decency. All over the country on
that day Catholics are asked to
pledge that they will not know-
ingly attend indecent movies and
they will not go to theatres that
make a practice of showing such
movies.

The wisdom of the pledge, of
course, is sglf evident Some of
the shabby subject matter and
dialogue that is foisted on the
public under the guise of enter-
tainment simply has no place in
decent society. No matter how
much it is dressed up by super-
ficial glamour it's still plain
vulgar, an insult to any person
who attempts to live up to the
standards of 'Christian -civiliza-
tion.

Besides, and this is the really
important consideration, the in-
decent shows have their ill ef-
fect on youth. Like filthy litera-
ture or bad companions, they
crowd pliable young minds with
ideas that clash with the com-
mandments of God and the law
of the land. Moral laxity and
crimes of other sorts are a na-
tural effect. Youngsters get the
notion that they have a right to
self gratification, that the only
limit on their behavior is what
they can get by with. Unless
they see the light they're good
prospects to ruin their own lives
and others with them.

No less an authority than J.
Edgar Hoover can testify that
many a messed up life started
with the bad influence of filthy
books and movies. No less a
scoundrel than Stalin has said
that the way to wreck a nation
is te corrupt the minds of its
youth.

If we as a nation are too
wordly-wise to be guided by
Christian ideals we ought to at
least be willing to consider the
coldly practical side. It’s our own
society that we are messing up
by permitting filth to prevail.

In old testament days they
used to say that the beginning of
wisdom is the fear of the Lord.
That’s still a good standard to
live by. It’s as evident now as it
was then that mankind pays one
way or nother when it trans-
gresses His laws. To get along
we've got to live His way, which
does not allow for contaminating
young minds . . . or old minds.

On that point it was gratify-
ing to hear Father Louis com-
mend the local theatre manage-
ment on its efforts to cooperate
with the Legion of Decency. The
careful selection of* pictures
shown here has been a distinct
community service, and it de-
serves community wide apprecia-
tion.

It's a sad fact, however, that
the community is showiing very
little appreciation. Attendance
has been pitiful. In fact the
theatre would not be open now if
it were not subsidized by loecal
business men.

F. E. Schmitz doesn’t mind
who knows about the status of
the show. He spent over farty
thousand to put it here and he’s
given up hope of realizing a re-
turn on his investment. He's
willing to keep it going as long
as it pays its way but he has
decided he will not go into his
pocket to keep it operating. As
things are going now the profit
on the Saturday free show spon-
sored by merchants plus a small
Sunday profil is absorbed by
losses the rest of the week. After
four months of that the current
operating account is barely out
of the red.

Meanwhile business men are
also disappointed over the ap-
parent lack of appreciation for
their part in the venture. It makes
them feel like suckers when kid-
dies say they were parked at the
free show while their parents
went shopping out of town. Like-
wise they feel rather let down
by the fact that some of the
Saturday guests go out of town
to see shows the rest of the week.
After all, their reason for spon-
soring the Saturday show in the
first place was to rebuild the
paying attendance.

Before long the original six-
months agreement will end. And
it’s apparent now that some mer-
chants will not continue it. Then
what? Will the show’s revenue be

Monday Was City’s
63rd Anniversary

On Monday, December 8§,
Muenster observed its 63rd birth-
day.

The founders as well ag the
first settlers always spoke De-
cember 8, 1889, as the beginning
of Muenster, because it was on
that day that the first Holy Mass
was celebrated in the new colony.

Gerald Bayer Dies
Of llness While
On Duty in Japan

Pfe. Gerald Bayer, 23, son of
Mr. and Mrs. Frank Bayer, died
Saturday in Japan where he was
on duty with the army. Accord-
ing to the message from the War
Department death resulted from
illness. He is this community’s
first young man to die in service
since the war with Korea began.

