Children and pets beware! A
dog poisoner is operating again
in Muenster.

This week yours truly received
a report that two family pets
under proper control on their own
premigses were fed strichynine.
One of the dogs was on a leash
which was tied to a tlothesline.
The other was inside the house
some 30 to 45 minutes before it
died and had been in the back
yard for only a few minutes prior
to that time.

In both cases the poison could
not have been given except on
the premises on which the dogs
belonged. In other words some
hateful, contemptible fiend, who
can't even justify his or her ac-
tion on grounds that the victims
were trespassing, went so far as
to trespass on the owner's prop-
erty in order to carry out this
cruel outrage. In the one case it
is even possible that the depraved
createure carried the lethal dose
inside the owner's house. Thirty
to 45 minutes is plenty of time
for strichynine to take effect. Dur-
ing that time the owner was
gone, and the dog was locked in
all the while.

At various fimes in the past
this column has urged people to
make sure that their pets de
not leave home and become pests.
Though it has never condoned the
barbaric cruelty of sentencing an
animal to the agony of death by
poison it has admitted that there
is some justification in humane
disposal of a dog when it becomes
a nelghborhood nuisance. But
there is no excuse for this kind of
sneaking cowardly cruelty . .
cruelty to heartbroken children
as well as to the dog.

Incidentally, if anyone doubts
that the dog which died inside
was poisoned, it was examined
by a veterinarian, who said that
the death was caused by strichy-
nine,

Whoever is doing the dirty
work has operated very smoothly
in the past. So far, it seems, not
one person has grounds on which
to point an accusing finger. But
some day the ugly truth will get
out and he or she will rate about
as much respect as the mangiest
pooch in* town . . . and maybe
face a few legal penalties as well.

Worse even than poisoning
pets is the horrifying risk of ex-
posing children to poison. Every-
one knows that tiny tots are not
particular about what they put
into their mouths. What if such a
child found the bait first?

In just a few days we of
Muenster are due to learn some-
thing about the success of our
pavement project. Will the en-
thusiasm spread and result in a
fine street system like that near-
ing completion at Saint Jo, or
will the spirit fizzle out because
too many are unwilling to join
in the good work?

According to reports making
the rounds there are stretches of
street due to remain rough and
dusty because one person Or a
few are unwilling to go along
with their neighbors. Unfor-
tunately, it just doesn’t happen
that people who want the im-
provement live together. So quite
‘a few are wondering whether
their enthusiasm will end in dis-
appointment.

Before the city council decided
on the present paving plan it
considered several ideas. It
thought about a bond issue
which would eventually be paid
out by tax revenue. That led to a
big problem. Obviously the cost
of paving all streets would be
too great, so some would have
to be left out of the project. That
doesn’'t work because too many
would gripe about being left
out . .. with justification, too, be-
cause they would be helping carry
the tax load. Unless the city can
afford to pave all streets it can’t
afford to pave any. That is, to
pay the total cost.

Another alternative is to let
property owners pay all the cost
of paving in front of their prop-
erty. That doesn’t work either be-
cause too few can afford the job.

Between those extremes is the
compromise plan which city of-
ficials believe will work out best.
The city helps pay, bringing the
price to the property owner
down to a reasonable figure. The
only trouble is that some do not
agree the improvement is worth
even that much.

What to do about it? Best thing
apparently is to think it over

Water and Smok
Do Most Damage
In Fire at Bakery

A fire, believed to have been
caused by faulty wires in the
attic, did considerable damage
to the upper structure of Herb's
Bakery Wednesday night, and re-
sulted in several hundred dollars
worth of waler damage to the
lower part of the building and
supplies.

The blaze was discovered about
7 o'clock, some trirty minutes
after the Herbs had gone to the
Ace Cafe for their evening meal,
They discovered that it was their
place when they followed traffic
after the fire signal sounded. They
said that the only flame burning
in the place when they left was
in the water heater.

The corrugated iron roofing on

saving both building and con-
tents. Except for a féw flames
that flickered through cracks at
times, the fire was confined to
the attie until under control.

