
A t  last the  long aw aited arm is­
tice comes to Korea. As yet we 
have no way of know ing w hether 
it  w ill lead to  peace o r to an  
ou tbreak  of m ore intensive con­
flict th an  ever before.

Judging  f r o m  past perfor­
mances of the  com m unists we 
have little  reason to hope for 
a final peaceful solution. They 
are  already propagandizing the 
arm istice as a great victory and 
th ey  can be expected to dem and 
the  kind of settlem ent th a t will 
substan tiate  their claim s of vic­
tory. They are forcing a show­
down on w hether they are going 
to lose face o r w hether we lose 
prestige and self respect. I t  is 
hard  to im agine how th a t can 
lead to anyth ing  bu t a renew al 
of hostilities.

N evertheless, we can take a
great deal of com fort from  the 
fact th a t the  arm istice provides 
an  opportun ity  for TJN prisoners 
to  re tu rn  hom e and UN fighting 
m en to  enjoy a leave from  the 
horrors they  have been going 
through. In th a t respect alone it 
is a blessing. Besides, it m arks 
a tu rn ing  point in our policy in 
the  event we have to continue 
the  fight. T here have been as­
surances th a t A m erican m en will 
no longer fight under handicaps. 
If the conflict breaks ou t again 
our forces will be in th ere  to  win. 
They w ill blast the enem y w h o ­
ev e r they  find him  w ith  w hatever 
w eapon they choose to use. So, 
the  arm istice is big and good 
news, even though it  really  offers 
little  in  the w ay of lasting peace.

Judging  from  reaction around 
M uenster, however, a person 
w ould hard ly  know th a t any­
th ing of national im portance has 
happened. Since Sunday local 
conversation has been devoted 
alm ost exclusively to th e ' latest 
developm ent in this com m unity’s 
school problem.

Of all the unfortunate  things 
th a t have happened here  in the 
p ast several years, no thing stands 
ou t m ore conspicuously than  the 
split-up of the  school lunch p ro­
gram . N othing has been accom­
plished by it except to intensify 
ill feeling and impose m ore b u r­
dens, in w ork  and m oney, on the 
com m unity. Those who engi­
neered the  change are due to 
learn  soon, if they  do not a l­
ready know, th a t th e ir achieve­
m ent has caused fa r m ore harm  
th an  good. By the  tim e the com­
m unity  adjusts itself to this b reak 
i t  w ill have spent thousands of 
needless 'dollars and as m any 
needless hours of work. And for 
w hat? To perpetuate  a split-up 
th a t should have been disposed 
of years ago.

The irony of this episode, how ­
ever, is th a t  it  backfired. Some 
folks apparen tly  w ere not very 
w ell inform ed. They could h ard ­
ly have realized th a t term inating  
th e ir  agreem ent w ith  th e  public 
school w ould necessarily leave 
them  w ithout equipm ent for their 
own program . Uncle Sam  keeps 
a finger on the  free lunch su p ­
plies and equipm ent, and the 
custodian, which in this case 
happens to be the public school, 
is accountable for every  b it of it. 
E very item  on the  inventory had 
to be moved. The not result is 
th a t the narish  will have to get 
new  fu rn itu re  and appliances and 
the  pub lir school w ill have to 
build  a cafeteria. And the  M uens­
te r  com m unity pays both  bills.

Perhaps ih is incident w i l l  
backfire in another w ay also. It 
m ay helo to convince some of 
o u r m iddle-of-the-roaders that 
qu ite  a few  local developm ents 
are not a resu lt of sweetness and 
light. I f  absurd ity  has to run 
its course before common sense 
takes over, things like this ought 
to speed it along a little.

