The resignation of Samuel
Sears as special counsel for the
senate'investigation of the
Stevens - McCarthy squabble
b.rings up a very significant ques-
tion. Just what are the chances
of finding any man of consider-
able stature who has not ex-
pressed an opinion, pro or con,
about Senator McCarthy in re-
cent years?

From the looks of things now
this sordid molehill that has been
blown up to mountainous pro-
portions seems destined to stand
as an eyesore on the horizon of
American consciousness a long,
long, time. No matter who agrees
to take over the job left by Sears,
he will be subject to ecriticism
by one side or the other. Select-
ing a suitable man now appears
next to impossible.

Despite the abundance of com-
ment that has supported Sears in
his decision, this eolumn ventures
the opinion that he is guilty of a
distinct dis-service to his country.
Not a malicious dis-service, un-
~derstand, because, as he expressed
it himself, the point is not
whether he is biased but whether
he is believed to be biased. He
displaved a commendable stand-
ard of fairness in declining to
proceed under te shadow of a
doubt.

His dis-service rather lies in
bending over backward to be fair
to a pack of unscrupulous wolves
whose first objective is to stack
the case in their favor. He was
appointed in the first place be-
cause he was believed to be a man
of integrity who would conduct a
fair and, impartial hearing, which
he was quite capable of doing
in spite of any complimentary re-
mark he made about one of the
principals a year or two ago. He
had every right to stand up in
defense of his integrity regard-
ess of the howls put up by reds
and pinks and sundry other Mec-
Carthy haters.

Doesn’t the man realize what
a blow he has dealt to justice?
In his ultra fairness he has set
a precedent which will be used
by the reds and their fronters as
an axe to cut down every ap-
pointee who does not please them.
No matter who is named, the
same gang will be hurling the
same charges, unless they feel
certain he is biased in their favor.
That’s the way they play. Their
policy is to break up the game
unless they can use their own
maiked cards.

Of course there is one other
development that might possibly
trip them in their schemes, and
this column is optimistic enough
to hope for just that. In keeping
with that old bit of advice not to
underestimate the average man’s
intelligence, yours truly sees pos-
sibilities of the public wising up
to the ugly anti-McCarthy plot.
If and when that should happen
the ADA mob and their publicity
hatchet men will become the most
discredited gang of scandal
mongers in the land. Which is as
it should be. When that outfit is
known in its true light as a men-
ace to national welfare the real
Americans like Joe McCarthy can
go on a lot more effectively with
their job of making this a better
country.

After all, the real absurdity
about this affair is that it is based
on such a trifle. A tempest in a
tea pot, as the Senator himself
has called it. Remember, he is
not being charged with disloyalty,
embezzlement, graft or any other
kind of civil or moral wrongdoing.
He is being linked with a sub-
ordinate’s alleged efforts to exert
improper influence in behalf of
a GI in the army, to prove that
this or that statement in his
verbal conflict with Secretary of
the Army Stevens was false. So
What? Suppose they prove he
was wrong somewhere in the
course of heated argument? How
many persons can honestly say
they have never been tripped by
their own remarks at one time
or another? The object of the
frame-up is to catch the man in
a contradiction and then start
beating the anvil chorus proclaim-
ing that he is an incurable and
confirmed liar.

Did you ever happen ic con-
sider the real measure of a man’s
integrity when his political foes
have to go to such an absurd
extreme to nail him down? Think
of it. For four long years the

Future Demands on| |

Our Water Supply

John C. White
Agriculture Commissioner

Water is our. most precious
mineral. It is an indispensable
part of living. But in terms of
present and future needs, it is
growing alarmingly scarce. ;

The demand for water increases
with each passing year. Water
consumption records are set at
an all-time high one month, only
to be broken and surpassed the
next month, It is a sobering fact
we are using our available supply
much more quickly than it is
being replaced by nature.

According to W. P. Webb,
author of “More Water For
Texas”, the population is doub-
ling every half-century. If the
consumption of water per capita
remains uniform, the demand
will double in the same period.

Actually, Webb points out, as
the standard of living rises, as
people move from the rural areas
to the urban ones, consumption
of water per capita will increase
enormously.

For example, Texas in 1953 was
consuming 34 times as much
water as it did in 1890, although
the population has increased

only 3.2 fold. Texans were con-|

suming 2.5 times the amount in
1950 that they did in 1940, though
the population in that decade in-
creased by only one-fourth.

In other words, each Texan is
consuming 10 times the amount
of water he did in 1890 and about
twice the amount of 1940.

The ever-expanding industries
in the state also are accounting
for a terrific amount of our
water—and will in years to come.
They use many thousands of
acre-feet of water..

An acre-foot of water equals an
acre of land covered to a depth
of 12 inches, or 43,560 cubic feet,
or 325,800 gallons. Industry can
make 22 tons of chlorine from
one acre-foot, or 40 tons of sul-
phur, 36 tons of synthetic chem-
icals or 15 tons of rubber.

A surprising fact is that it
takes /325,800 gallons of water to
produce 200 pounds of beef or
veal, or to grow 10,000 oranges
or to raise only 200 pounds of
cotton. -

The estimated population of
the nation by the year 2,000 A.D.
is expected to be some 227 mil-
lion persons, as compared with
151 million in 1950. It is obvious
that a vast water conservation
project is needed if our water
supply is to meet the demand.

Soil Conservation
Notes

Legume crops are still playing
a leading role as forage produc-
ing plants in spite of the dry
weather. Clippings made by tech-
nicians of the Soil Conservation
Service during the past week
prove the point.

The clippings were taken on
ungrazed fields. Here's how the
different legumes stacked up in
green weight per acre. Vetch,
20,500 pounds; peas in three-foot
rows, 7,312 pounds; sweet clover,
13,500 pounds; alfalfa on upland,
7,500 pounds.

The average of all these le-
gumes shows that they have pro-
duced 12,000 pounds of green
weight forage as of March 31.
Figuring the average cow con-
sumes 120 pounds of green for-
age a day, these fields of legumes
would furnish 100 cow days of
grazing an acre. This means that
one acre produces enough forage
to feed one cow for a hundred
days or thirty-three cows for
three days.

In addition to their forage pro-
ducing merits these legumes serve
as cover crops to prevent erosion,
add nitrogen through the action
of root bacteria, increase organic
matter content and water intake
