
Those statistics we hear with
the  passing of practically  every 
holiday w eekend have m o r e  
m eaning than  usual to  us this 
tim e. This com m unity has con­
tribu ted  its b it to  the horrifying 
record pf traffic  crashes.

F ortunately , we can say th a t 
no local nam es are included in 
th e  death  list, bu t a t the same 
tim e we have to adm it the most 
likely  reason is sim ply th a t the 
grim  reaper exercised his custom 
of being erratic. Judg ing  from  the 
na tu re  of the  accident he m ight 
easily have claim ed every person 
in the two cars.

To many of the people around
here  the  crash came as a dreaded 
consequence th a t has been ex ­
pected to happen  to  one or more 
of several local cars. M uenster 
has had a sorry record of speed 
and recklessness lately. Young­
sters  have flirted  w ith  death  day 
a fte r day, apparen tly  thinking, if 
they  though t at all, th a t there 
was no lim it to th e ir luck.

Well, S atu rday ’s accident stands 
out as a grim  rem inder th a t luck 
w ill run  out eventually. We sin­
cerely hope other w ild drivers 
w ill realize th a t it m ight have 
happened to them , and very like­
ly  will happen if they do  not learn 
th e ir  lesson from  the m utilation 
and  agony these less fortunate 
youngsters are suffering now.

In the ligh t of this m isfortune,
w ouldn’t it be wise of them now : 
to th in k  of sim ilar horrible con- i 
sequences th a t m ight resu lt from J 
th e ir  own folly? Perhaps they j 
them selves will' be sim ilarly  bat- j 
tered. Perhaps they are headed 
for m ore serious in juries followed : 
by  m onths of anguish. Perhaps j 
they  will be killed or perm anent- I 
ly  disabled. O r perhaps they w il l1 
go through life w ith  the  m ental j 
anguish of having m angled or 
klled someone else.

I t  is doubtful th a t any of the 
w ild drivers is so cock sure as 
to assum e it cannot happen to 
him. More likely he ju s t doesn’t 
think. His m ind is on the thrill 
of flying low or doing tricks w ith 
his car, or on the reckless satis­
faction he derives from  defying 
th e  standards of safety.

But how many of these drivers
have ever considered the other 
side of the subject? . . . th a t they 
can d o  fa r m ore for th e ir self 
esteem  and their prestige by 
exercising wisdom ra th e r than 
folly. This column believes that 
a young m an who is m ade of the 
righ t stuff should enjoy being 
know n as a safe and courteous 
driver. A t the sam e tim e he 
should get some personal satisfac­
tion  out of the thought th a t he’s 
doing his p a rt tow ard  pervent- 
ing  traffic tragedies.

Of course, ihis isn't asking any­
one to be a mope. Being too 
pokey creates another k ind  of 
hazard. B ut anyone can m aintain 
a fine record by driv ing accord­
ing to  the d ictates of law and 
common sense. A fter all, those 
standards w ere adopted because 
m en of sound judgm ent regard 
them  as reasonably safe. W hoever 
has doubts about th a t is invited 
to  check on the  causes of ac­
cidents. Of all the crashes we hear 
about, how m any happen when 
e ith er of both drivers are observ­
ing the  law  and common sense? 
On the  o ther hand, how m any 
happen as a resu lt of speed or 
tak ing  o ther kinds of chances.

In relation to this problem.
Town Topics of the Gainesville 
R egister published an interesting 
le tte r from a young hot-rod en­
thusiast. The boy com plains that 
older people do not sufficiently 
appreciate the ingenuity and skill 
these youngsters are applying to 
th e ir souped-up cars and suggests 
th a t h i g h w a y  patrolm en and 
policem en sponsor hot-rod clubs 
encouraging youngsters to apply 
th e ir in terest ra th e r than  waste 
tim e hanging around s t r e e t  
corners.

The young fellow  has some­
th in g  there, up to a certain  point. 
Not m any people w ill deny that 
there  is som ething constructive in 
developing a ca r to a higher 
standard  of perfection. A boy de­
velops his own m echanical know ­
ledge and skill by build ing ad ­
ditional pow er and safety features 
into the  racer. But the  troub le  is 
th a t w hen his job is done he has 
a m ore pow erful w eapon of de­
struction.

T he determ ined girl has m an­
aged to keep up w ith  h er school 
w ork  despite tw o operations and

m any m onths spent in hospitals.
Ju d y ’s ailm ent developed w hen 

she was 5. A t firs t doctors thought 
it w as polio. L ater they found it 
to be a spine tum or, and an  opera­
tion w as perform ed.

She en tered  the  firs t grade 
w ith  h e r little  friends. H er limp 
w asn’t  too noticeable then, bu t it 
kept getting  worse.

L ast year, w hen Ju d y  was in 
the seventh  grade, another oper­
ation w as necessary. Doctors tried  
to straigh ten  h e r spine. She was 
in a fu ll length  cast for six weeks, 
in and out of the  hospital, w ith 
only th ree  m onths in the class­
room.

Ju d y  studied a t home. Sisters 
from  Sacred H eart visited h er 
regularly , giving p riva te  instruc­
tion, and she m ade h er grade. 
This term  w as better. She was in 
class alm ost every  day for a half 
day. A fternoons she studied at 
home. Even w ith  braces and 
crutches she w alks w ith d ifficul­
ty. She has to have special leg 
exercises every morning.

