Something good has been hap-
pening to the American farmer,
In a single generation he has been
able to double the productivity of
his farming effort.

tioners, fungicides, insecticides,
and a barnful of modern me-
chanical equipment. In the course
of a year on his various crops he
uses 38 different chemicals, not
counting 20 tons of fertilizer
which is one of his best invest-
ments. Fungicide spraying has
helped boost his potato yield 100
per cent. Insecticides, medicinals
and feed supplements for his
chickens have increased egg out-
put 71 per cent. And he estimates
that just by eradicating flies
which plagued his cattle, his milk
production has been increased 20
per cent.

A big boost in his farm’s pro-
ductivity—and profit—came when
he thoroughly mecHanized his
equipment. Either one of his two
small tractors today do the work
which used to require five men,
five plows and ten horses. He
has an automatic hay-baler, a
self - propelled harvester, and a
dozen other machines which help
him plant more crops, fertilize,
spray and harvest them faster.

Production Increased

From his 80 acres, Burkholder
is getting considerably more than
twice as much production and in-
come as the average 80 acres
around the country produced 25
or 30 years ago. This fact is im-
portant mnot only to this one
farmer, his wife and two children;
it is witally important to the
whole population. By 1975, the
U. S. population will be 210,000,-
000—about 60,000,000 more ap-
petites for the farms to satisfy.
Ordinarily that would require,
on the basis of average produc-
tion, an additional 200,000,000
new acres of farm land.

There just isn't that much ad-
ditional land to break to the plow.
In fact our farm agreage has ex-
panded hardly at all since 1920.

ONE OF THE EEYS to Abra-
ham Lincoln’s greatness is his
own realization of his limita-
tions. His writings and speeches
reflect this basic humility in
which he recognized both his
responsibilities to God, and his
own Inabliity to master all the
problems of the Republic,

During the Battle of Gettys-
burg, the reports poured into the
White House showing the fate of
the United States hung in the
balance. Everyone seemed panic-
stricken. Lincoln went to his
room, locked the
door and prayed.
He later told a
friend of this
moment:

“1 TOLD GOD
that I had done
all I could and
that now the re-
sult was in His
hands; that if {8
this country was ™ ,
to be saved. it Abraham Linceln
was because He so willed it! The
burden rolled off my shoulders.
My intense anxiety was relieved
and in its place came & great
trustfulness.”

Lincoln constantly reminded
the people that God's govern-
ment was above America’s gov-
ernment. His first draft of the
Gettysburg Address did not in-
clude the words, “under God.”
He put them in only when he
actually gave the speech.

Lincoln Knew His'Limitations

IT WAS AS IF he suddenly
realized the Incompleteness of
his talk and, with the last and
most meaningful addition, gave

his address—and our nation—its

proper direction: “that this na-
tion, under God, shall have a
new birth of freedom.”

He realized that Americans as
a group should seek God's guid-
ance. 80 he proclaimed August
12, 1861, “as a day of humilia-
tion, prayer and fasting for all
people of the nation.” Instead
of stressing only the log cabin
story we should dwell on the
spirit of America reflected in his
proclamation of this day:

“IT IS FIT and becoming in
all tinfes to acknowledge and
revere the Supreme government
of God; to bow in humble sub-
mission to His chastisements; to
confess and deplore their sins
and transgressions, in full con-
viction that the fear of the Lord
is the beginning of wisdom; and
to pray with all fervency and
contrition for the pardon of their
past offenses, and for a blessing
upon their present and prospec-
tive action.”

Lincoln then asked all teachers
of religion and heads of families
“to observe and keep that day.”

HIS WORDS REMIND us that
now, as in all times of crisis, God
stands ready to strengthen and
console us—Iif only we as Indi-
viduals and as a nation have the
wisdom to turn to Him.

Blue panic grass is to be planted
on a number of fields near Muens-
ter later this spring. Blue panic is
a high forage producing perennial
grass that sends roots deep into
the soil to destroy plow pans and

| increase organic matter and water

intake capacity. It works well in
crop rotations to produce hay
and grazing and at the same time
gives soil protection and improve-
ment. Cooperators of the Upper
Elm-Red sojl conservation district
who are making preparations to
seed panic grass this spring in-
clude Ike Fulton of Myra, Alois
Trubenbach, Paul Fisher, Claude
Cannon: who had a planting of
this grass last year, and Roy
Kingery of Saint Jo.

Soil conservation personnel at
the Muenster work unit have this
advice on ,seeding blue panic. It
produces best when seeded in
rows and fertilized with nitrogen
and phosphate at time of seed-
ing. For maximum production
the grass should be cultivated and
top-dressed with mnitrogen early
each spring. Panic grass will pro-
duce a high tonnage of high
quality forage and will take the
place of sudan for a number of
years on the land without the re-
planting expense of sudan, and
the deep fibrous roots give soil
improvement. It is a very tender
grass in early stages and for that
reason should not be planted
before May.

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Cooke County DHIA
December Record

Is Best in State

The Cooke County Dairy Herd
association’s cows were the cham-
pion milk producers among DHIA
herds of Texas during the month
of December, it was revealed
Tuesday when the state associa-
tions' averages were released.

The 742 cows in 24 herds pro-
duced an average of 820 pounds
of milk to take top honors, and
came up in second place in the
production of butterfat with 33
pounds. : :

In January the.county herds
broke their own record to pro-
duce 840 pounds of milk and 34
pounds of butterfat for the high-
est averages in the Cooke County
association’s history. State aver-
ages for January will not be avail-
able ' until next month, so the
county’s standing in the state
is not known at this time.

The county’s summary for Jan-
uary, released this week, shows
that 674 cows produced an
average of 840 pounds of milk
and 34 pounds of butterfat with
296 cows in .the upper bracket
with 40 pounds or more of butter-
fat.

Peter Prescher’s herd was the
high herd of the month with 1250
pounds of milk and 46 pounds of
butterfat. Individual honors for
butterfat production went to two
of Richard Frasher's cows which
tied for first place with 92 pounds.
His herd was in second place.
One*of Paul Fisher’'s cows was
second in individual production
with 90 pounds of BF, while his
herd was in fourth place.

Members with herds producing
40 pounds of butterfat or over in-
clude: Alfred Bayer with 17 cows
averaging from 41 to 76; Martin
Bayer, twelve, 40-56; Paul Fetsch,
