It's downright amusing the way
Governor Shivers’ opponents in
the current political campaign
are straining to make a big issue
of the third term. They say it's
un-Texan, and a shameful viola-
tion of the state’s sacred tradi-
tions, but seem to overlook the
very obvious fact that many a
state office holder has been on
his job for more than two years.
For instance, Culberson, Thomp-
son, Giles and James . . . and
quite a few others could be.
named.

The wailing becomes even more
absurd in relation to the fact
that it originates mostly with the
New Dealers who had no objec-
tion a few years ago when their
big champion, F. D. R, ran for
his fourth term. And remember,
those were four year terms
whereas the Texas governor is
seeking a two year term. In other
words the guys who thought it
was OK for their favorite to be
elected to sixteen years in office
now proclaim - that it's terrible
for another man to be elected to
six years of office. Consistency
doesn’t mean much to some peo-
ple when it runs counter to their
political preferences.

Another absurdity is the charge
of disloyalty. The opposition
howls that Shivers betrayed the
party when he threw his support
to the Republican candidate in
1952, apparently thinking that the
average citizen does not remem-
ber why Shivers took that stand
and why the majority of Texas
voters gave him their support.

That loyalty stuff was al-
together a matter of opinion, de-
pending on a person’s convictions
on the issue of the time. A hard
shell New Dealer who favored
the national Democratic Party in

spite of its announced determina-
" tion to continue the tidelands
steal naturally claims that Shivers
was disloyal. But a loyal Texan
who believes the state was en-
titled to restoration of its original
claim is more likely to contend
first of all that the party was
disloyal to the state and secondly
that Shivers was loyal to Texas.
Anybody who knows the situa-
tion realizes that Shivers had to
make his choice between two
loyalties, the party bosses of the
North and East or the people of
his state. To decide whether he
was right or wrong it’s necessary
only to answer a simple question;
Who was he supposed to rep-
resent?

This leads to another question.
What kind of man do we want
as our governor? One who pro-|
tects us against the encroach-
ments of radical, out - of - state
party leaders? Or one who tries
to shape the state’s administra-
tion to harmonize with the
socialistic New Dealish policies of
the radical party leaders?

This question has more than a
little importance in the present
governor’s race. Texas is tradi-
tionally conservative. We don’t go
for the left wing schemes hatched
in the inner circles of the New
Deal machine. That fact is most

clearly shown by the coalition |-

which has existed for several
years enabling conservative
Southerners and Republicans in
Congress to block most of the
socialistic New Deal legislation.
Well, the thing voters have to
decide now is whether they want
to continue a conservative ad-
ministration dedicated to Texas
or whether they prefer to vote in
the influence of the Democratic
Party's radical element. We can
be sure that this element would
not be throwing its money around
in the campaign unless it plans
to throw its weight around later.

Signs now are that the question
of whether or not Muenster will
have a swimming pool will be
referred to its voters, and before
so very long. Discussion on the
subject has established one fact
for sure . . . that the pool cannot
be built in the near future except
by a bond issue, and that will
have to be decided by a bond
election, at which every qualified
voter can have his say.

As things are going now that
improvement, along with several
others, could be financed by the
city on current revenue over a
period of several years. Council-
men have been straining to make
ends meet the past year but that
was because of abnormally heavy
spending on a water well, pave-
ment, and sewer extensions.
Usually ,however, they can lay
aside several thousand dollars a

People of Muenster, and the
rest of Cooke County, will have
two opportunities to vote during
the next week.

Saturday, the 24th, they will
vote in the Democratic primary
to determine party nominees for
the general election in November.
Tuesday the 27th they will vote
on approval or disapproval of a
proposal to authorize a 30 cent
increase in county taxes to pro-
vide a special fund for the pur-
chase of right-of-way and the
construction of roads and bridges
in the county.

Balloting for each election will
be in the two customary places
at the customary times. North
Muenster will vote in the public
school. South Muenster will vote
at the elevator just south of the
Katy tracks. Both places will be
open from 8 am. to 7 p.m. for
both elections. 3

Paul Fisher will be election
judge at the south box for both
elections. At the north box Joe
Luke will be election judge for
the primary election -Saturday
and I. A. Schoech will be judge
for the tax election Tuesday.

