In the course of our daily lives
practically all of us have to de-
cide at some time whether to go
into debt for an essential or de-

sired improvement, or to hold
out until we have the cash to
pay for what we want. A farmer
does it when he considers a new
tractor or a new barn. A merchant
does it when he thinks of adding
a new line. A wage earner does
it when he decides on his own
home rather than renting.

It’s a normal, every-day occur-
rence. And invariably when a
person decides on his wants he
starts figuring the angles. How
much interest will he pay be-
fore getting out of debt? What are
the prospects of gavings or earn-
ings to offset the cost of interest?
What other special advantages
are there to justify the invest-
ment? —

Collectively, as residents of
Muenster, we have come to such
a problem now. We have to make
up our minds whether we want
to go into debt to buy certain es-
sential and desired improvements
or whether we'll take our time
and get them little by ‘little as
our future finances allow. That's
the real meaning of the bond is-
sue election on which qualified
voters will cast their ballots
Saturday. Projects which are pro-
posed for financing by the bond
are essential. Muenster will have
them sooner or later, it will pay
for them one way or another.

In case there are any doubts
about this, let's think them over |
for a few moments. The water
system needs more mains not |
only for future building but also |
for quite a number of homes that |
are inadequately served now. In}
some cases several

houses are |
connected by a small feeder pipe
which cannot possibly accom-
modate all at the same time.
Worse still, they are so far from
the main, and a fire hydrant, that
they do not get adequate fire pro-
tection. Besides, the pumping
system, though fine under normal
conditions, does not have the
spare capacity for an emergency.
If a pump had failed during the
summer peak load the one re-
maining pump could not have
kept up with demand and the fire
department might have been
caught short in case of a fire.

The same applies to the sewer
system. The capacity of the dis-
posal plant has been reached.
Expansion is necessary there if
drainage from the plant is to
meet the state’s prescribed
standards. At the same time there
are a number of houses that can-
not be served by the present line.
They are located just beyond the
ridge in the west part of town,
at a lower level than present
connections. Those homes, and all |
others to be built in the area,
need another line to the west
and south of town.

Present welfare and future
growth demand these projects.
In addition there will be other
extensions of water and sewer.
mains as building continues. The
city has no choice in the matter.
The improvements have to be
built and they will be built.

With that phase of the subject
settled, the next problem is how
to go about getting the job done.
Do we prefer to borrow the
money, by a bond issue, and
tackle the whole job as a single
project, or to handle each job
piecemea] as we acquire the
funds from normal city revenue?

If we do the job in one pro-
ject, we'll have to pay interest
on borrowed money. However,
compensating savings can also
be expected because it is a gen-
eral rule that one large job costs
less than the same work broken
into several small jobs. Another
factor is that the new facilities
would be available earlier, hence
would start earning revenue
earlier. Another important con-
sideration is the earlier removal
of fire and health hazards. It's
hard to put one's finger on cash
value here, although the cash
loss as well as human misery
would be considerable in case
fire or sickness that might have
been prevented by adequate
water protection or adegquate
sanitation. Actually, it’s a fair
guess that cost will run about the
same one way or the other. If
that's true the deciding factors
should be the conveniente and
safety of having the facilities
available earlier.

The same applies to the swim-

ming pool. Though it cannot be

With the arrival and installa-
tion of remaining carved oak
items, only one small detail re-
mains incomplete in the new
Sacred Heart Church. A base trim
of marble is still lacking for the
communion rail, the pulpit and
the altar of the St. Joseph’s
shrine at the left side of the
nave,

A shipment received Monday
from LaCrosse, Wis., contained a
pulpit, an altar and shrine of the
Blessed Mother, an altar and
shrine of Saint Joseph, and a
panel serving as a base decora-
tion for the large crucifix on the
front wall.

Like previously installed ar-
ticles, all the new arrivals are
carved white oak. St. Mary’s
shrine features a minimum of
scroll work and emphasizes a re-
lief carving of the Blessed Mo-
ther on a panel over the altar.
The St. Joseph's shrine has an
elaborately carved panel rising a
foot above the back of the altar
and topped with a carved statue
of St. Joseph in the center and
carved figurines of angels on
pedestals at either side.

City Taxpayers to
Vote Saturday on
Improvement Bond

Resident taxpayers of Muenster
who have paid their 1953 poll
tax will vote Saturday on a pro-
posal to authorize the issue of

bonds to finance sewer and .
waterwiorks improvement pro-
jects.

The election will be held in the
city hall between 8 a.m. and 7
p.m. with I. A. Schoech as elec-
tion judge. It was called by the
city council in response to a
petition bearing 73 signatures and
submitted to the council about
two months ago.

