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Adlai Stevenson, the man who
tried to wise crack his way into 
the White House, seems to be 
convinced that he can fast talk 
the recent “brink of war” state­
ment by Secretary of State Dul­
les into quite a political issue.

In that he is enthusiastically 
joined by lots of the old New 
Dealers who have a guilty feel­
ing about their party’s record of 
getting the country into war and 
are trying desperately to con­
vince voters that the opposition 
party is equally guilty of expos­
ing the country to danger.

So goes it in politics, especial- 
• ly in a general election year, j 

Had the remark been made a 
year or two ago it probably 
would not have received a tenth 
of the attention. Now, however, 
there’s the chance of shaking 
public confidence in the adminis­
tration’s foreign policy and the 
subject becomes an ideal politi­
cal football.

As the yackety yack goes on.
we are pleased to note, the ef- j 
feet of the criticism is gradually 
fizzling out. Enough people are 
understanding that being on the 
verge of war was not just a mat­
ter of flirting with danger but 
rather of calming down a bully 
by calling his bluff. The idea 
Dulles is putting over, in spite 
of his critics, is that we stood 
pat when the reds were acting 
and talking tough.

That put us on the brink of 
war. In effect our State Depart 
ment said “go ahead if you are 
looking for trouble.” If reds had 
accepted the challenge we’d have 
been in war. It was that close.

Formosa, to mention only one 
of the three cases, is a perfect 
example. We all remember how 
the Chinese communists howled 
and threatened. O u r country 
chose to back up the National­
ists, and all the while we at home 
were wondering when the shoot­
ing would start. War was too 
close for comfort. We knew it 
then as well as now. We can re­
call aiso that we had demands 
then to pull out and let the reds 
take over. But a vast majority 
of people were proud of our 
country’s firmness. They be­
lieved it was time to take a firm 
stand.

Suppose we had avoided that
brink of war. Does anyone 
doubt what situation would pre­
vail in Asia today if we had re­
treated and left the few remain­
ing champions of freedom ex­
posed to the overwhelming pow­
er of communism. People who 
criticize Dulles for his remark 
certainly do no credit to their 
own judgment or to the nation’s 
spirit of integrity and honor. In 
effect they are saying they’d 
have preferred to let commun­
ism advance its conquest and to 
see America shirk its responsi­
bility.

As if these circumstances were
not enough, the critics also re­
veal their pathetic ignorance of 
history. Every man in politics 
should remember what happened 
when nations were avoiding the 
brink of war in the thirties. Hit­
ler made threats and demands 
and the rest of Europe conceded. 
Eventually he considered him­
self invincible and the other 
countries, weakened by avoiding 
the brink of war several times 
before, were in serious troubles. 
We had to rescue Europe from 
its folly. And still the critics are 
howling at Dulles for not mak­
ing the same mistake.

Even more recently, we can
see the folly of America’s avoid­
ing the brink of war in the 
Korean fiasco. Remember, w e 
were doing police action for the 
UN, trying to hold the reds in 
Korea rather than fight back as 
MacArthur advised. We took the 
advice of our pussy foot diplo­
mats and avoided the brink of a 
threatened war with communism. 
So the reds claimed North 
Korea and we lost prestige all 
over Asia. Still the shallow 
thinkers critize our stepping up 
to the brink of war and calling 
the red bluff.

From here it seems that criti­
cism, if any, should be directed 
at our country’s failure to go far­
ther than it did. We might have 
given the Chinese Nationalists 
the support they wanted in their 
eagerly awaited fight to liberate 
t h e  Chinese mainland. Some 
very competent military men 
are convinced that the undertak­
ing would have been successful. 
If so, our present worries with 
the red menace in Asia would

What’s Funny About the Comics?
By Lois Higgins, Director of the Illinois Crime Prevention Bureau

TODAY we rejoice that the 
dreaded disease of polio seems 
not much longer for this world. 
But while we glory in its demise, 
we find ourselves faced with 
more insidious cripplers that 
contaminate the minds uf our 
children,—appealing to their sus­
ceptible immaturity, stimulating 
their curiosity, glamorizing the 
unbridled satisfaction of animal 
urges, misguiding their moments 
o f fantasy t o 
nebulous climat­
es where crime, 
horror and orgy 
prevail.

