Work Advances on 
Changes at School 

People of California voted 
strong for Proposition 13 and 
people of the entire nation 
reacted with greater enthus-
iasm than they do about 
their own selections or issues. 
The reason is that they are 
weary of taxes. They identify 
themselves with the California 
voters who decided to rid 
themselves of a big portion 
of burden. They look forward 
to the time when such relief 
will come their way. 

Not all are happy, however. 
While some are rejoicing, 
other Californians are griev-
ing about possibly becoming 
victims of the swing to econ-
omy. They are the guys and 
gals on the state's payroll or 
enjoying fat income from the 
lavish spending program. 

While sympathizing with 
people who will be financially 
hurt, the nation needs to be 
realistic about these things. 
It is high time to eliminate 
thousands who have soft jobs 
with big salaries, and even 
more so those'other thousands 
who do the needless jabs cre-
ated by bureaucrats to per-
petuate their own employ-
ment. 

We refer to those who de-
mand all kinds of reports 
from American business. First 
of all they impose enormous 
expense on the firms that 
have to fill out the reports 
and then they impose on us 
taxpayers for the expense of 
processing all the reports. 

We have no complaint about 
gathering data that is vital 
to public welfare, but there 
are limits: such as, studies of 
t h e culture of Australian 
aborigines, or the sex life of 
some exotic bird in the jungle 
of South America. The waste 
of such projects can be ex-
cused when conducted by rich 
individuals o r foundations. 
But even then, it is regrett-
able. It seems that such ex-
penditure ought to benefit 
humanity rather than just 
satisfy idle curiosity. 

Another great area of corn. 
plaint is the fact that govern-
ment employment is usually 
both overstaffed and over-
paid. In addition, the federal 
worker gets more holidays 
and a longer vacation than 
either employers or employ-
ees of the private sector . . . 
the people whose tax money 
is paying their salary. And 
don't overlook other fringe 
benefits like pensions and 
hospitalization. T h e simple 
fact is that this favored class 
of people is able to live con-
siderably better than the peo-
ple who support them. That 
kind of arrangement is bas-
ically wrong. 

The nation is grateful to 
California voters for bringing 
this tax issue into the open. 
Hopefully they have started a 
movement that will return 
sanity to all phases of gov-
ernment spending and even 
spark some improvements in 
the private sector. The de-
manded reductions stand as 
a challenge to elected officials 
of California and they carry 
over as a powerful hint to the 
officials of other states. With 
the political pressure now 
existing, smart legislators in 
all the states will start looking 
for ways to save. If they valu e 
their political futures they 
will scratch many useless pro-
jects as well as many useless 
employees. 

This matter of political fore• 

sight can be expected to 
spread also to Washington. 
National senators and repre-
sentatives are equally aware 
of the public mood, knowing 
that they are expected to work 
out similar economies at the 
federal level. 

In fact, the word from Cali-
fornia applies more to them 
than to any state officials. 
One need only to compare 
state and federal taxes to 
realize that Washington has 
more and bigger opportunities 
for trimming. 

The very first matter need-
ing attention there is the es-
timated loss of $6.3 to $7.4 bil-
lion in the Department of 
Health Education and Wel-
fare by fraud, abuse and 
waste. This kind of report is 
infuriating to the average tax-
payer who feels he is al-
ready paying too much. It 
means that 5 per cent of the 
massive HEW budget is being 
funneled to crooks. The re-
port applies to the 19'17 bud-
get of $148 billion. At that 
rate, imagine what can be 
goofed off in the 1978 budget 
of $164 billion, or next year's 
proposed budget of $181 bil-
lion.

With construction of the 
kindergarten building com-
plete a t Muenster Public 
School, the next phase of the 
8490,000 improvement and ex-
pansion project is off to a 
good start. 

Workmen are busy remov-
ing walls and partitions lead-
ing to enlargement and re-
modeling of the homemaking 
department.

As Award Winner 
For Achievement 

For the fifteenth time in 
eighteen years Endres Motor 
Company has been selected as 
one of the nation's outstanding 
Ford dealerships and has re-
ceived Ford Motor Company's 
Distinguished A c h ievement 
Award.

• several weeks by last winter's 
severe weather, building ac-
tivity in the community has 
been in high gear all spring. 
At least fifteen new homes 
are either under construction 
or recently completed. While 
those jobs were in progress 
work has also been going on 
at the public school's kinder-
garten building and Fisher's 
store and an addition is just 
starting at the city hall. At 
the same time many roofs 
needed repair or replacement 
after a severe hailstorm, and 
many homes received repairs 
remodeling or paint jobs, 

The project at Fisher's is a 
continuation of expansion that 
has been under way for more 
than a year. The addition in 
1977 was a second floor over 
a previous 24x36 room plus a 
two story annex of 30x36 a 
total of more than 3000 square 
feet. The current job adds a 
space of 18x70. The additional 
space allows more room for 
cutting, freezing, smoking and 
storage in the meat process-
ing department. Also it per-
mits more shelf area and 
more freezer and refrigerater 
cases in the store. 

New homes generally consist 
of varying arrangements of 
the same specifications. They 
have three bedrooms, two 
baths, central heating and 
cooling, brick veneer and 
either single or double at-
tached garage. About half of 
them have fireplaces. 

