It's characteristic of human
nature to take things for granted,
so it is not surprising that many
of us are unaware of the excep-
tionally fine school system we

have. Asked what he thinks
about it, the average resident
will admit that it is okay, or per-
haps show just a little more en-
thusiasm, but he isn’t at all like-
ly to elaborate on its many mer-
its.

But when a publication of
state wide circulation singles out
our system for a special mention
we sit up and take notice. In-
stinctively we realize that if
something here is good enough
for state wide bragging it should
merit special appreciation from
us

Thats why we should be espec-
ially elated over an article in the
current issue of “Texas School
Business,” a news magazine for
Texas school management. It
presents a detailed story in word
and picture of. what is being
done at Muenster High School,
and lends additional emphasis to
the article by printing a picture
of Superintendent Homsley, since
known hereabouts as “Cover
Boy,” on the front of the maga-
zine.

As evidence that the system
pays off, the article mentions the
large percentage of local gradu-
ates who enter college or nurse’s
training. It also points out the
value of vocational subjects to
students who choose to continue
on the farm. In a nutshell, kids
of Muenster are getting a bet-
ter than average start for adult
life.

Mentioned as one of the out-
standing merits of the local sys-

tem is the cooperation between |

the parochial and the public
school . . . how classes in each
school are open to students of
the other, how both schools gain
by using an independent bus
system.

Praise along that line should
be especially gratifying to those
who urge further coordination of
the two schools. Experience $O |

can work together and expert
opinion agrees that it is smart.
The signs are that we can look
forward to a time when we will
have a single coordinated cur-
riculum which will offer the
greatest possible opportunity that
the combined potential of dis-
trict and parish can provide,

As mentioned above, the ar-
ticle came as a pleasant surprise
to most of us. But it need not
have been surprising . . . at least
not to those who are aware that
Muenster is an exceptional com-
munity. It is inevitable that a
place which strives to improve
itself in so many other ways will
also make progress in its school
system.

On the subject of this other
progress, yours truly takes de-
light in calling attention to the
formal opening of the Cooke
County Electric Cooperative's
new building next Sunday. As a
beautiful structure combining all
the comfort and convenience of
modern design it adds substanti-
ally to the prestige of both the
town and the firm. People are
pointing to it with pride. Muens-
ter regards it as a big commun-
ity asset.

Just as properly the building
might be considered as a symbol
of, or a monument to, several
important factors which went in-
to its making.

First of all it is a monument to
the effort and gumption of a
few determined men who or-
ganized the local REA co-opera-
tive almost two decades ago.
They did a big job of public serv-
ice in soliciting memberships and
easements and completing all the
red tape required for a charter.
Theirs was the original effort and
inspiration which provided the
foundation for the new building.

It is a monument also to the
directors, managers and em-
ployees who extended the co-
op’s service from this commun-
ity to about 3,500 members in
three counties, and kept its fi-
nancial stability out in front of
its growth all the time. From the
very start of their operation they
have been ahead of schedule in
meeting obligations on their debt.
Theirs was the effort and judg-
ment which put a dandy build-
ing on a firm foundation.

While standing as a monument
to the achievements 6f many, this
splendid structure is also a sym-
bol of the better living it has
brought to a few thousand rural
families. Because of the co-op
they have light, heat, refrigera-

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SOCIAL SECURITY SWINDLE
By John T. Flynn

I never thought I would live
to see the day when the govern-
ment of the United States would
become a racket. Politicians, yes!
There is always a good deal of
racketeering in that second old-
est profession. But for our gov-
ernment — Uncle Sam — to
adopt that line is a little disil-
lusioning.

The federal government is in
several rackets. The one least ex-
cusable is the Social Security
racket. This provides for old age
and other pensions for workers
in private industry. It does not

apply to all workers, but it does
to many, many millions. Here is
how it is worked. The boss takes
out of the protected employee’s
pay envelope each month a cer-
tain percentage of his wage and
sends it to the United States
Treasury. The boss pays a cor-
responding amount and this, too,

goes to the Treasury. Thus the
covered workers are provided
with pensions.

This is supposed to be a mu-
tual system. The funds collected
go into a great trust. Thus the
workers who are working, and
their bosses, pay benefits to those
who retire and dependents of
those who die. The wholé opera-
tion is handled by Uncle Sam, as
it should be. But the govern-
ment has fixed the rate so high
that each month the take of the
Social Security Board is enorm-
ous. This very year the govern-
ment will collect in these security
taxes and taxes of other similar
government plans something like
ELEVEN AND A HALF BIL-
LION DOLLARS. The rates are
fixed so high that the wvarious
social security funds in the gov-
ernment’s hands have accumu-
lated on a fantastic scale. At the
present time these funds, old-age,
unergployment and other federal
| pension funds — have accumu-
lated until they amount to some
43 BILLION DOLLARS.

