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Barry Goldwater’s nomina-
tion as Republican candidate
for the presidency was prac-
tically cinched in Dallas Tues-
day when the party’s state
convention lined up solidly
for him. Still it is slightly less
than a sure thing, as indicated
by the frantic efforts of the
party’s liberal element headed
by Governor Scranton of Penn-
sylvania. There is a chance
that some commitments for
Goldwater are not quite firm
enough to stand pat under
pressure, and the opposition
intends to use plenty of pres-
sure.

Of course the contest also
has another side. It is possible
for some votes to switch the
other way. Weaker pledges
favoring other hopefuls and
some of the unpledged - votes
could come to Goldwater while
other votes are being taken
away from him. So, figuring
the plus and minus factors, it
can be said that Barry is the
overwhelming favorite and al-
most a cinch.

Assuming that the choice
will go as the odds indicate,
the nation this time will have
its best opportunity in modern
history to choose between
liberal and conservative poli-
cies of government. Too often
in former elections there has
been only a choice of party
labels both leaning strongly to-
ward the liberal side.

That choice is almost certain
despite efforts of the Eastern
Tiberals to shape the party
platform to their liking. The
all important fact now is that
Goldwater has become the
symbol of conservatism. The
millions of party members
who expressed their preference
for him were in effect endors-
ing the policies he stands for.
They have already adopted a
party platform. If the conven-
tion changes the platform it
will be deserting its grass
roots members. If Goldwater
were to submit to its pres-
sure he can be sure that grass
roots conservatives of both
parties will in turn desert
him. He's aware of that. Poli-
tical judgment as well as prin-
ciple will prompt him not to
let it happen.

Relative to that situation, it
is interesting to observe that
the anti-conservative propa-
ganda is coming not only from
Republican liberals. Demo-
cratic liberals too have been
hammering away, claiming that
Mr. Conservative doesn’t have
a chance — which is plainly
recognizable as political talk
to scare support away from
him.

The obvious fact is that
Democratic liberals have a
definite motive in helping
promote a liberal nominee for
the opposition party. It would
provide them with a very ef-
fective campaign line: “why
change to a carbon copy of
the policies Democrats already
have?” They know they have
an advantage when voters are
given a mere choice of per-
sonnel with little choice of
principle. Keen political ob-
servers are saying now that
LBJ thinks the same way —
that Goldwater would be his
toughest competition.

Johnson’s concern, further-
more, is substantiated by poli-
tical history of the past few
decades. The record shows that
Republicans made their best
showing in elections when
their party was dominated by
conservatives. Those were the
years when the GOP made its
gains in both houses of con-
gress and state governorships.
It is a significant fact indicat-
ing that Goldwater looks like
the best choice for the party.

Most important is the fact
that his nomination will be the
best for the nation. It will give
voters the best break they
have had in many years — the
opportunity of a eclear-cut
choice. If the majority of them
want a change in government
policy they have the opportun-
ity to get it. It's important that
people be given that choice
rather than just two similar
versions of the same old thing.

Equally important is the
relative strength of conserva-
tism and liberalism to be re-
vealed in the election. Regard-
less of who wins the election,
it will be good to know how
people feel, which they cannot
show unless they have a clear
choice.

Because of that, Goldwater
can do his country a greater
service even as a loser that a
liberal Republican can as a
winner. He can show how
many people want the changes
he favors, how many are be-
hind the appeal for more con-

One of Muenster’s
Poorer Harvests

One of the poorer harvest
seasons for this community in
recent years is almost ended.
Reports from local grain buy-
ers indicate that most farmers
have finished the job and the
others have less than 10 per
cent of their crop left.

Development of a bad case
of rust during the maturing
season caused the slump in
yield. Excessive moisture dur-
ing several weeks of damp
weather caused the trouble,
especially in better quality
land. Soil that held moisture
well held too much of it. Nor-
mally poorer land was not hurt
by excessive moisture and pro-
duced better quality grain.

Wheat yields varied from a
miserable 6 bushels per acre
to as high as 35. Barley and
oats likewise ranged from
very poor to good. Overall,
the community’s crop was con-
siderably below normal,

City Equalization

Work Begins on

24 Block Project
Of City Pavement

This city’s paving project
has been in motion since last
week Thursday and is moving
ahead at a brisk pace. J. C.
McCauley of Hillsboro, the
contractor, expects to have
the work finished by the end
of next week.

