
The im m ensity of the  Texas
W ater Plan, now being aired 
in a series of hearings th rough­
out the state, is overwhelm ing. 
In  brief, it grapples w ith  the 
fact th a t our state, w hich has 
experienced w a te r shortages 
while its population was under 
ten  million, has to do a lot 
of providing to m eet the  needs 
of an  estim ated 30.5 million 
people in  the  year 2020.

The plan  proposed to  do the 
job has an  estim ated price 
tag of $3.7 billion. It is d e ­
scribed as “bold and im agina­
tive” by G overnor Connally, 
as “the  most com prehensive 
and fa r reaching in the  world” 
by in ternationally  know n w a­
te r authorities. It seeks to  p ro ­
vide not only for proportion­
ately increased consum ption 
by the s ta te ’s trip led  popu­
lation bu t also for additional 
use by new  industries and 
vast irrigation developm ents. 
T ru ly  it  is an enorm ous p ro ­
gram  th a t staggers the im ag­
ination. F utherm ore it is an 
objective th a t m ust be reached 
if the anticipated  developm ent 
of state  potential is to be 
reached. W hether it w ill be 
done by proposed m ethods or 
some o thers depends mostly 
on the  cu rren t series of h ea r­
ings.

S tarting point of tha p ro ­
posed plan is our own Trinity 
R iver basin, including the 
w atershed w hich has to  p ro ­
v ide w ater for the Dallas- 
Fort W orth m etropolitan area. 
The program  calls for a vast 
increase in reservoir capacity 
to catch and hold a greater 
percentage of the  area’s ra in ­
fall. More lakes are to  be built, 
some existing lakes are to be 
enlarged, and some are to be 
converted from  th e ir  present 
flood control type to storage 
type. G arza-L ittle Elm reser­
voir at Lew isville is one of 
th is la tte r group.

M ention of such conversion 
already presents one problem. 
How about increased danger 
of floods? The m ain feature 
of a flood control reservoir is 
its norm ally un-used capacity 
standing ready to  catch big 
volum es of w a te r from heavy 
ra in  and thereby preventing a 
gush of floodw ater in the 
channel below the reservoir. 
A fter the heavy ra in  w ater is 
released under control until 
the lake has room for an­
o ther big surplus of w ater. 
Garza - L ittle  Elm ’s present 
function is to protect Dallas.

B ut if the conversion is 
made, the function changes. 
The reservoir’s purpose then 
is to hold as m uch w ater as 
possible for the  city’s use. The 
lake’s level would not be low­
ered after the rain and its 
flood control potential would 
be obviously reduced.

We wonder why the conver­
sion is planned. Have the  w a­
te r engineers perhaps decided 
th a t flood control isn’t needed 
there afte r all? O r do they 
th ink  th a t the u rgent need of 
m ore w ater storage justifies 
more risk?

To supplem ent increase of
w ater from its own area, the 
U pper T rin ity  is due to  re­
ceive some of the surplus 
w ater from  the Red River 
Basin of N ortheast Texas. An 
am bitious p lan  calls for a 
reservoir from  which w ater 
can be d iverted  to  the East 
Fork of the T rinity, which 
flows into the  T rin ity  below 
Dallas. A nother diversion east 
of Dallas would send some 
of tha t East Texas w ater into 
the Dallas system.

Going beyond the Upper
T rinity  area, the w ater plan 
continues w ith  its bold and 
fantastic program . S o m e  
seventy miles below the  East 
Fork outlet there 's  to be a 
huge reservoir from  which 
w ater can be diverted to  the 
Brazos basin. And 170 miles 
down the Brazos another big 
reservoir perm itting  diversion 
into the Colorado R iver basin. 
And 16 miles fa rth e r still an ­
other reservoir w ith  an outlet 
to  a 190 mile aqueduct along 
the  G ulf coast to  the Rio 
G rande Valley.

All along the  way th a t fan ­
tastic w aterw ay  is intended 
to  provide a vast volum e of 
additional w a te r for urban  and 
industrial use as w ell as for 
irrigating  — the la tte r espec­
ially in the  Rio G rand Valley.

Furtherm ore, m any addition­
al reservoirs are in the plan 
to hold for use a g reater p e r­
centage of rainfall in th e ir re ­
spective areas.

