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An incident of a few nights
ago gives us reason to wonder
whether riots are approaching
the stage of open conflict be-
tween Whites and Blacks. In
Chicago a mob of Negroes

marched into an area oc-
cupied by Whites and ran in-
to opposition that set them
back in a hurry, It was the
first clash between the races,
an alarming new development
after the dozens of violent
binges carried on exclusively
by colored hoodlums.
For a long time white peo-
ple have been working up a
slow burn over the predica-
ment, but have kept their
, distance while expecting the
. authorities to get things under
control. Well, the clash may
be a sign that the law did
settle things soon enough, Hat-
red of “Whitey” is slowly be-
ing matched by hatred of the
“Niggers.” It could lead to ser-
ious trouble unless law and
order is restored quickly and
firmly and fairly — with a
definite understanding that
trouble makers of the future,
whatever color, will pay for
their violence.

. The best place to start that
By change of policy is near the
- top. For instance the rash
statements uttered recently by
Vice President Humphrey and
Secretary Weaver of the Hous-
ing and Urban Development
Department. The VP said he'd
cause more trouble than they
if he were in their place. The
secretary said he wondered
why there haven't been more
riots, and sooner. Both men
practically endorsed the waves
of lawlessness and excused
them on grounds that society
rather than the offenders
ought to be blamed.

Think it over and you'll have
to agree that this attitude has
caused not only the riots but
a great number of our coun-
try’s crimes. The sob sisters
; keep wailing that the poor
4 misguided criminals are vic-

y tims of circumstances and can-
not rightly be held responsible.
So murder, rape, robbery and
rioting and wvarious other
crimes of violence draw light
sentences or none at all. It's

s easy to see why crime is boom-

b Ing.

1 What this country needs is
to go back a few decades on
the subject of criminal re-
sponsibility and think it over
carefully using Scripture and
common sense as guides. Hu-
man beings today as always
are made with minds and free
wills to know and to choose
between right and wrong.
Furthermore they have Divine
assurance that “His grace is
sufficient,” Before God and

3 conscience no sane man can

' escape responsibility for his
deeds. To excuse criminals on
grounds that they are victims
of circumstance was unheard
of for centuries and it still
does not make sense today..
Hoodlums who violate the
laws of God and man are
guilty and they know it.

That fact is equally obvious
from a simple look at the cir-

cumstances. It is not true
that people are inevitably
drawn into crime by the

ghetto. Millions of God fearing
self respecting people live
there with the hoodlums. They
stay home and behave while
the trouble makers go on
rampage. They are proving
daily the absurdity of the claim
that the ghetto makes crim-
inals.

Another thought along that
line is that other more cramp-
ed and more shabby ghettoes
all over the world are not
erupting in wholesale violence.
There are places in Japan,
India, China, and in various
other parts of the world where
people are far more miser-
able than any Americans, but
carry on without rampage.
They are daily exploding the
theory that people can't help
going wrong when the are
cramped — daily proving that
society need not point the
guilty finger at itself when
some of its members get out
of hand. The simple fact is
that some people choose to be
stinkers. And they can be
found in plush surroundings as
well as shabby.

However, we must admit
that society is at fault to some
extent. That is in permitting
the silly notion that other
people are to blame for the
misdeeds of ecriminals. No
other condition in this country

has done so much toward en-]

couraging criminals and hood-
lums to continue their lawless
ways. And no effort at re-
storing order will really bear
fruit until we re-establish the
principle that criminals are
responsible and accountable
for their crima

Ultra Modern

Feed Processing
Plant Completed

The feed department of
Tony's Seed and Feed, Inc.,
went into business last week
on completion of the firm's
ultra modern feed processing
plant. Construction and in-
stallation had been under way
there for several weeks since
Stockmen’s Feed Store moved
out of the building and into
its new plant south of the
railroad.

Remodeling on the building
amounts to practically a new
construction job — that is, the
area used for feed processing.
The front, used for office and
packaged items, was not
changed.

At the back the project start-
ed with a new concrete floor
to replace the wood, then new
walls about ten feet higher
and finally a new higher roof
to accommodate all the equip-
ment that was coming. In ad-
dition there's a new extension
at the north side for unload-
ing trucks and new outside
bins for feed storage.

All of the incoming grain
is handled by automatic equip-
ment. Dumped into a pit, it
is moved by conveyor to the
elevator which lifts it some
sixty feet to an exchange with
seven gravity outlets to bins.
The same elevator is used to
get ground and rolled grains
to their proper bins.

The feed processing is bas-
ically simple. Grain is ground
or rolled and hay is ground
then they are mixed in de-
sired proportions with desired
addatives. But there is an
abundance of equipment to get
those jobs done. The grinder
is a standard heavy duty ham-
mermill, automatically fed and
the finished product carried
to a bin above the mixer or a
storage bin.

Another machine, fairly new
to the feed industry, is a

Traffic violations, as well
as accidents, will appear on
your experience record and
will count against you.

New plan designed by the
State Board of Insurance will
hit where it hurts the most
. the purse.
Or conversely, if you care
to look at it that way, it will -
lighten the load on those who
are penalized by higher rates
because of the carelessness of
others. And that’s the way it
really is, since some kind of
increase is necessary.

