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From Washington and Austin
we hear the same story — the
new legislators face the seem-
ingly impossible job of finding

©

new sources of revenue. It’s
just another way of saying
that we who think we are

already burdened to the limit
might as well brace ourselves
for some more tax load.
“Other sources of revenue”
literally means additional
ways of clipping the long suf-
fering taxpayers.

In his recent pow wow with
state governors President Nix-
on assured them that he in-
tends to give cities and states
a bigger slice of federal tax
recipts. That sounds like a fine
idea for the states that will
receive more from the revenue
sharing fund than they have to
pay into it, but, considering
overall implications the idea
has definite drawbacks.

To us this appears like an-
other step toward making our
big centralized government
bigger than ever. Uncle Sam
adds to the big bite he has al-
ready placed on us and sets up
another agency to determine
extent of need, method of dis-
tribution, and those other
bureaucratic functions which
absorb so much of the govern-
ment’s welfare money before
it ever does any good.

Our guess is that more wel-
fare can be achieved if the
federal government would re-
duce its tax and leave us tax-
payers with a little money to
give directly to the state pro-
gram. The idea has appeal be-
cause it eliminates the middle
man. States can gain if they do
the collecting instead of wait-
ing for a handout from what
Uncle Sam collects.

And that idea, in turn, is in-
ferior to one in which the leg-
islators seek to reduce ex-
penses instead of raising rev-
enue. This is an old fashioned
idea, we'll admit. It’s economic
heresy to people who have
manipulated the public purse
strings for the past few dec-
ades. Nevertheless, in view of
our extended failure to solve
the problem by deficit financ-
ing, one would think that a bit
of old fashioned belt tighten-
ing ought to be considered.
Old timers can remember very
well. When funds were scarce
they managed to get along
on less. Well, that spirit of
sacrifice can do what the
spendthrift policies never did
and never can accomplish.

It's estimated that our state
will have to dig up from $645
to $850 million  to take care of
additional expenses already in
sight. Included in that budget
are pay raises for government
personnel and teachers and
additional benefits for the
welfare program. But some of
that extra revenue would not
be needed if legislators and
teachers agreed to wait for
better times to press their de-
mands and if the welfare pro-
gram were revised to weed
out the wundeserving. A lot
more of it would not be needed
if legislators worked -careful-
ly and conscientiously to elim-
inate all non-essentials from
their budget and if they got
double tough about appropria-
tions which don’t give the tax-
payers their money’s worth.

Changing to that kind of
policy would be difficult of
course, after all these years of
the “easy come, easy go” at-
titude. But let’s remember that
we have been going in the red
year after year. We're going
the wrong way. We're headed
for disaster and we’'ve obvious-
ly reached the point where we
have to quit living beyond
our means. Before long, if not
now, thrift and sacrifice will
become the economy’'s only
means of survival. Otherwise
this folly can go on until it
crashes and brings on a de-
pression like the world ex-
perienced in the thirties, or
worse.

It's hard to imagine an
economic breakdown in afflu-
ent times like these. We have
the highest standard of living
ever known to civilization, an
abundance of life’s needs plus
a fabulous array of comforts
and luxuries. But all of it de-
pends on a very complex
economic system which can
be completely upset when
some of its functions break
down. Abundance soon turns
to scarcity when factories shut
down and goods quit moving.

Economic experts have said
that a civilization cannot en-
dure when a third of its in-
come is siphoned off as taxes,
This generation has seen the
theory exploded. We have al-
ready passed the theoretical
limit and wonder how - much
farther we can go before
reaching the actual limit.

Muenster Mutual
Reports at 77th
Annual Meeting

Another good year in the
history of Muenster Mutual
Fire Insurance Association was
reported at its 77th annual
meeting held Wednesday af-
ternoon in the Muenster VFW
Hall.

Ed Endres, secretary, told
representatives of the five dis-
tricts that the association’s
cost of insurance last year was
only 15.5 cents per $100 worth
of insured wvaluation. This is
one of the lower rates of the
mutual’s career. The cost in
1969 was 15 cents, and in 1968
it was 26 cents per $100 of in-
sured valuation.

Endres disclosed that the
total paid out for fire and
lightning losses during the year
was $11,849.64, which includes
$10,180 to Bill Streng for total
loss of his home, Twenty other
fire and lightning losses added
to $1,669.64. Seven claims on
storm losses amounted to
$271.63. Combining those fig-
ures indicates total payment of
$12,121.27 for all losses.

