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A proposed change in this
country’s method of electing
the president has been ignored
by the Supreme Court. The
tiny state of Deleware sub-

mitted the case asking that|

electoral procedure be changed
to provide that each state’s
electoral votes be cast in the
same ratio as its popular votes

in the general election. Before |
the Supreme Court got to the|.
case a number of other states|:

endorsed the Deleware pro-
posal, indicating that many
other people are also think-
ing that a change should be
made.

It is significant that the
court did not, as usual, decide
one way or the other and give
reasons for the decision. It
just refused to consider the
case. Indirectly that was a
way of ruling against it and
giving approval to the pres-
ent method. At the same time
it was a way of avoiding a
predicament. The court was
faced with the dilemma of op-
posing its own previous edict
on “one man - one vote” or
opposing the method favored
by the administration.

This case strikes a familiar
note in the memories of many
people who recall an effort by
Ed Gossett when he was the
representative of this congres-
sional district. The proposal
identified as the Gossett-Lodge
Amendment also provided for
dividing electoral votes in the
same proportion as popular
votes. It would end the method
by which all electoral votes
of a state are cast in favor of
the political party receiving
the majority.

The difference in the two
methods can be illustrated by a
simple hypothetical case. Sup-
pose there are six states, one
with 50 electoral votes and
the other five each with 10
electoral votes. Now suppose

the election result in the big|

state is a fairly close ratio of
52-48 in favor of Party A and
the result in the five other
states is a stronger
60-40 in favor of Party B. Ob-
viously in this case the total
popular votes of all six states
would be a majority for Party
B.

Now let's see how the elec-
toral votes of those states
would be cast in each system.
By the present method the

winning party of each state
gets all electoral votes. In
the big state Party A gets

50. In the five smaller states
Party B gets 50. The pmm\
are tied

to popular votes. In the big
state A would get 26 and in|
the smaller states it would get
4 each — a total of 46. Party
B would get 24 in the big
state and 6 in each of the
smaller states — a total of 54.

City Encounters
New Problems in
Sewer Expansion

Monday night's city council
meeting was taken up prin-
cipally with new problems
concerning its proposed sewer
expansion project.

A double blow has fallen
on the city to the effect that
the job will cost more than
expected and the federal
grant will be less than ex-
pected.

The State Health Depart-
ment recommends additional
logoon area, possibly as much
as 9 acres, which increases the
estimated cost from $56,000 to
$70,000, Meanwhile federal of-
ficials say they will allow a
grant of only 30 per cent in-
stead of 50 per cent. The city's
estimated share of the project
suddenly leaps from $28,000 to
$49,000. Since it has only
about $22,000 available its need
for additional money jumps
from $6,000 to $27,000.

The special demand on
sewer facilities by local in-
dustrial wastes is the reason
behind the proposed expan-
sion. The State Health Depart-
ment says the plant’s capacity
is crowded. Though effluent

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FBI WARNS NATION

By Dr. George Benson
FBI Director J. Edgar Hoover
has called the nation’s atten-
tion to the fact that for the
first time in its history the
Communist Party USA has
elevated a Negro to its national
chairmanship. Mr. Hoover con-
siders this development a Com-
munist scheme to further use
the Negro race in America to
expand civil strife and under-
mine our national strength.
Henry Winston, the 65 year old
Negro Communist who spent
the last five years in Russia
(evidently training for the vital
post here) was made national
chairman of the Party at its

recent national convention.
Wirston had been imprisoned
here under the Smith Act after
conviction of advocating the
overthrow of the U.S.A by

He went immediately to
Moscow where he lived and
plotted with Kremlin leaders.
He returned to America neith-
er blind nor dying.

