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America this week observes
National Newspaper Week. Its
theme, very fittingly, is “Amer-

ican Newspapers . . . 200 years
of Freedom 1770’s to
1970’s.” Just reading those

words and allowing them to
soak in is enough to warm
every American with pride
and gratitude. The principal
reason we continue to enjoy
our God given rights of free-
dom and human dignity is that
our papers keep us abreast of
the news and aware of its
significance. Tyranny has less
chance to sneak up on people
who are informed.

American newspapers spread
the word far and wide. It is
estimated that over 10,000 of
them are on the job, each an
institution that Ilends per-
manence and tangibility to
human rights, helping to pre-
serve the over-all national at-
mosphere in which each man
is the captain of his soul. The
significance of the occasion
impresses us the more as we
think of the many countries
whose papers do not convey
the candid thoughts of free
men but rather the dogmatic
thoughts of captive writers.

Publications of Russia and
Red China, for instance, do not
present both sides of an issue
nor even the actual facts of a
news event. Opinions are those
which the party wants to pre-
sent. Facts are hidden or dis-
torted or exaggerated, depend-
ing on the general idea the
party wishes to convey to the
public.

Critics of American journa-
lism contend that our news-
papers have at least some of
the same fault. Not only in
that it would be practically
impossible for any publica-
tion to achieve an exactly
equal presentation of both
sides on issues or events. But
also in that publishers are ob-
viously partial to one side or
the other. Even those who
make the effort to be impartial
can’'t really manage to do it.
Personal conviction will assert
itself regardless, and it will
exert some influence regard-
less.

But really, is this lack of
an exact balance in the pre-
sentation of opinion and fact
to be deplored in American
papers? Does our notion of
freedom of the press require
each paper to present a choice
to its readers?

During the past year or so
we have heard increasing talk
on this subject, especially in
regard to issues of violence on
street and campus, or some of
the Vice President’s caustic
comments. There are always
people to claim that a presen-
tation was biased, and in many
cases the accusation is justi-
fied. Not always a malicious
bias intended to misinform, but
often an honest bias to em-
phasize a valid opinion.

On the other hand there are
a number of instances in which
the media are known to have
deliberately falsified, where
they created conditions that
did not really exist or ignored
some that did exist. Such pres-
entations desecrate the free-
dom of the press, and persons
who do those things are a dis-
grace to the profession. All
honest people hope for a time
when the liars will be fewer
and reports will be more fac-
tual.

In spite of that fault we
Americans definitely still have
a free press. It is the com-
posite product of all the edi-
tors and publishers and re-
porters and commentators in
the business. Taken by itself
not one of the products is
strictly unbiased or pretends
to be. But taken together they
make up that great American
institution which we cherish
as freedom of the press.

Candidly, however, this
column regrets that we do not
have a better balance of bias
in the nation’s media. For
many years it has seemed that
the liberals enjoyed an ad-
vantage. They appear to dom-
inate radio, TV, newspapers
and magazines while conser-
vatives are able to reach a
much smaller number of peo-
ple.

Nevertheless this column is
proud of the system and re-
gards it as the country’s most

effective means of preserving

human rights and dignity. This
system is the essence of free-
dom. People are free to write

City, Milk Plant

Work Together on
Sewer Problem

A solution to Muenster’s
sewer problem seems to be in
sight. Members of the city
council at their regular month-
ly meeting Monday night had
a conference with Vernon
Sparkman and Larry Yosten,
manager and assistant man-
ager of the AMPI milk plant,
and agreed to work coopera-
tively on their mutual diffi-
culty.

Industrial wastes from the
plant are known to exceed the
acceptable BOD test (Biochem-
ical Oxygen Demand) and a
dilemma has developed. The
milk plant needs to get rid of
it, and the sewer plant can’t
treat it adequately for dis-
charge into the creek. Both
sides decided Monday to study
and inquire, hoping to come
up with an answer soon. Pos-
sible help is expected from the
AMPI plant at Sulphur
Springs, which seems to have
no problems. One proposed an-
swer is a city ordinance speci-
fying the limit of acceptable
BOD content and providing for
additional charges to compen-
sate for extra treatment. An-
other possibility is pre-treat-
ment by AMPI before dump-
ing its waste into the sewer.
Discussion will continue at the
next meeting.

In other business the coun-
cil authorized its customary
contribution of $2,000 a year
to the Muenster library with
agreement that it may be used
as the library board wishes.

Previous domnations were
specified for purchase of
books.

The council also agreed to
provide power line poles to
support lights at the city park’s
tennis courts. Jaycees have
adopted the project of erect-
ing tennis lights and have
asked the city to furnish poles.

On the subject of a water
well the aldermen continued
their discussion but made no
decision. It is generally under-
stood that additional water
will not be needed until next
summer.
