The high cost of meat and
the rélated recent meat boy-
cott may be blessings in dis-

guise, according to a state-
ment by Dr. Antonio Gotto,
professor at the Baylor Col-
lege of Medicine. Because of
those troubles, he said, thous:
ands of consumers learned that
attractive, well-balanced and
inexpensive meals can be pre-
pared using meat substitutes.

And the increased use of
those substitutes — fish, poul-
try. eggs and cheese — may
mean more than just a lower
food bill. For many people it
also means a healthier diet by
reducing consumpfion of sat-
urated or animal fats.

Fopulation studies he said,
have revealed a correlation
between intake of animal fats
and incidence of death from
arteriosclerosis (hardening of
the arteries) and coronary
heart disease. Beef, pork -and
larb tend to be higher in the
saturated fats than poultry
and fish.

Dr. Gotto pointed out that
arteriosclerosis is a progres-
sive disease starting early and
developing over a number of
years as fatty substances,
primarily  cholesterol, build
up within the walls of the ar-

teries. Research has shown
that diet affects cholesterol
level, hence arteriosclerosis

can be reduced by limiting in-
take of the saturated fats. Al-
so suggested to reduce choles-
terol build-up ‘are cooking
with vegetable oils and reduce
consumption of dairy products,

which are high in saturated
fat.
The relationship between

diet and heart disease is still
being studied, so positive re-
commendations are still pre-
mature. However, American
Heart Association favors re-
duction in the consumption of
the saturated fats. That advice

has more appeal nowadays,
with meat prices up where
they are.

Likewise the energy crisis
may turn out in the long run
to be a blessing for the coun-
try. The fuels have been so
plentiful before that we were
encouraged to use them lav-
ishly, but necessity now tells
us to do things that common
sense should have prompted

long ago.
Government, the principal
offender in our predicament,

is learning the hard way that
too much control has a tend-
ency to foul up the economy.
Holding down prices on gas
and oil, when other commod-
ities were going up, had the
inevitable effect of discourag-
ing production and explora-
tion. Marginal wells that
might have helped the cause
were abandoned as unprofit-
able, and at the same time ex-
ploration was curtailed be-
cause the prospective return
did not justify the risk.

Still another boner was the
delay in approving the Alaska
pipeline over the absurd ob-
jections of ecology cranks. Sud-
denly we discovered that those
mistakes = occurring together
brought on the present short-
age. And it's gratifying to
think that we'll have a more
sensible and more secure out-
look after the official boners
are corrected.

One aspect especially about
the fuel shortage is frighten-
ing. A very substantial portion
of our supply comes from the
Middle East, from the Arabs
who have received military and
other aid from Russia for sev-
eral years. Obviously the ship-
ments would have ended ab-
ruptly if the Soviets had de-
manded it.

This puts us in the position
of being dependent on a sworn
enemy who has often stated
his intention to take us over
in the process of dominating
the world. One is inclined to
wonder whether the oil would
have kept coming if the So-
viets had not been even more
critically short in their supply
of grain.

At any rate it's depressing
to think that Russia is in a
position to blackmail our
country — and even more so
in case of a war. Imagine our
oil needs for the military sud-
denly rocketed by war. That
taken away from our supply
would practically paralyze
our traffic, industry and agri-
culture.

As we envision that terrify-
.ing possibility we remember
how wastefully we have been
using fuel these several years.
We burned it lavishly roar-
ing down the roads at high
speeds in cars that were built
for performance regardless of
how miuch gasoline they
burned. Even now we have the

New Law Allows
Right Turn on Red
Traffic Signal

A welcome improvement in
driving regulations now ap-
plies in Texas as a result of a
law recently passed in the
state legislature. It permits a
right turn at a red traffic light
following a stop.

The Muenster city council
discussed the law at its meet-
ing Monday night, pointing out
that, according to the law the
right turn is allowed unless a
sign at the light specifies “No
right turn on red light.”

For drivers in Muenster that
means right turn on red is al-
lowed at both of the local
signal lights because the
council will not erect the sign
prohibiting it. :

The council emphasized that
the stop before the turn def-
initely should not be over-
looked. Purpose of that regula-
tion to avoid interfering
with cross traffic, which has
the right of way on the green
light.

District 23 Poll
Strongly Supports
Death Penalty

People of Legislative Dis-
trict No. 23. which is repre-
sented at Austin by Gaines-
ville’'s Bill Sullivant, are
strongly in favor of reinstating
the death penalty and of re-
taining the state right to work
law.

These opinions and several
others were revealed this week
in Sullivant’s report on replies
to a questionnaire mailed to
every tenth person on the
voter registration list in the
district. He said that about 20
per cent responded.

Of those responding, 91 per
cent want to reinstate the
death penalty and 89 per cent
want to retain the state’s right
to work law. 73 per cent favor
an increase in the state mini-
mum wage, and only 35 per
cent want an increase in max-
imum unemployment benefits.

