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Liberals of the government
and the press seem to be suc­
ceeding in exploiting the 
W atergate incident to the n ’th 
degree. They have the Senate 
investigation going now with 
full determ ination to em bar­
rass the Adm inistration and 
even try to wring out impeach­
m ent proceedings a g a i n s t  
President Nixon.

One would think from the 
a ttitude of those accusers that 
W atergate was the first foul 
ever in the game of American 
politics. And certainly they 
don 't adhere to the principle 
tha t only those w ithout fault 
should cast stones.

The significant point is that 
we have here a case of indis­
creet snooping for damaging 
evidence in a political cam­
paign. Burglary and bugging, 
the  means to that end, are 
violations of the law, but 
th a t’s the extent of the wrong 
doing. Judged by its effect, 
W atergate is mild compared 
w ith a num ber of big scandals 
in national politics. We have 
had election frauds political 
payoffs and grafts and various 
other m isbehavior that did 
real damage to the country. 
They were far more serious 
than  just catching some politi­
cians with red  faces.

This isn't to say that two 
wrongs make a right. But it 
does seem that one wrong 
should not be blown up when 
others were played down. And 
especially as a m atter of na­
tional pride and prestige there 
is no excuse whatever in the 
big howl for impeachment. 
Some politicians may think 
this a way to win a battle or 
two in the perpetual partisan 
war, but are they also th ink ­
ing about the country’s loss in 
world politics? In this as in 
family friction, it’s not sm art 
to wash the dirty linen in pub­
lic. The real tragedy about the 
impeachm ent efforts is that 
regardless of outcome it be­
littles America before t h e  
world, has a tendency to make 
it a second rate country — 
and we know who’s itching to 
horn into the Number 1 spot. 
It makes us wonder how many 
of the trouble makers have 
that goal in mind.

It's a shame that the coun 
try  is wasting so much effort 
on W atergate when it ought 
to be tackling the im portant 
issue of energy crisis. More 
people every day are telling 
us this is a serious problem 
needing attention as soon as 
possible. As stated by Paul 
Woolstadt of the American 
Petroleum  Institute “Every 
day lost now means more and 
longer trouble in the fu ture.” 
He suggests term inating gov 
ernm ent regulation of natural 
gas prices, getting the Alaska 
pipeline in use as soon as pos­
sible, encouraging search for 
oil and gas reserves, allowing 
more offshore drilling, and 
tapering off the exhorbitant 
demands o f environm ental 
cranks. A great deal of relief 
for the energy crisis can be 
attained if we’ll stop the de 
mands for ecological perfec­
tion and accept reasonable 
standards. We use tremendous 
quantities of energy achieving 
a standard of excellence which 
is higher than we need or can 
afford.

Another environm ental pro
blem is the nuclear energy 
hang-up. Cranks have delayed 
progress on grounds of ex­
plosion danger, nuclear radia­
tion and emission of excessive 
heat in air and water. Objec­
tions are being ruled out one 
by one but so much time has 
been wasted. And obstruction­
ists are still scheming for 
more ways to delay.

Energy is the basis of our 
way of life. We need it for 
lighting, cooking, heating and 
cooling, f o r  transportation 
farm  and factory production 
and distribution of all con­
sum er goods. It determines our 
standard of living and our na­
tional security. A shortage of 
it could reduce us to a pain­
fully plain existence and leave 
us helpless before an enemy

It’s m o s t  important, of 
course, to restore the energy 
sources that are falling short 
We need more gas. We need 
to expand exploration, tap 
our established reserves, start 
the Alaskan oil flowing, be 
less demanding of the environ 
ment, and get more help out 
of nuclear power, hydroelectric 
power, lower grade coal etc 
All of those ways will restore 
energy that was lost by short 
sighted governm ent policy 
But it takes time to do all 
those things, and by the time 
they 're  done demand will have 
increased some more and kept 
ahead of supply.

On Watergate

Perspective on the W ater­
gate case is needed as the 
overblown enormity of that 
affair is inflated. Let us list 
factors that provide hope for 
some serenity amid the loud 
cries of foul.

1. The political nature of 
the most stentorous lam enta­
tion cannot be ignored. The 
leaders of the outcries, in the 
Eastern part of the country at 
least, are not notable as friends 
of the Nixon Adm inistrattion. 
They leaped upon the W ater­
gate affair as a gift from be­
yond in their effort to draw 
fire away from the Ellsberg 
case, the continuing violation 
of the cease fire by the North 
Vietnamese, and the possibil­
ity that the present Adminis­

in its grappling with domestic 
problems.

2. The seven men who broke 
into the Democratic National 
H eadquarters in the W ater­
gate complex in W ashington, 
D. C., last spring committed 
an illegal act. Admitted. They 
have 'been sentenced to long 
term s in prison, some up to 
20 years — terms th a t might 
have been given to the most 
hardened criminals. (A teach­
er pushing heroin upon high 
school pupils in Miami, Flori­
da was sentenced on May 1, 
1973, to only 5 years). The Wa­
tergate men were neither har­
dened nor vicious criminals. 
They inflicted no personal in ­
juries. The sentences imposed 
upon them  are out of all pro­
portion to the nature of their 
crime.

3. Charges have been pub­
licly filed against others; but 
it is important for us to note 
that many of the accusations 
are based upon hearsay, upon 
inuendo, and by attacks made 
by nameless, and faceless 
“sources.” It is extrem ely im­
portant, at this time, for all 
of us to abide by our constitu­
tional guarantees that no man 
is to be considered guilty until 
such a decision is rendered in 
a court of law. If we forget 
that principle, then none of us 
is safe, and none of us is se­
cure.

4. President Nixon said 
“both of our great parties have 
been guilty of such tactics.” 
Witness the burglary and ran ­
sacking of the offices of the 
late Senator Thomas Dodd, the 
bugging of the State D epart­
ment office of Otto Otepka,

the system atic robbing of the 
offices of the late Senator 
Lundeen, and the alleged bug­
ging of the Republican Presi­
dential candidate of 1964, Sen­
ator Barry Goldwater. No­
body was even tried in those 
cases.

Agreed, “two wrongs do not 
make a right.” A t the same 
time, our Constitution declares 
that everyone is to be treated 
equally under the law. Are 
the accused in this m atter be­
ing given equal, or fair, or 
reasonable treatm ent?

W hatever o n e’s political 
persuasions, it is vital, at this 
juncture in our history, that 
our common sense does not 
give way before hysteria. Yes, 
perspective is needed.

Overcrowded Jcril 
Bill Becomes Law

House Bill 403 by Represent­
atives Hilary Doran of Del Rio 
and Bill Sullivant of Gaines­
ville was signed into law May 
1. The bill provides that im­
mediately u p o n  conviction 
and sentencing of a felon, the 
defendant may be turned over 
to the  Departm ent of Correc­
tions. He will no longer re ­
main at county expense in the 
county jail while awaiting the 
final disposition of his appeal. 
The measure is directed at al­
leviating the overcrowded con­
dition, as well as removing po­
tential trouble makers, from 
county jails.

The bill has been hailed by 
law enforcement officers as a 
m ajor improvement in Texas 
law. It is felt that it will have 
the added advantage of dis­
couraging frivolous appeals 
filed solely for the purpose of 
allowing the defendant to re ­
main in local jails.
