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Community Shivers 
In Severe Ice Storm

Considering the many ways
our country has been played 
for a sucker, it isn’t surprising 
to learn tha t someone would 
suggest our giving the Pana­
ma Canal Zone, including the 
big ditch, back to the Repub­
lic of Panama. However it is 
very surprising, and also very 
disturbing that we have peo­
ple in our guvernm m ent who 
would allow so absurd a 
proposal to a tta in  the dignity 
of an issue.

Ninety nine per cent of our 
citizens instinctively answer 
w ith an emphatic No. Of 
course we will not consider 
turning back the land or the 
canal to the left wing dicta­
torship in the saddle down 
there.

In the first place, is there
any reason to think tha t P an­
ama can do a be tter job of 
m anaging the area or the can­
al? Past instability of Cen­
tra l American governments 
would hardly recommend it 
for the job.

Regardless how that answer 
comes out, there’s the more 
im portant question of “why 
should we give away our title 
to this real estate?” History 
records the fact that US 
bought the Canal Zone fair 
and square at a terrific price, 
including private land hold­
ings within the Zone. After all 
that the US spent more mil­
lions of dollars building the 
canal. If the price of acquiring 
is any criterion this country 
has a firm hold indeed.

But th a t’s not all. Purchase 
of the land was accompanied 
by a treaty  giving US author­
ity to govern the zone, build 
the canal and operate it per­
petually. Our claim to the 
zone is supported by every 
standard known to modern 
civilization.

Needless io say, there 's a
fam iliar ring in the scheme 
to take the Canal Zone away 
from  this country. Red pro­
pagandists accuse us of im­
perialism, obviously parroting 
the reference to it as “occu­
pied territo ry” by Alger Hiss 
our State D epartm ent traitor 
and convicted Soviet spy.

To us that kind of talk  is 
so much hog wash. But it 
takes on some sort of weight 
when presented by our left, 
wing media, the witting and 
unw itting allies of the State 
Departm ent, the United Na­
tions and the Red leaning 
boss of Panama. They’re try ­
ing to use the big lie technique 
in putting over this deal. No 
m atter how wrong it. is they’re 
trying to repeat it until it’s 
accepted as right.

One of the ironies of this 
situation is that Reds are ac­
cusing us of imperialism in 
Panama. Talk about the pot 
calling the kettle black! Can 
anyone imagine more absolute 
imperialism  than the Soviets 
are imposing now on all of 
the Baltic and Balkan satel­
lites of Europe?

Isn’t it about time to throw 
the imperialism accusation as 
well as the other Red lies 
back into the Soviet face? . . . 
and to stand our ground be­
fore the UN and twisted th ink­
ers and traitors who keep up 
the constant attack on this 
country? Let’s set our course 
by old time American stand­
ards regardless of how much 
the Reds howl.

It might be a good idea 
also to consider our future and 
our pride. Concerning the 
Panam a deal, i t ’s just possible 
that in a few short years the 
canal would be closed to us 
but open to the Reds. Turning 
the Zone over to the red sym ­
pathizers without pondering 
that angle would be the u lti­
mate in folly.

Quite often we have had
occasion to learn that visiting 
Soviet diplomats and stu ­
dents and cultural exchange 
personnel or plain tourists 
have extra curricular interests 
which come under the general 
heading of spying. Relative 
thereto the Farm Bureau bul­
letin presents an item reveal­
ing the extent of our hospital­
ity to our USSR visitors, re ­
gardless of the nature of their 
intentions. The FB bulletin 
says:

“On November 2, 1972, the 
Associated Hospital Service of 
New York, 80 Lexington Av­
enue, New York City, an­
nounced a special health bene­
fit program for citizens of the 
U.S.S.R. who are “study” vis­
itors to the United States. This 
is in accordance with an agree­
ment between the United 
States and the Soviet Union, 
through which Soviet citizens 
are entitled to full coverage 
of all expenses relating t o 
health care during their visits 
to the United States.

All Time High in 
Deposits Reached 
At Muenster Bank

An all time high in deposits 
at M uenster State Bank was 
reached on January  2, just a 
day after the official report 
requested by the state bank­
ing commission as of Decem­
ber 31, 1932. The high figure 
was $6,366,488 on Jan. 2 and 
6,364,364 on Jan. 3.

The deposits on December 
31 added to $6,198,046.44, which 
represented a gain of $1,035,- 
843 for the past year and also 
a gain of $111,132 for the past 
quarter.

