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There is some satisfaction
in knowing th a t Abe Fortas 
■was not in the Chief Justice 
c h a i r  when the Suprem e 
Court opened its new session 
Monday. The Senate did a 
com m endable job when it re ­
fused to confirm  his appoint­
m ent to that position by LBJ. 
T he only fault in the Senate 
action was its failure to re ­
jec t him by a m ore decisive 
count.

Actually the m an was de­
feated  by parliam entary  pro­
cedure ra ther than  by count of 
supporters and opponents. A 
fillibuster was going to p re­
vent a vote on the issue. Stop­
ping the fillibuster required a 
tw o th irds m ajority and the 
vote to  stop it came out with 
a small simple m ajority. So 
th e  m ain issue had to be 
dropped.

However, a point to rem em ­
ber is that Fortas did have 
m ore supporters than  oppon-1 
ents. In view of his miser-1 
able record in so m any re ­
spects, this fact is disappoint­
ing. It means that more than 
half of the senators voting 
e ither approved of the m an’s ! 
ways or were violating p rin ­
ciple for the sake of p o litica l! 
expediency. It’s not a record i 
to  be proud of.

The outcome le rd s  itself to 
only one in terpretation as far 
as the average laym an i s ! 
concerned: being unfit for 
the  job on several counts is 
not sufficient grounds to deny j 
h is appointm ent. I t ’s like say-1 
ing that a certain  degree of j 
unfitness can be tolerated, that j 
a deficiency of principle or 
in tegrity  or propriety can b e ! 
excused.

Well, th a t’s not the average j 
person's idea of qualification 
for the Suprem e Court. Most | 
of us would say tha t a c a n -! 
didate should be all good, and j 
th a t any one of several blots I 
on Fortas’ record should be I 
enough to rule him  out. In 
fact, the standard  of qualifi- i 
cation ought to be even m o re ! 
rigid, to  the ex ten t that a m ere j 
doubt of the m an’s fitness j 
should be enough to disqualify 
him. Suprem e court m em ber-1 
ship is a very im portant job, j 
m uch too im portant to be en- j 
trusted  to  one whose princi­
ples or m ethods can be ques-1 
tioned.

This line of reasoning in
evitably  leads to  another j 
thought. If Fortas is unquali­
fied for chief justice it is only 
reasonable to assum e th a t he 
is also unqualified for as­
sociate justice. It seems that 
personal qualifications should 
be identical for the two po­
sitions. So, who can say that 
he deserves to rem ain on the 
court? The grounds which 
w ere sufficient to prevent con­
firm ation appear to be suf­
ficient for im peachment.

Our constitution says that a 
Suprem e Court justice is ap ­
pointed for life, subject to 
good behavior. Well, what 
constitutes good behavior? Can 
the Fortas record be recon­
ciled with that standard?

The entrance of General 
LeMay on the political scene 
suddenly brings the Vietnam 
issue into sharper focus. In 
effect he says that he’s for a 
reasonable solution through 
negotiation, but a fight with 
real intention to win if the 
reds continue their shenani­
gans.

His idea isn’t new. However, 
because of the growing popu­
larity  of the th ird  party  tick­
et, it carries m ore weight than 
before. We can reasonably as­
sume that Hanoi is more im ­
pressed than  ever before.

LeMay is like M acArthur 
in that respect. He thinks there 
is no substitu te for w inning 
and he has no patience with 
th e  red way of doing things, 
either at the peace table or 
in the war. We can be sure 
th a t his position will get lots 
of support from Americans

First 
grazing on it w ill begin in 
November. 288 bales of hay 
have been harvested from 
th ree acres of it.

Next stop was 10 acres of 
Coastal sprigged the past 
spring and being grazed at 
the rate of one anim al unit 
per acre. It was fertilized with 
32-40-0 in May and w ith 40- 
0-0 in July  and weeds w ere 
controlled by one application 
of 2,4-D. It will be cross fenc­
ed for grazing control.

Stop 3 was 20 acres of De- 
Soto grass seeded in the spring 
of 1967. Row middles were 
cultivated last w inter, forage 
shredded afte r frost. It was 
fertilized in April and July 
this year at a to tal cost of 
$10 40 per acre. It was grazed 
in June and Ju ly  at a ra te 
of two anim al units per acre. 
Grazing was resumed October 
2 with intention to continue 
un til frost or beyond.

Also emphasized was each 
field’s potential as a hay p ro ­
ducer. U nder norm al co n d i­
tions it is expected that the 
hay harvest w ill be am ple to 
keep the herd well fed while 
the w eather is unfit for graz-

the U. S. last year.”

