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Reports following the big
communist pow wow in Czech-
oslovakia sound like good news
for the free world, nevertheless
lots of people will keep lis-
tening and wondering whether
the Czech leader’s assurances
were factual or only pacifying.

Before believing that the
spunky little nation came out
all right, one has to remem-
ber that terrific red power
was applied against it. Not
only the bosses of the Soviet
Union, but also those of East
Germany, Poland and Hungary
were there, all pressurizing in
orthodox communist fashion to
bring the Czechs back into
the orthodox communist fold.
At the same time there were

army “maneuvers” near the
border which could have been
intended for additional per-
suasion.

After all that one wonders
about the real meaning of Mr.
Dubcek’'s assurance. Do he
and his people get to continue
their liberalized ways? Or are
they being permitted to get
quietly back in line to avoid
rough treatment? Time will
clarify the statement.

The free world is hoping, of
course, that the Czechs will
be allowed to continue their
new freedom — not only be-
cause they deserve it, but also
because this could possibly in-
dicate a deterioration of dread-
ed Soviet power. The red con-
spiracy is less of a menace to
the rest of the world when it
relaxes, by necessi'y or choice,
its control over a small satel-
lite country.

What's the
reason for this attitude? Are
we insensitive to the problems
of the Czechs? Or are we over-
sensitive about offending the
Soviets?

How about those two public
opinion polls published last
week relative to the voter ap-
pea! of Nixon and Rockefeller?
While each candidate gleefully
pointed to the poll that favored
him, the American public was
thinking that polls really aren't
dependable.

No one can dispute that
polls are interesting and often
give vital information on the
public’s thinking. However
they seem to be grossiy over-
emphasized in this year’s poli-
tical campaigns. One would
think that the only important
consideration in choosing a
nominee is to decide who has
the best chance of winning in
November. It puts the election
only slightly above the level
of a horse race.

Is this really the proper at-
titude? £hould the party think
primarily of who has more
voter appeal? Or should it
look rather for the man who is
likely to do a good job in of-
fice?

To our way of thinking a
political party should repre-
sent principles and it should
nominate the candidate most
qualified to apply those prin-
ciples in government. In the
election, then, voters should
be given a choice of principle
more than a choice of person-
ality, and the final tally should
tell what policies will apply
for the next four years.

Of course we have to ac-
knowledge the realities of poli-
tics. The party's policies can-
not be adopted unless it has
the winning standard bearer.
So it’s understandable that
voter appeal has to be con-
sidered. But must it get so
much emphasis? Let's keep
first things first. Qualifica-
tions for the job are more im-
portant than qualifications for
the race.

The condition of streets in
Muenster is at an all time
high since last weekend when
McKinney and Deaton put the
finishing touch on 41 blocks
of pavement.
