
If you're gelling a belly full
of this incessant sniping at 
President Nixon and the Re­
publican Party in the Water­
gate spectacular, be assured 
that you have company. Com­
ments enclosed last week with 
the reguar editorial releases of 
U. S. Press Association, indi­
cate that the author, Herbert 
Philbrick, is no less disgusted 
than you are.

He says that in the nation’s 
capital the atmosphere has all 
the elements of the vigilantes, 
the witch hunters and the in­
quisition rolled into one. In 
all his years as observer of the 
Washington scene, he has seen 
nothing to compare with it. 
“Some comparison has been 
made with the McCarthy era; 
but I challenge anyone to 
show that the anti-communist 
campaign was given half the 
coverage of the current anti- 
President vendetta.

“And need we be reminded 
that much of the Washington 
press corps sympathy in those 
days was overwhelmingly on 
the side of the accused, not the 
accusers. And was even so 
much as one McCarthy target 
sent to prison for 35 years? 
Where are the outraged cries 
today that characters are be­
ing besmirched, careers ruined, 
lives destroyed? There is little 
comparison between McCarthy 
and Watergate.

Philbrick continues that he 
nearly choked when one cor­
respondent, in a TV interview, 
proclaimed in dulcet tones “Of 
course we are all SADDENED 
and GRIEVED by etc., etc.” 
While this false and hypocriti­
cal attitude is on display every 
new jab to the belly is greeted 
(outside the range of cam­
eras and microphones) with 
hysterical laughter and malic 
ious glee.

Supporting his own apprais 
al of the Watergate outrage, 
Philbrick refers to an account 
which appeared in the Wash­
ington Evening Star-News, re 
porting that t h e  President’s 
daughter, Julie Nixon Eisen­
hower, “broke down in tears” 
while she was a guest at the 
annual dinner of the Washing­
ton radio and television news 
correspondents.

"The Watergate jokes had 
flown thick and fast all even­
ing,” the Star-News continued 
“Julie heard a stinging speech 
by Morris Udall, saw Water­
gate hearing film clips with 
bitter-bitter ‘funny’ commen­
tary and heard Washington 
comedian Mark Russell rip in 
to the timely topic with gusto 

“Julie h e l d  up bravely 
through what one newsman 
described as a. ‘heavy-handed 
hard-core attack on her fa 
ther — one that was nastier 
than it was funny.’

“It wasn’t until the end of 
dinner, when the dean of the 
diplomatic corps, Nicaraguan 
Ambassador Sevilla Secasa 
patted her on the shoulder and 
said softly, “Your father still 
has ONE friend,” that the dam 
broke. Julie just burst into 
tears.

From all of which Philbrick
wonders just what it is that 
has caused the prevailing hate- 
America frenzy, particularly 
among the television and 
broadcast personnel. It defies 
understanding. But the lynch- 
mob atmosphere prevalent in 
Washington today is altogether 
terrifying. It makes a person 
wonder about the future of this 
country when political sav­
ages are given a free hand and 
help in an unmerciful plot to 
destroy opponents.

We have heard it said many 
times i hat tne Watergate lynch 
job is based on the kind of 
evidence that would not be 
admitted in court. Presumably 
a Senate committee is investi 
gating the case but judgments 
do not come from them. Rather 
the networks are their own 
self appointed judges basing 
their findings on hearsay and 
unfounded accusations, and 
then pointing their fingers in 
a hypocritical, holier-than 
thou attitude.

A disturbing fact about all 
this is use of the old Nazi and 
Communist principle about the 
big lie. If repeated loud 
enough and often enough it 
will be accepted. It doesn’ 
matter that a simple case of 
snooping, the kind that has 
long been taken for granted 
in Washington, was exagger 
ated into a national scandal 
and given far more attention 
than it deserves. Nor does it 
matter that the other party 
too has bugged, but just did 
not* get caught.

Nor does it matter that the 
image of the President and the 
nation are being defiled by the 
vile behavior, or that import 
ant matters are being neg 
lected while the media sabo

Weather Prolongs 
Harvest Halt

This year’s grain harvest 
continues to cause worries. At 
this time of the year the job 
is normally finished, but this 
time it is less than half fin­
ished. Persistent rainfall kept 
the combines inactive for all 
but a few hours during the 
past week.

To make matters worse, the 
delay hurts more this time 
than normally, because con­
siderably more is in danger of 
being lost. Grain yields are 
among the best ever, estimated 
variously from 35 to 50 bushels 
per acre, and the market, too, 
is exceptionally good. Prices 
average about $2.50 per bushel, 
which is twice as high as last 
year. It means that about $100 
per acre is waiting in the field 
and chances of loss increase 
every day. Many heads fall 
over to a level that can’t be 
picked up by combines. Others 
shatter out. The big problem 
is how much grain can be re­
covered when it can be har­
vested.

Three rains during the past 
week added to 1.08 inches. The 
readings on Steve Moster’s 
gauge were .20 on Sunday, .30 
on Tuesday and .58 on Wed­
nesday. That brings the June 
total to 5.07 and the year’s 
total to 24.01.

