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Muenster became an octo-
generian Monday. S t r i c t l y  
speaking it reached its GOth 
birthday on the preceding 
November 14, the anniversary 
of the arrival of a small group 
of pioneers intent on building 
a community out of the 4000 
acres of prairie that had been 
contracted for settlement forty 
days before.

However, the mere arrival 
did not seem to them a suf­
ficiently important event to 
serve as a founding date. A 
deeply religious group, they 
decided instead to begin their 
local history with a religious 
service. That occasion came 
when Father Brickley of the 
Gainesville Catholic Parish 
celebrated th e  community’s 
first Mass on a specially built 
altar in the community’s land 
office. The date was Decem­
ber 8, the feast of the Im­
maculate Conception, in the 
year 1889.

It is satisfying to observe a
similarity in the beginning of 
our community and our na­
tion. These pioneers, like the 
Pilgrims and the settlers of 
the Atlantic colonies, were 
deeply aware of God and sol­
emnly asked His blessings on 
their labors. Looking back, 
we are inclined to think that 
the reverent start here and 
in the nation has some bear­
ing on the success that both

He asked whether 
official eagerness to help the 
poor might result in even 
more poverty, eventually lead­
ing to a national crisis. The 
high standard of living pro­
posed for unfortunate people 
is a temptation to lazy people. 
As the incentive to work de­
clines, and production drops 
accordingly, we can encoun­
ter serious problems of supply 
and demand.

The man has a vital point, 
and there can be no doubt 
that the nation i s inviting 
serious problems. Charity is 
admirable where it is de­
served but it is a tragic mis­
take where it is not deserved. 
Every person who shirks his 
obligation becomes a burden 
on the economy whereas he 
should be helping suport. it. 
Responsible people have to 
take on too much of a load 
in addition to their own.

When President Nixon pro­
posed his welfare program he 
stated that the principal ob­
jective is to discourage loaf­
ing b y making work more 
rewarding. One w o n d e r s  
whether that difference is e- 
nough. There are many able 
bodied people willing to live 
on less so long as they don’t 
have to work. And now that 
there’s talk of more generous 
handouts many more will be 
inclined not to work.

There ought to be a system 
of providing decent subsis­
tence and comfort to people 
who need help, but also a 
hard boiled policy of denying 
handouts to able bodied loaf­
ers. Our national leaders need 
to realize that the old time 
qualities of diligence, integri­
ty, thrift, and morality made 
this country what it is, and

History repeated itself last 
Friday night when the Muen­
ster Hornets had their dream 
of a regional trophy shatter­
ed for the second time by  
Celina’s mighty Bobcats.

Again it was a matter of 
too much power and too 
much speed. The Bobcats put 
together a scoring drive in 
each of the first two quarters 
and then coasted through the 
next two periods for their 13- 
0 victory.

Actually they were n o t  
coasting. They kept up the 
pressure to the end, but Hor­
net defense was more success­
ful in its effort. Almost all of 
the two periods were played 
on Muenster’s side of the mid- 
field stripe and the Bobcats 
were stopped on the 1, the 
28, the 6 and the 10. In first 
downs for the second half the 
teams were tied at four each 
whereas Celina made 9 and 
Muenster none i n the first 
half.

Despite the loss, Hornet 
coaches and fans were proud 
of the game. They realized 
that Celina’s team was most­
ly the same outfit that maul- 
last year’s Hornets 40-0. It 
features a group of boys who 
had won the state Class B 
track title last year, including 
a backfield which was first in 
the state in the 440 relay. 
Considering the odds, the loss 
by just 13-0 compares favora­
bly with the Hornets’ previous 
list of wins.

ed the “verdict”, declared:

Let us have no hangings by 
the news media, or in our 
own hearts and minds.

Yule Shoppers 
Warned to Beware 
of Auto Thieves

Christmas shoppers should 
take every precaution to pro­
tect their packages and auto­
mobiles from thieves, warns 
the National Automobile Theft 
Bureau.

