All the work mentioned
in the report last night and at previ-
ous meetings has been carefully map-
ped and is on file at the office of the
surveyors, at the Fair Grounds. Ex-
penditures to this date include about
$8,500.00, but about one-half of this
amount involves transportation equip-
ment, technical = engineering instru-
ments, ete, and represents expense
that will depreciate but little after
use.

If voters wanted to
carry whiskey to the vicinity of
the polls, they did so, and this
whiskey was used to induce voters

In county seats, back
in the old days the candidates us-
ually had a meeting, a few days
before election, and each candidate
was assessed s0o much. This assess-
