There's an old saying to the
effect that most people are
usually down on what they
aren’t up on — especially in
regard to constitutional amend-

ments. Since that's the case
we should not be surprised if
several propositions on next
week’s ballot are turned down
even though there are very
good reasons to approve thern.

That applies espec1ally to
the first proposmon on the
ballot proposing annual ses-
sions of the legislature along
with .raises in salary and per
diem allowance. Texas voters
have consistently refused to
approve that in the past and
there’s still a big doubt
whether they’ll do it this time.

It seems that people can't
get over the old idea that leg-
islating is part time work and
doesn’'t deserve any more than
part time pay. Well, it isn’t
that way any more. Even
though the sessions last only
a few months the work is in-
tensive and hours are long, ac-
tually the equivalent of many
more weeks on the job. Fur-
thermore, if the amendment
passes the sessions will he
longer.

Along with all this, a person
ought to consider what’s ex-
pected of a senator represent-
ing about 360,000 persons or a
representative represent-
ing about 75,000. Imagine how
many people contact him re-
minding him of the wishes
back home. The man is loaded
with public relations duties
along with his legislative du-
ties. And he needs more good
time to keep informed on leg-
islative issues, besides, of
course visiting his constituents
and accepting their invitations
to make free speeches.

One doesn’t have to strain
the imagination to realize that
a good legislator earns $15,000
a year. Whoever doesn’'t agree
ought to remember that $15,000
a year is far from a big in-
come in these times. It’s con-
siderably less that the aver-
age among the people of the
caliber that we expect in those
who represent us at Austin. In
our own experience we know
people of less ability who get

more than the legislators arel’

asking.

To put it another way, we
are unfair and absurd now in
paying only $400 a month for
the work being done. True the
men get by because they have
other income but that’s no ex-
cuse for our underpaying
them. What we’re actually do-
ing is paying an unskilled la-
bor wage to men who run the
state’s $5 billion business.

We like to think also that
the higher salary will make
if possible for some people
to spend their full time on the
job. Getting more people in-
terested may result in better
selection and hence in better
government.

Then, of course, we ought to
consider what other states pay
their legislators. Oklahoma
pays $9,480 almost twice as
much, and many states are
paying over $15,000, whereas
none pays as little as Texas
does.

The same applies to per diem
pay which, simply, is compen-
sation for the added expense
of being away from home
while the legislature is in ses-
sion. At current prices, can
that be done at $12 a day? That
figure was set back in 1960. By
comparison, $18 a day now cer-
tainly is not out of line.

Amendments 2 and 3 both
concern single adults with re-
gard to the homestead law.
The first proposes the same
legal protection given to coup-
les. The other proposes the $3,-
000 ad valorum exemption
which is allowed to couples.
Well, why not? It seems only
reasonable to have the law ap-
ply equally to both single
owners and couples.

Number 4 appears to be a
matter of establishing uni-
formity somewhere by requir-
ing compliance with general
district laws when creating
congervation and reclamation
districts. Again the question is,
Why Not? Approval seems like
a good idea.

The next one doesn’t con-
cern us except to allow people
along the Gulf to levy a tax
on themselves to finance a sea
wall. We ought to okay that
one no matter what we think
of the motive behind it,
principally to let the people
do as they wish, but even more
so in this case. It's ridiculous
to tell them they aren’t al-
lowed to build a wall for pro-
tection against the storms. The
puzzle here is that such an ob-
vious provhion wu not on the

Appointment of the govern-
ing board will be taken up at
the regular city council meet-
ing Monday night, according to
Mayor David Bright, however
the actual selections may be de-
layed for a few weeks. And af-
ter that more time will be
needed for the procedure of
getting the men and their or-
ganization established.

The mayor also pointed out
that creation of the district is
a first step in meeting future
needs of the city, but the sec-
ond step may be a long time in
coming. It will depend on
when, in the board’s opinion,
the declining supply of well wa-
ter makes it necessary to start
providing the surface water.
Engineer reports indicate that
wells here should produce ten
to twenty years longer. How-
ever there is the possibility
that they can go dry or become
polluted from salt or oil at an
earlier date.

