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City Garbage Collection 
Service Will Start Soon

Would you believe that a
million gallons of gasoline are 
wasted every year in North 
Texas by spillage from auto­
mobile tanks because of the 
practice of “topping off” tanks 
w hen they are filled?

The current bulletin of 
North Texas Lung Association, 
form erly N. Texas TB Assn., 
claims that this volume of 
waste applies only to its area 
and the cost amounts to over 
$350,000 a year. That’s bad but 
a greater tragedy is that 2,000 
tons of pollutants are released 
into the atmosphere to cause 
lung damage.

That's what is behind a
campaign just started by the 
Lung Assn, to reduce the waste 
as well as the pollution. It is 
giving stickers, to be attached 
to the gas tank cap or near­
by, flashing the message “Don’t 
Top-Off My Tank” to the fill­
ing station attendant.

As most of us know, a tank 
is usually topped until a bit 
actually runs over. And more 
loss often occurs if the car 
isn’t run promptly, allowing 
expansion from heat to force 
still more overflow of the 
tank. The quantity may be 
very little, only a cupful or less, 
bu t it counts up fast when one 
realizes how many tanks are 
filled every day by every sta­
tion. I t’s not surprising that 
the total in this area of the 
state alone is estimated at over 
a million gallons. And each of 
us can estimate that his share 
of the waste is seven to ten 
cents at each fill-up, says the 
Lung Association.

Furtherm ore we can esti­
m ate from the waste in our 
area that the nation’s total 
waste must run near a hund­
red million gallons a year. The 
figure stuns us, and its more 
stunning in relation to the up­
coming energy crisis.

All of which ought to con­
vince us that the Lung Asso­
ciation has a good idea in ask­
ing the attendant to quit where 
the hose automatically cuts 
off. The idea should even ap­
peal to the stations, some of 
which are already in short 
supply. Over the nation lots of 
customers can be made happy 
with what is being wasted.

A companion thought for all 
this is the economy advice 
th a t’s being offered by oil 
companies nowadays. Reduce 
speed, avoid jump starts and 
unnecessary braking. T h e  
crisis will not be nearly as 
critical if everyone concerned 
w ill strive for the best use of 
the gasoline we have.

For a long time the politic­
ians have been telling us about 
our outmoded state constitu­
tion and the need of bringing it 
up to date, but no m ention 
has been made about outright 
changes of laws now appear­
ing on our books. In fact, it’s 
very doubtful that the re ­
w riting  proposal could have 
got any support w hatever if 
the public had been told that 
present laws would be disre­
garded and the constitutional 
committee would just start 
writing from scratch. But that 
seems to be the situation we’re 
running into.

A press release from Austin
quotes Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby as 
predicting that there will be 
no “right-to-w ork” law in the 
proposed new Texas constitu­
tion. “It will be impossible for 
‘right-to-work’ advocates to get 
the two thirds vote necessary 
to get it back in the constitu­
tion at next year’s Texas Con­
stitutional Convention,” ac­
cording to Hobby.

I t’s hardly necessary to ex­
plain that some sort of con­
niving is under way to re­
move the law which in Texas, 
as in eighteen other states, al­
lows a person to hold a job 
without being a union m em ­
ber. It does not outlaw the 
union but only states that a 
union cannot require anyone 
to become a member and pay 
dues in order to keep his job.

The new constitution appar­
ently will not have that guar­
antee for workers, from which 
it seems obvious that union 
leaders will be unhampered in 
exerting pressure to establish 
a union shop or closed shop — 
after which an employee is 
just stuck. He pays his tribute 
and does as told or loses his 
job.

The significant point here is
that a law which got on the 
books by regular legislative 
procedure is to be wiped off, 
w ithout any legal authority, 
by biased or beholden politic­
ians who would deliver work­
ers into the hands of union 
bosses. Seemingly those peo­
ple have no regard for all the 
workers who want to be free. 
Nor are they impressed by the 
fact that about three fourths 
of the working people are not 
members of unions, and many 
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Pavement Project 
Under Way on 15 
Blocks of Street

A street paving project 
which has been under way 
here for several days is about 
one third finished. So far it 
consists of a seal coat job on 
Pecan Street on the six blocks 
from the highway to the ceme­
tery.

Other projects in the plans, 
according to City Superintend­
ent Steve Moster, are one block 
on Sixth from Pecan to Hick­
ory, two blocks on Fourth from 
Main to Walnut, three blocks 
on Oak from Second to Fifth, 
and two blocks on Maple from 
Fourth to Sixth. Also probable 
are repairs followed by su r­
facing on several streets, as 
long as the paving fund of $15,- 
000 holds out.

