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Congressm an Omar B urle­
son tells us th a t the House of 
Representatives, by a vote of 
308 to 60 approved an expen­
d itu re  of $160 million for re ­
search tow ard developm ent of 
an  electric car. But the  E n­
ergy Research Development 
A dm inistration th inks t h e  
brakes should be p u t on this 
project w hile som ething is 
done about developing a b e t­
te r battery  as the power 
source.

That, it seems, is the num ­
ber one problem  in this field. 
A m erican business has the 
know how to bu ild  the cars, 
except th a t it . s till doesn’t 
have the battery  capable of 
the m ileage dem anded by 
average drivers. U nder the 
circum stance it m ight be wise 
to  tu rn  over the research 
g ran t to the electrical people, 
or at least the g reater p a rt of 
it. Possibly a sm all portion of 
the to tal could be use*  wisely 
in developing a m ore effici­
en t or ligh ter m otor, thereby 
getting  a few  m ore m iles out 
of a battery  charge.

W hether governm ent or in ­
dustry  provides the funds, all 
A m erica has reason to hope 
th a t the im provem ents will 
come soon. The electric car 
apparently  w ould be ideal for 
m any millions o f people. 
L ightw eight and simple, it 
should cost m uch less than  
other cars, and the  energy it 
needs ought to  cost m uch less 
than  for the  larger, gasoline 
cars. Besides, it has no ex 
haust to pollute the air. And 
an im portan t factor in  the 
energy crisis is th a t it would 
not use gasoline. Assuming 
th a t use of coal, lignite, n u ­
clear energy and w ater power 
w ill increase for generating 
current, they w ill relieve pe 
troleum  as the power source 
for electric cars.

Offsetting those attractions 
is the fact th a t an  eldctric 
car has a very  short range. 
I t’s not for distance driving 
b u t it ought to be fine as the 
fam ily’s second car for short 
drives. People who would 
lim it them selves to say 30 or 
40 miles a day could m ake it 
fine betw een the nightly  plug­
ins for charging batteries.

Good news about school 
busing comes from  the  Senate 
w here anti-busing legislation 
was approved as an  am end­
m ent to the HEW appropria­
tions bill. It would seem that 
if this idea can be sold in the 
House it m eans th a t busing 
would have to go out of busi 
ness if HEW rem ains in busi 
ness, unless, of course, if the 
courts should declare it u n ­
constitutional. T h i s  should 
mean th a t busing has reached 
the beginning of the end. The 
polls say th a t over 75 per cent 
of the public opposes it. If

Fires Are Failures
Every hour fire destroys or dam ages 67 Am erican 

homes.
Every hour and 20 m inutes one person — most fre­

quently a child or elderly person — dies in a dwelling 
fire.

These figures, from N ational F ire Protection As­
sociation research, are the m easure of our failure to 
heed fire hazards, and the m easurable resu lt of our fa il­
u re to correct them.

T here is no m ystery about the causes of most home 
fires. A carelessly discarded cigarette is left to sm older 
in an overstuffed chair, a portable oil hea te r is refilled 
w hile burning, electrical circuits are overloaded and 
overfused, uncleared rubbish becomes a breeding place 
for fire.

The causes of most fire deaths in homes are not 
m ysterious. Lives are lost w hen the  sim ple ru les of 
safety from fire are violated — sm oking in bed, leaving 
children alone in the house, neglecting to teach young­
sters th a t m atches and lighters are not playthings.

A critical failure is being unprepared  for fire em er­
gencies in the  home — no fam ily p lanning of escape 
routes, no periodic fam ily fire drill to  m ake sure th a t 
both  adults and children can act quickly and w ithout 
panic.

F ires represent failure.
F ire  Prevention Week October 6-12 is a tim e to re ­

cognize th is  fact, and to act — to rem ove hazards, to  re ­
form  habits.

Your actions and a ttitude now can m ake you and 
your fam ily safe from  the tragic consequences of fire 
in  th e  m onths ahead.

Utilities Balk on 
Adding Scrubber 
To Power Plant

Texas U tilities Company in ­
formed the Texas A ir Control 
Board in Waco F riday  th a t it 
w ill not install a $36 Million 
“A nti-pollution” scrubber on 
a lignite - fueled generating 
unit now under construction 
near M ount P leasant in East 
Texas.

T. L. Austin, Jr., Board 
C hairm an of T. U. told the 
TACB th a t installing such an 
expensive device “m akes no 
sense” and is a “rip-off against 
electric custom ers who m ust 
pay the bill, yet receive no 
significant benefits.’

T exas’U tilities is the paren t 
com pany of Texas Pow er & 
Light Company, Dallas Power 
& Light Company and Texas 
Electric Service Company. To­
gether, the th ree firm s supply 
electricity  to about one-th ird  
of the population of Texas.

Austin, fo rm er president of 
TP&L, said scrubbers will not 
significantly im prove t h e  
quality  of a ir people b reathe 
and th a t experts, including 
the Federal Power Commis­
sion, have concluded scrub­
bers are not technologically 
feasible.

“Furtherm ore, t h e  solid 
w aste created by scrubbers is 
environm entally  deterim ent- 
al,” A ustin explained. “I have 
a gut feeling th a t five or ten 
years from now the public is 
going to rise up in arm s and 
blam e us for w asting hund­
reds of millions of dollars on 
scrubber system s th a t spread 
gook all over East Texas.” 

A ustin told the Board th a t 
“Because w hat the  system  is 
being asked to do m akes no 
sense. . . .  A scrubber will not 
be installed on the Monticello 
No. 3 unit.”

As a resu lt he added, “You 
m ay have no recourse bu t to 
order a shutdow n of construc­
tion.”

