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An article appearing origin­
ally  in Executive Review 
Magazine, and quoted quite 
often since then tells the fol­
lowing story about the way 
we taxpayers are rooked by 
th e  food stam p system.

“A w elfare recipient re ­
cen tly  borrowed a country 
ham  from the farm  w here he 
had part-tim e work. He w ent 
dow ntow n and sold it to a 
grocer for $27. Then he used 
$20 of the $27 to buy $80 w orth 
of food stam ps for w hich he 
w as eligible through welfare.

‘•The m an then  bought $51 
w orth  of groceries and bought 
the  ham  for $29 w orth  of 
food stamps. He re tu rned  the 
ham  to the farm er’s sm oke­
house, the grocer m ade a pro­
fit, the  farm er got back his 
ham, and the w elfare recipi­
en t wound u p ' w ith  $7 cash 
and $51 w orth of groceries.

“It’s almost hum orous u n ­
t i l  you ask: Who Paid for the 
Food Stam ps?”

Well, the sad fact is that 
w e know who paid for the 
stam ps. The taxpayers did, 
m eaning th a t you and I can 
be counted in the millions of 
persons who are providing the 
billions of dollars w orth  of 
stam ps for this program  — 
which, incidentally is being 
s e r i o u s l y  considered for 
changes by the national Sen­
ate.

A hearing now under way 
re la tive to proposed changes 
is bringing out some astound­
ing facts. For instance, tha t 
in ten years the num ber of 
people receiving food stam ps 
has grown from 442,359 to 
around 22 million, and at the 
same tim e the cost has in­
creased from $36 million to $5.2 
billion. It is estim ated th a t 
one in four Am ericans either 
is now or soon will be eligible 
for food stamps.

We can be thankfu l th a t the 
num ber of food stam p users 
is near 10 per cent, ra ther 
than  25 per cent. B ut at the 
sam e tim e we see cause for 
concern in the fact th a t the 
rem aining 15 per cent of eligi- 
bles includes vast num bers 
who will surely get on the 
gravy train. Some will get in 
line as soon as they find out 
w hat they have been missing. 
Some will join simply because 
of need, some w ill eventual­
ly decide that, principle or 
not, they  are suckers if they 
don’t take their tu rn  at the 
grab bag.

Everybody understands, of
course, that food stam ps orig­
inated  as a way to help the 
destitu te  and unem ployed. It 
w as a way w hereby needy 
people would be able to get 
about four times as much 
value out of their food dollar. 
And those who originated it 
should have known th a t be­
fore long it would be ex­
ploited by people who w ere 
never thought of before.

Two such classes of people 
are students and strikers. 
Both are unem ployed and 
therefore eligible to apply for 
the  stamps, bu t neither is 
deserving or was originally 
intended to be a beneficiary. 
So, we have vast num bers of 
college students, m any having 
well-to-do parents, who get 
the stam ps as a m eans of liv­
ing higher. Actually these are 
irresponsible or unprincipled 
youngsters who are  charging 
a portion of their food bill to 
us.

The other class is even less
excusable. I t is the people 
who pass on the food b ill to 
us w hile holding out for the 
raises th a t will m ake us pay 
more. Time and again we 
w ere told th a t w orkers, a l­
ready w ith  a higher income 
than  ours, w ere strik ing for 
m ore pay, and m eanw hile 
w ere using food stamps.

In our earlier industrial h is­
to ry  strikes were not con­
ducted th a t way. People lived 
on th e ir own savings w hile they 
refused to work. As a resu lt de- 

-m ands w ere less extrem e and 
idle tim e shorter. The usual 
resu lt was a settlem ent that 
the public could live with. But 
now dem ands are high and a 
big p art of the idle tim e living

A fter all, w hites w ere tres­
passers on Indian land.

The account included a n 
enlightening and hum orous 
le tte r by a pioneer wom an 
trying to become acquainted 
w ith  her new kitchen stove: 
She had problem s until event­
ually  she learned about such 
accessories as stove pipe and 
dam per.

County Farmers
Planting 50,000 
Acres of Grain

Cooke County farm ers are 
in the process of planting 50,- 
000 acres of wheat, oats and 
barley. Farm ers are expected 
to plant approxim ately 35,000 
acres of wheat, 15,000 acres of 
oats, and 500 acres of barley 
for grain harvest.

A considerable acreage will 
be planted to oats th a t will 
either be grazed out by the 
livestock herds or baled for 
hay.

A m ajority of the acreage 
will have fertilizer applied at 
the tim e of planting. Most 
farm ers will be using recom ­
m ended rates of fertilizer. On 
an average, they will use from 
30 to 40 ppunds of actual phos­
phate and 12 to 15 pounds of 
actual nitrogen at this time. 
Most of the small grain will 
be top dressed in February  or 
M arch w ith  another 30 to 40 
pounds of nitrogen. Consider­
able benefit is received from 
the forage that the sm all grain 
produces for w inter pasture. 
Phosphate placed directly 
w ith the seed will increase the 
am ount of forage produced 20 
to 25 percent.

For m any years small grain 
tests have been conducted in 
Cooke County b y Charlie 
Spence, Agronomist, E xten­
sion Service. A small grain 
test was conducted on the 
Reuben Hassenpflug farm  in

the  Valley View Com munity in 
1974. This test indicated that 
the above recom m ended rates 
w ere still the most economical 
to use.

The top w heat varieties in 
the test w ere TAM W-101, 
Centurk, Coker 68-1§, A rthur, 
Blueboy 11, and Sturdy. The 
yield range was from 32.6 
bushels to 26.6 bushels, re ­
spectively.

The top yielding oat variety 
was an experim ental variety 
th a t does not have a nam e at 
the present w ith  a yield of 
99.1 bushels. The th ree top 
varieties that are , available 
w ere Coker 234 w ith 88.8 
bushels, Ora 88.5 bushels, and 
Nora 86.2. In this particu lar 
test. New N ortex produced 
67.9 bushels w hich is below 
average for this variety.

The barley varieties were 
Rogers w i t h  58.6 bushels, 
TAM bar 401 w ith 57.1 bushels, 
Era 50.7; Will 45.7, and Cor­
dova w ith 43.7.

The varieties of the small 
grain are for a one year test. 
This should be considered in 
thinking of new  varieties th a t 
you w ant to plant, or in m ak­
ing changes in the varieties. 
For the most part, these are 
the varieties that have been 
used in the past few years and 
have been the top yielders.

The S turdy w heat did not 
yield as well in the test or 
in the county for 1975 as it 
has in past years. The S turdy 
w heat has been one of the top 
yielding varieties for several 
years, bu t did not perform  up 
to par in  the  1975 test.

It is am azing th a t people 
with the ability  to get them ­
selves into Congress are un ­
able to see w hat a bonanza 
they have created for dead­
beats —and tha t they lack the 
understanding o r  conscience 
to put a stop to the ripoff.
