! PINANCING of this year's cotton crop is pro-
gressing in a very satisfactory manner, as bank-
ers and other financiers in each state come together
and make arrangements for funds to aid cotton pro-
ducers in holding their cotton off the market. It
is now assured that the farmer who wants to hold
a part of his cotton for a year or longer will be
able to secure loans (v enable him teo do so, for
great financing corporations have been launched
and many millions of dollars is being made available
for the purpose,

The financing of this year's crop, however, hl;

rothing more than a temporary remedy (Or the cot-
ton situation. Unless adequate arrangements are
made to prevent another Lamper crop next y'ar
or the year alter, the tarmers will find themselves
in an even worse predicament than now, because the
financing ability of the South will have been ex-
hausted and no help can be secured in the marketing
of the cotton. The only remedy that offers a perma-
nent solution of the matter is the one suggested
by The Bulletin at various times during the past
fifteen or twenty years, namely, a diversification ot
farm production so that the one crop plan may be
discarded. It Is largely because the farmers of this
county have heen diversifying their crops that the
cotton crisis has affected this county so little: and
it is because farmers of other Texas counties have
not diversified that they are now suffering and all
businesses and industries in such counties are suf-
fering with the farmers.

Most farmers are willipg to diversify, but not
all of them are able to finance the beginning of it
They need funds for the purchase of dairy cows,
hogs, poultry and other livestock, and they need
financial assistance in the marketing of their di-
versified crops and other farm products until they
become ub'e 1o establish themselves in their new

Bouham Favorite: An Abilenec man has advanced
a remedy for the cotton farmers’ condition. It is
simple. “let Congress and
tures pass a law fixing the cost of producing cotton
at 15 cents a pound.”

That would be fine, but it seems (o us that it
doesn’t go far enough. Congress and the state legis-
latures ought to supplement this law with another
requiring every farmer to hold his cotton unti) he
can get at jeast 20 cents a pound for it, even if he
bas to raise three crops hefore he can sell one,

If the government is to take a hand in saying
what the cotton farmer can raise cotion for, let it
go farther and say what he shall get for it, how
much and how often he shall plant, when he shall
pick it, gin it, and market it. Let it appoint super-
visors to see that the planting is done according to
it order, that the cultivation is done in the right way
at the right time, that the picking iz not neglected.
In order to have it properly worked and gathered
at the right time in the right way, ‘et the govern-
ment compel every man and woman nheeded for the
work to lay down all eize and 2o to the cotton field.
Let the government geleei the land on which cotton
is to be grown, and the men who ar: to grow it
All this will require thousands of government neenis
who will have fat jobs aud whose salaries the cotton
farmer will pay.

At first, the slump in
cotton prices was charged to the
Government reports, hnt the coun-
try has since learned that these re-
ports have not heen very far wrong,
Now, we are trying to find some
other class to blame, and some are
saying that if the bankers and mer-
chants would only let the cotton
growers carry over their debts to
tanother year the country would be
all right. The truth is that too
much cotton has been grown, or
too little is being consumed, and
80 much more is being thrown on
the market than the market can
buy, that prices have tumbled. If
the cotton growers were not in debt
they would be in position to carry
their own cotton for hetter prices.
