Relative to the suggested
change of name from Cooke

County Junior College to
something else, this column
thinks the simplest and best
change 1is just to drop the
“Junior”. After all, the word
does nothing more than limit
the scholastic scope and length-
en the name, neither of which
is desirable.

Let's have a name that not
only applies now but will still
be OK if and when four year
courses are available. Also,
let’'s shake off the bother of
using a superfluous word that
detracts from rather than adds
to the name. Most of us pre-
fer the short names anyway.

From this standpoint, the
proposed use of “Community”
makes the name worse instead
of better. A reason suggested
for its use is that CCJC is not
only a county college but that
it benefits the entire com-
munity.

Obviously we do not have a
meeting of minds concerning
the dimensions of a commun-
ity. The suggestion implies
that the community is larger
than the county, whereas a
widely accepted view is that
there are a number of com-
munities in the county. Less
than a year ago we recall that
the Era community was first
in Texas in an improvement
contest. And we also have fre-
qguent references to communi-
ties of Hood, Rosston, Wood-
bine, Downard Fairplains, etc.
All of which indicates quite
clearly what people mean by
the word.

By all means, let’'s not say
Cooke County Community
College. Let’'s mot lengthen
the name nor invite misunder-
standing by using the word
which doesn’t mean the same

to everyone. This column
hopes that the regents will

settle for the short and simple

name, Cooke County College.
" Back to the word commun-
ity: we're getting tired of the
social upstarts who lay claim
the expression and give it an
altogether different meaning.

They speak of the black or
brown community, the afflu-
ent or deprived community.

They’re talking about race or
economic condition, not area.
Well, why don't they wuse
words that apply, or even
create new ones? Why do they
confuse the language by put-
ting a different meaning on
an old word?

As usually understood
around here, community refers
to an area in which the resi-
dents generally identify them-
selves with a certain town or
city. Muenster, for instance
consists of the space occupied
by the city whereas the Muen-
ster community includes the
city and rural people who
come here for church, school,
business or some other inter-
ests.

In years past communities
were identified principally
with school districts in areas
generally convenient to horse
and buggy travel. Better roads
and autos led to consolidation
into larger districts, which
was usually followed by con-
solidation of the communities.
However some of the old
original communities are still
intact. Common interests and
neighborly spirit has held
them together long after they
lost their schools.

Last week’s issue of US
News and World Report came
out with the good news that
something has been done about
the insulting mural which de-
secrated the wall of the Bi-
centennial Center in Washing-
ton at its dedication on Jan-
uary 14. The mural, which was
presented as a panorama of
two centuries of American
history, included pictures of
Karl Marx, Friedrich Engels,
Joseph Stalin, Mao Tse-tung
and Angela Davis. Added in-
sults were President Nixon in
mustache and costume of a
movie gangster and Tricia Nix-
on with Afro hairdo.

With exception of the Wash-
ington Star-News, the episode
got little attention, but things
started popping the next week
after Howard Flieger de-
nounced the outrage editori-
ally in US News and World
report. Letters and telegrams
started flooding the magazine
and the offices of senators
and representatives. The ed-
itorial has been read into the
Congressional Record three
times.

Net result of it all is that
the Bicentennial committee

woke up and ordered immedi-
ate changes. All the commu-
nist mugs have been removed
and replaced by portraits of
famous Americans who have

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Will We Be Architects
Or Victims of Change?

Cooke County Electric Co-
operative would like to pass
on this important information
to all citizens in observance
of National Electrical Week.

The time in which we live
is a changing time. It is a
time between eras. A time of
endings and of beginnings. It
is also a time of critical op-
tions. “The question is whether
we will be the architects of
the changing time or the vic-
tims of it!”

One of the clear marks of
the time is the thing we call
the ’'‘energy crisis.” In his-
toric perspective, it may not
be seen as a crisis at all, but
rather as the natural and in-
evitable phasing out of one
fuel era and the phasing in of
another. It is largely up to us
to determine how it goes.

