Mounting Costs 
Wipe Out Profit 
For Lone Star Gas

Lone S tar Gas Com pany’s 
re tu rn  on its u tility  residential 
and com m ercial service i n 
Texas “has been reduced to 
virtually  nothing, prim arily  
due to  increasing gas costs,” 
the Texas Railroad Commis­
sion was told today.

Louis B. Hulcy, senior vice 
president, told the Commission 
that “In  1974, w hile to tal n a ­
tu ra l gas sales by Lone S tar 
clim bed to a record $313 m il­
lion, net income of the  com ­
pany’s u tility  division was 
down 22% due m ostly to a 
$76.5 million increase in  gas 
purchase costs over the prev­
ious year.” V

The ra te  re lief sought, Hulcy 
stressed, is “prim arily  to assist 
the company w ith the serious 
problem  created  by the  in ­
creased cost of our gas sup­
ply.” Hulcy urged the Com­
mission to authorize a 100% 
m onthly pass-on of increased 
gas costs instead of the 65% 
sem iannual pass-on curren tly  
in effect.

In addition to Hulcy, six 
o ther com pany w tinesses and 
two expert outside consultants 
were scheduled to give large­
ly technical and financial tes­
timony to the hearing exam ­
iner during the day.

Besides recouping form cus­
tom ers the rising costs of the 
gas it Durchases, Lone S tar 
has applied for an increase in 
the ra te  it can charge resi­
dential and commercial cus­
tom ers in Texas caused by in­
flationary rises in such items 
as m aterials, labor, costs of 
borrowed money and taxes.

This is Lone S tar’s firs t full 
ra te  proceeding since 1969.

Benefits Available 
To Unemployed Not 
Covered by TEC

Jobless w orkers who are 
not eligible for unem ploym ent 
com pensation m ay possibly 
qualify  for a new  type of 
benefits, Special Unem ploy­
m ent Assistance (SUA), ac­
cording to H enry Rothell, ad ­
m in istra to r of the Texas Em ­
ploym ent Commission.

The new unem ploym ent as­
sistance m easure is authorized 
under th e  Special Em ploy­
m en t Assistance Act of 1974 
w hich P resident G erald Ford 
signed into law  Decem ber 31.

Special Unem ploym ent A s­
sistance m akes unem ploym ent 
benefits possible for persons 
such as domestics, agricultural 
w orkers, employees of city 
and county governm ents, and 
various o ther w orkers cu r­
ren tly  ineligible for unem ­
ploym ent com pensation.

In Texas, SUA claim ants can 
receive a m axim um  of $63 per 
week for as long as 26 weeks, 
R othell said. SUA paym ents 
will be m ade en tire ly  from  
Federal funds and paid in  ac­
cordance w ith  the general p ro ­
visions of the  Texas U nem ­
ploym ent Com pensation Act.

“W orkers who have insuf­
ficient earnings i n covered 
em ploym ent to be eligible for 
unem ploym ent com pensation 
under any S tate or Federal 
law,” R othell said, “m a y 
qualify  for SUA if they  p re ­
sent evidence of em ploym ent 
and earnings during  the 52 
w eeks prior to filing their 
claim  which w ould be suffici­
en t to qualify fo r unem ploy­
m ent insurance if the  w ork 
had  been in covered em ploy­
m ent.”

An SUA claim.may be filed 
at the nearest TEC local office 
or itinerant service point in 
the state. When a worker goes 
to an office to file a claim, 
he should take his Social Se­
curity card and a list of names 
and addresses of all employ­
ers for whom he worked dur­
ing the most recent 52 weeks, 
along with documentary proof 
of work and earnings, the TEC 
administrator said.

DISTRICT NEWS

A new soil and w ater con­

servation plan has been com­
pleted on the J. W. Bullion 
farm  located in the Rosston 
Community. He has plans for 
establishing most of the place 
in improved pastures and 
cross fencing for better grass­
land m anagement. He also 
has plans for a pipeline and 
w ater troughs for livestock 
w ater in the pastures.

The conservation plan on 
the E. T. S torm er farm  in 
M arysville Community h a s  
been revised and updated re ­
cently. They are installing a 
grade stabilization structu re 
this year to control a critical 
gully. Most of the farm  has 
been developed in improved 
pastures and are m anaged for 
high forage production.

A new parallel terrace sys­
tem  has been com pleted on 
the A1 W alter farm  in the 
Myra Community. These new 
terraces w ere planned and de­
signed by technicians from the 
Soil Conservation Service and 
they w ere built by one of the 
local d irt moving contractors. 
The terraces ou tlet on a 
grassed w aterw ay.

