
The re p o it is out th a t the
n ex t s ta te  legislature w ill be 
pressured  to create a state 
u tility  commission for the 
purpose of regulating the rates 
w e pay for electricity, gas, and 
telephone service. I t seems we 
have here another case of of­
ficial do-gooders who are d e­
term ined  to look a fte r our in ­
terests, w hether w e w ant them  
to  or not.

The implication, apparen t­
ly , is th a t city councils all 
over the state, w ho have to 
approve the ra te  schedules be­
fore u tilities can ap p ly 'th em , 
haven’t been doing their job 
properly, so big governm ent 
has to take  over. I t ’s an assum p­
tion th a t ju st doesn’t m ake 
sense. Does anyone really  
th in k  th a t an im personal com­
m ittee in A ustin w ill be as 
responsive to local people’s 
w ishes as the m em bers of their 
ow n city  council?

One excuse for creating the
com m ission is th a t ru ra l areas 
have no city council to w atch 
ou t fo r the citizens. T hat m ay 
be true, bu t i t’s also tru e  th a t 
most of those areas get a fair 
deal anyw ay. And even if they 
did not, the solution is not in 
a group of strangers hundreds 
of m iles away. Instead these 
people ought to be represented 
by a group closer to home, 
like the county commissioners. 
These are officials who, like 
th e  city  council, are elected 
by the  people concerned and 
responsive to them.

So, for u rban  folks, we 
consum ers already are better 
represented by our city coun 
cil th an  w e could expect to be 
by  a sta te  commission. And 
for ru ra l folks the commission­
ers court would be the b etter 
representative.

But there 's  more to this is
sue. The first being th a t it 
doesn’t m ake sense to abandon 
a system  th a t succeeds. Texas 
is getting along fine w ithout 
th e  commission. On the basis 
of 1000 KWH of residential 
service it has a lower ra te  
than  36 other states, and Dal­
las and Houston are consider 
ably lower than  most o ther 
large cities. For instance the 
b ill p e r 1000 KWH in Dallas 
is $21.14 as com pared w ith  
$51.23 in New York and $41.33 
in  Philadelphia. We don’t need 
the  commission to improve 
our rate .

The same applies w ith  re 
ference to dependability  and 
financial stability. Texas has 
had no blackouts or brow n­
outs like the E astern  states, 
w hich have commissions. And 
its program  to supply for the 
fu tu re is also b e tte r estab 
lished.

No m atter how we look at
this issue, it’s hard  to im a­
gine how any im provem ent 
can be expected by setting 
up  th e  state  commission. We’re 
already  be tte r off than  most 
s tates th a t have one, and the 
com panies th a t serve us are 
b e tte r able to keep up the 
good work.

Facts like these m ake us 
confident th a t our senator and 
represen ta tive a t A ustin will 
no t support such a proposal 
N evertheless it would be a 
good idea to let them  know 
th a t lots of us w ould appreci 
ate th e ir tu rning it down. The 
support from  us will feel com­
fortab le  when the  o ther side 
sta rts  pressuring them .

This is National Education
Week on Smoking . . . NEWS 
for short . . . w hich has a 
twofold goal of encouraging 
sm okers to kick the habit and 
discouraging them  from sm ok­
ing w here they m ight cause 
discom fort or even illness to 
non smokers. A slogan they 
propose for more general ac­
ceptance is “Your righ t to 
smoke stops at my nose.”

A new s release from the 
S tate H ealth  D epartm ent says 
th a t NEWS seeks to dram atize 
the  need for greater awareness 
of the discom fort sm okers may 
cause to both them selves and 
others. This refers not only to 
the  odor which m any people 
find offensive bu t also to an 
increase of carbon m onoxide 
in  the  air, w hich is inhaled by 
both sm oker and nonsmoker. 
One such case concerns a 
tightly  closed nightclub in 
D allas in which a num ber of 
people w ere m ade ill by the 
recycled smoke filled air.

Considering th a t only a 
th ird  of the people are sm ok­
ers, these points deserve ser­
ious thought, and public a t­
titu d e  is gradually  moving in 
th a t direction. M any public 
places th a t used to perm it 
smoking do not perm it it now. 
P robable reasons are the anti 
sm oking cam paigns of recent 
years resu lting  in decreasing
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Alcoholism Will 
Be Discussed at 
Local Meetings

The staff of M uenster Hos­
pital as w ell as o ther groups 
of the com m unity will soon 
have an opportunity  to attend  
an educational program  on 
alcoholism and ways of trea t­
ing the problem  in general 
hospitals.

T h e  opportunity  derives 
from an Alcoholics sem inar in 
A ustin attended  by Mrs. Dav­
id W alterscheid, head nurse 
of the local hospital, on J a n ­
uary  6-8. It was sponsored by 
the Texas Hospital Associa­
tion in cooperation w ith the 
Texas Council on Alcoholism.

M uenster Hospital was one 
of 36 in  Texas invited to send 
a represen tative to  the  sem ­
inar on a grant, subject to an 
understanding th a t inform a­
tion received there would be 
made available to the com m u­
nity. A num ber of program s 
on the subject w ere presented 
and each person attending 
was invited to choose the one 
he or she preferred  to present. 
The sponsors then  w ill p ro ­
vide the various m aterials in ­
cluded in the program. Mrs. 
W alterscheid said hers are ex­
pected soon, and when they 
arrive she will be perm itted 
to use them  for five weeks.

H er firs t presentation w ill 
be to  the  M uenster Hospital 
staff. It w ill prom ote an  over­
all b e tte r understanding of 
alcoholism and tell recom ­
m ended w ays of trea ting  it in 
a general hospital. A fter th a t 
she will be willing to appear 
at m eetings sponsored by local 
organizations.

