
A few days ago Paul Har­
vey quoted some economist as 
saying that politicians promise 
too much, labor leaders de­
mand too much and the pub­
lic expects too much. It would 
be hard to give a better diag­
nosis of the cause of our in­
flation problem.

For many years we've been
operating under a system that 
is based primarily on greed, 
that is, in getting more out 
of the economy even though 
it can’t be justified by in­
creased production. Until the 
last few decades wages and 
prices were rather stable, but 
occasionally both would im­
prove as new inventions and 
new methods resulted in more 
output per man. The result 
then was that the worker got 
more or the price of the pro­
duct became more competi­
tive, but more probably a 
combination of both.

About that time govern­
ment give-away started esca­
lating and the national debt 
began climbing. Printing press 
money increased, causing a de­
cline in the value of money 
already in circulation. And the 
next development was an ar­
rangement by labor and in­
dustry whereby wages were 
tied to a cost of living index. 
When prices went up wages 
automatically went up. Each 
put pressure on the other.

Meanwhile deficit govern­
ment spending continued to 
soar, causing additional drain 
on the purchasing value of 
our money. There’s no mys­
tery in why inflation has been 
gradually accelerating through 
the years until now it is at 
the highest rate ever and 
seems headed to get worse. 
We can imagine, for instance, 
that the anticipated deficit of 
$52 billion will have quite a 
diluting effect on the value 
of our money.

So if goes, on and on, while
we wonder how long it will 
be until the inevitable crash 
comes, until the value of 
money is so absurdly low that 
we’ll just have to abandon it 
and start a new money sys­
tem.

Well, we’Vc been observing 
the present trend for some 
forty years now. We’ve seen 
the result of a national policy 
of promising and demanding 
and expecting more than we 
deserve. So, it does seem ob­
vious that the way to halt our 
trouble, and even reverse it, 
is to adopt the opposite policy 
of giving a little more value 
for the money we receive.

This column is disappointed
with current efforts in Wash­
ington, which seem intended 
for easing our economic pain 
but not at curing the ailment.

As it looks from here, the 
country’s biggest need is to 
seek for a national attitude 
of giving a little more value 
for the money involved. We’re 
thinking of politicians who 
ought to trim down their fat 
expense accounts along with 
the salary raise given to them­
selves not long ago, of workers 
who will work harder and/or 
a little longer for the pay they 
receive, of business men who 
will give a little more for the 
money in service or merchan­
dise.

In very many cases Ihese
adjustments would not even 
amount to a sacrifice but 
would amount to a reduction 
of unit cost of a product. Or 
perhaps a better effort and 
better a p p l i c a t i o n  could 
reduce the losses due to re­
jects or recalls. And, of course 
there’s special praise for the 
people who offer to take a cut 
in pay so that the plant will 
not have to close down or lay 
off some of the workers.

Generosity and sacrifice are 
the opposites of greed, which 
has been the basic cause of our 
inflation since it first got 
started. And those two vir­
tues are the only means by 
which the country can stop 
inflation and turn it around.

Unfortunately, however this 
involves the problem of sell­
ing the American public on 
the idea. It can’t work unless 
it is the generally accepted 
policy of the public, that is, 
to the extent that most people 
are willing and even eager to 
do their share and a little 
more. Accordingly, the coun­
try’s first need is an all out 
effort by all leaders — in the 
fields of government, business, 
labor, economy, religion, edu­
cation and the media — to es­
tablish the right public atti­
tude.

Probably you’ve noticed that
the new ultra-liberal congress

A change has been made in 
the city’s policy of picking up 
bulky trash items that cannot 
be put in garbage bags.

Steve Moster, city superin­
tendent, this week announced 
that the city council’s decision 
on tree limbs, scrap lumber, 
etc., is to require compliance 
with the city ordinance. He 
said that in many cases lately 
one untrimmed tree limb took 
up almost all space on the 
truck thereby making it im­
possible to put on a good 
load. As a result many hours 
and trips have been wasted 
on small loads.

To change the situation the 
city hereafter requires that 
tree limbs be trimmed and 
bundled or packaged so that 
they can be loaded and hauled 
more easily. The city will con­
tinue clearing away rubbish 
for its citizens, but also de­
mands cooperation.

