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Taking note of the fact that
the United Nations has deter­
iorated into an irresponsible 
organization with voting power 
under control of a number of 
small nations united in com­
mon hostility to this country, 
and every one with a voting 
power equal to ours, Congress­
man Omar Burleson suggests 
that the United States do 
something about it.

His first proposal is to quit 
wasting our time on votes in 
the General Assembly, where 
we have the spectacle of na­
tions representing a few 
thousand people and seem­
ingly united in a bond of hos­
tility to us making a mockery 
of the UN’s original ideals. 
Not able to govern themselves, 
those people nevertheless can 
gang up and refuse to seat 
the South African delegation 
as well as to endorse the Pal­
estinian terrorists and wel­
come their appearance before 
the General Assembly.

When the UN started it con­
sisted of 51 nations, all being 
on the side of the allies in 
World War II. Today there 
are 138 nations, most of the 
additions being in cahoots 
with the Soviet Union, which 
has sabotaged world peace 
from the beginning in pursuing 
its policy of global conflict 
and its goal of world conquest. 
Each of those miniature na­
tions equals the US in voting 
strength and all of them vote 
together with the USSR in op­
posing the US.

Since that’s a fact, Burle­
son’s suggestion makes sense. 
Why bother with wasting our 
vote? Why give the hateful 
little people the satisfaction 
of burying our vote under an 
avalanche of theirs? Of course 
this proposed boycott does 
not apply to the Security 
Council, where we still have 
our original influence.

Burleson also suggests a
major reduction in our share 
of UN support, which has 
been out of line since the day 
of UN’s origin in January 
1946. US has paid 30 to 40 
per cent all of those years and 
has paid even more a few 
years in making up for the 
default of the other countries. 
At this time we are paying 
almost twice as much as USSR, 
which is behind in its pay­
ments. Also behind are many 
of the Arab nations which 
have money to burn as a re­
sult of their gouging oil prices, 
and have joined the little 
countries in dishing out the 
grief to us.

After many years Congress 
has finally decided to reduce 
this country’s part of UN sup­
port to 25 per cent. Though an 
improvement, that’s still far 
from adequate. Why not, as 
Burleson says, base support on 
population? That way our 
share will come down to 5.6 
per cent, which still seems 
like a big price when one con­
siders the abuse we have to 
put up with.

Both of the congressman's
suggestions are improvements, 
but they still do not go far 
enough. The best policy, which 
has been proposed for many 
years, is to get US out of the 
UN, and UN out of the US.

Disregarding those '  other 
reasons, the UN’s ouster would 
be fully justified by the fact 
that for years the place has 
been headquarters for com­
munist spies and saboteurs. 
Offices of the Soviets and their 
satellites are staffed by peo­
ple who hide behind the diplo­
matic immunity of their of­
ficial position while directing 
t h e i r  subversive activities. 
Though not getting rid of all 
the foreign agents, a shut­
down of UN would reduce 
their number tremendously.

This is an idea that's worth
considering in relation to 
present harassment of the 
CIA and FBI. Some of the 
people in Washington are 
putting up a howl about the 
alleged improprieties of these 
two organizations but are 
very unconcerned about the 
activities of KGB, the Soviet 
spying outfit which is des­
cribed as the largest and 
very likely the most effective 
intelligence body that ever 
existed in the world. Needless 
to say, if the fault finders 
succeed in putting restraints 
on CIA and FBI they will 
thereby extend the latitude 
and effectiveness of KGB op­
erations.

Here’s a thought some of 
our misguided reformers ought 
to be mulling over. They’re 
trying to clip the wings of 
guys who are on our side. 
They complain about things 
the two agencies have done, 
but who can say that the acts

Reason for delivery across 
the street, Henscheid said is 
that the delivery car will tra­
vel the street only once, not 
twice, and mail is delivered 
only on the right side.

The new service also con­
cerns many city residents who 
are on rural delivery service 
now. Some of them can ar­
range to have their boxes 
much nearer than they are.

Everybody concerned, peo­
ple who want to start the 
service as well as those who 
want to bring it nearer, are 
urged to see the postmaster 
and talk it over.

Rupert 
Hoenig, visiting at the hos­
pital, volunteered to take his 
station wagon as a substitute 
ambulance.

Meanwhile Ben Voth got his 
tractor along with a chain 
about 25 feet long; fortunately 
enough to reach the over­
turned tractor. When the 
others arrived they made the 
hook-up quickly, then pulled 
Caplinger away as the lift 
freed his leg.

After being carried out of 
the water Caplinger was put 
on a stretcher and given first 
aid treatment by Dr. Kra­
licke and the nurses. Then he 
was put in the station wagon 
and blankets were piled high 
over him. Because of the vio­
lent, convulsive chills follow­
ing his long ordeal in the icy 
water, attendants had a hard 
time keeping him on the 
stretcher and under the blank­
ets while coming to the hos­
pital.

