items of new equipment such 
as the heart monitoring unit 
and X-Ray improvements, in-
cluding replacements of orig-
inal items and additions. 

A major advancement, made 
last April, is an instant expert 
EKG readout whereby 
the test can be read as it 
is taken by means of a tele-
phone connection with San 
Francisco. The service. which 
can be vital, replaces the 
method whereby an EKG tape 
had to be sent away for read-
ing. 

Another valued service at 
the hospital is participation in 
the Red Cross blood bank 
program. Because of it blood 
transfusions to hospital pa-
tients or district residents are 
higher in quality and lower in 
price than the usual transfu-
sions with commercial blood. 

Along with its medical value 
to the community and a wide 
area around Muenster, the 
hospital is equivalent to a sub-
stantial industry. It has 32 full 
time employees plus almost 
as many part time workers for 
an equivalent of 40 to 43 full 
time workers. 

The hospital enjoys a repu-
tation of super care as well as 
the distinction of being the 
Dallas Cowboys' principal Ga-
up place for football injuries. 
They have been here by the 
dozens for the attention of 
Dr. Knight, their team doctor, 
who has treated patients from 
the far corners of the nation 
and overseas. Others on the 
local staff are Doctors Kra-
licke, Antonetti, Juarez and 
Graham. In addition the hos-
pital has a staff of 5 consult-
ants in radiology, pathology 
and urology.

With the nave national Gaels 
lature just settling down to 
work, the word ut Washington 
is that liberals have notions 
to do away with the time-
honored filibuster, which they 
lake to describe as a means 
by which • hate-filled minor-
ity is able to block construc-
tive legislation. They describe 
it as "archaic" a procedure 
that simply has to be changed. 

In relation to this parlai-
mutery weapon of defense it 
is enlightening to recall the 
words of a great political phi-
losopher. John Stuart Mill. He 
said. If all mankind minus 
one were of one opinion, and 
only one person were of the 
cont rary opinion. mankind 
would be no more justified in 
silencing that person. than he. 
if he had the power. would 
be justified in silencing man-
kind." 

It's • very emphatic way of 
saying that a minority has a 
right to be heard, and the ma-
jority is in violation of hu-
man rights when it tries to 
railroad a measure before the 
other side can get proper con-
sideration. 

The real purpose behind the 
filibuster is to bring the mi-
nority view more forcefully 
before the public, hopefully 
to start a flood of grass roots 
correspondeeice urging sena-
tors not to support the pro-
posed law. It has been suc-
cessful a number of times. 
the eventual outcome being 
that opponents, though not 
able to vote down a bill. had 
the strength to keep it from 
being voted upon.

The price asked then was 
$3000 a year, the pay to be-
gin in August 1979. The com-
missioners responded with aim 
offer of $2000 and the city, 
on January 23 dropped its 
price to $2500, which was 
turned down by the county 
on January 25, 

Without a contract the city 
declines to answer any more 
rural fire malls, because nei-
ther firemen or equipment are 
covered by insurance outside 
of the city. In case of injury 
or damage neither personnel 
or the city could be compen-
sated, and it is further pos-
sible that personnel or city 
could be held liable for an 
accident. 

In presenting its case the 
city council submitted figures 
showing that 113 fire runs in 
the past three years had cost 
$10,698, an average of 03.05 
per run. also that 42 nms in 
the past year had cost $300, 
an average of $10137. It fur-
ther stated that 84 per vent 
of the calls last year were 
to rural fires, requiring more 
time and more expense than 
city calls. Based on these fig-
ures it pointed out that the 
county's offer of $3000 per 
year amounts to only $55 per 
run. 

The council further pointed 
tail that the city has made 48 
fire runs since its pay was 
stopped in August 1977. Based 
on the former pay of 275 per 
call, the city has rendered 
$2600 worth of free service. 
And still another considera-
tion is the fact that Gaines-
ville has a contract to receive 
$15990 a year for eight years 
beginning August 1979, but 
Muenster is offered only $2000 
per year. 