The message, received by the
parents Tuesday evening from
Washington, D.C.,, reads as fol-
lows:

“The Secretary of the Army
has asked me to express his deep
regret that your son, Private First
Class Gerald R. Bayer, died in
Japan on 6 December, 1952, as
result of cronic hepatitis. Addi-
tional message concerning re-
mains, and confirming letter fol-
lows.” It was sent by ' Wm. E.
Bergan, Major General U. S.
Army, Adjutent General of the
Army.

The first news of Gerald’s ill-
ness reached his parents Fri-
day in a message from the de-
partment. It informed them that
he was seriously| ill. They had
no previous word that their son
was sick. He had not mentioned
it to them in his regular letters.

His family learned Wednesday
that he had mentioned feeling ill
on December 1 in a letter sent to
a friend. At that time he was still
on duty.

Gerald was born in Muenster
July 15, 1929. He attended Sacred
Heart school graduating from
high school in May 1947.

He entered the army on March
26, 1951, and trained at Camp
Gordon, Ga., with a military po-
lice outfit until July. He was
back at home then on an over-
seas leave for 12 days and left
on July 28 for Seattle, Wash,,
and thence to Japan.

In September he was seeing
action in Korea with the 8th
Cavalry Division and fought in
the Chorwon Valley.

On New Year’s Day 1952 he was
transferred to Hokkaido, Japan,
where he was on patrol duty un-
til Sept. 8, when he suffered
severe burns and was hospital-
ized aboyt two and a half months.
He had just resumed patrol duty
shortly before his fatal illness.

He is survived by his parents,
three brothers, James Bayer with
the Marines in San Diego, Calif.,
and Randolph and Regi at home,
and his grandparents, John
Bayer, and Mr. and Mrs. John
Walter.

Many Colds Caused
By Too Much Heat |

It is an illogical fact that many
people complain about the heat
of Texas summers and yet 'sit
indoors during the wifiter months
in a temperature about as high
as that about which they com-
plained’ in the summer se::Sun,l
is the view of Dr. Geo. W. Cf)x.i
State Health Officer.

“If the average person would
realize the definite hazard in
developing and maintaining an
indoor temperature about 70 de-

grees, or at most 72 degrees,
when the outside thermometer

registers around freezing,” he
said, “there would be fewer colds,
and less pneumonia than there
are today.

“Fresh air is one of the body’s
basic needs and no amount of
luxury or, artificial pleasure can
be substituted for it. It may be a
comfortable feeling to be warm,
especially with the consciousness
of the tough weather outdoors,
but it is quite another matter to
achieve-this comfort at the prob-
able cost of health.

“Winters in the Temperate
Zone are sufficiently trying upon
the human system with their
sudden and sharp temperature
changes, without adding to the
burden by making a hothouse of
one’s home. Of course, colds and
other respiratory affections can

Not Enough Rich
People to Soak

If you're still gullible enough
to believe that we can pay most
or even a substantial part of the
incredible cost of government by
“soaking the rich,” some facts
that Senator Walter George pre-
sented in a Look magazine article
will come as a rude awakener.

If Congress confiscated all tax-
able income over $100,000, by
imposing a flat 100 per cent tax
at that level, the amount of ad-
ditional revenue would be suf-
ficient to operate the Federal
government for four hours.

If all taxable income over $26,-
000 were confiscated, the yield
would run the government for
three days.

If everything above $10,000 was
taken in toto by the tax collector,
it would pav the government’s
bills for 16 days.

Finally, if Congress shot the
works by imposing a 100 per cent
tax on all income above $8,000,
the additional revenue would
keep the government going for
22 days.

This being true, who must pay
the great bulk of the govern-
ment’s spending—and who must
pay almost all of future tax in-
creases if they come? The answer
is, people of small and moderate
means—the people who work for
wages and modest salaries, the
people who have little businesses,
the people who represent the
majority of America’s population
and are the backbone of Ameri-
ca’s strength.

They must pay it for the simple
reason that no one else can. There
just aren't enough “rich” to
make a dent in the spending!

The government’s main troubles
'pear to be too much overhead
and too much underhand.