When firemen had finished
their job not a charred spot was
visible below the ceiling. How-
ever water and smoke had come
through and ruined all supplies
not in sealed containers. Equip-
ment and furniture were general-
ly undamaged but badly in need
of cleaning.

Muenster volunteer firemen
were on the job minutes after the
signal sounded -and worked for
about an hour before they had
the flame extinguished. Their first
task was to chop holes in the wall
above the ceiling level at both the
north and south ends of the
building. After that was finished
they had trouble directing their
streams through the dark attic
filled with smoke and a maze of
rafter braces.

A group of early arrivals broke
into the place and cleared two
rooms of the west side living
qguarters of clothing and furniture.
None of those items was damaged
by water. Choking smoke and
heat prevented removal of any
of the kitchen furniture, how-
ever, later inspection revealed
little damage to those things.

New Well's Water
Rates Good Report

Water in the city's new well is
not only plentiful but soft and
free of contamination. An analysis
report just received by Water
Superintendent Steve Moster from
the State Health Department
states that the water contains 23
‘parts per million of hardness and
that it is approved by the health
department.

Moster said the water tests
about the same as that in the old
No. 1 well, both of which have
softer water than the No. 3 well.

Reports on the most ‘recent
analyses of the three wells are as
follows: a

No. 1, tested in May 1952, total
hardness 20 p.p.m.

No. 3, tested in December 1952,
total hardness 88 p.p.m.

No. 4, tested in September 1953,
total hardness 23 p.p.m.

On city records the No. 2 well
is listed as abandoned, hence no
analysis has been run on it
since the No. 3 well was drilled
to replace it.

Reports also show that No. 3’s
quality has improved consider-
ably. The hardness test has
dropped to 88 p.p.m. from the
original test of 199.

SOMETHING TO DEMAND

Must the national debt limit
be raised? Every man, woman
and child in the nation has a very
real stake in the answer to this
question. The legal limit now is
$2175,000,000,000. It is expected to
be reached early in 1954. Then
the national debt will be impos-
ing a $7,000 mortgage on the
present and future income of
every American family. There is
a way out of the financial mess
our government’s in without
plunging ourselves further: and
further in debt. It can be stated
simply: cut federal spending to
equal income.

Senator Harry F. Byrd of Vir-
ginia, one of the nation’s acknow-
ledged authorities on the federal
budget, puts it this way: “It may
be that the administration would
be forced to operate on a very
prudent and conservative budget
in order to avoid an increase in
order to avoid an increase in the
debt limit ,but the President has
the authority, if he chooses to use
it, to place every agency of the
government on expenditure ra-
tions and limit the expenditures

Good Example

Governor Francis Cherry of
Arkansas, when he took office
last January, insisted that the
legislature. give him the power
to cut state expenditurgs below
the legislative appropriations if
tax income should fall below the
budget allotments. Sixty days
later the income from taxes did
fall below the rate necessary to
support the appropriations.

The Governor had a choice to
make. He had a substantial treas-
ury balance. He could take the
politically “easy road” and dip
into this treasury balance to make
up the difference bétween in-
come and outgo. But that, he
knew, wouldn’t be sound govern-
mental practice. It would be like
borrowing money for spending.
He chose, instead, to cut ex-
penditures. His instruction to his
Director of Finance and :Ad-
ministration wasn’t the loose
political generality—*‘cut to the
bone.” His instructions were
specific: “Cut expenditures to
the tax revenue available to every
department.”

Betder Government

The Director of Finance and
his Budget Director sat down
with each departmental head, one
by one, and cut the expenditure
allotments to an overall figure
equal to a conservative estimate
of anticipated revenue. Each three
months this will be done. And as
a result Arkansas citizens get
higher quality, more efficient, less
costly = government service, for
Governor Cherry has challenged
the departmental heads to “make
up, in management efficiency and
ingenuity, for the reduction in
dollars and cents.”