Ju s t  th in k  of all the  waste 
going on around here. Duplica­
tion of lunch rooms, bus systems, 
ath letic fields, gymnasiums, class­
room facilities and faculties. It 
stands to reason th a t we could 
save thousands of dollars every 
y ea r by com bining the tw o sys­
tems. B y tak ing  advantage of 
w ha t the  public school offers we 
could have a m uch m ore com­
p lete  school system  and save the 
parish  over $60,000 a year in 
the bargain. Can w e afford to 
sacrifice th a t much? How m any 
realize how m uch com m unity 
w elfare is being re tarded  by th a t 
w aste of m oney . . . and the lack 
of com m unity harm ony and co­
operation?

A t this tim e he is aw aiting 
com pletion of fill in w ork on the 
terrace in fron t of the  building. 
F ill in to  raise the elevation of 
the  building itself has been com ­
pleted. The d irt moving equ ip ­
m ent is due to leave the  job this 
weekend. A fter th a t certain  areas 
will be covered w ith  p lanks until 
it  settles to a firm  footing.

Mr. B rackett said his com pany 
w ill em ploy local labor as much 
as possible and bring  in its own 
skilled w orkers for the special 
jobs. Clarence W ilson w ill be the 
forem an of carpenters.

W alter N ashert has the  con­
trac t for the structural p a r t of 
the building only. Charles L. W il­
son of Gainesville has the p lum b­
ing and heating  contract and P at 
P a rk e r of Gainesville has the 
electrical contract. The to tal of 
the  th ree  contracts is $189,345. 
Equipm ent and furnishings are 
not included in the  figure.

The new building, designed by 
Buferd and Feinburg  of Dallas 
w ill have a 270 foot fron t and a 
to ta l floor space of about 23,000 
square feet. The w est p a rt of 
the  building w ill include adm in­
istrative and storage rooms, rest 
rooms' and m ost of th e  class 
rooms. The east p a rt includes a 
com bined auditorium  and gym ­
nasium  and m ore class rooms.

C alls to m ore dis­
tan t points a re  com pleted by 
m aking connection t h r o u g h  
Gainesville.

O ver the  p ast several years 
long distance calls from  here 
have been increasing constantly. 
The past m onth, ending Ju ly  20, 
had a to tal of m ore than 3000, the 
largest num ber in the phone 
com pany’s history.

FMA Cheese Plant 
Will Install Whev 
Powdering Unit

A ro ller type d ry e r to m ake 
pow dered m ilk o r whey is the 
nex t im provem ent planned for 
the FMA cheese factory.

D irector A1 F leitm an and M an­
ager Rudy H eilm an re tu rned  
W ednesday from  a trip  to P e te rs­
burg, 111., w here they inspected 
such a un it and directors w ill 
m eet la te r  th is week to consider 
buying it.

P urchase of a p o w d e r i n g  
m achine was authorized b y  the 
directors a few weeks ago as a 
m eans of keeping pace w ith  
changes in  the m ilk processing 
business.

For several weeks now  the 
local p lan t has been m aking no­
th ing  b u t condensed m ilk, de­
livering an average of 10,000 
pounds daily to  the K ra ft p lan t 
a t G arland. Local m ilk receipts 
average about 50,000 pounds a 
day. Som e 8,000 pounds of cream  
are separated  from th a t and de­
livered to  a b u tte r  factory at 
Shawnee, Okla. The skim  m ilk 
is then  condensed to 25 per cent 
of its orig inal weight.

Two factors requ ire  the  addi­
tion of a drying unit. The p lant 
has lost its m arket for condensed 
whey as form erly produced bu t 
has a m arket fo r powdered whey. 
Besides the  condenser is now 
used fo r condensing milk. Since 
its capacity is lim ited to 100,000 
pounds in 24 hours the  p lan t w ill 
have to m ake cheese out of its 
surp lus during  flush seasons and 
needs additional w hey processing 
equipm ent to com plete the  job.

In  the  event th a t a m arket 
should develop fo r d ried  milk, 
the  p lan t will be ready fo r th a t 
also. The new  un it can be used 
for pow dering m ilk as w ell as 
whey.

into th e  w in column here last 
T hursday n ight nosing out a 
team  of Sherm an softballers 5-4 
in a dram atic seventh inning 
comeback to  break the kcore 
w hich had been tied  the p re ­
vious inning by their visitors.