Despite h e r handicaps, Judy  
plays the  piano and does oil p a in t­
ings w hen she isn’t  reading, which 
is h er favorite pastim e. She sews, 
too, and helped m ake her g radua­
tion dress.

L ast sum m er Judy , h er m other 
and grandm other, Mrs. Tony T ru ­
benbach, made a pilgrim age to the 
sh rine  of S te. A nne de B eaupre 
in Canada, d raw ing  strength  and 
courage from  th e ir visit. .

Grain Better Than 
Normal But Under 
Bumper 1953 Crop

In general the  grain crop of 
this locality is w ell above average 
th is year, b u t considerably short 
of last y ea r’s record breaking 
yields. Scattered  reports from  
farm ers, m ost of whom  have done 
enough harvesting  to m ake a 
rough estim ate, indicate th a t the 
com m unity w heat y ield  will 
probably be betw een  15 and 20 
bushels per acre. E arly  oats seems 
to  be lagging som ew here near 
th e  norm al figure and la te r oats, 
like the  w heat, is doing b e tte r 
than  usual.

Rain Tuesday night, m easuring 
.79 inch, is causing ano ther de­
lay in harvest. However, opinion 
seems to  be th a t a ll is still well 
and little  o r no loss w ill be 
sustained unless the  w et w eather 
continues.

A t this tim e practically  ha lf of 
the  grain has been cut. Much of 
it is in w indrow s aw aiting the 
combine. T hat applies especially 
to w heat, only a few  thousand 
bushels of w hich have been h a r­
vested. A rth u r Felderhoff said 
about 2000 bushels of w heat have 
been delivered to his elevator 
th rough  Tuesday. A good p e r­
cen tag e  of oats has been baled 
and some has been cut w ith 
b inders for la te r  threshing.

Felderhoff said th a t e a r l y  
w heat a rriv ing  a t the  elevator 
has been good w ith  a test of 60 
o r h igher and a m oisture con­
te n t  of un d er 13 per cent, the 
lim it w hich is acceptable for stor­
age in the governm ent loan p ro ­
gram. A few  loads w hich edged 
over th e  governm ent m oisture 
lim it, w ere still acceptable to 
grain buyers, w ho are m ore 
lenient than  the  governm ent in  
their m oisture requirem ents.

However, u p  to now farm ers 
have not been m uch concerned 
about having th e ir w heat tu rned  
dow n for storage. In fact, a few  
who could have stored sold any­
w ay because they did not care to 
bo ther w ith  red  tape for the 3 
cents advantage in price. If prices 
drop l§iter in the  season, as they 
did in past years, m ore will be 
applying for storage, Felderhoff 
said.

from  Russia. The FBI sought to 
in tercep t the shipm ent.

The FB I discovered that 
the  cans floated, and th a t instead 
of sardines they contained little  
24-page booklets.

The booklets w ere p rin ted  in 
Spanish. Philbrick  has an actual 
photographic copy of one. The 
fron t cover states th a t th e  book­
le t contains the  ru les for playing 
th e  A m erican game of football. 
B u t w hen you open the book you 
find th a t the firs t paragraph, still 
in  Spanish, gives specific instruc­
tions for sabotaging electric power 
lines, transform ers, central elec­
trical headquarters, c o n d u i t s ,  
cables, tu rb ines — com plete and 
detailed  instructions on tech­
niques of espionage as w ell as of 
sabotage.

How To Make Bombs
U nder the guise of football 

rules, the  booklets are sm uggled 
to the Com m unist conspirators in 
th is country in this devious, u n ­
believable m anner. In one section 
of the booklet are specific instruc­
tions for m aking bombs. Sizes 
vary. The big bomb, w hich the 
booklet b lueprin ts is powerful 
enough to stop a tank  or a large 
vehicle. A sm aller one is just 
large enough to  stop a patro l car 
o r  a motorcycle policeman. There 
is a very  sm all bomb, w ith  d ia­
gram  for painstak ing  assembly, 
w hich is designed to fit inside of 
a hatband.

Here are the i n s t r u c t i o n s ,  
p rin ted  in Spanish: “If you have 
a citizen whom  you wish to 
elim inate, you sim ply place one 
of these little  bom bs inside the 
band of his h a t w hile he’s a t his 
favorite b ar o r restauran t. And 
w hen he goes to leave the res­
tau ra n t and pu ts on his hat, he 
blows off the top of his head. I t’s 
very  effective. He doesn’t  talk 
any more.’’ This inform ation, to ­
gether w ith  the  technical instruc­
tions for sabotaging A m erica’s in ­
dustrial strength, was a p art of 
the train ing  in the deeply un d er­
ground, elite Com m unist cell into 
w hich H erbert Philbrick  worked 
his way.

Brain Washing
“The Com m unist instructors,” 

Philbrick  relates, “were experts; 
they  knew  th e ir  business, believe 
me, and they w ent to w ork  on the 
minds, the hearts, and the  souls 
of the  young people in these cells, 
in order to change them  from 

j ordinary, average, decent young 
j  people into som ething entirely  
I different, into hardened, steeled,

THE NORMAL CROWDS of
young men and women emerg­
ing from the cocoon of their 
adolescence, listen to the com­
mencement orators, receive the 
congratulations of admiring rel­
atives, and wonder whether to 
beat their diplomas Into crow­
bars, batons, baseballs and bats, 
microphones, or keyboards.

Before any young person, male