Compared with elections of
past years the coming primary
is a small affair reflecting the
comparative quiet of the political
atmosphere until the last few
weeks. The governor’s race is the
headliner featured by an intensity
that overshadowed all other races
combined. Politicking for other
state offices has been held to a
minimum. The same applies for
local county offices. The ticket
offers two contests for county
wide positions and two contests
for precinct offices.

Comment on the tax election
has been even more scarce than
that on the primary. There's
little indication of what the pub-
lic thinks or whether an active
election can be expected.

Judge
Shelby Fletcher also called the
Enterprise to assure that so far
as the court is concerned Morris
is here to stay.

General opinion here is that
the arrangement to station a
deputy sheriff at Muenster has
given this community the best
law enforcement of its history.
Within a few weeks the town has
seen a vast improvement in driv-
ing habits along with a practical
elimination of speeding, reck-
lessness and other disorderly con-
duct. With a discreet blend of
consideration and firmness Morris
has established himself as a
definite asset to the town.

The deputy is stationed here
on a cooperative arrangement be-
tween the city and the county.
Muenster pays $100 a month to-
ward his salary in return for
which he remains here as the
local representative of the
sheriff’s department. At the same
time he is subject to call for
other duties assigned by the de-
partment. His car is equipped
with 2-way radio to keep him in
contact with the sheriff's office.

Facts on 30c Tax
Raise Presented
By Commissioners

Whether to vote for or against
the proposed 30 cent county tax
to create a fund for buying high-
way right-of-way and building
roads, that's the question. Nobody
likes a raise in taxes. Likewise
nobody likes to see the county
lose good road projects or dis-
continue its FM road progress
for lack of funds. .

For the benefit of people who
are mulling the proposal over in
their minds, the Cooke County
Commissioners Court this week
pointed out the significant facts.

The first of these is that the
tax is not a new one. It used to
be part of the state tax but was
dropped in 1951 following ap-
proval of an amendment in 1950
to let counties take jurisdiction
over the road fund. Had that been
done immediately there would
have been no change in anyone's
tax. As it stands now, people
have saved that tax for two years,
even though the money is needed
as urgently as before.

The next point is that the tax
is subject to the homestead law
exemption. It is not levied on the
first $3,000 of wvaluation of a
homestead. So the homestead
valued at $3,000 or less isn't as-
sessed a cent, Homesteads valued
above are assessed only on the
valuation above $3,000.

As regards the purpose, County
Auditor Tom Hayes said that
about one fourth of the proposed
!reven_ue is intended to retire
present indebtedness on highway
77 right-ofsway bonds and also
to retire precinct debts. This
amount, now taken out of pre-
cinct road and bridge funds,
leaves an inadequate working
capital.

The balance of the revenue for
the next four years is intended
™o provide right-of-way for im-
provements on Highway 82. A
$900,000 four lane project from
Gainesville to the Grayson County
line now awaits such a clear-
ance and a similar project to the
Montague county line is expected
to follow. Hayes said that the
Federal Government requires a
traffic count -of 4,000 daily to ap-
prove a 4-lane road, and the count
now is about 4800 east of Gaines-
ville and about 3800 west of
Gainesville.

From then on money would be-
come available for precinct road
work, including construction of
black top roads. It was also dis-
closed that 30 cents is the max-
imum tax authorized by passage
of the proposal. The full rate
need not be assessed if commis-
sioners feel it is nct needed.

Recalls Early History

Mr. Bayer can vividly recall
early day history much of which
he helped make. He saw two
churches destroyed by storms,- a
third one torn down and the
erection of the present mag-
nificent building.

When it rained and mud
was hub-deep it took longer, often
into the night.

The Katy Railroad was hauling
freight too, and there was a depot
here, he explains, but he could
haul cheaper and he'd deliver to
the store or to homes, so he got
most of the business.

Of a friendly, good humored
nature, and knowing practically
everyone in the community, he
enjoys talking and visiting with
oldsters and youngsters alike.

He has five sons and two
daughters: Frank, George, Martin
and Johnny Bayer, Mrs. Victor
Hartman and Mrs. Norbert Kle-
ment, all of Muenster, and Al
Bayer of Gainesville; 50 grand
children and 15 great-grandchil-
dren.