The ballot presents two sep:=
arate propositions. One concerns
a bond issue of $25,000 to fi-
nance waterworks improvement,
the other concerns a bond of
$25,000 to finance sewer improve-
ment.

Each also specifies a tax to sup-
port the retirement of the bonds
on schedule. Members of the city
council point out, however, that
the clauses do not authorize ad-
ditional tax but rather authorize
the city to make provision out
of its present tax structure. They
point out further that the city
tax rate is as high as it can go
now. An additional tax could not
be authorized.

Another point explained by the
council is that the proposal, if
approved authorizes a bond issue
up to the specified amoéunt on
each proposition but does not

| specify that the full amount will

be used.

The method of procedure, if the
vote is favorable, is to issue the
full amount of bonds, which will

be held by the city and sold as

funds are needed. The purpose is
to avoid paying interest on money
that is not actually in use. Fur-
thermore, the city is confident
that it can complete each of the
projects on considerably less than
the full authorized sum.

Another plan is to make all
bonds subject to recall after a
specified date, which has been
suggested as Jan. 1, 1960. This
will enable the city to retire its
debt ahead of schedule whenever
genera] fund finances permit and
eliminate as much interest cost
as possible.

The city also proposes to let
local investors have the first op-
portunity to buy the bonds.

Finally, it is proposed that all
construction be done by local
men as fast as physical circum-
stances permit. Procedure is to
differ from that of the past only
in that the job will not be held
up by finances. As a starter the
city will sell some of the bonds,
probably $10,000 worth, and work
unti] the fund runs out, then sell
more bonds to continue the job.
In that way it expects to hold
interest costs to a minimum.

One point the city emphasizes
is that both improvement pro-
jects are essential and will have
to be done either by bond issue
or by the slower pay as we go
method. Furthermore it believes
that the extra interest cost can
be offset by various savings along
with greater convenience and
protection.

One factor is the lower con-
struction cost when the job can
be handled as a single project
rather than several small projects.
Another is the additional revenue
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that can be collected by earlier
use of the facilities. Still another
is the insurance saving to some
home owners who are more than
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500 feet from a fire hydrant. !

Everyone beyond that distance is
penalized now.

By way of explaining how bad-
ly the improvements are needed,
the council points out that the
same water system which served
180 meters in 1946 now serves
320 meters. The same applies to
the sewer. Mains and disposal

plant built in 1940 are now loaded |

to capacity and quite a number
of homes cannot be reached for
service.

Accordingly, the election is not
a means of deciding whether or
not improvements will be made.
They have to be built regardless.
Rather the voters will determine
whether the improvements will
be available soon or whether the
desired convenience and protec-
tion will be denied for a while
longer to residents beyond reach
of present facilities.

Likewise the swimming pool
Though not as essentia] as the
other projects, it is rated as very
desirable for the welfare and
continued growth of the city. If
bonds are approved to finance
waterworks and sewer improve-

ment the pool can be built earlier |

out of the city’s general fund.
Otherwise it will have to wait
longer. Again it is not a question
of whether the project will be
built, but when.

Poor Posture Can

Cause Poor Health

AUSTIN—The question, “How
do you stand?” is being asked of
voters all over Texas. When Dr.
Henry A Holle, State Health Of-
ficer asks, it has nothing to do
with politics but with your own
personal health, An honest answer

| may start you on the road to

better health.

Bad posture should be corrected
because it may contribute to
many physical ailments. When
posture is poor, internal organs
are shoved out of position, fore-
ing them to operate under stress
and strain. Nerves are restricted
and remain tense. One part of the
body that is out of position forces

another part out of line, to com-

| pensate for the off-balance. This
| crowds and shoves the body

organs out of place so that none
of them can function effectively.
For example, drooped shoulders
flatten the chest and crow# the
lungs and heart. This forces the
diaphragm down, and pushes the
stomach and other organs out of
place.

When the lungs are crowded,
the blood stream cannot receive
a sufficient supply of oxygen.
Without enough oxygen, you may
tire easily, have indigestion and
little energy. In fact, poor posture
may interfere with many body
functions. It may cause some of
the complaints that distress other-
wise healthy men, women, and
children. So you can see that your
general state of health and your
capacity for happy and effective
living are closely tied up with
body balance.

It is important for children as
well as adults to maintain good
posture. Good body balance is a
part of a good health, just as are
good nutrition, cleanliness, exer-
cise, and sufficient rest. As a part
of their general education in good
health habits, chidren should be
taught good posture. And of
course, because children are such
imitators, parents and teachers
should set them a good example.