The answer, of 
course, is pre­
vention—24 hour 
prevention with 
the tactical pro­
cedures u n d e r  
constant study Higgins 
and change to quel! the new 
gimmicks as they appear. Would 
that Dr. Salk could find some 
similar serum to protect Amer­
ica's boys and girls against the 
poison-mongers whose parasitic 
merchandise means emotional 
chaos, anti-social behavior, dis­
honor, and ultimate loss of the 
priceless privileges of citizenship.

ONE OF THE WORST Of these 
cripplers is the “crime comic." 
Wearing cinemascope versions of 
the formats of the “funnies’’, 
the only part of the newspaper 
most of us were interested in 
as kids, these germ-laden trash 
sheets actually present crime, 
horror, and violence to the 
youngster seeking a dime’s worth 
of relaxation and fun.

Of course, crime and horror 
books represent but a fraction 
of the comic book Industry. 
Some comic book publishers

have never put out the object­
ionable variety and are not in­
terested in doing so. The car­
toonists, whose happy characters 
give us many a hearty laugh, 
liven the serious content of out 
daily and 8unday newspapers.

BUT THE DANGEROUS “com­
ics”, the real cripplers, are the 
ones which offer short courses 
in murder, robbery, rape, can­
nibalism, sadism and virtually 
every other form of crime, de­
generacy, and horror.

Sometimes these “comics" 
carefully map out the minutest 
details of a crime. They glam­
orize criminality to the end 
that crime does pay if one is 
sufficiently ruthless and clever; 
killing is viewed as a proper 
means of developing self-con­
fidence.

THE EFFECT of all this on a 
child is obvious. Often he is 
tempted to imitate what he 
reads; he certainly becomes 
more inclined to antisocial be­
havior.

Prevention is the united re­
sponsibility of all our citizens. 
Comic book publishers should be 
made to keep the high standards 
we have a right to expect. Par­
ents’ and citizens’ groups have 
already exercised a splendid in­
fluence In this regard.

EVEN YOUNGSTERS them­
selves have shown a serious- 
minded willingness to tackle the 
problem. We oldsters can give 
these boys and girls, tor what 
it’s worth, the benefit of our 
experiences and skills. All these 
added to their God-given 
strength, intelligence, fortitude, 
and dedication will keep our 
country sound.

Car License Tags 
For '56 Arrive; Go 
On Sale February 1

Cooke county’s tax office has 
received its allotment of new 
1956 car license plates which go 
on sale Feb. 1 and must be on 
all motor vehicles by April 1, 
according to Tax Assessor-Col­
lector Rafe Piper.
The new tags reverse last year’s 

color scheme with the letters 
and numerals in gold on a back­
ground of black and two major 
changes in design give the li­
cense plates a new and different 
look.

The tag is one and a half 
inches longer than previously 
and the two designating letters 
are lined up with and the same 
size as the numerals. The change 
makes the plate easier to read. 
In the past the two letters used 
to designate counties were half 
the size of the numbers and were 
placed one over the other.

Cooke county passenger car 
licenses will be recognized by 
the letters DZ and EA. The ship­
ment in the tax collector’s office 
begins with DZ-9100 and runs 
through DZ-9999. After these 
899 tags are used the next group 
will read EA-10 through EA-8099.

In addition to the 8900 pas­
senger car license plates the tax 
office has on hand the following 
number of tags for o t h e r  ve­
hicles: 1640 for trucks, 1590 for 
farm trucks, 175 for truck-trac­
tors, 600 for trailers, 150 for 
house trailers, 100 for motor­
cycles, 125 for dealers and five 
for city busses.

During 1955 a total of 8790 
passenger car tags were sold. 
These 1955 tags will continue to 
be sold for new car registrations 
until Feb. 1.

Soil Conservation 
Notes

Construction work has begun 
on three flood prevention reser­
voirs south of Muenster. The 
three structures are on tribu­
taries of Elm Creek and are lo­
cated on the Ben Voth and the 
Voth Brothers farms.

These three reservoirs repre­
sent another step forward in the 
Upper Elm-Red Soil Conserva­
tion district’s upstream flood 
prevention program. The up­
stream program is based on a 
series of small reservoirs begin­
ning on head waters of streams 
to stop flood waters before they 
become raging, destructive tor­
rents.

The reservoirs will catch flood 
waters and release them slowly 
so that channels below can han­
dle the run-off without over­
flowing.