Construction is now under 
way for Danny Bayer on West 
Ninth, John Cunningham on 
North Cedar, Dave Herres on 
North Maple, John Anderle 
on FM 373 just beyond the 
city limit, Don Hellman and 
Robert Russell south of town, 
Mike Frost in the Southtown 
Addition, Ray Fleitman on 
East Hwy. 82, Dale Bayer and 
Donny Hess northeast o f 

homemaking dep., 	 In 
addition there will be new 
paint for a number of areas 
of the high school and audi-
torium. 

The plan is to haim all of 
the work finished before the 
new school year begins in 
August. 

However that schedule 
cannot apply to the extensive 
athletic field project. The old 
football field will be used as 
usual for the next season, but 
the intention is to have at 
least the track portion of the 
new field ready for the next 
track season. 

Work on that project has 
delayed since early in the 
year, partly by rainy spells 
and partly by the contractor's 
other committments. Accord-
ing to Willie Walterscheid, 
board member, equipment is 
due back any day and the 
area should be shaped up in 
about 10 working days. 

The shaping up process, he 
said, consists of moving dirt 
to the football-track area at 
the east side of the school 
grounds. The level of that sur-
face will be raised sufficiently 
to assure good drainage of the 
field as well as drainage of 
runoff water from the west 
around the north and south 
sides of the field. 

The drainage control will 
be accomplished the soil con-
servation way, he pointed out. 
Grassed terraces in the upper 
end of the field will lead 
drainage water to a shallow 
grassed waterway which 
leads around both north and 
south sides of the field. 

Field specifications will fol-
low UM regulations. The 
football field and track will 
be enclosed by a fence and 
grandstands will be located 
on east and west sides outside 
the fence. The two present 
grandstands will be at the 
east side for visitors and a 
new stand will be built for 
the home crowd at the west. 

Light will be provided by 
four 60 foot poles each with 
15 mercury lights. Outside 
the field, at the south side, 
will be rest rooms and a con-
cession stand. And enclosing 
all that will be another fence, 
located about 200 feet north 
of Seventh Street. Area be-
tween the fence and the 
street will be used for park-
ing.

City Gets $9426 
Sales Tax Check 

The City of Muenster has 
received a check for $9,426.24 
from the state comptroller's 
office as rebate for the city 
sales tax collected here dur-
ing the period ending May 25. 

The check was one of more 
than 900 sent to Texas cities 
for a total of $60.9 million. 
This raised the amount of 
payment to cities to $196.5 
million, a healthy 17.5 per 
cent gain over last year at 
this time. 

The big increase does not 
apply to Muenster, however. 
Up to now in 1978 the city has 
received $26,856.88 as com-
pared with $24,981.23 last year, 
a modest gain of 7 per cent.

City Hall Starts 
On Enlarging and 
Remodeling Job 

Construction on an enlarged, 
remodeled and more dressy 
municipal building, intended 
to do credit to the city, is now 
under -way with Andy Schoech 
supervising the job for the 
city council. 

The building will include 
the city office, a council 
chamber also serving as the 
corporation court, the police 
room and jail, the fire truck 
space and firemen's room, and 
rest rooms. The interior will 
be mostly paneled and exter-
ior will be brick veneer topped 
by a Mansard type roof. And 
it will go along with the lo-
cal German tradition by using 
German style lettering out-
side. 

The changeover job starts 
with a four foot extension at 
the west to :provide a vesti-
bule with one entrance to the 
office and another to the 
council chamber and court 
room. 

The principal addition is at 
the south side and includes 
all of the 44x17 council and 
court room plus additional 
space to provide 27x29 feet of 
area for the two fire trucks. 
North of the fire trucks is the 
27x17 firemen's room. 

Remodeling along the north 
wall (in the present structure) 
will provide rest rooms ad-
joining the office, the jail 
with 2 cells, then the fire-
men's room. The police room, 
in it's present location and 
measuring 20x1I will be be-
tween the court room and 
jail, with an entrance to each. 
Heating and cooling equip-
ment will be in a 9x7 space 
adjoining the office. 

The work is being done by 
the city without benefit of 
architect or contractor, and 
financing is out of current 
revenue . .. no 'bond issue.

After a week of favorable 
weather the local harvest 
season is gradually tapering 
off and is expected (to come to 
a halt during the weekend. 

Delivery of grain has been 
steady but not rushing, most-
ly because some areas, with 
lighter rain last week, finished 
their rush while areas of 
heavy rain were still wailing. 
By Wednesday many farmers 
had finished and weather 
forecasts indicate that others 
can expect to finish without 
further interruption. 

Consensus of the area seems 
to be that the final tally of 
the season is less disappoint-
ing than expected after the 
severe winter followed by 
limited rainfall. Quality is 
below normal but yield is fair. 
In some areas it is good, as 
high as 45 bushels of wheat 
per acre and 75 bushels of 
oats. Overall average is esti-
mated at near 30 for wheat 
and near 60 for oats. 

However price is compen-
sating at least partly for the 
smaller crop. Currently wheat 
is selling at $2.95 a bushel, 
about a dollar over last year's 
average price. The price is 
also an improvement over last 
week's $2.88 per bushel. 

Meanwhile summer wea-
ther is gradually creeping.