Now what has become of these
43 billion dollars? The govern-
ment has been paying benefits
as they come due, but there is
left some 43 billion in the gov-
{ernment’s hands. Where are these
| fabulous billions? Why your good
old Uncle Sam has borrowed
them. Of course, Uncle Sam does
|no borrowing in fact. The gov-
lernment in Washington borrows
these millions. This means that
Ithe politicians borrow them.
| They borrow them and spend
[them on all those boondoggles
{ which help them to stay in pow-
er.

If you have a policy in a pri-
| vate insurance company, youri
premiums are invested by

the |
{company not in its own stocks |
and bonds, but in the stocks and |
'bonds of other corporations and:
governments. It at any time thei

_ | private insurance company needs |

{funds to meet its obligations, it |
|can convert its investments into |
icash. But if the federal govern-
ment needs money to meet its so-
cial security payments, it would |
have to go back to the workers,
their bosses and the general tax-
payers and tax them all over
again,

The so-called security funds
amounting to 43 billion dollars
are all invested in federal bonds.
The government has spent the
money. To use these bonds to
meet pensions it would have to
go back and tax the people all
over again to get the money
Who would be taxed? Who but
the employers and their workers
who put up the money in the
first place?

Back in the early New Deal
days when all sorts of fantastic
government enterprises were
suddenly popping into life, this
problem of Social Security was
among them. Competent students
at the time warned against these
fantastic funds. This writer re-
calls forcasting that if ever
needed, the money would have
to be collected all over again
from the very people who sup-
plied the money in the first
place. But the temptation to the
politicians who were running the
government to borrow these
funds and spend them on all
sorts of boondoggles was too
powerful to be resisted.

COMMON SENSE is a wonder-
ful thing. Along with our reason
it can answer a lot of questions.
It can teil us a lot about re-
ligion: that God exists, that we
have souls. And it is good to
know that our faith isn't just a
blind trust, that there are rea-
sonable answers.

That's why Jesus Christ came
to earth—to answer the ques-
tions men can’t help but ask.
Jesus came and told men where
they were going and how to get
there. That was His message.

BUT THERE was something
different about the message of
Jesus. He didn't just say He

knew a way, or had some of
the answers. He claimed to be
THE way; THE truth. He de-
manded that people believe in
Him—and only in Him. :

If someone were to come to
your town today and tell you,
“Utiless you believe in me, you
are going to be unhappy for-
ever,” you would call him a fa-
natic. If he told you that his
message was the only true one,
you would call him intolerant.
“What nerve he has,” you would
say, “setting himself up above
everyone that way. Does he
think he is God?”

JESUS CHRIST spoke to men
and told them that He alone was
the Way to heaven. And He not
only thought He was God—He
proved that He was! He claim-
ed to be equal to God, to be His
only-begotten son. He also
worked countless signs and won-
ders, unheard of since. It is im-
possible to believe that God
would have allowed these won-
ders if Jesus were a Yer or a
madman, babbling about His
divinity.

But if Christ was God, and
the Gospels tell us He was, then
His claims are true. When He
told us He had the answers to
life’s problems—the answers we
cannot get on our own — He
meant it. We owe it to ourselves
to examine His teachings to find
out what we must do to gain
heaven. This is the common
sense, the intelligent approach
to religion and the probleras of
life.

AUSTIN,—Another new game
bird, described as ‘“a hair smal-
ler than bobwhite quail,” is being
introduced into Texas in an ef-
fort to bulwark native upland
species.

It is the " seesee partridge
which originated in Pakistan, ac-
cording to the Assistant Director
of Wildlife Restoration of the
Game and Fish Commission. The
first air shipment of sixty-sev-
en seesees is being held in pens
in the Palo Duro Canyon area,
south of Amarillo, where the
fleet birds wHl be released af-
ter they have recovered from
the exhausting flight.

Roof Lifting - - -

keep the two from sticking to-
gether.

While the floor was being
poured stud bolts were imbedded
in the concrete to secure the
pillars. Next the pillars were in-
stalled and each was fitted with |
a heavy steel collar which is to |
serve for lifting and finally for
sapporting the roof in place. As|
the roof is lifted the collars slide |
up the piilar and they are final- |
ly welded in place.

The lifting is accomplished by
means of an electrically powered
hydraulic jack mounted on each
pillar. From each jack two heavy
rods reach down and hook into
the steel collar. When all rig-
ging is complete the jacks are
operated simultaneously from a
central control board so that the
lift at all posts will be uniform.
Controls, wiring and workers, all
ride up with the slab.

As a safety precaution each
jack also has an auxiliary me-
chanical device capable of hold-
ing the load n place in case of
power failure or other trouble.

When the roof is in place each
collar is permanently welded to
the pillar and the project is
ready for its walls.

Lift-Slab is a copyrighted
method of construction de-
veloped and licensed in San An-
tonio. It was first used in 1950
and has been used since then on
258 projects in 30 states and 3
foreign countries. Texas leads
with a total of 83 jobs and Cali-
fornia is next with 40. Some of
the buildings are five stories
high, with a slab for the roof
and each floor above the first, all
lifted int6 position by the Lift-
Slab method.