The early finish is very sat-
isfactory to the city council,
which is concerned with ade-
quate seasoning of its new
pavement. In that respect it
has a better deal than ever be-
fore on this year's contract.

For best results, it is con-
ceded new pavement should be
exposed to summer heat, so
it will remain soft and more
gravel can be worked into it
by traffic. Some projects of
the past were finished in cold
weather.

Three different kinds of
work are being done on this
project. Several blocks are
getting the complete job, new
pavement the full width.
Others are being widened
from a narrow center strip to
full width. It requires fill-in
strips on both sides of the
center strip. More blocks, al-
ready full width, are being
patched and given a new sur-
face. Where narrow pavement
is being widened the center
strip also receives a new sur-
face.

The net result is that when
the job is done there will be
24 blocks of brand new surfac-
ing. According to the contract

|there will be 22413 square

yards of seal coat over exist-
ing pavement and 16,719 square
yards of new pavement.

Cost to property owners is
72 cents per square yard for
new pavement, that is where
no pavement existed before.
There is no charge for another
surface coat on existing pave-
ment.

Milk Belongs in
The Daily Diet of
The Entire Family

June is Dairy Month, the
time when we stop to remem-
ber that milk isn’t meant just
for babies, but as one of na-
ture’s most perfect foods, con-
taining more than 200 nutri-
ents, is a vital part of the en-
tire family’s diet.

Approximately one million
families are financially in-
volved in the dairy business
from the farm through pro-
cessing and distribution.

Dairy foods supply over
three-fourths of the nation’s
calcium requirements One
glass of milk, for instance,
supplies the same quantity of
calcium as 10 eggs, or 7 oranges,
or 7 pounds of potatoes or 2
pounds of carrots. In fact,
limitations in the capacity of
the stomach make it virtually
impossible for the human body
to receive the recommended
quantity of calcium wunless

dairy foods are regularly in-
cluded in the diet.

Over a fourth of the na-
tion's protein needs are fur-
nished by dairy food. Protein
is required for growth and re-
pair of body tissue. Scientists
have estimated that every
seven years -— throughout life
— each body cell is replaced.
Thus the human body never
does outgrow its need for milk.

In 1962 the average person
consumed 17.9 pounds of ice
cream, 9.2 pounds of cheese
and 7.2 pounds of butter. This
average person consumes 1.61
pounds of milk daily.

Boys drink more milk than
girls, regardless of the age
group. Girls under 12 years of
age, however, drink more
whole milk than girls 12 years
and over. Boys maintain about
the same rate of whole milk
consumption.

Ice cream making dated
back to about the first cen-
tury A. D, when Nero sent
slaves to the mountain tops
for the required snow and ice.
Commercial production dates
back to 1851 in Baltimore by
the hand-cranked freezer in-
vented in 1846 by a woman,
Nancy Johnson.

Butter has been churned for
thousands of years as a home-
made product. The first butter
creamery established in the
United States began operation
in 1878 at Goshen, New York.
From this inauspicious be-
ginning, the butter industry
spread across the nation to be-
come a vital part of dairying.

Dairying is the greatest
cingle source of farm income
in the nation. About 20 cents
of each dollar of cash receipts
from farm products comes from
dairying. In other words, one-
fifth of the nation’s agricul-
tural income is from dairying.

“Do not bury grain stubble,”
advises the Soil Conservation
Service.

Leaving crop residues on the
land is like putting money in
the bank. Crop residues pro-
tect the soil from splash ero-
sion, add organic matter, pre-
vent crusting, help conserve
moisture by keeping the soil
cooler, increase the amount of
water absorbed by the land
and return some plant foods
to the soil.

No land owner can afford to
let this year’s organic matter
and soil protection be buried
so deep that it takes a couple
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of years to decay. Keep all
crop residues on or near the
soil surface to get the most
benefit.

Ponds to provide livestock
water have been completed
recently on the Giles Estate by
J. C. Donnell, on the C. D. &
S. T. Meador Ranch near Saint
Jo, on the Louis Holland
Ranch south of Forestburg, on
the J. A. Stovall and Son
Ranch near Era and on the
Henry Wiesman farm north-
east of Muenster operated by
Henry Yosten.

All ponds are located so that
they will enable the land-
owners to practice better graz-
ing management by providing
water so that grazing rotations
can be carried out to improve
the grass cover through pro-
per use and deferred grazing
practices.