Providing all that w ater, of
course, is only half of the  job. 
The other part is to m ake the 
w ater useful by a program  of 
pollution control. That part 
will not be as dram atic as the

City Starts Use 
Of Spray Machine

If few er mosquitoes are af­
te r you since the beginning 
of the w eek you can be g ra te­
ful to the city for buying its 
new fogging machine. S teve 
Moster had the un it out Mon­
day night and expects to  m ake 
the spraying run  about every 
15 days.

The job, he said requires 
about two hours and fifteen 
m inutes during which the 
m achine uses about $16 worth 
of insecticide and about $8 
w orth of diesel fuel to mix 
w ith the poison — a to tal 
cost of about $24 for every 
job.

The spraying is done at night, 
when cool air allows it to  se t­
tle down be tte r th an  it would 
during daytim e heat. Best re ­
sults are obtained after ten 
o’clock.

The new m osquito b litzer is 
much more efficient than  the 
old one. Besides shooting the 
spray fa rther it breaks up thp 
solution into a finer mist for 
better distribution.

African Students 
See Facilities at 
Colonial Acres

Eight advanced students 
from Africa touring  the United 
S tates under auspices of “O p­
eration Crossroads Africa," 
were guests of Mr. and Mrs. 
E rnest M edders Monday for 
a to u r of Colonial Acres Farm  
and luncheon a t noon.

W ith them  w ere an in te rp re­
te r from  New York and a film ­
ing crew from  United States 
Inform ation Agency.

Presently  located at A ustin 
College, Sherm an, the group 
came to M uenster to see the 
model farm  as part of their 
study of A m erican m ethods of 
breeding and caring for show 
cattle. They saw Black and 
Red Angus cattle, bam s and 
equipm ent at Colonial Acres, 
then  more Augus cattle  on 
pasture near Saint Jo.

The eight Negro students are 
described by th e ir in terp re ter 
as m en of responsibility back 
hom e in Africa. Some are 
teachers, the  others are youth 
leaders, all w ith  the purpose 
of gathering ideas they can 
use, and establishing be tte r 
understanding betw een t h e  
countries.

The D epartm ent for C ul­
tu ra l Affairs, which sponsors 
the trip  of the visitors, also 
has its purpose: to provide 
direct experience for the Af­
ricans with Am ericans as a 
step tow ard breaking down 
barriers of m isunderstanding.

They are on a th ree m onths 
tour of th is country. They 
w ere headquartered  a t Mil­
w aukee for industrial tours, 
a t Des Moines for agricultural 
tours and are concentrating on 
education while stopping at 
Sherm an. N ext stops are Dal­
las, A tlanta, and New York, 
then  the re tu rn  to A frica on 
August 9.

The m en said tha t the trip  
is clearing up some of their 
m isunderstandings o f  t h i s  
country. For instance tha t 
Am erica is to m  w ith dissen- 
tion on the V ietnam  w ar and 
most of the people oppose the 
governm ent’s stand. T h e y  
found the situation to be just 
the opposite. Also they learn ­
ed th a t Am erican Indians are 
not savages as shown on TV 
and movie.

Animal Scientist 
Will Head Program 
For Cattlemen

Dr. J a n  Bonsma. in terna tion­
ally know n anim al scientist, 
will be the headliner of a 
special program  in W ichita 
Falls Saturday  night sponsored 
by the W ichita Falls Cham ber 
of Commerce, the  W ichita 
Farm  and Ranch Club and the 
Am erican H ereford Associa­
tion.

The event w ill be held in 
the  4-H Club b am  on H am p­
stead Lane beginning at 6:30
o’clock.

O ther big attractions of the 
affair are a barbecue dinner, 
a slide presen tation  and a 
cattle  dem onstration.

Dr. Bonsma, head of the 
anim al husbandry departm ent 
of the U niveristy  of P retoria, 
P reto ria  South Africa, was a 
visiting professor at Texas 
A & M U niversity  in 1964-65. 
D uring th a t tim e he appeared 
in a program  on anim al fe r­
tility  at W ichita Falls and the 
enthusiastic response of peo­
ple who attended inspired the 
effort to  bring  him  back to 
W ichita Falls.

The m an has amazed beef 
cattlem en and anim al scientists 
all over the nation w ith  his 
unusual ability  to look at a 
cow and alm ost instan tly  tell 
w hether she is of high or low 
fertility ; how m any calves she 
has had; w hether she has ever 
aborted; w hether she is a reg­
u lar or difficult breeder; and 
other details of her production 
record, though he has never 
before seen her or her pro­
duction record.