Penalty points now are be-
ing assessed motorists for
accidents and major viola-
tions ... including speeding.

One penalty point will mean
a 15 per cent hike, two points
35 per cent, three points 60
per cent and four or more
points 90 per cent,

Major violators — like driv-
ing while intoxicated, neglig-
ent homicide, hit and run or
felony driving offenses — will
cost drivers three points.

Two points will be assessed
for driving while a license
is suspended or for violations
resulting in suspension.

One point will be charged
for accidents where there is
injury or death — or property
damage over $50 — and for
speeding. Speeding points are
not counted until after one
or two “free convictions” in
the preceding year or three
years.

After 1969, penalties will be
based on driving records over
a 36-month period.

Twelve exceptions to the
“point” rule are listed, how-
ever, and one of them includes
accidents in which the driver
is not at fault.

Unlike the old retroactive,
statewide plan of 1960-62 which
created so much controversy,
the current plan is based on
experience in 26 separate rat-
ing territories and considers
no offenses prior to August 1.

Job Corps officials are tak-
ing steps to improve the sit-
uation at Camp Kilmer, They
plan to build a sturdier fence
along the highway, the cars
on which were stoned.

Sunburn Fading
As Status Symbol

One dermatologist (skin
specialist) has predicted that
suntanning some day will no
longer be a “status symbol”
and that people will quit bak-
ing their outer hides to a
golden brown each summer.

The dermatologists have long
known of the hazards of sun-
tanning, such as premature
aging of the skin and various
freckles and blemishes.

But your doctor also knows
that, whatever the future
brings, some Americans today
still are suntanners, and thus
the American Medical Asso-
ciation suggests that if you
must tan, do it without burn-
ing.

Gradual tanning with a
minimum of discomfort is pos-
sible for most people. Grad-
ual exposure to the sun is
the safest and simplest method
of acquiring an attractive tan.
As a general rule, begin with
fifteen minutes exposure the
first day, and increase the
time by a few minutes a day.
The time of day is important,
with the midday period, when
the sun is directly overhead,
being the hottest for burning
purposes.

Continued tanning brings
gradual changes in the blood
vessels of the exposed surface,
The connective tissue of the
skin degenerates, causing wrin-
kles and a coarsening of tex-
ture. The “V” of the neck
becomes permanently reddened
and freckle-like dark spots ap-
pear on the skin. These spots
can sometimes be the start
of skin cancer.

Sun bleaches the hair, too,
and over a period of time the
sunbleached hair becomes brit-
tle and unmanageable. How-
ever, the damaged hair will
eventually grow out.

The physical benefits of
tanning are almost nil. The
only beneficial effect of sun-
light, other than psychological
lift of sporting a good tan, is
the formation of vitamin D,
and the American diet already
provides an ample supply

Texas Loan Plan
Is Available to
Students of CCJC

The Texas Opportunity Plan,
a state program of loans to
college students, will be avail-
able to Cooke County Junior
College Students beginning
with the fall semester, 1966.
President John H. Parker
announced today that CCJC
has entered into an agreement
with the Texas Coordinating
Board for Higher Education to
authorize loans to students
who need financial assistance
to attend college.

Loans may not exceed the
difference between the finan-
cial resources available to the
student and the amount nec-
essary to pay his reasonable
expenses as a student. The
total loan to any student may
not exceed the amount he
reasonably could be expected
to repay in a period of five
years after he is last enrolled
in a participating institution.
In any academic year the
maximum loan that may be
borrowed by any freshman or
sophomore student may not
exceed $1,000.

To qualify for a loan, the
student must be a resident of
Texas, must be accepted for
enrollment, and must estab-
lish that he .has insufficient
resources to finance his col-
lege education. He must be
recommended by reputable
persons in his home communi-
ty and comply with such other
requirements as may be es-
tablished by the Coordinating
Board.

The student must be meeting
the minimum academic re-
quirements of the institution
in the semester any loan is
made and must be carrying
at least one-half the normal
course load for a full-time
student,

Interest rates on student
loans will be set annually by
the board at a rate sufficient
to pay the interest on out-
standing bonds plus expenses
incident to their insurance,
sale, and retirement. The
board has set the rate at six
per cent for 1966-67.

Insurance on the life of the
borrower in an amount suf
ficient to retire the principal
and interest owed under a
loan is required. The cost of
such insurance is to be paid by
the student.

Repayment of loans is to be
made directly to the board
monthly and begins four
months - after the student is
last enrolled in school but not
later than five years from the
date of the first note unless
the Coordinating Board au-
thorizes a longer period.

If the student borrower is
eligible for the interest sub-
sidy provisions, the interest on
loans made from the Texas
Opportunity Plan Fund would
be paid by the Federal Gov-
ernment while the student is
in college and 3 percent on
these loans thereafter

Texas voters in November,
1965, authorized the issuance
of $85 million in general ob-
ligation bonds to underwrite
the Texas Opportunity Plan
The Coordinating Board al-
ready has issued $10 million
in bonds.

Students interested in the
Texas Opportunity Plan may
make application with the
Dean of Student Services
(HO5-3476) at Cooke County
Junior College, Gainesville.
Application forms should be
completed and returned to the
Dean of Student Services not
later than August 25, 1966,