Total administrative expense
was $5,851.81. That amount
plus payments on loss claims
make up the total disburse-
meénts of $17,973.08.

Total income for the year
was $44,693.10, and the gain in
assets after total disburse-
ments was $26,720.02. Sources
of the income were $31,864.16
from the assessment of 35
cents per $100, $4,885.18 from
premiums and $7,943.76 from
interest on investments.

“The report also revealed
continued growth in member-
ship, There are 759 members
with 965 policies on insured
valuation of $10,126,052. A year
ago there were 723 members
with 917 policies on $9,761,679
worth of insured value.

In keeping with recommen-
dations of the state insurance
commission to build toward a
2 per cent reserve, the dele-
gates voted to continue their
annual assessment at 35 cents
per $100. The mutual’s insur-
ance now is over $10 million
and the reserve is almost 1.8
percent of that figure. If the
coming year is as good as the
past one the recommended 2

per cent will almost be
reached.

1970 Was Busest
Year in City Court

The municipal court of the
City of Muenster had its busi-
est year ever last year when
it handled 204 cases and as-
sessed fines for a total of about
$2,700.

According to the records of
City Judge Steve Moster, the
city had 158 cases in 1969, 167
in 1968, 72 in 1967 and 121
in 1966,

The records also indicate the
number of cases in the past
three years in each of nine
kinds of offense. The numbers
for 1968, 1969 and 1970 respec-
tively in those categories were
as follows.

Minor in possession of al-
coholic beverages: 41, 38, 60.

Accidents involving minors
in possession of alcoholic
drinks: 21, 31, 18.

Reckless driving: 31, 19, 24.

Speeding with motor vehi-
cle: 14, 10, 16.

Driving without license: 14,
9, 29.

Failure to keep motor under
control: 9, 6, 11.

Running red light: 5, 6, 10.

Dunk in public: 17, 5, 11

Miscellaneous offenses: 16,
36, 25. Included in this cate-
gory are theft, curfew viola-
tion, littering, operating car
without valid safety inspec-
tion sticker or valid license
plates, illegal parking or driv-
ing on wrong side of road.

Legislature Faces
Fiscal Crisis in

Coming Session

Legislators by the hundreds
are assembling in Austin to
tackle a mountain of inherited
and new problems in a hast-
ily-remodeled State Capitol.

Workmen barely completed
their renovation of the new of-
fices of Senators and Repre-
sentatives before the occupants
(for at least the next 140 days)
moved in.

There is little indication, of
ceurse, where the 62nd Legis-
lature is heading, but nearly
everybody agrees it faces a
major fiscal crisis. Lt. Gov.
Ben Barnes says the session
may well be “the most diffi-
cult in Texas history.”

Estimates of needed taxes
range from $645 million to $850
million, and even higher in
some cases. Barnes says he
would be surprised if the sales
tax rate and range were not
both hiked.

James McGrew, head of
Texas Research League and an
outstanding tax authority,
thinks that a state income tax
may be necessary despite law-
makers’ commitments to the
contrary.

A welfare fund shortage
may force a $55 million to $70
million tax bill early this year
as an emergency measure.

Legislative and congression-
al redistricting, threatening an
end to many political careers,
may be necessary because of
the new census. And this job
could keep lawmakers over-
time if the tax bill doesn’t.

A federal court decision last
week knocked out Texas' an-
nual voter registrattion re-
quirement and, as House
Speaker Gus Mutscher com-
mented, it “added urgency” to
pressing election code reforms.

Liquor-by-the-drink legisla-
tion, environmental pollution,
auto insurance, education, jud-
icial reform, utilities legisla-
tion, and penal code revision
are only a few of the issues
which will be making head-
lines at the capitol during the
next five months . . . or more.

The increasing problem of
crime in this country cannot
be solved by police activity

Review

alone. It requires the involve-
ment and support of all citi-
zens,

This does not mean the pub-
lic should play “cops and rob-
bers,” but rather that they
should coordinate their efforts
to assist the mnation’s criminal

justice system.
People should be willing
witnesses in criminal cases,

ready jurors, and in addi-
tion to living within the let-
ter and the spirit of the law,
they should report offenders
to proper authorities.

If you shut your eyes to the
fellow employe who shorts the
boss at the cash register or
at his work bench, you are
lending assistance to crime,
just as if you did not report
a neighbor you believe to be
a hijacker or a bank employe
who was bringing home sam-
ples. Speak to the boss or
‘policeman or prosecutor, or
go before the grand jury and
insist that your friends and
neighbors be as honest as you
are. And be sure you are hon-
est.