‘Resurgent Subversive Force’
Mr. Hoover said in a report
to Congress: “This convention
reflected the optimism of a
resurgent Communist Party,
completely loyal to the Soviet
Union, bouyed by the feeling
that it has broken out of its
political isolation and now is
ready for an increasingly
active, concentrated program
of mass agitation in American
society.” In his keynote ad-
dress, Gus Hall, general secre-
tary of the Party, said: “We
are a factor in the left stream
of each of the mass currents in
the country.” Other speakers
were more specific, One was
Bettina Aptheker, whom Mr.
Hoover describes as “probably
the most notorious young Com-
munist in the United States,”
When Bettina Aptheker
gained national attention while
leading the “free speech” riots
at the University of California
those of us who had informed
ourselves on Communist activi-
ties in the U. S. reported that
the UC trouble had been agitat-
ed by young Reds — and, as
usual, we were critized for
“seeing Communists under
every bed.” Not long after-
wards, Bettina publicly pro-
claimed her Communism. She
is the daughter of the Party's
theoretician. She played a
prominent role at the national
convention, which Mr. Hoover
noted as signficant for its
“youth accent.”
Aided By Supreme Court
The scuttling by the U. S
Supreme Court of America's
legal bulwarks against just
such growth and subversive
activities as are now reported
by Mr. Hoover made the 18th
national Communist conven-
tion — first national conven-
tion since 1959 a place for
rejoicing among the leaders
and delegates. In fact, Mr
Hoover said: “Recent Supreme
Court decisions invalidating

Other figures could be used
to show how it is possible in
the present system for a party
to get the majority of elec-
toral votes even though it has
the lower popular votes.

That, according to the Dele-
ware contention, is wrong be-
cause it violates the wish of
the minority party in each
state and can also violate the
wish of the popular majority
in the nation. Besides, it prac-
tically rules out the candidates
of small states for two top
jobs. Party conventions pre-
fer the favorite of a state with
a big electoral vote.

Ed Gossett had similar mo-
tives In proposing the change
plus another motive. He
wanted to overcome the un-
fair treatment that conserva-
tives of his time were receiv-
ing, especially in the South.
Liberals of the North and East
catered to minority groups
that held the balance of power
in their states regardless of
how their policies affected the
South. By tradition Southern
votes were safe for the party
anyway, so they had no
scruples about the South while
it served their political ad-
vantage,

Gossett and other conserva-
tives reasoned that Southern-
ers would get more respect
if their protest votes could
be counted. Though still in the
minority they could possibly
offset minority bloc voting
elsewhere and become a factor
in national elections.

Looking back over the past
decade a person is inclined to
think that things would be
different now if the Gossett-
Lodge Amendment had been
adopted. For instance, would
racial tensions be what they
are today if self seeking poli-
ticians had been less inclined
to impose on Southerners while
bidding for Negro votes up
North? Despite the brags of
civil rights enthusiasts, has
the condition of Negroes really
been improved? Are they hap-
pier? Has the violence and
lawlessness and hatred result-
ing from political opportunism
been good for colored people
or the country? There are
plenty of signs showing that
the civil rights movement
moved too fast for anyone’s
good, and it might have been
retarded by a more represen-
tative electoral system.

A safe bet is that President
Johnson will not visit Guam

in his current flying journey
to the Far East. He would
hardly feel welcome. Just af-
ter he left a news release
stated that he vetoed Guam'’s
Right to Work law.

A brief history of that bill
runs as follows. The legislature
of the island passed the bill
and the governor vetoed Iit.
The legislature responded by
passing the bill again over his
veto. After that it could still
be defeated by the president’s
veto within ninety days. Fail-
ure to act before the dead-
line, or his signature any time
before would make it a law.
LBJ vetoed just before the
deadline.

The action placed him in the
inconsistent position of oppos-
ing home rule for the people
of Guam after favoring it
strongly for the people of
Washington D.C.

But to the people of Guam
his action has a deeper mean-
ing. He has set himself up
as a dictator over them, de-
creeing that regardless of
their preference they must be-
come subject to the rule of
union bosses to hold a job.
His decision may have been
influenced by the fact that
people of Guam are not per-
mitted to vote in our elections.