Also, a big majority of 92
per cent want competitive
rates in auto insurance; 72 per
cent favor garnishment of a
person’s salary to collect de-
linquent - payments for child
support; 59 per cent want to
continue Sunday closing laws;
and only 39 per cent want to
reduce first time penalties for
possession of marijuana. A bare
majority of 51 per cent want
to continue daylight saving
time and the same percentage
wants to grant adult status to
18 year olds.

An added problem regard-
ing oats is loss of grain by
shattering. Wind or rain, or
the combine, could shake off °
many of the grains. Some
farmers tried to avoid that
trouble by windrowing at an
earlier stage of maturity.
However the grain has been
down for a week and con-
tinued rain would make it dif-
ficult to pick up off the
ground. Some other farmers
did their oats harvest with a
hay baler. Weather was in
their favor and their yields
were exceptionally good.

Almost a = week ' of rain
brought the total for June to
3.10 inches, whi¢h already ex-
ceeds the average for the full
month. Added to the total of
5.27 for May it has the area
thoroughly saturated. While
creating a touchy situation for
grain harvesting, that is ideal
for growing vegetation such as
corn, sorghum, alfalfa and pas-
ture.

The rainy spell started on
June 1 for a reading of .72 the
next morning. And readings
for the next four mornings, as
recorded by Steve Moster,
were 1.60, .40, .18, and .20. The
total for the month to date
is 3.10 inches and the total for
the year stands at 22.04 inches,
which already tops the half
year total in all but three
yvears of the past decade. Al-
so the total for the first six
days of June is considerably
ahead of the full month’s ten
year average.

To the Editor,

There seems to be an ever
increasing  discussion about
the proposed lake area north
and west of Muenster. Those
that are in favor of this pro-
ject have many reasons why it
should be constructed, and
that it should be started as
soon as possible.

I don’t think most people
have given it much thought
one way or another. I do be-
lieve the majority in favor of
it have in mind recreation ra-
ther than needed water to sup-
ply the city of Muenster.

I understand the Federal
Government would finance it
to a certain point as flood con-
trol. Some people have the
mistaken idea that if the Fed-
eral Government is providing
the money for a project, it will
not affect them financially.
This is one reason an ever in-
creasing percentage of our in-
come is taken by taxes. But
still, the city would be bur-
dened with a very heavy debt
by taxation. I believe the ma-
jority would agree that more
tax levied on their property
for an unpredictable length of
time would be unwise, as the
cost to produce lake water is
much more expensive than
the system we now have.

Something else to consider
is the quality of water. Sur-
face water is hardly compar-
able to well water in many
ways, the most noticeable, its
taste. We have all noticed the
difference when spending
some time in cities that use
surface water.

It seems to be a natural re-
action to find fault with the
present system when a differ-
ent arrangement is suggestéd
or contemplated instead of im-
proving the one in use. It is
very possible that in the fu-
ture Muenster will need a
larger water supply. Should
the need ever arise, perhaps
wells could be drilled at points
away from the city. This
would maintain an adequate
high quality water system
without burdening the city
with higher taxes.

Another thing to consider
is the large amount of land
being taken out of produc-
tion at ever increasing rates by
highways, expanding cities,
and in many other ways. And
in this case lakes cover the
most productive land. At any
rate, let’s be sure that there
is no other way before going
any further with plans for a
lake.

TP&L President
On Texas Atomic

Research Board

J. F. Skelton, president of
Texas Power & Light Com-
pany, has been re-elected a
director of the Texas Atomic
Energy Research Foundation.

The directors and the Uni-
versity of Texas also an-
nounced continuation of a 2-
year, $800,000 foundation-sup-
ported research program into
the thermonuclear fusion re-
actions at the university. The
foundation, composed of TP&L
and nine other investor-owned
electric utility companies in
Texas, is interested in nuclear
fusion as a possible source of
energy for producing electric-
1ty.

Foundation support of fus-
ion research at the university
began in 1963. The research is
being carried out in the phys-
ics and engineering depart-
ments.

TP&L Confident
Of Avoiding 1973
Power Shortage

Texas Power & Light Com-
pany said today it expects to
meet all summer electric de-
mands by customers in the
company’s 5l-county service
area.

“We have -enough plant
capability and are reasonably
sure of obtaining the neces-
sary amounts of oil, lignite
and natural gas to avoid any
electric power shortages this
summer,” Carlos Love, TP&L
Vice-President in charge of
generation, said.

“Of course, there is always
the possibility that our fuel
supply could be cut drastical-
ly by suppliers,” Love added.
“But, at this point, we don’t
think that is very likely.”

Currently, TP&L'’s gas de-
liveries are being curtailed 25
percent by Lone Star Gas
Company and 50 per cent by
Coastal States Producing Com-
pany. Love said that on severe-
ly hot days gas deliveries to
TP&L could be curtailed to a
greater degree. These curtail-
ments, however, are not ex-
pected to result in any elec-
tric power shortages for TP&L
customers, Love explained.