However, local loans, with 
a total of $2,461,143.74 dropped 
for both the year and the 
quarter. The figure had been 
reported at $208,588 higher a 
year ago and $34,627 higher 
three months ago.

O ther banks of Cooke Coun­
ty also reported record de­
posits adding to an all time 
high of $50,260,469.35, for a 
gain of more than $8 million 
in the past year.

Combined loans in the four 
banks are $24,899,962.48, a gain 
of $2.2 million in 1972.

President H erbert M eurer 
of M uenster State Bank said 
that the increasing deposits 
reflect continued good busi­
ness but also a continuation of 
the inflation spiral.

City Receives 
$9470 Check in 
Revenue Sharing

M uenster’s second install­
ment of Federal Revenue 
Sharing arrived Tuesday. The 
check was for $9470, which is 
$399 below that of the Decem­
ber rem ittance and covers the 
last six months of 1972. The 
earlier check was for the first 
half of the year.

Along with the check was 
a letter explaining that 6 per 
cent of the city’s allotm ent 
was withheld for a reserve 
fund and adjustments.

The two checks add to $19,- 
339 as M uenster’s share in the 
Revenue Sharing. This amount 
is available for financing a 
variety of programs such as 
library, health and sanitation, 
s e w e r  maintenance, street 
maintenance, recreation, and 
pollution abatement. Uses to 
which it will be assigned are 
to be determined by the city 
council.

County Judge Larry Sulli- 
vant announced Monday that 
the County likewise has re ­
ceived its second Revenue 
Sharing check. The amount 
was $95,506, about $4,000 less 
than  the December remittance. 
His check also was accom­
panied by an enclosure saying 
that 6 per cent had been w ith­
held.

The area was 
on the verge of serious trou­
ble from wind or an addition­
al buildup of ice, either of 
which could have snapped the 
electric lines and paralyzed 
the area.

Only ex­
ceptions were an hour of

op system after a tree limb 
broke a Brazos Transmission 
line, plus a few minor breaks 
in the Co-op’s line.

Likewise M uenster Tele­
phone Corp. had a few bro­
ken lines in the outer edges 
of its area and TP&L had no 
breakage whatever. Telephone 
lines here are mostly imm une 
to ice troubles because about 
90 per cent of the conductor 
is buried. However the com­
pany had trouble with its toll 
calls because of more than 20 
breaks in the Bell system’s 
overhead wires.

The o ther big problem was 
the ice covered streets and 
sidewalks. They were great 
for the youngsters who m an­
aged to bring out a surprising 
num ber of sleds, but treach­
erous for w alking and driving. 
Because of hazardous driving 
the two local schools, like 
most of the others in North 
Texas, had four holidays. 
And warnings were issued 
constantly for highway travel.

Drivers who used chains 
had no problems in m aneuver­
ing the slippery streets. For 
others skids could be counted 
in the thousands. Loss of 
control was commonplace. 
Many cars were immobilized 
but not damaged beside the 
road and a few crashed. An 
estim ated num ber of about 
th irty  needed wrecker service. 
Tim Storm er and Eddie F leit­
m an had m oderate damage to 
their vehicles but escaped in­
jury.

Mrs. Harvey Lampkin was 
less fortunate. She has a bro­
ken leg. Falls could be num ­
bered in the dozens, several of 
them  'resulting in injuries.

Texas Farm  Bureau Presi­
dent J. T. (Red) Woodson said 
today that the federal cost­
sharing program for most soil 
and w ater conservation prac­
tices should be continued.

ture should not be expected 
to bear an unequal portion of 
federal spending cuts.

Under the REAP program, 
annual payments have been 
offered land owners covering 
part of the cost of installing 
approved conservation a n d  
pollution control practices.

“This program, which is 
cost-sharing and not an in­
come supplement, benefits all 
people,” Woodson said. “It is 
an investm ent in the fu ture of 
this country and not a subsidy 
solely for the benefit of land 
owners.” “The soil and w a­
ter conservation practices not 
only contribute to pollution 
control, bu t also help provide 
Americans with a bountiful 
food supply at reasonable 
prices.”