K am m erdiener said the fall 
and w in ter m onths are the 
most vulnerable tim es of the 
year for ru ra l fires. “W hen 
fires occurs on farm  or rural 
property, dam age is th ree to 
six times greater th an  in the 
average city fire,” the Farm  
Bureau president added.

Farm  B ureau has two p ro­
grams designed to help cu r­
tail fire losses. The county 
Farm  Bureau, in cooperation 
w ith the Texas Farm  Bureau, 
sponsors the  attendance of 
local volunteer firem en to the 
annual F irem en’s Training 
School each sum m er in  Col­
lege Station. More than  600 
firem en have attended under 
Farm  B ureau sponsorship d u r­
ing the past six years.

The state and local Farm  
Bureaus also pay $75 to  fire de­
partm ents for fighting rural 
fires in Farm  B ureau insured 
property.

In addition to  these pro­
grams, county Farm  Bureaus 
sponsor a graphic 45-minute 
fire prevention dem onstration. 
More than  100 w ere given be­
fore schools, civic clubs and 
other groups by the TFB 
Safety D epartm ent during the 
past school year. Also, almost 
20,000 fire extinguishers have 
been said to  Farm  Bureau me 
been sold to Farm  B ureau 
m em bers as a continuing pro­
gram  of ru ral fire protection.

The eight years ending June

Since that 
tim e the debt has increased 
practically w ithout in terrup ­
tion, and now stands at about 
$352 billion. All this in the 
period being hailed as the 
longest period of prosperity 
in our history. How long do

week calculated tha t the total 
tax  collections in this coun­
try  from its founding through 
1933 w ere $91.5 billion.

More recently, Cap Beezley 
carefully oiled his adding 
machine and punched out a 
tape which showed tha t fede­
ra l taxes collected from 1789 
through fiscal year 1956 w ere 
about $815 billion.

By comparison, he notes, 
the budgets of the New Fron­
tier and G reat Society, begin­
ning with 1962 and continuing 
through Ju n e  30, 1969, (the end 
of the cu rren t fiscal year) 
will reflect federal tax col­
lections of about $833,3 billion. 
By any standard  you w ant to 
raise, th a t’s an expensive orgy. 
Of course, we have had to 
rely on official A dm inistration 
estim ates of collections for the 
G reat Society, and the final 
figures may be off the m ark a 
few dollars.

In the twelve Roosevelt 
years ending in 1945, the col­
lections w ere $161.3 billion. 
For T rum an’s eight years, the 
tax bite m ore than  doubled 
to $369 billion. As the tax  
base increased, Eisenhower’s 
tax collections w ere increased 
by 150 percent. T he following 
eight years saw another 150 
percent escalation above the 
Eisenhower collections.

NO TIMBER
It is a sham e tha t the Con­

gressional Record is such an 
unattractive  and boring jo u r­
nal. It is difficult to research, 
let alone to read. But those 
who pore through it frequently  
are rew arded w ith some gems. 
One such appears in the July 
17, 1968 issue. Senator Stephen 
M. Young, Democrat of Ohio, 
was holding forth  on the A- 
gency For In ternational D e­
velopm ent operation in South 
Vietnam. We’ll have space for 
only a portion of his rem arks, 
but the story is clear in only 
a few short paragraphs. Said 
Senator Young;

“. . .  Last Jan u a ry  while in 
Vietnam, I encountered many 
hundreds of civilian officials. 
They w ere all over the place 
enjoying high salaries and a l­
lowances and doing little, if 
anything, to earn  them. Never 
have so m any been sent so far 
at such great expense who 
have done so little.

“The fact is that of AID of­
ficials in South Vietnam  the 
D irector receives in excess of 
$44,000 per year; 28 receive in 
excess of $41,700 per year; 
82 receive $35,500; 262 receive 
in excess of $30,000 ; 409 receive 
in excess of $24,600 and 76 re ­
ceive more than  $19,000 per 
year.

‘T h is  is outrageous. W hat 
Justification is there for the 
AID head in Vietnam  to re ­
ceive almost $5,000 a year 
more than the Chief Justice of 
the United States? W hat pos­
sible reason can be given for 
paying 110 o ther AID officials 
a g reater salary than  that 
received by m em bers of the 
Cabinet, Senators and Con­
gressmen? W hat excuse for 
paying 262 additional AID of­
ficials salaries the same a-

m ount received by M embers 
of Congress? I t is scandalous 
tha t 782 Aid officials in V iet­
nam  are now being paid $25,- 
000 a year or more. In  addition 
to their base s a l a r i e s  
these officials are given a 25- 
percent hardship allowance, a 
$3,000 separate m aintenance 
allowance, and fringe benefits 
including air-conditioned hous­
ing at our taxpayers’ expense 
and medical care and all PX 
a n d  com m issary privileges. 
There is evidence th a t m any 
sell cigarettes, whisky, radios 
and other PX and commissary 
m erchandise to South V iet­
namese. . . .