Eual (Jack) Davis, district 
conservationist in charge of 
the Muenster SCS office for 
the past four years, is ending 
his local assignment this week. 
He will report next Monday 
with his present title to take 
charge of the SCS office at 
Tahoka, in Lynn County, near 
Lubbock.

Arlin Naegeli, soil conser 
vationist here for five years, 
will take charge of the Muen 
ster office as acting district 
conservationist. He and Ray 
Endres, technician, will be the 
only personnel of the local 
work unit. This is the first 
time since the office opened 
here that it is reduced to two 
employees.

Davis’ leaving is felt as much 
by the Muenster Boy Scouts 
as by the conservation office.

Fleming also said that ap­
plication forms for impound­
ment of water have been re­
ceived from the Texas Water 
Rights commission. The appli­
cation, to be prepared with as­
sistance of the Soil Conserva­
tion Service, should be sub­
mitted in July and a hearing 
scheduled shortly after that. 
Thereafter, w i t h  assurance 
that a lake is authorized, the 
people of Muenster will vote 
to determine whether they 
want to take on the project.

He pointed out that financ­
ing the lake and improve­
ments will be by loan and/or 
grant from the federal govern­
ment to the water district, 
which will issue revenue 
bonds to be repaid by selling 
water to the city or any other 
buyer. He emphasized that the 
project will have no bearing 
whatever on the city tax rate 
or the city’s indebtedness. 
The city’s only obligation will 
be a contract to purchase wa­
ter from the district at an es­
timated price of 15 to 18 cents 
per 1000 gallons.

complete secrecy. What do the 
Communists have to hide, that 
they should insist that we not 
know what is going on?

Another concession on our 
part would be the exchange 
of maps between the South 
Vietnamese and the communist 
aggressors, “delineating the 
areas under their control.” In 
return for these and other con­
cessions, the communists would 
abide by “an immediate and 
strict cease - fire” throughout 
South Vietnam and the with­
drawal of all communist troops 
from the Demilitarized Zone.

All of this raises a large 
number of questions. For ex­
ample, there are some in our 
community who can recall a 
time when the Communists 
made an agreement, which in­
cluded the exchange of maps

Company, said the network of centers would be operated by 
Texas Pearl distributors and is expected to be operational by 
April 15.

Pearl to Rebuy, Recycle 
50 Million Cans Annually
SAN ANTONIO — A statewide 
system of 81 aluminum re­
cycling centers with the poten­
tial for removing 50 million 
beverage cans annually from 
the Texas environment was an­
nounced here by Frank P. 
Horlock, Chairman of the 
Board and Chief Executive Of­
ficer of Pearl Brewing Com­
pany.

The recycling centers and a 
recycling plant which Pearl will 
build adjacent to the brewery 
here are part of a total brewery 
conversion to aluminum cans, 
according to Horlock.

Each of the 81 Pearl Beer 
distributors in Texas will estab­
lish recycling centers at his 
distributorship where he will 
buy back aluminum beverage 
cans of all brands for 10 cents 
a pound.

Pearl has contracted to pur­
chase aluminum cans from 
Reynolds Metals Company and 
will cooperate with Reynolds 
in operating the statewide re­
cycling network. Until tho 
aluminum processing center ad­
jacent to the brewery is com­
pleted, aluminum cans col­
lected by the Pearl network 
will be shipped to the 
Reynolds Houston Aluminum 
Recycling Center.

The network recycling 
system is expected to be opera­
tional by April 15.

The projection for the re­
moval of a minimum of 50 
million aluminum cans an­
nually from the Texas environ­
ment is based on national bev­
erage industry experience. Re­
cycling programs nationally are 
averaging 18 to 20 percent 
recovery of aluminum cans, ac­
cording to a Reynolds Metals 
Company spokesman.

The Pearl brewery here and 
the Royal Crown bottlers in 
Dallas, Houston and San 
Antonio, all of which are in­
cluded in the conversion pro­
gram, annually will market 250 
million units in aluminum cans.

In making the announce­
ment, Horlock commented, 
“We know this program will 
work because our premise is 
sound. Recycling diverts alu­
minum from the litter and 
solid waste stream, contrib­
uting to an environmental 
clean-up; it conserves a valu­
able natural resource; it con­
serves energy; and it provides 
youth and civic groups, as well 
as individuals, with a means of 
raising funds for worthwhile 
projects or for just plan extra 
pocket money.”

held by the French, English, 
American and Soviet forces in 
Berlin. For this and other con­
cessions, Berlin was to be a 
free and open city, with free 
elections. Did the Communists 
keep their promise? The ob­
scene Wall in Berlin is moot 
testimony as to how well they 
keep agreements.

Since the “truce” f o u r  
months ago, the Communists 
have killed and wounded more 
than 3,500 civilians in South 
Vietnam and killed more than 
5,500 South Vietnamese sold­
iers.