C. C. Benson, manager of 
the southwestern division of 
the NATB, said that Christ­
mas shoppers who leave their 
cars unlocked and packages in 
the back seat are leaving an 
open invitation to thieves of 
all kinds.

“Car thieves f r e q u e n t l y  
prowl shopping centers and 
other such areas where shop­
pers are likely to leave cars 
unlocked and keys in ignit­
ions while they run inside 
stores to make quick purcha­
ses,” said Mr. Benson.

During the holiday season 
the thief not only has more 
cars to pick from, but often 
can find a car filled with 
packages. Thus, he can get 
two birds with the same stone
- - the car and the packages
- - and have an early Christ­
mas, observed the NATB of­
ficial.

Mr. Benson said shoppers 
should lock all packages in 
the trunks of their cars when 
the automobiles are unoccu­
pied. Over 60 per cent of the 
cars stolen had been left un­
locked and over half of these 
were left with keys in the ig­
nition.

The 'Doves' 
Prolong the War

Congressional “doves” are 
up in arms over a taped tel­
evision interview and a 30- 
minute film made by the Re­
publican National Committee 
involving a former Special 
Forces Major, James Rowe. 
Major Rowe was a prisoner 
of war, held captive by the 
Communist Viet Cong for o- 
ver five years.

In his statements the Major 
declared that his cover story 
to his captors was “blown” 
when an unnamed U. S. 
“peace” group turned over 
his biography to his Red cap- 
tors. The AP story failed to 
note if the doves ever ques­
tioned what “peace group" en­
dangers our American soldiers 
now being held by the Com­
munists.

Major Rowe incurred the 
wrath of the "doves” by stat­
ing that the American POWs, 
to quote th e  AP release, 
“largely ignored Hanoi’s prop­
aganda until late 1967 when 
it began quoting U. S. sena­
tors by name and citing U. S. 
n e w s p a p e r ,  magazine and 
news agency reports of anti- j 
war demonstrations.” Rowe i 
specifically mentioned state- j 
ments by Sens. Fulbright (D- 
Ark.), Chairman of the For­
eign R e 1 a t i o ns Committee, 
George McGovern (D-S. D.) 
and Mike Mansfield (D-Mont.). 
“The peace demonstrators and 
the disheartening words of 
these senators made our life 
most difficult,” was Major 
Rowe’s testimony before the 
House Armed Services Com­
mittee. ‘It helped to break 
the spirits of Americans and 
boost the morale of the Viet 
Cong.”

We can well understand the 
reason for the uproar. It is 
one thing to have it said here 
that the tactics of the peace 
at any price advocates are 
prolonging the war and en­
dangering the safety of our 
men in the field. It is another 
thing to have it said by one 
who has paid the price of de­
featism.

Scholastic
Greenbacks

Education, like everything 
else, may be in for revamp­
ing in the months and years 
ahead - - if a "Black Paper”, 
recently published by a group 
of British educationists, pys- 
chologists, publicists and par­
ents, relative to the status of 
education in England, may be 
taken as a general criteria. 
It charges that the standard 
of education in British schools 
is lower than it was in 1914. 
Blame for this state of affairs 
is laid, by inference, at the 
door of the U. S. educational 
system, which has proceeded 
on the theory that children 
learn better when discipline 
in the schools is relaxed. In 
Britain, this “progressive” ed­
ucational philosophy seems to 
have had discouraging results. 
T h e average attainments in 
reading, spelling and mechan­
ical and problem arithmetic 
are now appreciably lower 
than they were 55 years ago. 
Reading standards are poor, 
not only among school chil­
dren but also among teachers. 
As a result of progressive ed-1 
ucation, the “Black Paper” re­
ports that up to 25 per cent 
of college-level students are 
semiliterate. Many British in­
dustrialists say, to their dis­
may, that even some univer­
sity graduates are unable to 
spell prop rly when they take 
jobs.