Creation of the water dis-
trict is an alternate method of
supplying water. It was also
possible to have the city take
over the responsibility direct-
ly, but the council preferred
the district because of advant-
ages in financing through state
and federal agencies. The plan
is for the district to assume
complete obligation and retire
its debt from the sale of wa-
ter to the city. Minimum an-
nual revenue to make the pay-
ments is estimated at $44,000
a year.

As proposed, the reservoir’'s
cost is estimated at $1,267,000
to be shared equally by the
district and the Soil Conserva-
tion Service.

The big problem now is
whether to go ahead with con-
struction in order to have
water available in four to five
years, or to wait until water
shortage is more definitely in
sight. Building early can result
in making big payments for
several years before the water
is in use. Delaying could re-
sult in a water shortage. Decid-
ing on that issue is the prin-
cipal problem facing the newly
authorized water district
board.

Texans Will Vote

Next Tuesday on
9 Amendments

Though one would hardly
know from the public interest
shown to date, Texas will have
an election next Tuesday, Nov.
6, on nine proposed amend-
ments to the state constitution.

It will be held in the K of C
hall from 7 am. to 7 p.m. un-
der supervision of B. J. Swir-
czynski.

Heading the ballot is the
proposed amendment to pro-
vide for annual regular ses-
sions of the legislature and al-
so for a salary raise to legisla-
tors from $4,800 to $15,000 a
year plus a raise of per diem
allowance from $12 to $18 for
each day of regular or special
session.

This proposal brings back an
issue that has been rejected
four times in the past eight
years and is receiving exten-
sive support this time on the
basis that the job is getting
bigger and the salary, by com-
parison with other salaries, is
getting smaller. It's also
pointed out that Texas has the
lowest legislative pay scale
and that many states now pay
more than the proposed $15,000.
Per diem increase is suggested
because cost of living has gone
up and is still going.

Number 2 on the ballot calls
for applying homestead pro-

tection also to property of
single adults, and to provide
that a family homestead may
not be abandoned without con-
sent of both spouses.

Number 3 also applies to
homesteads. It proposes to ex-
tend the $3,000 ad wvalorem
exemption to homesteads of
unmarried adults.

Number 4 provides for no-
tice and approval in compli-
ance with general district laws
in creation of conservation and
reclamation districts.

Number 5 provides that
counties bordering on the Gulf
of Mexico may levy a tax for
construction of a sea wall if
approved by the vote of resi-
dent taxpayers.

Number 6 proposes granting
a district court the jurisdiction
of a probate court and to auth-
orize the legislature to make
adjustments in probate pro-
ceedings as well as provide ap-
peals in probate matters.

Number 7 proposes an addi-
tional $100 million in bonds for
the Veterans’ Land Fund.

Number 8 authorizes and re-
quires cities, towns and villages
to levy ad valorem taxes suf-
ficient to pay their general ob-
ligations.

Number 9 would authorize
the legislature to exempt wa-
ter supply corporations and
cooperatives from payment of
ad valorem taxes.

At Conference of

Rural Committee

Stan Reed of the Farm
Home Administration was
guest speaker at a meeting of
the Cooke County Advisory
Committee last Thursday night
in the office of Cooke County
Electric Co-op.

He said that his office is as
productive as the people want
it to be and the advisory com-
mittee can serve its communi-
ties well by spreading the mes-
sage on the many helpful pro-
grams available.

Among services listed are
housing loans for up to 14,000
square feet of space and 33
years to finance; a renovation
program allowing up to $3,500
for heat or sanitation; a farm
ownership program with 40
years to pay; community water
and sewer loans; and soil and
water system loans to help
with land -clearing and con-
servation practices.

He said his office this year
has processed 206 housing loans
averaging $18,000; four farm