Moster said the work is be­
ing done by Jim  Foster Co. of 
Wichita Falls using a formula 
of crushed rock, cement and 
asphalt. The first course is 
bladed when applied so that 
humps and depressions from 
the old street do not show 
through on the new surface, 
then it is topped with a m ix­
ture using finer crushed rock.

One of the chief merits of 
the process is that the street 
seals against the curb and 
prevents the seepage which 
causes soft places below and 
eventual breakdown of the su r­
face.

Highway 82 East 
Of Muenster Will 
Get Surface Job

Several highway improve­
ment projects in Cooke Coun­
ty are included in a $40.7 mil­
lion program recently an­
nounced by the state highway 
departm ent.

US 82 from Main Street of 
M uenster to W eber Aircraft 
Road west of Gainesville is 
due to receive additional sur­
facing. It is a 9.5 mile job and 
the estimated cost is $104,700.

Other projects are surfacing 
on frontage roads of 1-35 from 
FM 922 to Denton County line, 
4.6 miles to cost about $23,400. 
Also widening with additional 
grading, structures and sur­
face on FM 1199 from US 82 
through Lindsay and back to 
US 82. This distance is .1.2 
miles, estimated cost is $49,900. 
Also surfacing on 7.8 miles of 
FM 1201 at a cost of $20,200 
and 2.5 miles on FM 678 at a 
cost of 17,600.

The intention was 
to leave one with each busi­
ness firm, all of which are 
asked to process the packets 
promptly and have them  w ait­
ing for the Monday pick-up. 
Persons who were not con­
tacted individually are asked 
to leave donations at a busi­
ness house.

Relative to the drive Wilde 
said that this is an opportunity 
to give to several worthy 
causes at the same time, like­
wise a way of eliminating the 
need for several collections. 
All are asked to give generous­
ly and support the organiza­
tion’s good work.

The following agencies are 
listed as participating in the 
United Fund program t h i s  
year: Red Cross, Boy Scouts, 
Council on. Alcoholism, Camp 
Sweeney, 4-H, FFA, Campfire 
Girls, USO M uenster Youth 
Council, Salvation Army, Boys 
Club and Tri-Hi-Y.

The amounts allocated to 
them constitute the county’s 
United Fund quota for the 
year, which is $48,550. No quota 
has been set for Muenster, 
however drive personnel are 
hoping for over $1600. Last 
year’s amount was $1636.

County Adopts
$1,304,807 Budget

Members of the Cooke 
County commissioners court at 
a n open meeting Monday 
adopted the county’s biggest 
budget ever. Its total is $1,- 
304,807, almost $300,000 higher 
than last year’s.

Most of tha t increase re ­
flects expected federal revenue 
sharing in the amount of $231,-
000. Additional $43,000 is • ex­
pected from tax revenue from 
increased county valuations. 
No increase of tax rate is 
asked. The county continues 
to assess at $1.02 per $100 of 
valuation.

The record expenditures of 
the new budget include a 7% 
per cent increase in pay for 
all elected county officials as 
well as salaried employees. In 
addition it has a longevity plan 
providing $5 per m onth addi­
tional pay for salaried workers 
for each year of service up to 
a maximum of 10 years. Many 
older w orkers will receive $50 
additional per month through 
the plan. It is scheduled to 
become effective on January
1, 1974.

O ther anticipated expendi­
tures are $75,000 for urgently 
needed repairs in the court­
house and $82,000 for a pro­
posed new jail, also a pay­
ment of $68,000 on the current 
county program  for re-evalua­
tion of county taxes. The total 
bill on that project is $130,000.

County Auditor Tom Blount 
pointed out that the county 
continues operating on a cash 
basis, so the budget does not 
include any provision for pay­
ing debts. He also said that 
county valuations for tax have 
increased $3.9 million during 
the past year because of in­
dustries and new home con­
struction. Last year’s total was 
slightly over $60 million.

Principal items of expendi­
ture are Road & Bridge Fund 
$415,350. Road and Bridge L at­
eral Fund $36,744, Adm inistra­
tion $849,621.

City Gets $4,924 in 
Revenue Sharing

A check for $4,924 has just 
been received by the city as 
its revenue sharing paym ent 
from the federal government 
for the first quarter of the 
present fiscal year. It is slight­
ly more than a fourth of an 
estimated $19,000 which the 
city is due to receive this year 
in the sharing program.