If a shutdow n is ordered 
and the  electric companies 
forced to substitu te oil for 
lignite to m eet custom er de 
mands, this action would re 
qu ire additional fuel costs "of 
a t least $80 M illion per year 
and w ould add nine million 
barrels of oil to the  nation’s 
deficit problem  he said.

“Therefore, if you order the 
system  to shut down construc­
tion, w e shall probably  be 
forced to pu t in the scrubber,” 
Austin stated, “b u t it will be 
your decision, not ours.”

A ustin said th a t although 
“I sincerely believe the  TACB 
and Texas U tilities Company 
are all w orking to  serve the 
best in terest of the  public, T, 
U. cannot in good conscience 
sit back and accept an added 
burden  of $36 M illion for this 
unnecessary equipm ent. It just 
doesn’t  m ake sense, e ither en­
vironm entally, economically, 
technologically or from  a re- 
s o u r c e  conservation stand­
point.”

A ustin said the Environ­
m ental Protection Agency’s 
am bient a ir standards for sul­
fu r dioxide have never been 
exceeded as a resu lt of T. U.’s 
lignite p lan t operations. A ddi­
tionally, he stated, the  in 
creased investm ent and higher 
operating costs of a scrubber 
equipped lignite u n it adds 
about 18 per cent to the cost 
of every k ilow att-hour p ro ­
duced.

This comes a t a tim e when 
“Custom ers are already  deep­
ly concerned over rising cost 
and w hen system  companies 
are  at this m om ent having to 
ask regulatory bodies for ra te  
increases to support th e ir con­
struction program s,’ he ex ­
plained.

A ustin told the board tha t 
the U. S. C ourt of Appeals 
for The T hird Circuit, re ­
sponding in a su it filed by 
th ree electric u tility  compan 
ies challenging the EPA, ruled 
last m onth th a t the agency 
was a rb itra ry  in setting  sul 
fu r emmission regulations and 
did not have sufficient know 
ledge concerning e ither the 
technological o r  economic 
feasibility  of scrubbers.

and a perfum e factory and 
they  saw soldiers patrolling 
the border betw een France 
and Spain.

The group flew to Rome on 
Tuesday, Septem ber 9 in tim e 
for a night to u r of the city 
and an elegant dinner.

in the Vatican, St. P au l’s O ut­
side the Walls, St. M ary Major 
and St. John  Lateran. Mrs. 
Mosman described the m ag­
nificence of St. P e te r’s the 
largest church in the world 
th a t took 176 years to com­
plete. She also told of the ex ­
quisite a r t w ork in all four 
basilicas. T hat day she also 
visited w ith  P at and Renee 
Mosman who live in  Rome.

Florence, Italy, was toured 
Friday, Septem ber 12, on a 
160 mile drive from Rome.

They saw an 
a rt show in the open square, 
saw the church w here St. 
Paul was beheaded and the 
cell w here he was imprisoned. 
They drove to the N orth 
Am erican College and to Jan- 
iculum Hill for a panoram ic 
view of Rome and then she 
was a guest in the P at Mos­
m an home which is in the 
new m odern section of Rome, 
built by M ussolini and called 
Europa. H er hosts spoke Ita l­
ian, w hich was a g reat help 
while shopping and sightsee­
ing. During her visit w ith  the 
P at Mosmans, M arie phoned 
home to ta lk  w ith  h e r hus­
band and her son, Fr. Je rry  
Mosman.

Sunday, Septem ber 14, was 
the day they  had all been 
w aiting for, the day for the 
canonization of M other Eliza­
beth Ann Seton at St. P eter’s. 
Mrs. Mosman and h e r group 
arrived very  early and  w ere 
fo rtunate to  have good seats, 
right in the center section. 
Services began at 9:30 and 
lasted un til 12:30. An account 
of the day w ith m any in te r­
esting sidelights, as well as a 
brief history of the firs t n a ­
tive born Saint to m erit can­
onization has already been 
printed in  last w eek’s paper.

A fter the  services the tour 
group re tu rned  by bus to their 
hotel to prepare for a flight 
to Paris. They w ere visited 
by John Henessey, a sem inar­
ian from  St. Bartholom ew ’s 
in  Fort W orth who is studying 
a t the N orth Am erican Col­
lege in Rome and was one 
of the candlebearers during 
the  Mass and canonization.

The group left Leonardo da 
Vinci A irport afte r several 
delays and arrived  in  Paris 
at Orley A irport near m id­
night. Mrs. Mosman said their 
hotel was fantastic — the 
Concorde, La F ayette  is a 
whole city  in itself w ith  35 
stories 1,000 rooms, re s tau r­
ants, bars, banquet rooms and 
the lower three floors hous­
ing 300 different shops. The 
M etro (subway system  of 
Paris) could be boarded at the 
ground floor of the hotel.

They spent Monday m orn­
ing on a tour of P aris  w ith an 
English guide, seeing the  Ca­
thedral Sacre-Coeur, M ilitary

Academy, N ational Assembly, 
Arch of Trium ph, Tomb of 
the U nknow n Soldier, Tomb 
of Napoleon, C athedral of 
N otre Dame, and about a doz­
en m ore fam ous places. In 
the evening they took a boat 
ride on the Seine River, first 
traveling on th e  underground 
railway, said to be the most 
efficient in  the world.

O n Tuesday, the group left 
early by bus for a morning 
tou r of Versailles and  in  the 
late afternoon w ent to have 
d inner in the Eiffel Tower, 
traveling again by the Metro.

W ednesday, Septem ber 17, 
early  in the m orning they 
boarded a B ritish  plane for 
London, w here they had a 
two hour w ait, changed planes 
for an Irish A irline and at 
Shannon A irport in Ireland 
changed to non-stop A er 
Lingus for Kennedy A irport 
in New York. They arrived 
in Dallas via B raniff at 8 p.m.