The phasing in and out of
fuel eras has been going on
ever since the phasing in of

man himself. And in every in-
stance, the move from one era
to the next has been accom-
panied by a substantial im-
provement in the human con-
dition.

Yet, the question now is
whether today’s energy ecrisis
will end all this. Whether the
pattern of a million years will
be broken in our time. Wheth-
er the story of growth and dis-
covery and unfolding will end
with us.

It need not. Not if we choose
to take charge.

If we make such a choice,
we must recognize at the out-
set that there is an essential
difference between the en-
ergy transition we are going
through today and the trans-
itions of the past.

There seems to appear to be
three things to do. First, and
of the greatest short-term im-
portance, we must make what
we have last a little longer. To

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use the phrase that has al-
ready become a cliche, “we
must conserve.” Second, we
must develop new technologies
to improve the usefulness and
efficiency of the presently
available fuels. Third, we
must develop new sources of
energy.

The possibilities are tre-
mendously exciting. At pres-
ent, scientists are exploring
five major basic energy sources.
One of these is geothermal en-
ergy which is found below the
earth. Former Secretary Wal-
ter J. Hickel has estimated
that by the year 2000 geother-
mal sources could produce
electric energy in amounts
only slightly less than that be-
ing reproduced by the entire
U.S. electric utility industry
today.

Solar energy is derived from
the sun. Everyday it floods the
earth with a hundred thous-
and times as mueh energy as
produced in the same time by
all the generating plants in
the world. The dream of de-
veloping practical means of
capturing useful amounts of
such an abundance has in-
trigued man for a long time.
Today’s technology is moving
the dream closer to reality.
There are four large U.S.
corporations who have been
working on this energy solu-
tion problem.

Coal is the one fossil fuel
capable of bridging the gap
between the fossil and nu-
clear fuel ears. Dr. Hubbert of
the Geological Survey esti-
mates that we have enough
coal'in the world to last an-

other 300 to 350 years-and a
significant amount of coal is

to be found in the United
States.

Fission is a source of nuclear
energy which splits atoms in
its process. From this source
fast-breeder reactors shall pro-
duce its energy.

Fusion (which differs from

fission in that it combines
atoms rather than splitting
them) is another long-term

possibility of truly staggering
proportions. Fusion uses de-
uterium for fuel. Deuterium is
taken from water. If only one
percent of the deuterium
available in the world’s oceans
were extracted and used as
fuel in the fusion process, the
energy produced would be 500
thousand times greater than
that available from the world’s
total original supply of gas,
oil and coal combined. Put an-
other way, the deuterium in the
world’s oceans, if allowed to
undergo fusion little by little,

could supply mankind with
enough energy to keep him
going at the present rate for
500 billion years.

This is National Electrical
Week. Electricity is not a

source of energy, but a con-
verted form of it. Traditional-
ly, it has been the custom dur-
ing National Electrical Week
to reflect on the myriad ways
this form of energy has en-
riched man’s life during the
past half century.

This year, however, National
Electrical Week is not a time
for reflection. This is a time
between eras. A time of eriti-
cal options. A time that could
be one of historic endings, or
one of historic beginnings . . .
depending on how we handle
it. :

Cooke County Is
Tenth in Texas
In Oat Production

AUSTIN — Cooke County
ranked in the top ten in the
state in oat production in
1973, Agriculture Commission-
er John C White has an-
nounced.

Nearly 770,000 bushels of
oats were produced Yast year
in Cooke County represent-
ing an increase of 69 percent
over the 1972 crop. Cooke
County farmers increased their
yield from 35.3 bushels per
in 1972 to 48.2 bushels
per acre in 1973.

The state’s leading oat pro-
ducing county  in 1973 was
Coleman County which pro-
duced more than 1,800,000
bushels last year.

Commissioner White said
the 1973 -oat crop established
a record yield of 41 bushels
per harvested acre.

“Texas now ranks sixth in
the nation in oat production,”
White said, “and we are proud
of our role in the production
of this important crop.”