The next tim e you drive 
through the countryside, m ake 
it a point to really see the 
land. Conservation practices 
are visible everyw here in 
contoured fields, stubble m ul­
ched cropland, grassed w ate r­
ways, well Imanaged range- 
land and improved pastures, 
and watershed lakes. Conser­
vation treated  land m eans 
clear flowing stream s, abun­
dant food supplies and a b e t­
te r environm ent for you.

Someone has called erosion 
the “great terrain  robbery.” 
The sad fact is, erosion can 
be prevented w ith conserva­
tion measures. Conservation 
practices like terraces, dams, 
mulches, or even a thick ca r­
pet of grass are great erosion 
stoppers. To keep erosion 
from robbing your terrain, 
contact the local Soil Conser­
vation Service technician who 
is assisting the Upper Elm- 
Red Soil and W ater Conser­
vation District.

New parallel terraces are 
under construction on the 
F rank H averkam p, Jr., farm  
located in the South Lindsay 
area. These terraces are being 
built by a local d irt moving 
contractor and they will o u t­
let onto grassed waterw ays.

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251 Persons Treated in 3 Years 
At County Mental Health Clinic

The Cooke County M ental 
'H ealth Clinic recently  com­
pleted  three years in G aines­
ville, providing services for 
251 persons who have been 
undergoing em otional or m en­
ta l stress. C urren tly  121 per­
sons a re  on the rolls.

The G ainesville Clinic is an 
ou treach  facility of the W ich­
ita Falls S ta te  Hospital. It is 
operated  under contract in ­
cluding the H ospital, Cooke 
C ounty  and the city  of G aines­
ville to assist discharge pa ti­
ents who need continuing ou t­
p a tien t care and to provide 
assistance to  o thers in the 
com m unity who m ay be ex­
periencing stress w hich in te r­
feres w ith  norm al social func­
tioning.

T he G ainesville Clinic was 
established along w ith  five 
o th er outreach clinics — M in­
eral Wells, Breckenridge, 
Bowie, D ecatur and McKinney 
for th is  purpose.

T he advantage of the ou t­
reach  program  is reflected in 
th e  reduction of patien t popu­
lation  in the  W ichita Falls 
S ta te  H ospital — in th ree 
years a reduction of 26 per 
cent. A nother advantage of the 
program  is th e  low er cost of

m aintaining a pa tien t in  the 
com m unity as com pared w ith  
m aintaining him  in the  Hos­
pital.

O f the 251 persons who have 
sought assistance from  the 
Gainesville Clinic, ranging in 
age from  six to seventy four, 
only 20 p e r cent w ere referred  
from a S ta te  Hospital the re ­
m aning 80 per cent have come 
on referra l by someone in the 
com m unity or upon th e ir own 
initiative. Many persons in the 
com m unity, feeling the need 
for assistance, are them selves 
seeking it.

Dr. A. J. Gavigan, director 
of the W ichita Falls S ta te  Hos­
p ita l’s outreach program , visits 
the Gainesville Clinic each 
Friday, seeing p atien ts  and 
providing guidance for the 
Clinic staff. The staff m em ­
bers of the outreach clinics are 
given train ing  upon entering 
on du ty  and are expected to 
continue learning t h r o u g h  
reading and by attending con­
tinuing education conferences 
planned for them  by Dr. Gavi­
gan and Mrs. B arbara Major, 
R.N., corrd inator of the  ou t­
reach program.

This 
gives your garden maximum vis­
ual impact whereas mixing vari­
eties and colors dilutes the over­
all effect.

Color
Ju s t as in the living room, 

there are certain colors which 
clash. For example, some gar­
deners feel th a t orange and pur­
ple don’t  go together.

The different varieties of tu ­
lips gTow to varying heights. 
The popular Kaufmanniana and

To insure th a t your garden 

stays in bloom for the whole of 
Spring, you should design your 
landscaping to include early, mid 
and late-blooming tulips. To give 
you some idea, tulips usually 
bloom in the following sequence: 
F o s te r ia n a , K a u fm an n ian a , 
Praestans, Greigii Hybrids, Sin­
gle Early, Double Early, Mendel, 
Triumph, Darwin Hybrids, Par­
rot, Darwin, Cottage, Double 
Late and Lily-flowered.

The Cooke County M ental 
H ealth Clinic m ay be utilized 
by residents of Cooke County. 
Fees are based on a sliding 
scale established by the  Texas 
D epartm ent of M ental Health 
and M ental Retardation.

The Clinic, located in Room 
218 of Schad and P u lte  B uild­
ing is open Monday, W ednes­
day, Thursday and F riday  8- 
12 a.m. and 1-5 p.m. and Tues­
day from 1-9 p.m. A ppoint­