David Bright, hospital ad ­
m inistrator, said he is very 
pleased w ith  M uenster’s pres 
tige in being one of the state’s 
36 selected to attend the sem 
inar, and even more pleased 
th a t the com m unity can have 
the benefit of the la test th ink ­
ing on alcoholism.

S i s t e r  Frances, form erly 
G ertrude Hofbauer, w as born 
a t Tours, Tex., on M arch 31, 
1906, a daughter of the late 
Joseph and Louisa Hofbauer. 
The fam ily moved to M uen­
ste r in December 1911, and she 
attended Sacred H eart School.

She en tered  the convent 
in June 1924 and m ade her 
profession as a m em ber of 
the order on A ugust 15, 1926, 
the  only native A m erican in 
a class of twelve, the others 
being from Sw itzerland. Since 
then  she has been a teacher 
and attended a num ber of 
sum m er sessions un til she 
received her bachelor and m as­
te r  degrees. She taught in both 
elem entary and high school, 
spending several years on the 
Sacred H eart School faculty.

I t is related  to  Gainesville’s 
need of a hospital expansion 
and im provem ent program , 
w hich can best be accom­
plished by creation of a hos­
pital district. The program  is 
sim ilar to the one which has 
been in  effect here for ten 
years.

Proposed area of the dis­
tric t was all of the county 
w hich is not included in the 
M uenster Hospital District. B ut 
m any of the people who are 
close to the M uenster district

Bloodmobile Will 
Be Here Wednesday

A nother sem i-annual de­
posit in M uenster’s blood bank 
will be m ade nex t W ednesday 
during the regular visit of the 
bloodmobile from the regional 
Red Cross Blood Center of 
W ichita Falls.

Facilities for collection will 
be set up in the KC hall from 
2 to 7 p.m. The center’s tech­
nicians w ill accept the blood 
and personnel from  the hos­
pital and the  hospital auxili­
ary  will assist them.

The quota is 100 pints, an 
increase of 20 over th a t of p re­
vious bloodmobile visits. The 
reason, as explained by David 
Bright, M uenster Hospital ad­
m inistrator, is tha t blood 
used by the local hospital 
plus th a t used in  o ther hos­
pitals by residents of the 
M uenster H ospital D istrict has 
been increasing. As a result 
the local bank is overdraw n 
at the blood center. To square 
the account and also provide 
for continued increased need, 
a new goal of 100 pints has 
been adopted.

To m eet it, and hopefully 
to top it, the sponsoring organ­
izations — KC, VFW and 
Hospital A uxiliary — are so­
liciting m ore extensively. Be­
sides rem inding the regular 
donors they are contacting 
prospective new ones. Also, 
they have invited students 
from both local schools and 
the Lindsay school. Sixteen 
year olds m ay give if they 
nave a slip indicating paren ­
tal permission. Those 17 years 
and older do not need the 
special permission.

The local collection is a part

of the program  in which blood 
is donated by volunteers so 
th a t it w ill be available free 
to patients of M uenster Hos­
pital and to residents of the 
hospital d istric t who are p a t­
ients elsewhere. The benefit 
is th a t the person receiving 
the transfusion pays only for 
services such as collection, 
storage, transportation, etc. 
Total cost is about half as 
much as when blood is used 
from a com m ercial blood bank.

M uenster is one of 26 com ­
m unities included in the re ­
gional Red Cross blood center 
of W ichita Falls. Each com ­
m unity is supplied by the 
center and each in tu rn  p ro ­
vides blood for the center. 
Collection quota for each com ­
m unity is determ ined by the 
am ount it uses betw een col­
lections.

Again this tim e the spon­
sors encourage donors to m ake 
appointm ents as a convenience 
to them selves and the collec­
tion personnel. It helps to 
level off slack and rush p er­
iods and gives an idea of how 
m any donors can be expected. 
The appointm ent c a n  be 
booked by calling 759-2271.

However, th is does not m ean 
that a person m ust have an 
appointm ent to give. W ith or 
w ithout it, every donation 
will be deeply appreciated.

All of those areas include 
a large percentage of people 
who have been coming to 
M uenster — to the doctors and 
hospital, the churches, schools 
and business firms. Since they 
identified them selves w ith  
M uenster in those ways they 
wish to be identified also w ith  
the hospital district.

At the same time the M uen­
ster Hospital D istrict board 
is eager to have them. A1 
.Trubenbach, chairm an, said 
th a t “they have supported us 
through the years, and we 
th ink  it is only fa ir to w el­
come them  into the  d istrict.” 
Besides, he said, this is a m at­
ter of survival to the M uenster 
hospital. Many people are in ­
clined to patronize the hos­
p ita l of th e ir district, “so we 
w ant them  in our district. We 
need them  to keep in opera­
tion.” Trubenbach said th a t 
the hospital can’t stay open 
on the  business it receives 
from  the M uenster district.

W hen the new  legislature 
convenes it w ill be visited by 
representatives of the M uen­
ster d istrict asking for legis­
lation authorizing annexation. 
Also it w ill be visited by a 
group seeking creation of the  
Gainesville Hospital District. 
Hopefully the two w ill be in 
agreem ent over a dividing 
line betw een their districts.

An effort tow ard th a t agree­
m ent is curren tly  under way. 
Trubenbach, Rufus Henscheid 
and Jim m y Jack Biffle had 
their second m eeting last F ri­
day w ith th ree people from 
Gainesville. “The line still is 
not drawn, bu t w e’re m aking 
progress,” T rubenbach said.