The extent of that coopera­
tion is spelled out in the fol­
lowing quotation from the 
city ordinance.

“2. It shall be the duty of 
every person, persons, firms 
or corporations owning, man­
aging, operating, leasing or 
renting any premises, dwell­
ing or other type of buildings 
to place or deposit or permit 
to be placed or deposited any 
solid waste materials as here­
in defined in or on such prem­
ise except as stipulated by this 
ordinance.

The first good news has 
been received relative to the 
recent crime wave here. Wil­
lie Walterscheid’s 1972 Chev­
rolet Caprice, stolen from the 
parking lot behind the Charm 
Shop on Friday, January 31, 
has been recovered.

Chief of Police James Mc­
Donald was notified l a s t  
Thursday afternoon by the 
Amarillo Police Department 
that the vehicle had been 
found on the parking lot of 
a supermarket of that city. 
Walterscheid drove it back 
from Amarillo Saturday.

He said that the car’s tape 
deck and tapes were missing, 
the glove compartment had 
been emptied and the license 
plates had been replaced by 
dealer plates. Only damage 
he noticed was a dented front 
fender and a kicked-in air 
conditioner outlet. And the 
gas tank was empty.

In a robbery about 1:35 last 
Friday afternoon inside the 
Palace D r u g  Store, Joe 
Trachta, the owner, was re­
lieved of his wallet containing 
an amount estimated by him 
at $800 to $1000.

Within 45 minutes of the 
robbery a man and a woman 
were taken into custody in 
Gainesville and charged with 
the crime. Each is confined in 
Cooke County jail in lieu of 
a $3,500 bond set by Justice 
of the Peace Thomas Craw­
ford. They are identified as 
Otis Preston Taylor,' 48, and

Moments later Policemen 
James McDonald and Howard 
Mackey responded to a call 
and McDonald sent out a radio 
message to officers of Cooke 
and Montague counties and 
the highway patrol asking for 
road blocks on all roads that 
could possibly be used as an 
escape route.

At 2:20 p.m. the car was 
stopped on West California 
Street in Gainesville near 1-35 
with Taylor and Miss Bliss as 
the occupants.

The pair was taken to Cooke

“What’s the status of TP&L’s 
nuclear power plant?”

A . Construction of the Comanche Peak Steam 
Electric Station was begun recently at a site about five 
miles north of Glen Rose in Somervell County.
Q . "How much land area will be involved?"
A . Approximately 8,500 acres. This will include a 
3,200-acre lake adjoining the plant which will provide 
cooling water for the plant.
Q . "When will TP&L customers start getting electric 
power from the plant?”
A . The first of two 1,150,000-kilowatt units is 
scheduled to go into operation in 1980 and the second 
in 1982.
Q . "Will some other companies be getting power 
from the plant?”
A . Yes. The plant will be jointly owned and utilized 
by Texas Power & Light, Dallas Power & Light and 
Texas Electric Service. /
Q . "Why is a nuclear plant necessary?”
A .  Rising costs and a shortage of future supplies of 
natural gas and oil compel use of more economical 
and readily available fuels for generating plants. Within 
the next five years, TP&L will reduce its dependency 
on gas and oil with plants designed and constructed 
to burn lignite-coal. While it is anticipated that lignite 
will continue to be an important fuel well beyond the 
year 2000, the long-range solution to fuel problems 
appears to lie in nuclear generating plants.
Q . "How safe will the plant be?"
A . The planning, construction and operation of the 
Comanche Peak plant is subject to close examination 
and rigid regulation by the Atomic Energy Commission 
and other federal and state agencies. Devices and 
procedures in the plant will guard against every 
conceivable possibility which might endanger plant 
employees or the general public. Today, there are 
more than 50 nuclear generating units in the United 
States and there has never been a nuclear-related 
injury to a commercial nuclear power plant worker or 
member of the public.

“3. Rocks, scrap building 
materials or other trash re­
sulting from constructions or 
remodeling, and/or a general 
clean up of vacant or improved 
property, or waste and trash 
resulting from s i z e a b l e  
amounts of tree, brush or de­
bris cleared from property 
will not be removed by the 
City as a regular service, but 
this type of service may be 
acquired by the owner upon 
the payment of an extra fee.