After arrival he was treated 
for shock and exposure for 
several hours. It was late af­
ternoon before he returned to 
normal temperature.

However he was still help­
less with a paralyzed left side, 
diagnosed as resulting from a 
stroke. Judging from the vic­
tim’s story, doctors are in­
clined to think that the stroke 
did not result from the acci­
dent, but rather that the 
stroke occurred first and the 
accident resulted from it.

Caplinger was transferred 
to Arlington Saturday morn­
ing and placed under the care 
of a cardiac specialist.

Of Library Worked 
3554 Hours in 1974

The 1974 report of activity 
at Muenster Public Library 
submitted by Mrs. Steve Mos- 
ter, shows a total of 3,554 
hours worked by a volunteer 
staff and an additional 220 
hours given by students and 
other adult assistants. A total 
of 4,049 books and 566 periodi­
cals and pamphlets were cir­
culated. By the month, the 
greatest number were checked 
out in June the least number 
in February.

Correct SS Number 
Should Appear on 
Income Tax Return

Married taxpayers filing 
either joint or separate tax re­
turns this year should make 
sure that the social security 
number of both husband and 
wife appear on each return 
filed, the Internal Revenue 
Service (IRS) said today.

A. W. McCanless, District 
Director of IRS operations in 
North Texas, said that the IRS 
computer system identifies re­
turns according to social secur­
ity numbers and an incorrect 
or missing number can cause 
a delay of weeks or months in 
getting a refund out to a tax­
payer.

Additionally, he said, the 
number must be correct to en­
sure that the taxpayer will 
get full credit for his or her 
contributions under the social 
security and medicare pro­
grams. For this reason any 
name changes should be re­
ported to the local Social Se­
curity Administration office.

One way for taxpayers to be 
sure their return is correctly 
numbered is to use the pre­
addressed label on the tax

package sent out by the IRS. 
Double check the numbers, 
McCanless said, and if there 
is a mistake it should be cor­
rected on the label itself.

“The pre-addressed labels 
help us keep the numbers 
straight,” McCanless said, “and 
they speed the processing o f 
the returns. At this point in 
the filing season a labeled re­
turn with the correct social 
security numbers can produce 
a refund for the taxpayer with­
in five weeks. As April 15 ap­
proaches, the wait for the re­
fund could be as long as twelve 
weeks. My advice is to file 
early and make sure the num­
bers are correct.”

The store license, which 
started at $5 for a single store, 
was a minor revenue source. 
Its repeal by phases was or­
dered by the Legislature in 
1971.

Bullock said that some 240,- 
000 stores in Texas had prev­
iously been covered by the 
license act.

He said his office is return­
ing license money still being 
sent in by businesses unaware 
of the repeal.

“It’s gratifying to see busi­
nesses voluntarily trying to 
do right and pay their taxes, 
but in this case we are say­
ing 'thanks, but no thanks’,” 
Bullock said.

TP&L to Invest 
$251 Million in 
75 Construction

Texas Power & Light Com­
pany will spend $251,000,000 
for the construction of new 
facilities in 1975, J. F. Skelton, 
TP&L president, announced.

The construction budget is 
the largest in the Company’s 
63-year history, and expendi­
tures will allow TP&L to keep 
pace with the growing electri­
cal demands of customers in 
its 51-county service area.

During 1975, TP&L will con­
tinue construction of numer­
ous power plants designed to 
reduce the company’s reliance 
on natural gas as a boiler fuel.

Because of dwindling na­
tural gas supplies, TP&L is 
now focusing on other fuel 
sources — lignite and nuclear 
— for future power produc­
tion.

Last year, after m a n y  
months of exhaustive safety 
and environmental studies, the 
Atomic Energy Commission 
issued a construction permit 
for the Comanche P e a k  
Steam Electric Station, a nu­
clear plant to be located near 
Glen Rose about 80 miles 
west of Dallas.

The plant will consist of 
two 1,150,000-kilowatt gener­
ating units and will be owned 
jointly by TP&L, Dallas Power 
& Light Company and Texas 
Electric Service Company. The 
first unit is scheduled for op 
eration in 1980, and the sec­
ond in 1982. The companies al­
so will build a 3,200-acre lake 
at the plant site. Lake water 
will be used for cooling pur­
poses.

A nuclear plant produces 
electricity the same way a 
conventional plant does. The 
heat source is the only differ 
ence since nuclear fission pro­
duces the heat which turns 
water into steam. The steam 
spins the turbine, which in 
turn spins the generator, to 
produce electricity.