Regarding a solution, Mayor  
Leonard Endres said that 
is not in sight now, but 
will come eventually because 
the service is needed and con-
cerned farmers ore like's to

Originally the requirement 
for cloture was a two thirds 
majority. Without it the fili-
buster would continue and 
the proposed bill could not 
come up for a vote. That was 
the situation in 1965 when 
Senator Everett Dirkson led 
the filibuster opposing Big 
Labor's effort to repeal Sec-
tion 14-b of the Taft Hartley 
Act, which allows states to 
pass Right to Work Laws. 

The talk-a-thon continued 
through November, December 
and January and in the fourth 
month Senator Mansfield, ma-
jority leader, made a final ef-
fort to choke off the filibuster. 
The attempt was defeated by 
16 votes, and 14-b remained a 
part of the law. 

Realising that the two thirds 
cloture vote was hard to ob-
tain, the liberals set about hav-
ing the necessary number re-
duced, a chore which they 
accomplished in 1975. The re-
quirement was changed to 60 
per cent. In our 100 member 
Senate, 60 votes rather than 
67 were enough to stop a fili-
buster. 

With this enormous gain in 
voting strength, the support-
ers of Big Labor tackled their 
next project with confidence. 
In the past legislature they in-
troduced the so called labor 
law "reform" bill fully con-
vinced that they had the pow-
er to crush a filibuster. But 
they were defeated again. The 
filibuster aired the issue, and 
the message from the public to 
Washington came back loud 
and clear. The bill that had 
been regarded as a sure thing 
did not come up for a vote, 
and the liberals failed to pass 
Big Labor's priority legisla-
tion. 

So now the talk is that li-
berals will try to further re-
duce the requirement for in-
voking clotur't. If so, the first 
thought is that not much 
more change is needed to wipe 
out the filibuster altogether . 
As the requirement to invoke 

-- cloture approaches a simple 
majority, the odds favoring a 
filibuster success approach the 
vanishing point. A very smal l 
majority for the bill could 
break the filibuster. 

Senators need to think hard 
about this proposal. It would 
be a sad day for our kind of 
government if either element 
of the legislature, whether li-
beral or conservative, should 
come up with the power to 
run rough shod over the other. 
The minority urgently needs 
the filibuster to delay the 
showdown vote on question-
able legislation until the grass 
roots has been alerted and al-
lowed to get its word back to 
Washington. 

A recent issue of Wall Street 
Journal may have a clue that  
helps explain organized labor' s 
eagerness to change the rules  
of procedure no that it is bet-
ter able to increase its com-
pulsory membership. The item 
quotes Associated Builders and 
Contractors as saying that 
non-union builders will ac-
count for 00°I of new con-
struction this year. Two years 
ago non union builders did

County Continues 
Responsibility for 
Ambulances 

Ambulance service in Cooke 
County will continue as a re-
sponsibility of the commis-
sioners court, according to de-
cisions made last Thursday in 
a special meeting of the court 
with representatives of the 
Muenster and Gainesville dis-
tricts. 

Faced with the expense of 
operating the service as well 
as the cost of a proposed new 
building to replace the mobile 
home currently in use, County 
Judge Greg Underwood asked 
the hospital districts to meet 
with the court and talk over 
the problem. 

Both indicated that they 
could not run the service any 
more efficiently, and also that 
the legislation creating the 
districts does not authorize the 
collection of tax to support the 
ambulance service. 

Another item discussed was 
the mistaken idea that ambul-
ance personnell could be bet-
ter utilized with the hospital 
connection rather than the 
present arrangement. David 
Bright and Pat Holden, ad-
ministrators, said that both 
hospital and ambulance work 
are priority jobs and neither 
could be dropped in favor of 
the other. The idea of having 
one person assigned to two 
duties would not be practical. 

Though declining to relieve 
the county of its problem, 
both districts agreed to coop-
erate with the commissioners 
court in its handling of the 
service. A 1 s o, they agreed 
with the court that first rate 
service should be maintained, 
that the service should be op-
erated from only one location, 
and that an advisory commit-
tee from the hospital districts 
assist the county in directing 
the service. 

All at the meeting were 
pleased with the county's ex-
cellent ambulance service and 
agreed that it should continue 
operating in that manner. 
Commissioners were concerned 
principally with the cost, which 
has suddenly taken 8 per cent 
of the county budget. It con-
fronts the court with an alter-

I native of taking away from 
other funds to finance this one 
or raising taxes. 