"Service” Returns
To Service Stations

An interesting sidelight on the
enormous difference between a
free compelitive economy and a
controlled, politically - bossed
economy is found in a New York
Times news item concerning a
change in the British govern-
ment’s policy of selling gasoline.
There has been no competition
in the sale of gas in England
since 1939—all of it has been
marketed under a pool arrange-
ment. The new policy will mark
a return to competition so far
as premium grades are concerned.
Brand names will be authorized
and the consumer will again have
the right to take his pick.

The Times story said, “Now
that competition is about to be
reintroduced, the oil companies
have started courses in training
their employes in service and
courtesy.” The inference here is
certainly plain. In the absence
of competition, there is no need
for service or courtesy—and if
the customer doesn’t like it he
can lump it.

This also provides a revealing
contrast with the way gas apd
other oil products are sold in
the U.S. When the customer
drives in his windshield is
cleaned, his tires are inflated,
his battery is checked, and it's
all done with a smile. If a dealer
fails to come up to scratch, he
soon finds that the cars are go-
ing right by instead of driving in.
This is true throughout all
American industry, big and little.
Competition forces enterprise to
give us what we want, when we
want it, at a fair price.

Two Hospitals

A short time ago a new hos-
pital was built with private funds
in a New Mexico city. It is mo-
dern in every respect and rep-
resents the highest standards of
present-day hospital construction
and equipment. The cost was
$14,000 a room.

In the same city, and at about
the same time, a new veterans’

ment with public funds. This_is
also a first-¢lass hospital—but its
cost was $34,000 a room, $20,000
more than ig. the case of the
privately-financed hospital.

It is the government’s duty to
take the best of care of those
who were wounded or became
ill in the service of the country,
and to provide all needed facili-
ties to that end. Americans will
not object to having part of their

ptax money so used. But the
tremendous difference in con-
struction cost between this

government hospital and an ex-
cellent private hospital is one
more example of the extrava-
gance that is almost inevitably a
part of politically-directed pro-
jects. A private builder, using
his own money and that of in-
vestors, seeks maximum value
for every dollar spent. That is
rarely the case when the public
treasury does the paying.

This is also an example of
what we could expect, on a huge
scale, if we ever adopt socialized
medicine or government-domi-

nated medicine in this country.

Soil Conservation
Notes

Vetch plantings continue to
dominate the soil conservation
news as farmers attempt to get
a cover of green over the soil for
protection and improvement and
at the same time assure them-
selves of some early spring graz-
ing.

Those in and around Muenster
planting vetch include C. B.
Davidson, 12 acres; J. R. Win-
stead, 20 acres; Johnny Bayer,
35 acres; J. W. Sicking, 25 acres;
R. M. Zipper, seven acres.

At Freemound H. L. Settle has
planted 15 acres of this soil
building legume and Tom Agee
has 25 acres; Roy Atteberry, 32
acres; John Thompson, 15 acres;
C. W. Martin, six acrces; Charlie
Wilson has planted 30 acres of
his pasture land to vetch to im-
prove the soil, stimulate the
growth of grasses, and give extra
grazing.
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overseeded 30 acres of pasture
to vetch and phosphate in addi-
tion to the 40 acres he has on
cropland. H. D. Embry, G. W.
Baker and Lonnie Young have
also seeded vetch and rye on
cropland for protection and im-
provement,

At Rosston the vetch honor
roll includes George Berry, Dub
Chism, Hill Christian, Clifford
Hudspeth and J. Brandon.

Vetch will normally . furnish
green grazing from Jan. 15 to
May 15 in this area. This is the
time of year when there is a
need for additional winter graz-
ing to supplement permanent
pasture. .

Hairy vetch and Austrian win-
ter peas should be fertilized with
200 to 400 pounds of 20 per cent
super phosphate per acre for best
results.

Approximately 80 per cent of
the air is nitrogen. Vetch and
Austrian winter peas have bac-
teria on the roots which can re-
move this nitrogen from the air
and store it in the plant and soil