What Governor Cherry is doing
for state governmént in Arkansas
can be done for federal govern-
ment by the present administra-
tion, It is the sensible, sound
policy to follow in any financial

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Soil Conservation
Notes

The building of terraces to pro-
tect sloping fields and the pre-
paring of waterways for grass
planting next spring have been
the major soil conserving prac-
tices put on the ground around
Muenster. Continued dry hot
weather has delayed planting of
alfalfa, vetch and winter peas
for winter cover crops.

Walter Becker has just com-
pleted 3,863 feet of field terraces.
The terraces were built with a
three-disc plow using the island
method of terrace construction.
The plow-built terraces are broad
and can be crossed easily with
all types of farm equipment. All
the terraces outlet into a grassed-
over natural drain that was
sodded three years ago to afford
a safe outlet for terrace water.
Joe Knauf has constructed 3,200
feet of channel type terraces to
protect a portion of his cultivated
land. The terraces outlet onto
pasture grasses.

Waterways are the basic
foundation of many terrace sys-
tems. Often it is impossible to
protect a sloping field from ero-
sion by the construction of ter-
races until a safe outlet for ex-
cess run-off water is provided.
This means that a grassed water-
way must be established to carry
the water coming out of the ter-
races safely from the field. Water-
ways carry a lot of water and run
up the slopes so they must have
a good cover of grass to prevent
the loss of soil.

In order to get a better stand
of grass on waterways _it is
necessary that a good seed bed
be prepared in advance to con-
serve moisture and keep down
competition. Many cooperators of
the Upper Elm-Red Soil Conser-
vation District are now preparing
their waterway sites for the plant-
ing of bermuda grass roots next
spring.

Waterways have been staked
and the land prepared on the
farm of J. W. Fleitman east of
Muenster, on the Frank Hacker
farm south of Muenster and on
the Albert Fleitman farm north
of Muenster. At Hood a water-
way following a natural drain
has been staked and prepared on
the E. R. Powell farm operated
by C. A. Morris. At Marysville
Rufus McElreath is preparing to
sod a drain to provide a water-
way for safe terrace outlets.

A pond to provide water for
livestock has just been con-
structed on the B. J. Reeves farm
near Hood. .

A series of meetings to promote
the planting of vetch and other
winter legumes for soil protection
and improvement have been held
this week. Clay Sparks vocational-
ag teacher at Forestburg and
SCS personnel from Muenster are
cooperating in telling the people
the benefits of planting winter
cover crops. The Forestburg FFA
five-piece string band furnished
music for entertainment. Meetines
were held at Forestburg, New
Harp and Dye Mound this week.
Next weeks’ meetings are to be
at Marysville on the night of
Sept. 28 and at the Ross Point
school at 8 p.m. on Sept. 30.

Poultry Indusiry
In Texas Provides
Multimillion Income

Recently released figures re-

,veal the economic importance of

the poultry industry in Texas.
According to John G. McHaney,
assistant economist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
it takes a lot of eggs to satisfy
Texans' appetite for “hen fruit.”
In fact, he adds, the supply from
Texas sources lacks almost three
dozen eggs per capita of imeeting
the demand.

In 1951, 2,921,000,000 eggs were
produced in Texas. The per capita
consumption was 397 eggs. There-
fore, says McHaney, 259,000,000
eggs had to come from other
states to make up the difference.
The existing favorable egg-feed
price ration, the rapidly increas-
ing population within the state
and generally favorable economic
conditions over the country as a
whole, leads McHaney to believe
that egg producers in the state
would be justified in further in-
creasing the size of their laying
flocks.

Final figures for 1952, he says,
show the 21,474,000 hens were on
the farms of the state. Figures
released on July 1 indicate some
reduction in this number while
the hen numbers for the nation
remained about the same as for
a year ago. Gross sales in Texas
from eggs in 1951, he says,
amounted to $96,871,000.

The Texas broiler industry has
grown by leaps and bounds dur-
ing the past few years and in
1951 grossed $42,343,000 for the
state’s producers.

Turkey producers in 1951 had
gross sales of $18,124,000. Final
figures for 1951 show that eggs
represented 61.2 percent of the
total gross poultry income for the
state; broilers 27.3 percent and
turkeys 11.5 percent.

It adds up, says McHaney, to a