The Chicks scored early  and 
held the  lead until the six th  
w hen Sherm an knotted the count 
at 4 all.

The Gainesville boys, the only 
softball team  in the county at 
this tim e has played only five 
gam es so fa r th is season. They 
lost 2 to M uenster before the 
local team  quit, one to W hites- 
boro, and has split a 2 game 
series w ith  Sherm an.

Hay and Pasture 
Prospects Improve 
After Timely Rain

F or the second tim e this year 
farm  prospects irt the M uenster 
area are beginning to look up. 
The drought w hich prevailed 
during  the  harvest of a mag- 
nificient grain crop and for 
several weeks following hhs been 
relieved a t least to the  ex ten t 
th a t farm ers can expect some 
pastu re  and hay  along w ith  a 
slight im provem ent of their sub­
norm al corn crop.

The ra in  w hich fell F riday  of 
last w eek m easured .92 inch and 
boosted the m onth’s to tal to date 
to 4.06. The y ea r’s to tal now 
stands a t 17.07 inches.

Technicians of the Soil Con­
servation Service w ork un it re ­
port th a t farm ers generally are 
now optim istic over th e ir pros­
pects. Nicely developing pastures 
assure la ter grazing and hay 
fields indicate a t  least one good 
cutting. Johnson grass looks best. 
A lfalfa and p ra irie  hay are en ­
couraging. The danger of a feed 
shortage is fading fast, especially 
in view of the fact th a t many 
men have harvested  oats as hay 
and corn as silage.

The poorest crop of the year is 
corn. Because of exceptionally 
hot and dry  w eather early in 
the season ears did not have a 
chance to fill out. There is little  
grain there  to develop as a re ­
su lt of recent rains.

P lans early 
W ednesday w ere to  s ta rt the 
pum p installation la te r  th a t  day 
or as soon th ereafte r as N orbert 
K nabe’s w ell servicing rig  can 
get on th e  job. A fter th a t  elec­
trical connections w ill be made 
by TP&L and the w a te r w ill be 
pum ped aw ay u n til it is clear. 
Swabbing tests las t week ind i­
cated th a t a good w ell can be 
expected.

The pum p, originally  due to be 
delivered early  last week, was 
delayed in  order th a t  it  could be 
equipped w ith  a new ly developed 
im provem ent. W hen th e  m anu­
fac tu rer received the  order he 
phoned describing the  im prove­
m ent and saying it could be in ­
stalled  in  a few  days.

The last link  of jo in t p a rtic i­
pation of the tw o M uenster 
schools was broken ih is w eek 
when officials of th e  Sacred 
H eart School announced they 
would operate  a  separate lunch 
program .

An announcem ent m ade in 
Masses Sunday and also in the 
parish  w eekly  bu lle tin  revealed 
that, by order of th e  Most 
R everend Bishcp, the  c h u r c h  
basem ent will no longer be av a il­
able for operating the  lunch p ro ­
gram  as in the past. Instead it 
w ill be used only for the  Catholic 
school lunch program . T he an ­
nouncem ent fu rth e r states th a t 
any furn ish ings o r o th er p ro p er­
ties not belonging to the  parish  
are to  be rem oved prom ptly  by 
w hoever is responsible fo r their 
being on church property.

A fter consulting by telephone 
w ith  sta te  school authorities at 
Austin th e  public school trustees, 
as custodians of the  supplies and 
equipm ent, com plied w ith  the 
order Tuesday by m oving ap ­
proxim ately  $12,000 w o r t h  of 
food and furnishings to  th e  public 
school building.