HISTORIES TELL US about
the millions who have lived be-
fore us. Today these figures are
not a shapeless mass of statistics.
Every man and woman who ever
lived is living still; either in the
glory of heaven with their loving
God, or in the eternal separation
from the presence of their just
God, or in the state of walting
and purification, that prepara-
tion for the happiness of heaven
called purgatory.

“The soul is immortal.” Each
of us is destined to live for all

may be relatively long or short,
relatively joyous or sad. What-
ever they are, our days on earth
are llke the shadow of a cloud
that vanishes with the wind’s
passing.

TO REALIZE our soul's im-
mortality, then, is to realize the
true scale of values; to realize
the overpowering truth of
Christ's words, “How is a man
better for it, if he gains the
whole world at the cost of losing
his own soul?”

The old pagan rule of life had
been, “Eat, drink, and be merry,
for tomorrow we die.” Then
Christ came, and aded, “But ai-
ter death the judgement” —
judgement on man’'s immortal
soul.

Cooperators with the Upper Elm-
Red Soil Conservation District
who have had terraces staked on
their sloping cropland are J. J.
Hartman 4,000 feet; Hugo Lutken-
haus 2,500 feet; Wilfred Reiter
4,500 feet.

Reiter’s terraces were run in
a field where old terraces had
apparently been “eyeballed” in
years ago. He built several ter-
races in this same field last year
and says the broad easily farmed
channel type terraces have not
caused trouble while the old ter-
races were a problem every time
it rained. He wants to complete
the terrace system in this field
with more channel type terraces
and plans to build them him-
self with a three-disk plow and
the island method of construction.

Many fields in the Muenster
area are beginning to take on a
darker color as chisels and plows
swing into full scale operation.
In many cases field cultivators or
chisels are being used to good
advantage as crop residues are
being left on the soil surface to
protect the soil from beating
rains that are bound to come. At
the same time the'soil is opened
up to a good depth so that water

crops.

Heat records and clover seed
yields have toppled the past week
and as the mercury soared so did
clover seed yields. Lonnie Young
reported that he ‘combined 12
acres of Madrid sweet clover on
Mrs. F. S. Mitchell’s farm north
of Saint Jo for Leon Young.
Lonnie figured he had at least
10,000 popuds of seed since he
got 13 full hoppers of clover seed
from the 12 acres. This was

'Leon's first experience with

clover and he found, as have
many others, that it pays to
farm the conservation way.

In the same vicinity Wright
Embry harvested 8,000 pounds of
Madrid clover seed from 23 acres.
A. E. Leslie has combined one
thousand pounds of Madrid clover
seed and 3,000 pounds of vetch
seed. Joe Knauf harvested ap-
proximately 5,000 pounds of
Madrid clover seed on his own
farm and 1,500 pounds on the
Henry Pick farm.

“Others who reported good seed
yields are B. C. Redman who had
Madrid clover and Buddy Dunn
of Dye Mound who harvested
4,500 pounds of vetch seed.

year. Which means that whether
on a bonded project or on a pay-
as-we go project, the city will
be able to handle the financing
without raising taxes.

So, one way we use current
revenue to build one thing after
another, the other way we use it
to retire bonded indebtedness. The
only difference in the long run is

that the bond provides the im-
provements much sooner but will
cost a few thousand more in
interest. That's assuming that
prices stay as they are, of course.
If prices should continue rising
it may cost more to do it the
slow way.

One proposed plan that seems
to have a lot of merit is to vote
on authorizing a bond issue for
as much as $50,000. If it passes
the city can issue bonds for as
much as its needs, not necessarily
the full amount, and take care of
the projects that are most urgent-
ly needed, Some of those things
are the swimming pool, expan-
sion in the water and sewer sys-
tems, and additional paving. All
should be done. All can be done
soon if the city does not have to
wait for money to accumulate,

Another favorable factor in the
bond plan is the present low rate
of interest. Bonds now are going
for about three per cent. Assum-
ing the city sold the $50,000 issue,
the first year's interst would be
$1,500, and if principal were re-
tired at $5,000 a year the interest
would drop $150 every year.

And there's another considera-
tion, too. If the town continues
its present rate of growth,
revenue will increase proportion-
ately. Very likely the debt can
be retired well ahead of schedule.

The important thing is that a

bond will allow lots of improve- |

ments without increasing the tax

load. And it's the only way we |

can have things we need without
waiting a long time.