In work and play, be aware of
your posture, Walk with a springy
step. When you sit, sit straight—
letting the back of the chair
support your lower back. In sit-
ting, standing, and walking, make
yvourself as straight as you can.
Hold your head up, chest up, ab-
domen in and your spine in a
straight line. This may require
effort and concentration at the
beginning, but if you become
posture conscious, you can make
good posture a habit. And, re-
member, an attractive, alert ap-
pearance depends upon it.

A Red Target

It is well to observe that
wherever the Communists have
sought to seize control of a na-

in nation after nation. Why have
teachers and students in these
nations been such easy prey for
‘the Communist propagandists?

(are a few thoughts on it:

Teachers represent a profession
built largely upon scholarship—
i education out of books and life
in the cloistered atmosphere of
the campus. Communist writers
are cunning; they paint glowing
'pictures of a “paradise” for “the
intellectual workers” — as the
teachers are called. Students as
a rule are idealistic; all are im-
'mature, with plastic minds. The
crooked Communist propaganda
promises an idealistic world, a
'world of comparative ease, with-
jout conflict, and with economic
,plenty for all. In s0 many coun-
{tries, the students and teachers
igetting this Communist come-on
-have not developed a genuine re-
spect for the existing govern-
mental and economic system,
whatever its merits or demerits
‘may be. Therefore, they have
little, if any, resistance against
the propaganda.

In America Too

The Communists and Socialists
in America have directed much
of their propaganda at students
|and teachers. That's why I have
|been recommending for years
ithat we strengthen American
‘citizenship education throughout
tour entire school system. Several
years ago the Brookings Institu-
tion searched for but failed to
find a single high school or col-
lege economics textbook which
favorably compared the Ameri-
can private enterprise system
with other systems. Recently,
however, educators have been de-
manding textbooks which con-
tain the favorable facts about our
system.

At Harding College in Searcy,
several textbook projects are
underway. In these projects
scores of texts now in use have
been studied. Some of the books
contain brazen propaganda
against the American system;
others subtly undermine basic
{ American principles. It is a
genuine pleasure to find a book
written by persons who obvious-
ly love America and respect its
constitution and basic economic
principles. Such a book is Funda-

before they leap Into waters over
their heads. Wise men will study,
and discuss, but they seldom
argue.

This does not mean that in the
lives of individuals there will be
no honest questioning. For this,
followed by careful study and
prayer, is essential in the search
for truth. But we must not be
like Pilate who asked, “What is
Truth?”, and then did not stay
to learn.

THERE ARE CERTAIN PRIN-
CIPLES which must be kept in
mind in questioning of this kind.
First of all we must recognize
that the Bible is not, and was
not meant to be a book of
science. It is primarily a book
about God, and man’s relations
with Him and his fellowman.

We must not forget that the
Bible was written for simple,
non-scientific folk of a long past
time. We cannot hope to under-
stand all its meaning except as
it is seen against a study of the
age for which it was intended.

THE ORDER OF EVENTS in
the Bible is often logical or
psychological and not chronolog-
fcal. What is in the Bible is
true, but not all that is true is
in the Bible.

The Bible is got easy to In-
terpret but no fumber of diffi-
culties will ever make an error.
Truth will never conflict with
itself.

. Soil Conservation
Notes

The planting of vetch, peas and
alfalfa for soil protection and im-
provement continued this week in

the Muenster area of the Upper |

Elm-Red Soil Conservation dis-
trict as cooperators made im-
portant gains toward their goal
of proper land use and treat-
ment of each acre in accordance
with its needs for protection and
improvement.

District -land owners are using
winter legumes to halt the march
of soil depletion and soil erosion.
District owned combination drills
are being thrown into the fight
and are being used daily to
spread soil building legumes and
fertilizers on both cultivated and
pasture lands to furnish a green
cover to build up and protect the
soil.

Vetch is being used in many
pastures and waterways to add
nitrogen to the soil and supply
extra cover and winter grazing.
Vetch grows at a time when sum-
mer grasses are dormant and does
not compete with the grasses. It
adds needed nitrogen and or-
ganic matter to the soil and gives
the grass a needed boost in
growth,

District cooperators around
Muenster who are using vetch to
improve their pastures include
Paul Fisher, Ike Fulton, Wilfred
Reiter, Frank Bayer, Paul Sick-
ing, E. T. Stormer and Paul
Endres.

The nitrogen added to the
soil by the peas will greatly in-
crease corn yields.

Waterways have been marked
and the land prepared for sod-
ding and seeding grasses on the

ways will be planted to grasses
next spring and will serve as
safe terrace outlets when they
are well established.

Ponds for livestock water have
recently been completed on the
Perkins farm operated by Joe
Sturm and on the Marysville
ranch of C. J. Fette.