The three reservoirs under con­
struction are being built by the 
Bayou Construction Company of 
Houston. Each reservoir has ap­
proximately 500 acres drainage 
area above it. The three have a 
total of 222,500 cubic yards of 
dirt to be moved and will cost 
$101,222.18 to complete. Each 
structure will create a small 
lake of some eight or nine acres 
which can be used as the land- 
owner desires.

Seven such fldod prevention

reservoirs have already been 
built on Elm Creek. They con­
trol a total of 1§,060 acres of 
run-off and hatfe already been 
credited with stopping a minor 
overflow of Elm Creek last 
spring. . '

In the Muenster-Saint Jo  area 
the district program calls for 
five more such reservoirs on 
Elm Creek, five on Brushy Elm 
and five on Upper Dry Elm 
creek. When the program is com­
pleted the danger of floods on 
t h e  highly productive bottom­
land fields along these creeks as 
well as towns, roads and houses 
below the sites will be protected 
from damaging flood waters.

Big Market Seen 
In Electrical Aids 
For Nation's Farms

COLLEGE STATION — An 
estimated $24 billion will be 
spent by farmers of the nation, 
for electrical appliances an d  
equipment during the period 
from 1956-1975. This amounts to 
an average of $5,300 per farm.

The estimates are from a rural 
market study just completed by 
the Rural Electrification Ad­
ministration and containes esti­
mates for the total number of 
U. S. farms whether served by 
REA borrowers or other utilities.

Purchases during th e  next 
f i v e  years are expected to 
amount to about $5.3 billion and 
for the following 10 years to 
around $11.3 billion. The study 
is based on previous estimates 
that the power requirements of 
REA financed systems will near­
ly double by 1956 and triple by 
1975. It also assumes there will 
be no drastic changes in income, 
prices and technology and that 
the number of farms based on 
Census definitions will decline 
by 15 percent during the next 
20 years.

Expenditures for 27 items are 
estimated in the study. Lights 
and house wiring will be the best 
sellers. Refrigerators are second; 
television receivers third; wash­
ing machines fourth and in ord­
er are plumbing and related fa­
cilities, home freezers and elec­
tric ranges.

In the farm equipment group, 
milk coolers and water pumps 
are expected to be the top sell- 
e r s. Milking machines, drill 

I presses, fractional horsepower 
motors, livestock watering equip­
ment, power saws, feed grinders, 
chicken brooders, tool grinders 

• and dairy water heaters follow 
I in order.

Texas farmers, during th e  
1 1956-60 period, are expected to 
1 spend about $179 million for 
I electrical appliances and equip- 
]ment and for the 1961-65 period 
about1' $204 millions. California 
is expected to be the top market 
for appliances and equipment 
and sales for the next five years 
are estimated at $297 millions.

This expansion is more evi­
dence of how farmers are using 
electricity to cut production costs 
and make their efforts more ef­
ficient and life more enjoyable.

Early Vaccination 
For Polio Urged by 
Health Department

AUSTIN — State Health Com­
missioner Henry A. Holle today 
appealed to Texas parents to 
have their children vaccinated 
now as protection against polio 
this spring and summer. j

“The polio season starts early j 
in Texas,” the Commissioner 
warned.

“This year, for the first time in 
history, w e have a vaccine 
against the disease on hand be­
fore the Texas season opens in 
earnest in mid-April.”

Dr. Holle said the vaccine’s ef­
fectiveness to date has been 
“gratifying.”

“Official records show para­
lytic polio during 1955 struck 
six times more frequently among 
unvaccinated c h i l d r e n  than

among those who received pre­
scribed amounts of the vaccine 
at- the proper intervals.”

Three shots are said to give a 
high level of protection against 
polio: the second shot given one 
month after the first shot, and 
the third shot following seven 
months later.

According to that schedule, all 
Texas children who received 
second shots summer or fall are 
now ready to have their third 
Shot.

The success of the vaccine wds 
announced April 12, 1955, after 
exhaustive nationwide studies. 
But by then countless numbers 
of children had already been ex­
posed in a rising seasonal inci­
dence. Result; 1955 was pretty 
much an ordinary year for polio 
for the nation as a whole, despite 
the fact that Texas’ 1955 season 
was below the 5-year median.

Too, vaccine was in short sup-

| ply during those early days, and 
production difficulties unsettled 
public confidence in the product.

Both these problems have since 
been overcome, Dr. Holle pointed 
out. Supplies a r e  increasing 
daily, and, concerning produc­
tion safeguards, “health an d  
inedical men agree that the vac­
cine is as safe as human hands 
can make it.”