His accuracy has been 
checked at every  dem onstra­
tion he has made. At Texas 
A &  M U niveristy  he appraised 
m ore than  200 breeding cattle 
on w hich careful lifetim e 
records had been kept. He had 
an over-all accuracy of 95 
per cent on evaluation of fe r­
tility.

Asked about his ability  to 
correctly “real” an anim al, Dr. 
Bonsma says, “The cow tells 
m e.” A ctually he developed 
his keen ability  to  m easure 
fe rtility  visually a fte r th irty  
years of study and through 
m easuring m ore th an  20,000 
cattle and  correlating their 
physical characteritics a n d  
their fertility  records.

Dr. Bonsma has prepared 
n new updated series of slides 
which he says are “absolutely 
dynam ic” on “Selecting Cattle 
for Efficient Production.”

Water Use Gains

The arrival of real sum m er 
w eather in  M uenster can be 
verified th is w eek by records 
of the  city w a te r departm ent. 
S teve Moster, w ater superin­
tendent, said W ednesday tha t 
the year’s w a te r consum ption 
peak to  date  was reached Tues­
day. The to ta l was 365,000 gal­
lons. U ntil then  to tal daily 
consum ption had been below 
300,000 gallons.

The increase was expected, 
M oster said, and w ill probablv 
go m uch higher if the heat 
and dryness continue. Lawns 
and shrubs are beginning to 
suffer. They will need p e r­
sistent heavy w atering until 
ra in  arrives. A t some tim e d u r­
ing the sum m er the peak w ill 
probably top last year’s all 
tim e high of 445,000 gallons.

Regardless of how high it 
goes, however, the  city w ater 
system  w ill not be strained. 
M oster said the  daily product­
ion capacity is 600,000 gallons 
and can be expected to  re ­
m ain w ell over 500,000 even 
through prolonged heavy de­
mand. Besides storage tanks 
are usually full, adding 350, 
000 gallons to the  ou tput of 
the  wells. Actually the  city 
could deliver almost a million 
gallons in  a day in case of 
em ergency. T hat provides a 
com fortable m argin of safety, 
considering th a t the expected 
peak w ill likely be less than  
half of th a t volume.

The only problem  th a t m ight 
arise, M oster said is failure 
to deliver the w ater in  case 
use becomes heavy enough at 
any time. Tuesday the con­
sum ption was 200,000 at 5 p.m. 
During the  next th ree or four 
hours it increased by more 
than  150,000 gallons. It is pos­
sible to use w ater faster th an  
booster pum ps can deliver. 
Even so, tha t would be tre ­
m endously heavy use. Booster 
pum ps can put 84,000 gallons 
an hour into the  mains. The 
level of the storage tan k  does 
not drop un til th e  ra te  of con­
sum ption exceeds th a t figure.

In case anyone noticed a 
b it of hardness in the city 
w ater Tuesday night, th ere’s 
a reason, M oster said. For the  
first tim e in m onths the  big 
downtown reservoir dropped 
to two th irds level and w ater 
from the  North Main re se r­
v o i r  autom atically started  
m ixing in. It has some h a rd ­
ness. As heavy consum ption 
continues o ther traces of h a rd ­
ness can be expected occasion­
ally. But only occasionally. 
Norm ally w ater from North 
Main does not get into the 
system. Because of its hardness 
it is used only as a stand-by.

Firemen Answer 
First Summer Call

The first grass fire  of the 
sum m er serves as a rem inder 
tha t it’s tim e again to be 
m ore cautious about burning 
trash. F irem en Monday a fte r­
noon w ere called out to  take 
care of a blaze th a t probably 
would not have occurred a few 
weeks ago.

Hot, dry w eather has creat­
ed the annual local hazard. 
Grass can be ignited easily by 
bits of burn ing  debris from  
a trash  fire.

F ire Chief A lvin H artm an 
recom m ends tha t trash b u rn ­
ing be avoided in high w ind 
and th a t danger be fu rther re ­
duced by keeping grass and 
weeds mowed near incin­
erators.

Regarding ru ra l grass fires 
he particu larly  asked for guide 
service directing the firem en 
to gates so they can get to  the 
job as quickly as possible. Too 
often firem en are delayed be­
cause they have to hunt their 
way in  going to a pasture 
fire.

Struck Oil with 
Pick and Shovel

A Wyoming oilman who re ­
cently found oil in a hand- 
dug well 21 feet deep aston­
ished the  experts, according to 
Oil Facts.