The emblezzler or workman
who brings home tools or ma-
terial from the shop adds more

to the cost of crime than the
armed robber or shoplifter
and are rarely more worthy
citizens.

Embezzlers in banks take
several times the amount tak-

en by bank robbers at gun
point. However, most of all
losses are recovered and

through constant and effective
checks the loss figure is sharp-
ly reduced. Banks still remain
a safe place for your money.
You can effect substantial
savings for your employer by
providing honest measures of
service and insisting that oth-
ers do the same. Then he can
go' into the marketplace at a
more competitive price and
make your job more secure.
Successfully fighting crime
at all levels can mean greater
prosperity for you.

Medicare Patients
Hit by Inflation

Medicare, too, is being af-
fected by inflation, according
to Gus Jones, social security
district manager in Sherman.

Spiraling hospital care costs
have forced an increase in the
hospital deductible paid by the
Medicare patient, he explained.

Although that deductible
will remain at the present $52
for Medicare enrollees enter-

ing the hospital this year, the

deductible rate rises to $60 for
any spell of illness beginning
in 1971,

“The Medicare patient will
pay $15 daily co-insurance for
the 61st through the 90th day
of hospital care in 1971, he
said. This represents a two dol-
lar increase over the current
co-insurance of $13 per day.

In addition, if he is hospit-
alized over 90 days, the Medi-
care patient may draw on a
60-day lifetime reserve, pay-
ing co-insurance of $30.00 daily
(compared to $26 per day be-
fore 1971).

“Post-hospital care in a
gkilled nursing home will cost
Medicare enrollees $7.50 per
day after the first 20 days,”
Mr. Jones continued. The pres-
ent rate is $6.50 per day. Med-
icare pays the entire costs for
the first 20 days.

Mr. Jones explained that
these increased rates are set
in accordance with the latest
annual review of hospital care
costs as prescribed by law.

Since hospital care costs
have risen throughout the
country,” he said, “Medicare

patients, too, must pay more
for hospital care.”

There have been no in-
creases announced, however,
in Medicare’s supplementary
medical insurance monthly
premium of $5.30, covering
doctors’ services and related
charges,

Water Adds to
The Cost of Food

“We're paying more and
more at the supermarket just
for the privilege of carrying
home plain, ordinary water,”
reports Mrs. Doris Myers, Ex-
tension home management
specialist.

Soup manufacturers have re-
alized that consumers will pay
a good price for water, so
they’re adding it at the plant,
the specialist explains. By ad-
vertising an “honest, old-fash-
ioned soup,” they can get the
public to pay two to three
times the single serving price
of condensed soups.

A recent survey taken in
Washington, . C. shows that
soups with water added cost
about 125 cents per serving,

while condensed soups cost
about 4.2 cents for the same
serving.

There are other products in
which we pay for water, Mrs.
Myers adds. Some puddings
and whipped toppings come
ready-to-eat. Fruit drinks of-
ten containing only 6 percent
actual fruit are made up most-
ly of water.

“Just think how much we've
spent on bottled drinks and
the energy exerted lugging
home all those bottles of wa-
ter,” she points out.

But convenience can't be
ruled out. When we're in a
hurry or unable to make the
product ourselves, convenience
foods come in handy. Products
such as ready-to-eat puddings
and toppings save cooking and
cleaning equipment. And some
take the guesswork out of
cooking.

Soups and soft drinks, how-
ever, are another story. A can
of soup still needs to be opened
and the contents heated in a
pan. Do you consider it much
work to add water?

The next time you feel the
cost of living tugging at your
pocketbook, stop and think. Is
it worth the extra cost to have
someone else turn on the
faucet? ‘.

ASC Announces
Basic Provisions
For Wheat Yields

Chester Calhoun, chairman
of Cooke ASC County Com-
mittee, announces that the
basic provisions for proven
wheat yields are continued un-
der the Agricultural Act of
1970. A producer may elect to
establish a yield for his farm
based on actual production ra-
ther than use of a yield esta-
blished by the county commit-
tee on judgment basis only.

The base period for esta-
blishing 1971 farm yields is
1967, 1968, and 1969. To prove
his yield, a producer must
have harvested wheat acreage
in each of these three years
and be able to provide reliable
proof of production on the har-
vested acres.

In order to assure consider-
ation, producers may file a
written request by January 22,
1971. Production data timely
received will be considered by
the county committee before
notices of 1971 farm wheat
yields are mailed.