Gas curtailments have
forced TP&L to use oil to fuel
its power plants, which nor-
mally rely on natural gas.
Love said that if this summer
is unusually hot, he expects
TP&L to burn a maximum of
800,000 barrels of oil, an
amount which the company
now has either on hand or
under contract.

In addition to existing oil
storage facilities at some of its
plants, TP&L.is constructing
new oil storage tanks with a
capacity of 350,000 barrels.

TP&L’s oil supplies come
from Oklahoma, West Texas,
Houston, Corpus Christi, Vie-
toria and Tyler. Fuel oil is
about four times more expen-
sive than natural gas.

Current electric capacity at
all of TP&L’s plants, includ-
ing the Big Brown lignite-
fired plant which is owned
Jointly by TP&L, Dallas Power
& Light Company, and Texas
Electric Service Company, is
4,688,384 kilowatts. In 1972, the
peak electric demand in the
company’s service area was 3,-
352,000 kilowatts. This year,
Love anticipates a peak de-
mand of more than 3,770,000.
To meet this burgeoning de-
mand for electric power,
TP&L is now constructing a
775,000-kilowatt oil/gas fueled
generating unit at the Decor-
dova Steam Electric Station
near Grandbury.

Additionally, TP&L is par-

ticipating with DP&L and
TESCO in constructing two
575,000 - kilowatt generating

units at the Monticello. Steam
Electric Station near Mount
Pleasant and two 750,000-kilo-
watt units at the Martin Lake
Steam Eleetric Station near
Tatum. Both plants will use
lignite, a form of soft coal.

Last year, TP&L, DP&L and
TESCO announced plans to
build two 1,150,000-kilowatt nu-
clear generating units near
Glen Rose. The first unit is
scheduled for completion in
1980 and the second in 1982.

In an emergency, TP&L can
receive supplemental electric
power from DP&L, TESCO,
Houston Lighting and Power
Company and Central Power
& Light Company.

Buys Boot Plant
At Moulton, Texas

The Nocona Boot Company,
Inc., has purchased the pro-
duction facilities of the Tex
Tan Boot Company in Moul-
ton, Texas. The agreement
was reached with the Tandy
Corporation, former owners of
Tex Tan.

Nocona Vice President and
General Manager Mel Chap-
man said the purchase of the
Tex Tan factory is intended
to result in increased produc-
tion for Nocona of up to 300
pairs daily within a relatively
short time. Nocona is present-
ly producing approximately 1,-
100 pairs of boots daily in .its
Nocona, Texas plant.

Rather than perform all
construction functions of the
Nocona Boot, the newly ac-
quired facility will handle all
finishing processes of certain
styles.

Nocona Boot Co. was
founded in 1925 by Miss Enid
Justin, who continues to serve
as president.

How to Correct
Billing Exrors on
Credit Accounts

COLLEGE STATION —
With se many people using
credit today the possibility of
billing errors increases great-
ly.

“When an error occurs, a
consumer may have difficulty
locating the cause of error
and the right person to cor-
rect it,” say Mrs. Doris Myers,
home management -specialist
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, Texas A&M
University. 5

Should an error occur, the
specialist offered the follow-
ing steps to correct it.

1. Notify the store immedi-
ately, informing them of the
error.

2. Obtain the name of the
person contacted, making a
note of it and date contacted.
This information is helpful in
case of necessary future con-
tacts.

3. If contact is made in writ-
ing, don’t send it with the bill
— and don’t write on the bill
itself. Keep a copy of any let-
ters sent for future reference.

4. Send a registered letter
to the credit manager or com-
pany president if you exper-
ience difficulty obtaining ad-
justments on legitimate com-
plaints.

In the letter, explain com-
plaint in complete detail and
give facts in a courteous man-
ner. Also request that the post
office furnish the signature of
the person receiving the letter.

5. If still unable to settle a
complaint, write the local
Credit Bureau and Better
Business Bureau. Provide de-
tails and copies of bills, re-
ceipts, cancelled checks or
other evidence that prove
your point. Also send a car-
bon copy of this contact to the
merchant involved.

“Usually with accurate re-
cords and a business-like man-
ner, consumers can correct
billing errors,” the specialist
continued.

“Legitimate businesses are
anxious to retain the consum-
er’s good will — and keep him
as a customer.”

Mrs. Myers also listed sev-
eral things consumers can do

to help prevent billing errors
in the first place.

—Use a credit card when

charging merchandise.
. —Examine sales slips to in-
sure all spaces are correctly
filled in. and no unnecessary
marks included.

—Before signing a bill,
make sure the total is correct
and in the right place.

—Save duplicate sales slips
and check bills against them.

—Know when billing dates
are and make or mail pay-
ments in time tc arrive before
deadlines.

—Return the correct portion
of a bill with remittance.

—Check bills for errors as
socn as they’re received.