Woodson said farm ers and 
ranchers do support measures 
to reduce inflationary pres­
sures because they are hurt 
more than most groups by 
higher production costs since 
they cannot pass along cost 
increases. If the A dm inistra­
tion is determ ined to cut fed­
eral spending, it, should be 
across the board in all depart­
ments of government, the state 
farm leader said.

table came about after — not 
before — they were unable to 
mount a fall offensive in 1972. 
It was known that the North 
Vietnamese Defense Minister, 
General Vo Giap, had planned 
major attacks in hope of se­
curing large amounts of ter­
ritory in South Vietnam.

With the Communists in 
control of wide areas, North 
Vietnam would pressure the 
United States into an imm edi­
ate settlem ent, and part of 
that settlem ent would be the 
recognition and acceptance of 
t h e  Communist territorial 
gains.

But two things upset the

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Communist plans:
One was the fighting ability 

of the valiant South V ietna­
mese. For years they were 
thought to be ‘‘fair weather 
soldiers.” incapable of defend­
ing their own country. Since 
little confidence was placed in 
them, they were not given 
modern arms to fight with, 
and t h e  American troops 
fought most of the engage­
ments.

President Nixon gave the 
South Vietnamese the respon­
sibility of fighting their own 
battles, and he backed them 
up with equipment. Their 
performance has been irreg­
ular, but constantly improv­
ing. The increasing vigor of 
their resistance stopped the 
Red aggressors, drove them 
back, and helped to force 
postponement of Giap’s plan.

The other factor causing 
Hanoi to abandon its fall of­
fensive was the increased 
pressure of heavy bombing by 
our B-52s, the mining of the 
Red supply harbors, and the 
pounding by shells f r o m  
American ships. Staging areas, 
s u p p l y  routes, ammunition 
and field dumps were struck 
repeatedly. In short, the Com­
munists were being subjected 
to some old-fashioned, pain­
ful, arm  twisting. W ith the 
South Vietnamese forces coun­
ter attacking on the ground, 
U.S. planes destroying exist­
ing Soviet and Red Chinese 
m ilitary supplies, the mined 
harbor and blockaded sea- 
coast choking off resupplies, 
Hanoi decided that it was 
wiser to talk than fight.

However much t h e  Reds 
may stall and bluster, they 
know that w ith  American 
bombs dropping from the 
skies, each passing day means 
that they grow weaker as the 
South grows stronger. The 
war will end on the day that 
they decide it is no longer ex­
pedient to continue their ag­
gression.

Coalition 
Means Slavery

Miss Patricia Young, one 
of the Canadian newspaper 
columnists best known in 
America, recently wrote that 
if a “coalition” governm ent is 
forced upon the South V iet­
nam government, it would 
signal “the obituary of that 
nation as a free society.”

provisional-government was a 
coalition of 72 Communists, 35 
Social Democrats and 57 mem­
bers of the Sm allholder’s P ar­
ty. On February 25, 1947, the 
leader of the Sm allholder’s 
Party  was arrested and quiet­
ly disposed of — which left 
the Communists in full con­
trol.

“President Karlis Ulmanis of 
Latvia tried to operate a coali­
tion government. Like so 
m any others, he was arrested 
and deported on July 21, 1940, 
leaving the Communists in 
control. Everyone rem em bers 
the fierce patriotism  of Jan  
Mazaryk, who headed the 
Czechoslovak coalition with 
Communists. Although h i s 
death was officially declared 
“suicide,” those who knew 
him best are convinced he 
was murdered. So was free­
dom.

“The pattern  of demanding 
coalition governments when 
the Communists cannot hope 
to get themselves elected is a 
well known Red ploy. From 
where I sit, any such coali­
tion imposed upon the South 
Vietnamese people dooms the 
nation to communist slavery 
within a year.”

Miss Young might have 
added tha t North Vietnam, 
too, began as a coalition gov­
ernm ent. Today, not one of 
the non-communist political 
leaders in North Vietnam re­
mains alive, save for the very 
few who managed to flee.

A Return 
To Decency

As we enter the year 1973 
there are encouraging signs 
tha t we might have a good 
year. And one of the most 
encouraging news stories is 
the report that Grove Press, 
Inc., the notorious promoter 
and publisher of pornographic 
and hate-America literature, 
has been dropped from the 
over-the-counter trading sys­
tem  because its net capital 
has dropped to less than the 
$250,000 minimum required 
for listing.