“M any of these overpaid 
and underw orked AID officials 
are expected to w ork in ref-

In electronics, an airborne computer smaller than a loaf of bread
•will soon be helping to ease air traffic congestion.

Designed and priced for the nation’s 110,000 private and busi­
ness aircraft, the com puter, 
will allow pilots to make use 
of the vast unused airspace In 
the United States. At present, 
most aircraft fly the same air 
routes b e c a u s e  of fixed 
navigational stations. This new 
computer, developed by the 
Avionics D i v i s i o n  of Narco 
Scientific Industries, will allow

pilots to “electronically move” 
these ground navigational sta­
tions to air routes they choose.

Narco officials said they ex­
pect the tiny airborne analog 
computer “to further increase 
the rapid growth cf private and 
business flying in the United 
States.”

Three monks of Subiaco A b­
bey have reached im portant 
milestones in their religious 
lives and have celebrated in 
a jubilee observance held at 
the Benedictine Abbey in 
Subiaco, Ark.

F ather Louis Deuster, form ­
er M uenster pastor, and F a­
ther B onaventure M aechler, a 
form er assistant here, ce lebra­
ted their golden anniversary 
of monastic profession and 
B rother H e n r y  Fuhrm ann 
celebrated his silver jubilee.

The Rt. Rev. Abbot Michael 
Lensing, together w ith his 
monks concelebrated the spec­
ial F,ucharistic L iturgy during 
which the th ree jub ilarians re ­
newed their vows to God and ers- 
the monastic com m unity.

F ather Louis cam e to  M uen­
ster as pastor in October 1951 
and rem ained until January  
1958. Since then he has served 
as chaplain for St. B ernard’s 
Hospital and for the  Benedic­
tine Sisters at Jonesboro, Ark.
He was born in Fort Smith,
Ark., in 1899, went to Subiaco 
as a sem inarian in  1913, was 
accepted as a novice in 1917,

I made his monastic profession 
! on Sept. 8, 1919, and was or 
dained in 1923. The jubilee 
celebration was held Sept. 25.

Father L o u i s  introduced 
varsity  football to the Subiaco 
Athletic departm ent in the 
fall of 1925. It has since be­
come the school’s favorite 
sport. He also taught in the 
Academy and earned his Mas 
ters Degree in English during 
summers at Notre Dame. Last 
year he was chosen by Subi­
aco Alumni Association as the 
person to mem oralize in the 
Academy's new fieldhonse, in 
rem em brance of his many 
years of service to Subiaco 
Abbey and Academy.

The six years that Father 
I Louis was in M uenster were 
among the most eventful in 
parish history. Both the new 
church and the new high 
school, the two finest bu ild­
ings in the parish plant with 

la combined value approaching 
three quarters of a million 
dollars, were built during his 

' pastorate.
I As coach of Sacred Heart 
I High Tigerettes, he led the 
team to the cham pionship in 
Catholic girls' basketball in 
the state of Texas. The T iger­
ettes went undefeated in C ath­
olic school com petition for 
three years under his leader­
ship.

Father B onaventure w a s  
I horn in 1894 in Switzerland 
| and came to America when 
I he was 19 after hearing about 
the young monastic communi- 

j ty located in the  Ozarks. He 
joined the Subiaco com m unity 
four years la ter and made his 
profession of vows on Sept.
8. 1918.

Since ordination he has been 
I busy in both teaching and 
! missionary fields. As a young 
priest he taught French. Ger- j 

I man, and Latin  in the Acade­
my and la ter taught Theology 
in the Major Sem inary of the 
Abbey. He has served in A r­
kansas and Texas parishes in ­
cluding M uenster a num ber of 
times during the years. He 
also assisted in W indthorst 
and Rhineland

Brother Henry Fuhrm ann. a 
native of Lindsay went to 
Subiaco after com pleting his 
education in St. P e ter’s P aro­
chial School and farming. He 
is the son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Willie Fuhrm ann. He joined 
the m onastery as a novice in

1942 and m ade his profession 
to the com m unity on Sept. 8, 
1943. Since then he has w ork­
ed chiefly on the Abbey farm , 
a position he still holds.