And as to the removal of 
troops from the Demilitarized 
Zone, the very term itself 
comes from the fact that the 
communists promised to main­
tain the zone between North 
and South Vietnam where 
there would be NO military 
personnel or supplies. What, 
may we ask, are the Commun­
ists now doing in that Zone? 
Why are they there in view 
of their solemn promise not to 
be? And since they have not 
kept their previous promises 
to keep the zone demilitarized, 
why should we take their 
word now?

The way to peace in Viet­
nam is for the Communists to 
withdfaw all of their troops 
from South Vietnam; allow 
the South Vietnamese to live 
in peace; go back to North 
Vietnam, and hold free elec­
tions there.

No Deterrent?
Those who maintain that 

punishment is no deterrent to 
crime might well observe a 
magical performance of law 
enforcement experienced in 
New York City. The angry 
blowing and blasting by horn- 
happy drivers, it is reported, 
has disappeared. Gone are the 
high decibels that polluted the 
air. Over the entire city of 365 
square miles and 8 million 
souls there now abides the 
blessing of quietness. Why? Be­
cause the powers that be 
cracked down with a fine of 
$25 for every unnecessary toot!

Let's Get It 
Over With

Vice President Spiro T. Ag- 
new has given good advice 
about the Watergate case: 
“Let’s get it over with!”

Every man is entitled to 
speedy justice, including the 
President of the United States. 
The Watergate affair has had 
more than enough attention. 
It must not be permitted to 
hang over our nation like a 
Sword of Damocles for months 
and months.

The facts in the Watergate 
case are known. Seven men 
entered and bugged the Mc­
Govern headquarters in Wash­
ington in search of evidence 
that the Cuban Communist 
government and violent-prone 
groups were linked with ex 
tremist elements within the 
Democratic campaign organi­
zation. The offenders were 
tried, convicted and jailed in 
record time.

were delinquent from a previ­
ous three-month period.

The Senate committee which 
studied the delinquent sales 
tax situation estimated that 
the loss of these revenues 
through failure to pass them 
on to the State actually passed 
the $20-million mark, and may 
have been as high as $80 mil­
lion.

Although my Taxation Di­
vision makes every effort to 
recover these dollars so they 
can be put to public purposes, 
sometimes, it is impossible. 
For instance, if a firm already 
has gone out of business by the 
time we can file si*it, there is 
no legal way to reach the per­
mittee.

The irony of this situation 
is that the laws which created 
other state taxes which effect 
less people and do not pro­

duce as large a proportion of 
revenue for public benefit car­
ry a mandatory requirement, 
so the State can be assured of 
collection.

Thankfully, the Legislature 
recently passed a bill spon­
sored by Representatives Ter­
ry Doyle and Camm Lary and 
Senator Ike Harris to correct 
that problem by requiring 
security, such as bond, from 
sales tax licensees with un­
proven or poor payment re­
cords.

After that bill becomes law 
on January 1, Texas consum­
ers really will be able to ex­
pect their sales tax dollars’ 
worth of services.

And, in the meantime, you 
can be certain that the At­
torney General’s Sales Tax 
Division still will be working 
diligently on your behalf.

do pay for a large part of the 
public services which are 
available. In 1972, net State 
revenues from sales taxes paid 
into the treasury provided 
$818,172,597 — nearly one bil­
lion dollars — for education, 
public health, agricultural pro­
grams, oil and gas regulation, 
judicial, and legal and regula­
tory services.

In addition to that, the rev­
enue-hungry c i t y  govern­
ments which levy one cent of 
every five sales-tax pennies 
paid received some $178 mil­
lion in sales tax shares to pro­
vide local services.

While the great majority — 
at least 95 per cent — of busi­
nessmen who have the respon­
sibility of collecting sales 
taxes forms the consumer have 
been passing them on to the 
State of Texas every three 
months as required, there has 
been a small, but significant, 
number of sales tax permittees 
who have not.

The State Comptroller at­
tempts to collect from them, 
and if that does not produce 
payment, he certifies the tax 
as “delinquent,” so the At­
torney General’s office can 
take action.

Last year, more than $12 mil­
lion worth of unpaid sales taxes 
was certified to our office — 
and, almost half of that 
amount was due from sales 
tax permittees who already

Over $12 Million 
Of State Sales Tax 
Delinquent in '72

AUSTIN — One of the most 
difficult, and most time-con­
suming, tasks of the Attorney 
General’s office is carrying 
out the duty of collecting state 
sales taxes after they have 
been certified “delinquent” by 
the State Comptroller.

Thirteen of the 108 attor­
neys in my department, and 
about one fourth of our 91 
clerical personnel work on 
this problem in the Taxation 
Division.

It is a problem. And I be­
lieve it one which directly ef­
fects the consumer, since you 
(and me and my family, and 
every Texan) are the ones 
who pay this tax, and you 
should be the ones to reap the 
benefits of the revenues it pro­
duces.

Many of us resisted the 
idea of the sales tax when it 
was first introduced in Texas 
12 years ago. And when the 
one-percent city sales tax was 
added, and when the State tax 
went up to four per cent, we 
fussed a lot more.

But there is no way around 
the fact that our sales taxes