A diploma needs the back­
ing of an educated man. With­
out that, it is  like printing 
press money - - non - negotia­
ble. Institutions of higher 
learning that issue scholastic 
greenbacks instead of th e  
time-honored sheepskins must 
sooner or later face a day of 

| reckoning.

Observe the Right 
Way to Decorate 
Christmas Trees

Martin Luther generally is 
credited with first using can­
dles to decorate Christmas 
trees, and since his time 
people have been burning 
down their houses with un­
safe Christmas tree practices.

There are right and wrong 
ways to go about decorating 
a tree, warns the Texas State 
Department of Health. T h e  
right way is the safe way.

Only f r e s h l y  cut trees 
should be used. Saw off the 
trunk at an angle about an 
inch or more above the orig­
inal cut and erect the tree so 
it stands in water.

Locate the tree away from 
sources of heat t o prevent 
more rapid drying. Keep it 
away from exits and remove 
it as soon as possible after 
the holiday.

Wax candles should never 
he used on or near the tree. 
Use only lighting sets that 
bear the Underwriters’ Labo­
ratories (UL) label - - not just 
the cords - - and use them only 
for their intended purpose. 
Discard any lamp wiring that 
is frayed or badly worn.

Unplug the lights when not 
in the house or when going to 
bed.

Avoid overloading circuits. 
A 15 amp fuse should be the 
maximum used. Metallic trees 
should not be decorated with 
electric lights. Instead, use 
off-the-tree spot or flood light­
ing.

Eeep trains, road racing 
sets and other electrical toys 
away from the tree. Sparks 
or short circuits could start a 
fire.

Use flame retardant flock 
in order to reduce the fire 
hazard. Sprayed-on, flame-re­
tardant treatments by home- 
owners generally are not 
practical since effective appli­
cation is difficult.

If you buy a plastic or met­
allized plastic trees, make cer­
tain that the materials burn 
s l o w l y .  If decorated with 
lights, determine that the 
branches do not conduct e- 
lectricity before you make 
the purchase. Again, select 
only those that have the UL 
label.

Trees are the focal point 
for holiday decorating, but 
safety should come before - - 
or go along with - - beauty.

There are many areas of 

old cropland and fields and 
overgrazed pastures in this 
area that are actively eroded 
and almost covered with gul­
lies. Not only are these areas 
out of production, they are 
sore sites to the eye.

To establish these areas to 
a planned vegetation, shaping 
is necessary so farm equip­
ment can be used in cultural 
operations such a s seedbed 
preparation, seeding, sodding, 
mowing and spraying. There 
must be a stable outlet or 
stopping place for the shap­
ing. This may be accomplish­
ed with a natural outlet 
where the gullies grade out 
on a flat area or by a me­
chanical outlet such as a drop 
inlet, erosion control dam or 
a diversion terrace.

The cost of shaping varies 
with the depth of gully and 
size of the area to be smooth­
ed. Usually, the shaping cost 
runs from $75.00 to $100.00 per 
acre for heavy shaping to as 
low as $20.00 p e r  acre for 
light shaping. Cost of estab­
lishing vegetation ranges from 
$20.00 to $35.00 per acre de­
pending on methods used and 
amount of fertilizer applied. 
A cost of $100.00 per acre am- 

! ortized over a period of 20 
j years at 6% interest makes 
; yearly cost of $8.72 per acre. 
Increased benefits from graz­
ing, plus beautification and  

i  increased capital investment 
makes this small annual cost 
seem nominal.

Establishing a cover on 
these areas will be affected 
by the intensity of grazing. 
Limited grazing of vegetation 
during the establishment stage 
is often beneficial in control­
ling competetive weeds and 
shrubs. Overgrazing will ser­
iously h i n d e r  establishment. 
Careful management of grass 
is a must after establishment.

Your local Soil Conserva­
tion Service technician ca n  
help you plan the needed 
treatment of these critical 
areas. For cost-share assist­
ance, contact your local ASC 
Office.