A week earlier the city re­
ceived a check of $9,087 from 
the state treasurer for sales 
tax collected here during the 
second quarter of this year. 
Combined the checks provide 
$14,011 in addition to the city’s 
regular revenue sources for 
the quarter.

Third degree burns on 
his hands and lesser burns on 
arms, one hip and left leg 
kept him in the hospital over­
night.

Black smoke damaged the 
kitchen, living room and din­
ing area. Fire burned an end- 
table and blistered doors. The 
loss is partially covered by in­
surance.

The vehi­
cle, a 1969 Ford chassis with a 
20 cubic yard truck bed and 
packer, is a used machine 
formerly used by the Cty of 
Dallas. Originally priced at 
about $9000, it was sold to the 
city for $2200..

The date of starting the ser­
vice now awaits publication of 
a city ordinance specifying 
frequency of collection, the 
items to be picked up, method 
of packaging, t h e  service 
charge, etc. Those details and 
others related to the service 
have been under study for sev­
eral weeks in ordinances bor­
rowed by the council from 
several cities. The intention is 
to combine the best features 
from other cities into the 
M uenster system.

The m atter of packaging ap­
parently is settled. Experience 
of others has shown that 
dumping garbage cans into the 
truck requires w ork and time 
besides increasing problems 
with flies and odors. Bags are 
neater and easier to handle. 
Also, paper bags are preferred 
over plastic. Paper will de­
compose along with the gar­
bage whereas plastic is a stable 
substance that may rem ain to 
cause later problems in the 
land fill.

The city’s intention is to 
use the land fill method of 
disposal. Garbage is buried 
daily, preferabblyin a ravine, 
and the area gradually shaped 
up suitable for grazing or till­
age use.

It is esimated that half the 
town can be cleared in one 
trip of the truck. Bags will be 
throw n into the side of the 
truck at the front and the rub­
bish will be compressed into 
the back by hydraulic pressure, 
thereby using the space to best 
advantage. At the d u m p  
ground the load is pushed out 
of the back. Two operators 
work w ith the truck, one to 
drive and the other to throw 
in the bags.

FB Head Opposes 
Laws to Control 
Farm Exports

The president of the Cooke 
County Farm  Bureau, B. F. 
Almon, said today that if con­
trols are imposed on agricul­
tural exports, the result will 
be financial disaster for many 
farmers.

Almon made the comment 
in reference to legislation cur­
rently pending in Congress 
that would impose export re ­
strictions.

The U. S. House of Repre­
sentatives passed a bill (H. R. 
8547) on Septem ber 6 to in­
crease the P resident’s author­
ity to control exports of m a­
terials and agricultural com­
modities. The U. S. Senate is 
holding hearings on similar 
bills (S. 2053 and S. 2411).

Almon stated tha t the Cooke 
County Farm Bureau solidly 
supports the expansion of ex­
ports of agricultural commod­
ities and the development of 
m utually advantageous trade 
with other nations.

Almon said consumers who 
are crying for export controls 
just don’t  understand the con­
sequences of such action. “The 
intensity that we are involved 
in exports is not common 
knowledge to the consumer,” 
he said.

According to the United 
States Departm ent of Agricul­
ture, the 1973 fiscal year ex­
port sales, which were 60 per­
cent higher than a year earlier, 
required the output of 85 m il­
lions acres of U. S. cropland 
— or the production of one of 
every four acres harvested.

The sharp rise in exports is 
contributing significantly to 
the expected increase in farm  
income from the record of $20 
billion in the calendar year 
1972 to an estimated $24 billion 
in 1973.

M uenster Hornets learned 
the hard way Friday night 
why the Lake Dallas Falcons 
are picked as tops in their dis­
trict. The Falcons definitely 
had the advantage in size, 
speed and power — and to 
make m atters worse there was 
a problem of three intercep­
tions and a pair of fumbles. Al­
so, there seemed to be a feel­
ing that a previous string of 
several defeats was not quite 
avenged by last year’s win.

Only a terrific effort made 
it possible for the Hornets to 
come out of the contest with 
the loss held down to 26-14. 
There were a few bright spots 
for Muenster, but most of the 
time Lake Dallas was in 
charge, both offensively and 
defensively.

T h e  first encouragement 
came early following a Lake 
Dallas fumble on its second 
series.