In 1973 Texas produced 26,
650,000 bushels of oats, an_in-
crease of nearly 175 percent
over the 1972 crop, White said.

Overgrazing on
Grain Pastures
Will Reduce Crop

by Neil Tibbets

25-30 thousand acres of small
grains in Texas are grazed
during the fall and winter, and
then the livestock are removed
in time for a grain crop to ma-
ture. Dependent upon s0il
moisture and rain and live-
stock market situations, farm-
ers must make a decision
either to remove livestock and
concentrate on grain produc-
tion or to “grazeout” the small
grain. If the decision is to
make a grain crop, give care-
ful consideration to grazing
management practices that can
affect the grain yield and qual-
ity.

With grazing, the problem
is ordinarily not one of full
utilization of the small grain
forage but one of avoiding
overgrazing. Small grains
should not be grazed complete-
ly down, particularly during
the winter months. Adjust the
stocking rate to maintain a
forage surplus of 25 to 30 per-
cent. If the crop has made only
limited fall growth because of
lack of soil moisture or late
seeding, be especially careful
to avoid overgrazing as serious
grain yield reductions may
occur.

Grain yield reductions fol-
lowing late grazing are caused
by removal of the growing
points of the plant, loss of ni-
trogen accumulated in the
leaves, and decreased leaf area
for photosynthesis. Parts of
the plant that wusually are
grazed are leaves and leaf
sheaths. Stems of the plant are
less than one-fourth of an inch
long and are surrounded by
leaves at or below the soil sur-
face oprior to jointing. New
lecaves form at the growing
point of the small stem; how-
ever, at jointing the growing
point stops forming leaves and
begins to form a head. The
stem then begins to lengthen,
pushing the leaves and devel-
oping seedheads higher above
the soil surface. If the stem
and developing seedhead are
nipped off by livestock, the
potential seedhead is lost.
Such grazing has a drastic ef-
fect on grain yields.

If a grain crop following
grazing is your goal, suggested
date for removal "of livestock
is Feb. 1 to March 1 in Cooke
County. Keep in mind that
barley and rye are earlier in
heading than wheat or oats and
thus are more susceptible to
injury from late grazing..

Small grains that are grazed
need more nitrogen fertilizer
since forage removed containg
a large part of the nitrogen
previously applied. Topdress-
ing with additional nitrogen
following grazing may increase
grain yield, especially if soil
moisture conditions are favor-
able.

Remember, proper grazing
management of small grains is
essential if one expects to pro-
duce good grain yields follow-
ing grazing. ;

State’s Disabled

Supplemental Security In-
come payments go to people
65 or older, blind, or disabled,
who have little or no income
and limited resources, Jones
said. SSI payments started in
January, replacing public as-
sistance cash benefits to the
aged, blind, and disabled. Leg-
islation enacted in December
raised the SSI Federal pay-
ment levels from $130 to $140
a month for an individual and
from $195 to $210 for a couple.

The Federal SSI increase
was effective January 1 so any
recipient entitled to more
money this month because of
the change also will get a
back payment for January in
the February check, Jones said.

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Grass Fire Hazard
Increases During
Period of Drought

The drought that has been
in effect for almost three
months is blamed for increas-
ing drequency of grass fires
since the beginning of 1974.
Fire Chief Herbert Knabe of
the Muenster Fire Department
points out that the firemen
have answered twelve alarms
since January 1, which is more
than half the total of all calls
for last year.

Seven of those calls were
for grass fires, Knabe said, and
five were outside the city. It
points up the fact that special
caution should be exercised in
burning trash. If possible it
should be done when there is
less wind or more moisture in
the air.

A special request to rural
residents is to speak loudly
and clearly when phoning in
a fire report and also have
someone serve as a guide to
help firemen reach the fire.
Often they have seen fire and
smoke but have had their ap-
proach blocked by fences and
ditches. Since they are usually
unfamiliar with the terrain
they need someone to show
the way, especially in the
dark.