Scheduled to be placed in 
operation in the more immedi­
ate future are several lignite 
plants. TP&L has been acquir­
ing lignite deposits in East 
Texas for the past 30 years. 
Texas lignite, a soft coal, is 
low in sulphur content and 
presents fewer environmental 
problems than most other 
forms of coal.

Lignite-fueled plants now 
under construction include:

1. Monticello Steam Electric 
Station in Titus County. The 
first of two 575,000-kilowatt 
units was placed in limited 
service in 1974, and the sec­
ond 575,000-kilowatt unit is 
scheduled for completion in 
1976. A 750,000-kilowatt unit 
at Monticello will be placed 
in service in 1978. TP&L is 
scheduled to own 50 per cent 
of the capacity at Monticello, 
and DP&L and TESCO will 
own the remainder.

2. Martin Lake, Rusk Coun­
ty, will be the largest gener­
ating facility ever constructed 
by the Company. Four 750,000 
units will be built with com­
pletion scheduled prior to the 
peak season of each of the 
years 1977, 1978, 1979 and 1980. 
TP&L is scheduled to own 60 
per cent of the plant’s capac­
ity, with the remainder going 
to DP&L and TESCO.

3. Forest Grove, Henderson 
County, will have one 750,000- 
kilowatt generating unit in 
service prior to the peak sea­
son of 1981.

4. Twin Oak, Robertson 
County, will be constructed 
and owned jointly by TP&L 
and the Aluminum Company 
of America. The plant will 
consist of two 750,000-kilowatt 
generating units to be placed 
in service in 1981 and 1982.

All of the new lignite plants 
are being constructed adjacent 
to lignite deposits estimated 
to be sufficient for the service 
life of the units.

Also, a 775-000 - kilowatt, 
gas/oil-fueled unit is nearing 
completion on Lake Granbury 
in Hood County, and will be 
placed in service prior to the 
1975 peak season.

By 1980, when the lignite- 
fueled plants now under con­
struction or in design stages 
are completed, an estimated 
55 per cent of TP&L’s energy 
requirements will be supplied 
by lignite, compared with 
about 12 per cent in 1974.

The Company said that lig­
nite-fueled plants cost more 
than twice as much per kilo­
watt to build as gas or oil- 
fueled plants.

According to Company of­
ficials, TP&L Is making every 
effort to preserve the environ­
ment in all of its operations. 
For instance, in the mining of 
lignite, the Company has an 
extensive and expensive pro­
gram of restoring the land. 
After the subsurface deposits 
of lignite have been removed, 
the soil which covered them 
is replaced, graded to a na­
tural contour and planted 
with grasses and other vegeta­
tion compatible to the area. 
Thus, the land involved is re­
stored not only in appearance, 
but to an equal or better state 
of productivity.

Also in 1975, the Company 
will build or improve trans­
mission l i ne s ,  distribution 
lines, substations or switching 
stations in numerous parts of 
its service area.

“ W hat’s the status o f TP&L’s 
nuclear power plant?”

A.Construction of the Comanche 
Peak Steam Electric Station was 
begun recently at a site about five 
miles north of Glen Rose in Somervell 
County.
Q -  “How much land area will be 
involved?”
A . Approximately 8,500 acres. This 
will include a 3,200-acre lake adjoining 
the plant which will provide cooling 
water for the plant.
Q .  “When will TP&L customers start 
getting electric power from the plant?”
A .T h e  first of two 1,150,000-kilowatt 
units is scheduled to go into operation 
in 1980 and the second in 1982.
Q .  “Will some other companies be 
getting power from the plant?”
A . Yes. The plant will be jointly 
owned and utilized by Texas Power & 
Light, Dallas Power & Light and Texas 
Electric Service.
Q .  “Why is a nuclear plant 
necessary?”
A . Rising costs and a shortage of 
future supplies of natural gas and oil

compel use of more economical and 
readily available fuels for generating 
plants. Within the next five years,
TP&L will reduce its dependency on 
gas and oil with plants designed and 
constructed to burn lignite-coal. While 
it is anticipated that lignite will 
continue to be an important fuel well 
beyond the year 2000, the long-range 
solution to fuel problems appears to lie 
in nuclear generating plants.
Q .  “How safe will the plant be?”
A .T h e  planning, construction and 
operation of the Comanche Peak plant 
is subject to close examination and 
rigid regulation by the Atomic Energy 
Commission and other federal and 
state agencies. Devices and 
procedures in the plant will guard 
against every conceivable possibility 
which might endanger plant 
employees or the general public. 
Today, there are more than 50 nuclear 
generating units in the United States 
and there has never been a nuclear- 
related injury to a commercial nuclear 
power plant worker or member of the 
public.