AUSTIN — New Gov. Bill 
Clements asked the legisla-
ture to strengthen the gover-
nor's powers substantially to 
deal with growth of the gov-
ernment and bureaucracy. 

Clements, in the "first 
chapter" of his message to 
lawmakers, asked for budget 
supervision authority and gu-
bernatorial power to remove 
state agency members "for 
stated reasons" and with Sen-
ate consent. 

Highlights of the new Re-
publican governor's recom-
mendations included: 

—A repeat of nis call for 
a $1 billion tax reduction. 

—Power for the governor 
to appoint chairmen of state 
boards and commissions "from 
time to time." 

—A freeze on state hiring 
and an "attrition policy" to 
reduce the number of state 
employees by 25,000 over four 
years. 

—Initiative and referendum 
powers for citizens to pass or 
veto laws. 

— A constitutional ban on 
State corporate or personal 
income taxation. 

—Power for local voters to 
ratify or reject tax increases 
by election. 

— Limiting the governor, 
lieutenant governor and attor-
ney general to two four-year 
terms. 

—Abolishing the state's 10-
cent property tax for college 
buildings. 

—Development of a plan for 
a single tax appraisal office 
within each county. 

—Full implementation o f 
the 1978 tax relief amendment. 

Clements, throwing down 
the glove before advocates of 
a 22 per cent budget increase, 
told defenders of sharp hikes 
in spending the burden of jus-
tifying their decision is on 
them. 

Cut Sought 
House Speaker Bill Clayton 

says the Legislative Budget 
Board budget can be trimmed 
by $500 million and the 
amount returned to taxpayers. 

Clayton recommended a 2.5 
per cent cut across-the-board 
in the $20.8 million LBB ap-
propriations draft. 

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, who 
presides over the Senate, in-
sists the bill cannot be trim-
med without a substantial re-
duction in state services. 

Gov. Clements and former 
Gov. Dolph Briscoe claim a 
$1 billion reduction and corre-
sponding tax relief is possible. 

Clayton seeks to "freeze" 
state employment at current 
levels, to require pooling of 
state airplanes and to pro-
hibit contracting by state 
agencies for consultation ser-
vices and studies without 
prior approval by the gover-
nor. 

Meanwhile. Associate State 
Education Commissioner Ray-
mon Bynum told the House 
Appropriations committee, in 
effect, the legislature will 
have $72 million more for tax 
cuts than anticipated. The 
legislature set aside $450 mil-
lion to reimburse school dis-
tricts for revenue they will 
lose due to the 1978 tax relief 
amendment, but Bynum said 
cost of implementing t h e 
amendment is more like $378 
million. 

Expanding

$6.1 million in 1978, and may 
go up to $8.1 million in 1984.

County Shocked 
By Estimates of 
Jail Construction 

The proposed new Cooke 
County jail is becoming more 
and more of a headache to the 
commissioners. 

At their meeting last week 
they discovered that the lat-
est low bid for the contract 
is $1,194,711 and the next low 
hid is $95,000 higher. . The 
figures came as a shock, con-
sidering that the latest esti-
mate by an architect was in 
the range of $800,000 and the 
fund on hand for the project 
is only $674,000. 

Because of the problem, the 
commissioners favor a modi-
fication of plans to bring the 
cost more in line with avail-
able funds. Changes were sug-
gested in floors, walls and 
ceiling of the 9000 square foot 
structure. Considered as an-
other possible cost cutter was 
the court's take-over as its 
own contractor and hiring 
someone to supervise the con-
struction. 

Regarding changes of speci-
fications, however, the court is 
aware that some will not be 
allowed by the Texas Jail 
Standards Commission. 

Still another problem is a 
wage dispute related to a fed-
eral act requiring conformity 
to federal wage regulations on 
a federal construction job. 
The jail is to be built mostly 
with revenue sharing funds. 
It would help if wage rates of 
the county could be used ra-
ther than those of the Dallas-
Fort Worth area, as originally 
ordered. t 

Meanwhile the commission-
ers face the fact that con-
struction costs are rising about 
20 per cent a year. The delay 
which has already edit many 
thousands is likely to keep 
costing.