In doing so they  pointed out 
th a t p ractically  all item s in  the 
lunch room  w ere acquired e ither 
out of public school funds o r out 
of lunch program  operating rev e­
nues. Item s acquired in  the  la tte r  
w ay rem ain  under the supervision 
of the federal governm ent, w hich 
sponsors and subsidizes the  school 
lunch program . They m ust be 
listed on an inventory  and the 
adm inistrating  o r g a n i z a t i o n

M em bers of the  store person­
nel and County A gent G erald 
York explained th a t the  program  
is hard ly  w orth w hile for sm all 
flocks. The prem ium s on a few 
dozen eggs hard ly  com pensate 
for the ex tra  tim e and trouble 
required  to  qualify. M any of the 
larger local flock ow ners are not 
expected to be in terested  b e ­
cause they already have a good 
deal producing hatch ing  eggs.

A special fea tu re  of th e  m eet­
ing w as a ta lk  on poultry  m an ­
agem ent by W. J. Moore, poultry  
specialist of the A&M Extension 
Service. He illustra ted  his ta lk  
w ith s l i d e s  on recom m ended 
poultry  houses and equipm ent 
and other slides on production of 
quality  eggs. i

SOME WALL

This country is the w orld’s 
forem ost producer and consum er 
of soft coal, and we frequently  
see the m agnitude of the  coal 
industry ’s job expressed in n ine­
dig it sets of statistics. One d if­
ficu lty  is th a t very few of us can 
visualize figures so large.

H ere are th ree  illustrations 
th a t give a vivid p icture of coal 
m ining today:

A w all 45 feet high and as wide 
as a standard-gauge railroad 
track could be bu ilt around the 
en tire  border of the country w ith 
the  coal m ined last year alone.

The Pentagon, w ith  its 77,000,- 
000 cubic feet of space, is the 
w orld’s biggest office building. 
A single day’s ou tput of our soft 
coal m ines would fill every inch 
of it.

A solid ribbon of coal reaching 
the 92,900,000 miles to the  sun, 
6 Vz inches wide and one inch 
thick, could be provided w ith 
one year’s U.S. soft coal output.

All this coal goes to m ake steel 
and electric power, to  provide 
energy and heat in hom es and 
factories, to be converted into 
plastics and all m anner of articles 
in common use. In one w ay or 
another, it  contributes to the lives 
of all of us.

MONEY MAKER FOR 
GOVERNMENT

By anybody’s yardstick, Gen­
eral M otors is big business w ith 
a capital B. Its 1952 sales 
am ounted to $7,549,154,419. The 
story of w hat happend to this 
m oney gives a cross section view 
of A m erica’s social and economic 
life. I t  dem onstrates the  m ali­
cious inaccuracy on the  common 
charge th a t big business is neces­
sarily  bad.

In  the firs t place, the  company 
provided jobs for 458,680 w orkers 
to  whom  it paid $2,020,536,713 in 
salaries and wages. G overnm ent 
took a .huge chunk of GM in­
come—a total of $1,107,000,000 in 
taxes, w hich was over half the 
am ount paid to employes.

Thousands of large and small 
com panies supplying m aterials of 
all kinds received 48 Vfe cents of 
each GM dollar. W ith 487,624 
stockholder - owners G e n e r a l  
M otors is in the truest sense a 
publicly owned enterprise. In re­
tu rn  for the use of their savings, 
w hich m ade the  business possible, 
these stockholders received 4% 
cents of each income dollar, o r a 
to ta l of $361,969,352; one th ird  of 
the  governm ents tax  profit.

It would be a sad day for the 
Am erican people and the United 
States treasury  if such companies 
as this w ere forced from the  roles 
of free com petitive enterprise.

TOO DULL

Afte'r five days of conference in 
W ashington, Secretary of S tate 
John  Foster Dulles and the B rit­
ish and F rench m inisters have 
each invited the  Soviet G overn­
m ent to p ick  a m eeting place 
and send their boy to m ake ta lk  
about the  end of Septem ber. Most 
any day now, Sw itzerland is 
expected to offer a cool m ountain 
re trea t as a neu tra l m eeting 
point. Here, on account of the  
echoes, the  Russians could m ake 
twice as m uch noise as elsewhere.