A1 Sm ith resorted to a pick, 
shovel, and a few sticks of 
dynam ite because tim e was 
running  out on his lease and 
no drilling rig  was available.

A lthough m ore than  two 
million holes have been drilled 
in the  United S tates in search 
of petroleum  in the past cen­
tury, no o ther hand-dug w ell 
is know to exist. The average 
well is m ore than  4,000 feet 
deep, and only one out of 
nine drilled in unproven areas 
finds even a trace of oil or 
gas.

An Arizona Farm  Bureau 
Federation news release has 
som ething to say about infla­
tion and farm ers th a t should 
be of in terest to  anyone who 
has a dollar in  his pocket: 
“Inflation can be generated 
only by governm ent. Business 
firms, labor unions, or con­
sum ers w ith excessive m arket 
power can do m any objection­
able things th a t are contrary 
to the public in terest. But, 
they cannot cause inflation. 
Only governm ent — w ith  its 
power to tax  and to m int and 
prin t money, w ith its dom ­
inant position as a consum er 
of goods and  services in both 
domestic and foreign m arkets 
can do th a t.”

G overnm ent a ttem pts to con­
trol inflation by settling up 
“guidelines”, a n d  imposing 
controls on the  free m arket 
are a grand hoax th a t if a t­
tem pted by p rivate  citizens 
would m ean jail.

FISHING FAR FROM HOME
In  the in terests of conser­

vation, the  Senate Com m ittee 
on Commerce is pushing for 
legislation to establish a ‘fish­
ery zone” 12 miles w ide in all 
U S. coastal waters. W ith few 
exceptions, foreign fisherm en 
would be excluded from  op­
erating in th a t zone, w hich is 
presently the case w ith in  only 
th a t 3-mile zone in te rn a tio n ­
ally recognized as our “te rr i­
torial w aters.”

The report of the  Com m it­
tee’s hearings clearly dem on­
strates the need fo r a border 
area of exclusion. And this 
could be reasonably done, ac­
cording to  legal testim ony, 
w ithout claim ing an extension 
of territo ria l w aters and with 
no in terference to ordinary 
shipping on the high seas ou t­
side the 3-mile-zone.

Presently , foreign fisher­
men are able to operate in the 
very m ouths of some of our 
most im portant bays and har­
bors, and over grounds which 
our own fisherm en have for 
years w orked with utm ost care 
to m aintain  a continuing good 
supply of m arkatab le fish. 
In recent years, some foreign 
vessels, most notably those of 
the Soviet Union, have been 
dragging those grounds -with 
nets so fine in m esh tha t 
harldy a minnow can get 
through. And according to U.S. 
fisherm en who claim  to have 
observed it, the Com munists 
lack even the  decency to throw  
the sm all ones back. After 
picking out the larger, edible 
fish, they dum p all the  rest 
in the hold to be ground up 
as fish m eal or fetrilizer. We 
don’t th ink  it far-fetched to 
suggest th a t they m ay be d e­
liberately try ing  to dam age 
or destroy o u r off-shore fish­
ing grounds.

In any case, th a t’s w hat 
they’ve been doing. And the 
effects are already ev ident in 
dim inishing annual hauls of 
such im portant seafoods as 
crahs, shrim p and salmon. Al­
so, the big Soviet traw lers have 
tim e and again destroyed sta­
tionary equipm ent (set nets 
and traps) which U. S. fisher­
men use, instead of traw lers, 
as part of the program  to con­
serve the fish for coming years.

W hile th e re ’s certain ly  ju s t­
ification for a 12-mile zone 
in the in terests of conserva­
tion alone, there  m ay be some 
equally com pelling reasons. 
For some of those Soviet 
traw lers spend a lot of time in 
the m ouths of some of our h a r­
bors w here th ere  a re  few if 
any fish to  be caught. When 
fisherm en far from home dip 
th e ir nets and drop location 
m arkers w here they know fish 
do not abound, th e re  is rea ­
son to w onder for w hat they 
are really  fishing.

HO S THREE ACES
Ho Chi Minh lost a few 

chips as a resu lt of recent 
bombings of supply areas near 
Hanoi and Haiphong. But he 
still holds at least th ree aces. 
They w ere handed to him  by 
the some “dealer” in Uncle 
Sam ’s Potom ac River “gam ­
bling palace,” who have at 
long last allowed our pilots to 
h it a few really signficant ta r ­
gets in N orth Vietnam.