According to the last report 
by Grove Press to the Secur­
ities and Exchange Commis­
sion for the year 1971, the 
corporation suffered a loss of 
nearly $7 million, and the 
Grove stock, which sold for 
around $20.00 a share in 1968, 
can’t be sold today for even 
as much as $1.00 a share. To 
put it another way, the “in- 
vesters” who paid $20 a share 
in the hope of exploiting sex 
and filth have lost $1,900 in 
cold cash for every $2,000 in­
vested.

I t was Grove Press, you 
might recall, that defied the 
law by publishing “Tropic of 
Cancer” and “Lady Chatter- 
ley’s Lover” w ith the expec­
tation that the liberal U. S. 
Suprem e Court would let 
them  off the hook which the 
Court did. The widely pub­
licized case provided Grove 
w ith what amounted to m il­
lions of dollars in free ad ­
vertising, and it appeared (at 
least, to some) that there were 
big pprofits to be made.

Hopefully, the decline in the 
fortunes of Grove Press, which 
has been one of the “giants” 
in the field of pornography, 
signals a lack of in terest on 
the part of the American peo­
ple. It could mean that Am er­
ica will experience a return  
to decency.

Point of Idiocy
The stated objective of the 

W ater Quality Control Act of 
1972, in the words of Repre­
sentative Philip M. Crane of 
Illinois, “. . . is to give the 
country 100 percent clean wa­
ter by 1985. Yet, according to 
expert testimony before Com­
mittee, the estimated cost of 
achieving 100 percent clean 
water by 1985 is $2.3 trillion. 
This $2.3 trillion just happens 
to be more than the entire 
world’s Gross National Pro­
duct.” The Congressman points 
out that it was almost impos­
sible for anyone to vote 
against the bill because to 
do so would make it appear 
that he “. . . was in favor of 
dirty w ater.” Thus public 
pressure and an onrushing po­
litical stampede to support be­
fore the eyes of the voters, the 
most high-minded goals can 
result in the passage of ab­
solutely inoperable and idiotic 
legislation. This does not serve 
the public interest, and it 
thw arts our national purpose 
by failing to set standards that 
can be reached to move us 
closer to environm ental goals 
we all favor.

Pollution levels can be 
brought to a very low and, in­
deed, a harmless point from 
the standpoint of their effect 
on the environm ent as tech­
nology and know-how are ap­
plied to the problem. To 
reach for zero standards of 
pollution is simply beyond 
either the technical, m aterial 
or m onetary resources of the 
nation in the foreseeable fu ­
ture.

The Texas Motor Vehicle 
Commission is a relatively 
new state agency having been 
operative less than two years. 
The prim ary function of the 
Commission is the licensing of 
all new car dealers, d istribu­
tors, m anufacturers, and re ­
presentatives of the m anufac­
turers.

Two of the Commission’s 
duties are to ensure that all 
new car w arranties are hon­
ored and that no car dealer 
is guilty of willful fraud of 
any retail buyer to the buyer’s 
damage.

When a consumer feels that 
his new car w arranty has not 
been fulfilled and has been 
unable to obtain satisfaction 
from the dealer, he should file 
a complaint with the Commis­
sion. The Commission will 
then contact the dealer. If a 
solution is not reached the 
Commission will conduct a 
hearing to determ ine the m er­
its of the complaint.

If the Commission feels that 
the consumer has b e e n  
wronged, they will recommend 
to the car dealer that he recti­
fy the situation. In addition, 
the Motor Vehicle Commission 
can revoke the license of any 
new car dealer who fails to 
comply w ith the regulations 
and orders of the Commission. 
To date, the Commission has 
been able to settle about 90% 
of all new car w arranty com­
plaints w ith one letter to the 
dealer.

There have also been com­

plaints filed where it is alleged 
that consumers were defrauded 
by being sold wrecked and re ­
conditioned cars as new. When 
the Commission finds that 
there has been a fraud in­
volved, they can bring suit 
and obtain a $1,000 fine for 
each act in violation of the 
statu te or for each day that 
a violation continues to occur.

This protection which is af­
forded to t h e  consumer 
through t h e  Motor Vehicle 
Commission is unique in that 
Texas is one of very few 
states who have empowered a 
Motor Vehicle Commission to 
hold hearings and seek fines 
from dealers who fail to stand 
behind new car w arranties and 
who are guilty of fraud. If you 
feel that you have a complaint 
against a new car dealer, you 
should contact the Texas Mo­
tor Vehicle Commission, Box 
13287, Capitol Station, Austin, 
Texas 78711.