B ut there  seems little  expecta­
tion of enthusiasm  from  the 
Krem lin. F or one thing, the notes 
say that the  m eeting is intended 
to w ork out the unification of 
Germ any, and to reach agree­
m ent on the  A ustrian  peace 
trea ty ; and there  would seem to 
be no reason w hy Russia would 
w ant to help the  W estern allies 
stabilize Europe against Com­
munism. F or another, this is to 
be strictly  a second-team  m eet­
ing—of foreign m inisters, not 
heads of s ta te  as S ir W inston 
C hurchill would like to have it. 
Thus, if the Russians thought 
they w ere being asked to another 
Yalta, w here action would be 
swift, secret and binding (on the 
o ther parties), she m ight go for 
it. But, w here the delegates have 
to repo rt back home for in struc­
tions and authority , and w here 
th e ir discussions are likely to 
have a t least some publicity, the 
w hole th ing  would seem quite 
bourgeois to the  Reds.

And ano ther thing. How do the 
boys in the K rem lin  know who 
w ill be around to speak for them  
come Septem ber?

Insecticides Have 
Toxic Effect on Soil

How often and for how long 
can some of the  new  chemical 
insecticides be applied to  the 
land w i t h o u t  dam aging crop 
yields?

The answ er to th is serious 
question is being sought by  both 
Texas and federal p lan t patholo­
gists. T heir eventual conclusions 
m ay b ring  about a rearrange­
m ent of crop spray ing  proced­
ures.

A fter five years of w orking 
w ith  a w ide range and am ounts 
o f insecticides, including some 
excessive doseages, some chem i­
cals have been found to  rem ain 
surprisingly  toxic in the  soil. The 
effects of others w ere re latively  
mild. A n unusually  heavy dosage 
of a popular brand w as applied 
on a tes t p lo t of one acre in 1945. 
To date, the  insecticide has lost 
very  little  of its toxic effect. We 
also know  now th a t s m a l l e r  
am ounts applied to crops as 
needed to control insects accum u­
la te  in  the  soil over the  years.

T he crops found m ost sensitive 
to  th is build-up in the  soil are 
tru ck  garden produce. G row th of 
som e of these crops was reduced 
as repeated  heavy dosages ac­
cum ulated  in the soil, o r as in ­
creasingly large am ounts w ere 
applied.

These research findings ind i­
cate th a t heavy, continuous use 
on the  sam e land of the  more 
stab le insecticides m ay not be a 
good practice. The farm er should 
be especially careful to avoid 
careless, excessive, or im proper 
use of chemicals.

DDT, the  first and m ost w ide­
ly  used of the  post-w ar insecti­
cides, was studied m ore ex ten ­
sively than  others. I t  was found 
th a t an application of about 30 
pounds per acre per year could 
bu ild  up soil accum ulations in 
5 years th a t would dam age the

m ore sensitive plants.
Lim ited tria ls showed techni­

cal BHC to  be less stable and 
lasting than  DDT, but because of 
its  high 'tox ic ity  to  p lants in the 
soil, it is capable of form ing dam ­
aging accum ulations if used too 
frequently  a t heavy rates. Toxa- 
phene and parathion, however, 
w ere found to be so unstable in 
the soil th a t they  are not expected 
to accum ulate to a harm ful de­
gree if recom m ended practices 
are followed.

U ntil fu rth e r tests are com­
pleted, farm ers are strongly urged 
to strictly  follow instructions set 
forth  by m anufacturers of in ­
secticides. Any chemical can be 
a boon or curse to agriculture, 
depending upon how it is used.

Soil Conservation 
Notes

Terraces have long been one 
of m an’s best tools to halt soil 
and w ater losses froip sloping 
fields. Terraces are not only a 
b arrie r against soil edosion, but 
also act as a stepping stone to ­
w ard continued high crop pro­
duction by keeping soil fertility  
and a g rea ter am ount of w ater 
a t hom e on the  farm  w here it is 
needed.