Ace num ber 1: Ho and his 
cohorts are still assured a 
personal sanctuary. Defense 
Secretary M cNamara said d u r­
ing his dram atic TV perfo rm ­
ance explaining the bombings: 
"Our objectives in South V iet­
nam  are limited. Our objec­
tives are  not to destroy the 
Com munist governm ent of 
North V ietnam .”

Ace num ber 2: In addition 
to the fact th a t he had lots 
of tim e beforehand to disperse 
supplies from  those areas 
which w ere finally attacked, 
Ho apparently  can count on 
some tim e for resupply and 
fu rth e r dispersal w hile the 
dealers in W ashington w ait, 
as they have said they will, 
to see if he m ight now w ant 
to negotiate. Mr. M cNamara 
said during  his TV appear­
ance th a t he intends to  con­
tinue the same policy of “m ili­
tary  re stra in t” he has fol­

lowed in the past. That in ­
cludes forbidding the m ighty 
U.S. fleet to in terfere w ith  
any ships hauling supplies in ­
to N orth Vietnam  and allow­
ing no a ir  strikes in the North 
except w hen  and as approved 
by the political croupiers in 
W ashington.

Ace num ber 3: Ho’s trum p 
ace: According to  present 
rules of the game, as set by 
the house (W hite House) m an­
ager himself, should the strikes 
in the N orth become more 
dam aging than  Ho w ishes to 
bear, he needs only to agree 
to negotiate in order to  get 
them  stopped completely. At 
the same time, no condition 
has been set by the  house m an­
ager tha t attacks by the  Com­
m unist forces in South V iet­
nam  m ust be stopped before 
Ho can play tha t trum p ace.

Offshore Drilling 
Activity Increases

NEW YORK — A bout 150 
mobile offshore drilling rigs 
will be probing the oceans of 
the world for new oil and 
gas reserves by the end of 
1966, according to  Oil Facts, 
published by the Am erican 
Petroleum  Institute.

The to tal value of these rigs 
will be approxim ately $600 
million. Some will be able to 
drill exploratory wells in w ater 
1,000 feet deep.

Some industry leaders be­
lieve that in another five years 
the num ber of seagoing rigs 
will reach 200, w ith  a to tal 
w orth of $1 billion. By th a t 
time, some oilmen believe it 
will be possible to drill ex ­
ploratory wells from  floating 
rigs in w ater 3,000 feet deep.

So far, the  petroleum  in- 
d u try  has invested an esti­
m ated $3.5 billion in offshore 
operations in U.S. w aters and 
an overall to tal of $10 billion 
in sim ilar projects throughout 
the  world. Oil Facts points 
out that the dollar re tu rn  from 
these activities still lags far 
behind the am ounts spent.

Several new concepts in 
ocean exploration are being 
developed, including proposals 
to send com plete drilling  rigs 
enclosed in w atertigh t shells 
to the ocean floor, w here d ril­
lers could work fo r long 
periods of time. A nother idea 
being discussed calls for send­
ing a crewless rig  to the  bo t­
tom  of the sea, to  be operated 
by one m an on shore.

The Bureau of Indian 
Adairs has even launched a pro­
gram with the theme: ‘‘See 
America first with the first Ameri­
cans," the idea being to get you 
to stop by at a reservation on your 
way to or from your vacation 
jaunt.

They — the Indians, that is — 
have even got Dan “Hoss Cart­
wright” Blocker of the NBC-TV 
Bonanza show to do a mess of 
spots for them on radio and TV.

"Many reservations are areas of 
jnspoiled. scenic beauty” says Dan, 
"and they offer some of the finest 
recreation spots in the country, 
"ishing, especially, is outstanding.’’

Take the State of Minnesota, for 
example: one of the areas that 
31ocker mentions in his radio 
pots. On the Greater Leech Lake 
Reservation, in North Central 
Minnesota, there are almost 25 

thousand acres belonging to the 
Chippewa Indians. It’s one of the 
(inest recreational areas in the 
State with many tourist camps 
and resorts and plenty of fishing 
area.

At White Earth Reservation, the 
Chippewas have an additional 56 
thousand acres in the western 
part of the State, featuring an 
annual Indian Pow Wow in June, 
and boating, hunting, fishing and 
swimming all summer long.

About Half of Us 
Have an Allergy

About half of us are allergic 
to something.