Farm ers cooperating w ith the 
U pper Elm-Red soil conservation 
d istrict around M uenster are busi­
ly build ing terraces to protect 
their fields from  soil and w ater 
losses.

Ray Sicking is w orking on 9100 
feet of terraces on his farm  near 
Myra, using a three-disc plow 
and the  island m ethod of con­
struction. These terraces will out­
le t onto a B erm uda grass w a te r­
way. 1

Tony K lem ent is constructing 
2000 feet of terraces w ith  a 
trac to r and plow on his farm  
w est of M uenster. These w ill also 
ou tlet onto a B erm uda grass 
w aterw ay along a natu ra l drain 
through the  field.

Dr. L. B. Holland is build ing 
m ore th an  five m iles of terraces 
on his farm  seven m iles northeast 
of M uenster. The terraces will 
replace an old terrace system  
th a t has proved inadequate to 
stop soil and w a te r losses. The 
old terraces are being rubbed out 
and the  new  ones constructed to 
outlet onto a w ide B erm uda and 
buffalo grass w aterw ay th a t was 
put in th ree  years ago. The w ide 
grassed w aterw ays not only serve 
as a safe outlet fo r the  terraces, 
bu t also serve as excellent pas­
tu re  fo r livestock.

Johnny K lem ent has ju st com ­
pleted construction of a tan k  for 
livestock w ate r on his farm  at 
Hays. The pond is equipped w ith 
a pipe through th e  dam  so th a t 
stock can w a te r in a concrete 
tank  behind th e  dam. Johnny 
plans to  fence the  cattle  ou t of 
the pond and w a te r them  below 
the dam. By so doing the  cattle  
w ill have b e tte r w a te r to drink, 
cows will stay cleaner and the 
pond w ill be b e tte r  for recrea­
tional purposes, such as fishing 
and sw im m ing.

Tom Collier of Saint Jo  has 
also com pleted construction of 
a pond to fu rn ish  livestock w ater 
in one of his pastures.

As long as m em bers are re ­
tu rned  to Congress because they

The change presents a problem  
for both schools. The parochial 
school has a location bu t no 
federally  subsidized program  and 
practically  no equipm ent to s ta rt 
w ith. The public school has all 
b u t the  location. Of the  tw o the  
parochial school apparen tly  has 
the g reater problem  in organizing 
and furn ish ing  its program  and 
qualify ing for federal aid. The 
tem porary  solution a t  the  public 
school is to set up  a lunch room 
in the  hom em aking departm ent 
un til a cafeteria can be built.

In  spite of lim ited space, the  
trustees said, th e ir lunch program  
w ill continue to  serve its original 
purpose, w hich is to  offer m eals 
to  all ch ildren regardless of 
w here they a ttend  school. U ntil 
th e  parochial pupils have th e ir 
own lunch room  they  are invited 
to come to the public school for 
th e ir  meals. A nd they  w ill still 
be welcome a fte r the  o th er lunch 
room is operating.

A nother resu lt of the  change is 
th a t fo r a w hile at least, it leaves 
the  com m unity w ithou t accom ­
m odations to  p repare  and serve 
m eals to large groups.

rated. I t  can be done. O thers are 
doing it. W hy can’t we?

As m entioned, several weeks 
ago, this paper has been re luc t­
an t all along to a ir  th is problem  
in print. The E nterprise goes to 
lots of places outside our com­
m unity  and it is fa r from  proud 
to spread this kind of news 
abroad. But it also feels a re ­
sponsibility to speak its piece 
w hen public w elfare is a t stake.

Well, it’s high tim e now  th a t 
w e started  th ink ing  this problem  
through, calm ly and thoroughly. 
I t  can be settled to the  satisfac­
tion and delight of a t least n inety  
five per cent of our com m unity.