Pollen in  the a ir can trig ­
ger hay fever, certain  foods 
m ay start hives. Possible al­
lergens are countless — house 
dust, anim al fur, feathers, cos­
metics, bleaches, medicines, 
foods, pollen. Some people are 
even allergic to heat, cold or 
sunlight. And there  is the 
classic case of the wom an who 
was allergic to her husband.

Most common results of al­
lergies are four illnesses — 
hay fever, asthm a, skin ail­
m ents and digestive d istu rb ­
ances. Hay fever is in inflam ­
m ation of the eyes and nasal 
passages. Asthm a is a disease 
of the bronchial tubes of the 
lungs. Food allergies, a sen­
sitivity to  one or more foods, 
can affect the  skin, the d i­
gestive trac t or the respiratory 
system. Skin allergies cause 
itching, sometimes rash.

Reaction to an allergen v a r­
ies w ith individuals. One per­
son m ay be only slightly u p ­
set by eating an egg. A nother 
could become violently ill from 
the small trace of egg in salad 
dressing. There still are m any 
unknown factors about the 
reason why someone suddenly 
becomes allergic to something. 
Allegric diseases are not 
usually fatal, bu t they cause 
untold discom fort and suffer­
ing. A lthough w orry and stress 
m ight be a contributing fac­
tor, allergy is not an im agin­
ary  illness. It is very real to 
the sufferer.

Sometim es the allergen is 
known and can be avoided. 
Sometim es m any tests by a 
physician are required  to a r­
rive at the  tru e  cause. Medical 
care is necessary in all cases 
for relief of discom fort and for 
protection against fu tu re  a t­
tacks.

If you suspect you are al­
lergic to som ething, see your 
doctor. Self-diagnosis and self- 
trea tm nt not only are futile, 
they frequently are dangerous.

Your doctor often can p re ­
scribe m edications th a t w ill 
relieve the  discomfort. And 
somtimes he can provide tre a t­
m ents th a t w ill desensitize 
you, so th a t the  allergen no 
longer causes illness.

NEW YORK (CFN) — Finland, which belongs to the Scan­
dinavian group of countries, is known for its 60,000 sparkling 
lakes, medieval castles and modern cities. It is a beautiful, gay 
country and it has many enjoyable festivals, particularly during 
the pleasant summer months.

One of the most important fes­
tivals is the annual celebration of 
Midsummer on the Friday evening 
closest to June 24th.

65? Don't Delay 
Application for 
Social Security

M ore and m ore persons in 
this area are applying for so­
cial security re tirem en t bene­
fits as soon as they reach 65, 
even though they  still w ork 
regularly, Gus Jones, social 
security d istric t m anager in 
Sherm an, reported  today.

“We are pleased th a t so 
m any are heeding our advice 
to apply at 65. O thers who are 
eligible b u t have not applied, 
should take  a close look at 
the  experiences of these re ­
cent applicants,” Jones con­
tinued.

Some w ere surprised to find 
th a t their earnings perm itted  
them  to receive some benefits 
this year, Jones said.

Others, as they  expected, 
are earning too m uch to  re ­
ceive any benefits th is year. 
Even so, Jones added, they 
know  how m uch th e ir p ay ­
m ents w ill be w hen they  do re ­
tire. Now, all they need to 
do is notify the  social security 
d istrict office w hen they stop 
w orking to  get th e ir benefits 
started.

Several applicants thought 
they  m ight lose cred it for fu­
tu re  earnings if they applied 
before they  qu it work. They 
w ere assured there  are no 
disadvantages in applying at 
65. The benefit rate, estab­
lished w hen the application is 
filled, w ill be refigured au to­
m atically afte r each year in 
which earnings are reported 
tha t would increase it.

“Any insured worker now 
65 or over,” Jones stated, 
"should apply w ithout delay. 
Even if he gets no m onthly 
paym ents at th is time, he will 
insure he has the full p ro ­
tection available under the 
new Medicare, or health  in ­
surance program .

An eligible w orker who ap­
plies w ill find tha t a single 
application will establish his 
eligibility for a m ontly re­
tirem ent benefit, hospital in ­
surance and voluntary medical 
insurance, if he so decides to 
sign up.

Jerry  Nelson, field represen­
tative from Sherm an Social 
Security Office w ill be in 
Gainesville each Tuesday and 
Thursday, in  Room 6-B of the 
Federal Building. Office hours 
from 9:30 AM . un til noon. 
Gainesville area residents may 
contact him for assistance with 
social security business.
